Cultural Resources Setting   
A detailed review of the pre-contact setting, ethnographic setting, and historic setting is included in the 2019 EIR 
for reference.   

Archival Research  
SCCIC Records Search  
A records search to assess the new well locations was conducted by ESA staff on May 6, 2025, at the California 
Historical Resources Information System (CHRIS) - South Central Coastal Information Center (SCCIC) housed at 
California State University, Fullerton. The records search included a review of all previously recorded 
archaeological resources and investigations conducted within a 0.5-mile radius of the project modifications.  

Previous Cultural Resources Investigations  

The record search results indicate that 21 archaeological resources investigations have been conducted within a 
0.5mile radius of the project modifications (Table 1). Approximately 65 percent of the 0.5-mile radius and the 
project modifications have been included in previous investigations. Of these 21 previous investigations involving 
field study, one (VN-01878) overlaps portions of the project modifications (Iverson, 2000).

This study was an intensive pedestrian survey of three-meter increments for a Caltrans bridge replacement on 
Interstate Route 101 over the Santa Clara River from Vineyard Ave to Johnson Drive. The pedestrian survey of the 
Area of Potential Effect (APE) found no previously unknown archaeological sites (Iverson 2000).   

Previously Recorded Cultural Resources  

The record search results indicate four cultural resources have been previously recorded within a 0.5-mile radius of 
the Project Area (Table 2). Of these four resources, all are historic built environments. No prehistoric and historical 
archaeological sites are located within the project modifications.

Historic Aerials and Topographic Map Review  
Historic aerial imagery, along with topographic maps were meticulously analyzed to contribute to the understanding 
of the land use history of the surrounding area. This analysis also aids in assessing the potential for buried 
archaeological resources within the site.   

The available topographic maps, including the 1904, 1942, and 1943 Hueneme topographic maps, as well as the 
1949 and 1951 Oxnard 7.5-minute quadrangles (USGS Topo View, 2025), were examined. The 1904 Hueneme 
topographic map depicts the project modifications as undeveloped, with the Santa Clara River running north to 
south on the eastern side. The Southern Pacific railroad tracks, situated to the north of the area, commence in the 
city of Oxnard and extend through the town of Montalvo. Both the 1942 and 1943 Hueneme maps also indicate the 
presence of the Ventura County Golf Club in the western section of the project modifications, along with the 101-
highway running northwest to southeast, north of the project modifications. The 1949 Oxnard topographic map 
reveals that the cities of Montalvo, Santa Paula, and Saticoy have expanded. An oil well is visible near the Santa 
Clara River in the southwest region of the River. Additionally, the Santa Clara Cemetery, located near the 101-
highway, is marked on the map. The 2025 Oxnard map illustrates a confined Santa Clara River and a developed 
city of Oxnard. The project modifications area includes streets adjacent to King Drive and Perkins Avenue (USGS 
Topo View 2025).  

Historical aerial imagery was examined as part of the archival research for the project modifications. The available 
photographs cover the years 1947, 1959,1965, 1967, 1978, 1980, 1984, 1985, 1994, 2005, 2009, 2010, 2012, 2014, 
2016, 2018, 2020, and 2022, providing evidence of the property's development history (Historical Aerials 2025). 
Additionally, ESA reviewed aerial imagery from 1927, 1938, 1945, 1959, and 1968 (Frame Finder 2025) and 
2023,2024 and 2025 on Google Earth (Google 2025). The aerial photograph from 1927 illustrates the project 
modifications as an undeveloped and barren landscape, with a few agricultural parcels situated to the north and 



west. The Santa Clara River flows along the eastern boundary, running from north to south. In the 1938 aerial 
images, a railroad is visible to the north of the project modifications, accompanied by a small housing development. 
By 1945, there was a significant increase in agricultural activity in the surrounding areas; however, the project 
modification sites remained untouched. Between 1959 and 1980, aerial views indicated that it was plowed for 
farming, but it was not until 1984 that the site was fully transformed into farming fields. By this time, the nearby 
environment had evolved into an urban setting, with the 101-highway located to the north. The 1984 imagery also 
shows a few commercial buildings to the west and a golf course to the southwest, yet there appears to be no 
significant developments at the project modification sites. The 2005 aerial view reveals a marked increase in 
development in the immediate vicinity, while the project modifications have remained undeveloped up to the present 
day (Historical Aerials 2025; Frame Finder 2025).  

Conclusions and Recommendations  
The project modifications are located within undeveloped parcels in the city of Ventura. The nearest water bodies 
include the Santa Clara River, positioned approximately 0.25 miles southeast, and the Pacific Ocean, which is 
approximately 3.6 miles distant. The parcels are characterized by Late Pleistocene to Holocene-aged alluvium. 
Although access issues did not allow for an on-site archaeological survey to be completed, based on the proximity 
of the project modifications to significant water sources such as the Santa Clara Riveras as well as the presence of 
Late Pleistocene and Holocene-aged soils within its bounds, there is moderate potential for buried archaeological 
resources. This is consistent with the analysis in the EIR. As stated on page 3.10-31, “[t]he construction of the wells 
and pump building would require excavation, with the potential to affect archeological resources. As a result, 
Mitigation Measures CUL-1 through CUL-5 are required for all potential well sites. Impacts would be less than 
significant with mitigation.” 

  
An analysis of historical aerial imagery and topographic maps indicates that the parcels remained undeveloped until 
the 1950s, after which they were utilized for agricultural purposes until 2005. Subsequently, the parcels have 
remained in an undeveloped state. Notably, no historical buildings or foundations were identified during the archival 
record search of the project modification sites. The findings from this search suggest that there are no known cultural 
resources within the parcels. Therefore, based on these discoveries, it can be concluded that the parcels may possess 
low sensitivity for historical cultural resources. The implementation of Mitigation Measures CUL-1 through CUL-
11 (see EIR pp. ES-24 – ES-30) will ensure that any impacts are reduced to below a level of significance. 
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
