The Land Use Element Amendment amends
the Land Use Map (Figure 1-1) to incorporate the Land Use Plan
of the Watson Ranch Specific Plan into the General Plan as
required by the Town Center designation. The amendment also
amends the General plan Circulation Map (Figure 3) and Table of
Major Infrastructure Improvements (Table 3) to include the
addition of Rio Del Mar as a possible east - west connection
between SR 29 on the west and Newell Drive on the east; and, to
reclassify the segment of Newel!
