Executive Summary

This Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) was performed in accordance with
Terracon Proposal No. PNB257014 and Change Order No. 1 dated September 4, 2025,
and was conducted consistent with the procedures included in ASTM E1527-21, Standard
Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment
Process. The purpose of this ESA was to assist the client in developing information to
identify recognized environmental conditions (RECs) in connection with the site as
reflected by the scope of this report. The ESA was conducted under the supervision or
responsible charge of Jennifer S. Van, Environmental Professional. Maxine Contreras
performed the site reconnaissance on October 9, 2025.

Findings and Opinions

A summary of the findings is provided below. It should be recognized that details were
not included or fully developed in this section, and the report must be read in its entirety
for a comprehensive understanding of the items contained herein.

Site Description and Use

The site is located at 2801 West Vine Street in Lodi, San Joaquin County, California and
consists of an approximately 12-acre tract of land identified by Assessor Parcel Number
(APN) 027-40-016. The site consists of vacant land with vegetation and improved with
two pad-mounted transformers along the western boundary. During the site
reconnaissance, the site was vacant and had no operations.

Historical Information

Based on a review of the historical information, the site consisted of undeveloped and/or
vacant land from as early 1910s through the late 1940s, when the site consisted of
agricultural land (row crops and vineyards). By the mid-2010s, the site consisted of
fallow agricultural and/or vacant land with vegetation through the present. The historical
agricultural use of the site is further discussed below and in Section 3.7.

The northern and eastern adjoining properties consisted of undeveloped land in the early
1910s until utilizing agricultural land. The northern adjoining property remained
agriculture use until vacated in the mid-2010s. The eastern adjoining property was
redeveloped with the existing school and religious facility in the mid-1980s. The
southern and western adjoining properties consisted of undeveloped land in the early
1910s until utilizing agricultural land in the mid-1930s. The western adjoining properties
were graded and the western adjoining southern portion was developed with the existing
catch basin in the mid-2010s. Based on a review of the historical information, RECs were
not identified in connection with the site.
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Previous Reports

In 2008, Aperio Inc. conducted a Preliminary Environmental Assessment (PEA) for the
approximately 12-acre site located northwest of Lower Sacramento Road and West Vine
Street in Lodi, California, on behalf of the Lodi Unified School District for the proposed
Samuel L. Gantner Elementary School. The site consisted of fallow agricultural land
historically used for agricultural purposes (vineyard) with no record of structural
development. A previous Phase I ESA (August 2007) identified a recognized
environmental condition (REC) related to historical pesticide and herbicide use.
Subsequent Phase II and PEA investigations included the collection of nine soil samples
from locations gridded throughout the site on approximate one-acre centers, generally
from depths of 0-1 and 1-2 feet below ground surface (bgs), for analysis of
organochlorine pesticides (OCPs), CAM 17 metals, and arsenic.

All OCP results were reported as non-detect, and detected metal concentrations,
including arsenic and molybdenum, were below the applicable California Human Health
Screening Levels (CHHSLs) in use at the time of assessment. When compared to the
current DTSC Human Health Risk Assessment (HHRA) Note 3, April 2025 residential
screening levels, the previously reported metal concentrations remain below applicable
risk-based thresholds. Specifically, arsenic concentrations (reported up to 1.6 mg/kg)
are within the range of regional background concentrations and below the current
residential screening level of 0.07 mg/kg. Detected molybdenum concentrations were
also significantly lower than the current residential screening level of 380 mg/kg.

Based on these findings, Aperio concluded that no evidence of significant contamination
was present and recommended No Further Action (NFA), with subsequent DTSC approval
of the site for school use.

Records Review

Selected federal and state environmental regulatory databases as well as responses
from state and local regulatory agencies were reviewed. The site, identified as Gantner
Elementary School, is listed on the School Property Evaluation Program Sites (SCH)
databases. According to the listing, the site was historically used for vineyard
cultivation. The Lodi Unified School District proposed construction of a new school at this
location. In August 2007, a Phase II Environmental Site Assessment was conducted
(without DTSC oversight) to evaluate potential impacts from historical agricultural
activities, including testing for OCPs, arsenic, and CAM 17 metals. Following a boundary
adjustment of approximately 570 feet to the south, a PEA Workplan was submitted to
DTSC for additional sampling within the new site limits.

The remaining facilities listed in the database report do not appear to represent RECs to
the site at this time based upon regulatory status, apparent topographic gradient,
and/or distance from the site.
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Site Reconnaissance

During the site reconnaissance, Terracon observed trash, consisting of typical municipal
litter items such as bottles, plastic, and miscellaneous clothing items and two pad-
mounted transformers were observed along the western boundary. Based on site
observations, the observed site features do not represent a REC to the site.

Adjoining Properties

The northern adjoining property consists of vacant land with vegetation (2800 West Lodi
Avenue). The eastern adjoining property consists of GracePoint Church and Jim Elliot
Christian High School (801 South Lower Sacramento Road). The southern adjoining
property consists of West Vine Street followed by row crops and vineyards. The western
adjoining property consists of Westgate Drive followed by graded vacant land and a
catch basin.

Significant Data Gaps

Significant data gaps (SDGs) were not identified.
Additional Services

Per the agreed scope of services, additional services as outlined in the proposal,
including items described in Section 13.0 (Non-Scope Considerations) of ASTM E1527-
21, were not conducted.

Conclusions

We have performed a Phase I ESA consistent with the procedures included in ASTM
Practice E1527-21 at 2801 West Vine Street, Lodi, San Joaquin County, California, the
site. RECs, Controlled RECs (CRECs), and/or SDGs were not identified in connection with
the site.

Recommendations

Based on the scope of services, limitations, and conclusions of this assessment, Terracon
recommends the preparation of a Soil Management Plan (SMP) prior to future
development and earth work to address potential unknown subsurface conditions
associated with the long-term agricultural use on the site.

Reason for the ESA

1.2 Scope of Services

This Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) was performed in accordance with
Terracon Proposal No. PNB257014 and Change Order No. 1 dated September 4, 2025,
and was conducted consistent with the procedures included in ASTM E1527-21, Standard
Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment
Process. The purpose of this ESA was to assist the client in developing information to
identify RECs in connection with the site as reflected by the scope of this report.
Recognized environmental conditions are defined by ASTM E1527-21 as “(1) the
presence of hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or at the subject
property due to a release to the environment; (2) the likely presence of hazardous
substances or petroleum products in, on, or at the subject property due to a release or
likely release to the environment; or (3) the presence of hazardous substances or
petroleum products in, on, or at the subject property under conditions that pose a
material threat of a future release to the environment.” This ESA includes consideration
of the movement of hazardous substances and petroleum products in any form,
including migration of vapor in the subsurface. A de minimis condition is not a
recognized environmental condition.

This purpose was undertaken through user-provided information, a regulatory database
review, historical and physical records review, interviews (including local government
inquiries, as applicable), and a visual noninvasive reconnaissance of the site and
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adjoining properties. Limitations, ASTM deviations, and significant data gaps (if
identified) are noted in the applicable sections of the report.

Review of Perfluoroalkyl and Polyfluoroalkyl Substances (PFAS)

PFAS are a family of compounds which are considered emerging contaminants of concern
due to their mobility and longevity in the environment. PFAS has been used in many
products, including but not limited to fire-fighting foam, anti-stick coatings, stain and
water-repellent coatings, electroplating, and paper products, among others. On July 8,
2024, US EPA designated two PFAS compounds, perfluorooctanoic acid (PFOA) and
perfluorooctanesulfonic acid (PFOS), including their salts and structural isomers, as
hazardous substances under CERCLA; accordingly, PFOA and PFOS was evaluated within
the scope of E1527-21. Please note that PFAS compounds are ubiquitous in the
environment and this limited review is not to be construed as confirmation that PFAS
compounds are not present in, at or under the site.

1.3 Standard of Care

This ESA was performed in accordance with generally accepted practices of this
profession, undertaken in similar studies at the same time and in the same geographical
area. We have endeavored to meet this standard of care, but may be limited by
conditions encountered during performance, a client-driven scope of work, or inability to
review information not received by the report date. Where appropriate, these limitations
are discussed in the text of the report, and an evaluation of their significance with
respect to our findings has been conducted.

During the review of
historic information and site reconnaissance, Terracon did not identify information that
would indicate the extensive use, storage, or manufacturing of pesticides or herbicides
on the site. The historical agricultural use is further discussed in Sections 3.7 and 4.1.

3.2 Historical City Directories

The Digital Business Directory, Haines, and Polks city directories used in this study were
made available through ERIS (selected years reviewed: 1925 through to 2024) and were
reviewed at approximate five-year intervals, if readily available. Street listings not
available prior to 1945.

Terracon reviewed the above historical city directories for indications of RECs associated
with the site.

3.5 Environmental Liens and Activity and Use Limitations

The ERIS regulatory database report included a review of both Federal and State
Engineering Control (EC) and Institutional Control (IC) databases. Based on a review of
the database report, the site was not listed on the EC or IC databases. Please note that
in addition to these federal and state listings, AULs can be recorded at the county and
municipal level that may not be listed in the regulatory database report. Environmental
lien and activity and use limitation records recorded against the site were not provided
by the client. At the direction of the client, performance of a review of these records was
not included as part of the scope of services and unless notified otherwise, we assume
that the client is evaluating this information outside the scope of this report.

3.6 Interviews Regarding Current and Historical Site Uses

Reasonable attempts were made to contact the site owner; however, at the issuance of

this report, an interview with the site owner was not performed. Based on the historical

and environmental regulatory database reviews, the absence of an owner interview does
not appear to represent a significant data gap.

3.7 Prior Report Review

Terracon requested the client provide any previous environmental reports they are
aware of for the site. The following previous report was provided by the client to
Terracon for review.

In 2008, Aperio Inc. conducted a Preliminary Environmental Assessment (PEA) for the
approximately 12-acre site located northwest of Lower Sacramento Road and West Vine
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Street in Lodi, California, on behalf of the Lodi Unified School District for the proposed
Samuel L. Gantner Elementary School. The site consisted of fallow agricultural land
historically used for agricultural purposes (vineyard) with no record of structural
development. A previous Phase I ESA (August 2007) identified a recognized
environmental condition (REC) related to historical pesticide and herbicide use.
Subsequent Phase II and PEA investigations included the collection of nine soil samples
from locations gridded throughout the site on approximate one-acre centers, generally
from depths of 0-1 and 1-2 feet below ground surface (bgs), for analysis of
organochlorine pesticides (OCPs), CAM 17 metals, and arsenic.

All OCP results were reported as non-detect, and detected metal concentrations,
including arsenic and molybdenum, were below the applicable California Human Health
Screening Levels (CHHSLs) in use at the time of assessment. When compared to the
current DTSC Human Health Risk Assessment (HHRA) Note 3, April 2025 residential
screening levels, the previously reported metal concentrations remain below applicable
risk-based thresholds. Specifically, arsenic concentrations (reported up to 1.6 mg/kg)
are within the range of regional background concentrations and below the current
residential screening level of 0.07 mg/kg. Detected molybdenum concentrations were
also significantly lower than the current residential screening level of 380 mg/kg. These
results indicate that soil conditions at the time of investigation would continue to be
considered protective of human health under current guidance.

Based on these findings, Aperio concluded that no evidence of significant contamination
was present and recommended No Further Action (NFA), with subsequent DTSC approval
of the site for school use.

4.0 Records Review

Regulatory database information was provided by ERIS, a contract information services
company in a report dated September 26, 2025. The purpose of the records review was
to identify RECs in connection with the site. Information in this section is subject to the
accuracy of the data provided by the information services company and the date at
which the information is updated. The scope herein did not include confirmation of
facilities listed as "unmappable"” by regulatory databases.

In some of the following subsections, the words up-gradient, cross-gradient, and down-
gradient refer to the topographic gradient in relation to the site. As stated previously,
the groundwater flow direction and the depth to shallow groundwater, if present, would
likely vary depending upon seasonal variations in rainfall and the depth to the
soil/bedrock interface. Without the benefit of on-site groundwater monitoring wells
surveyed to a datum, groundwater depth and flow direction beneath the site cannot be
directly ascertained.
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4.1 Federal and State/Tribal Databases

Terracon reviewed standard federal, state, and tribal environmental record sources
within the approximate minimum search distances as required by ASTM E1527-21 and
presented in Table 2 of Section 8.0 of The Standard (Types of Government Records to be
Reviewed). Further, to enhance and supplement the standard environmental record
sources, Terracon reviewed additional federal, state, tribal, local, and proprietary
environmental record sources, provided by the database firm, if potentially useful and
reasonably ascertainable. Please refer to Appendix D (the environmental regulatory
database report) for the number of listings within each database reviewed and database
definitions and descriptions.

Due to conversion of address data to location coordinates and the accuracy of
government records, the facility locations depicted in the environmental regulatory
database report may not match actual physical locations. As such, Terracon attempted
to field-verify the actual distances of facilities of concern from the site.

The following table summarizes the site-specific information provided by the database
and/or gathered by this office for identified facilities. Facilities are listed in order of
proximity to the site. Additional discussion for selected facilities follows the summary
table.

Gantner Elementary School (Lower Sacramento Road and Vine Street)

The site, identified as Gantner Elementary School, is listed on the School Property
Evaluation Program Sites (SCH) database. According to the listing, the site was
historically used for vineyard cultivation. The Lodi Unified School District proposed
construction of a new school at this location. In August 2007, a Phase II Environmental
Site Assessment was conducted (without DTSC oversight) to evaluate potential impacts
from historical agricultural activities, including testing for organochlorine pesticides
(OCPs), arsenic, and CAM 17 metals. Following a boundary adjustment of approximately
570 feet to the south, a Preliminary Environmental Assessment (PEA) Workplan was
submitted to DTSC for additional sampling within the new site limits.
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The Phase II and PEA sampling results indicated that all OCPs were non-detect, and
detected metals, including arsenic and molybdenum, were below applicable residential
California Human Health Screening Levels (CHHSLs) at the time of assessment. When
compared to the current DTSC Human Health Risk Assessment (HHRA) Note 3 (April
2025) residential screening levels, the previously reported metal concentrations remain
well below risk-based thresholds. Specifically, arsenic concentrations (up to 1.6 mg/kg)
were within the range of regional background concentrations (up to 2.0 mg/kg) and
below the current residential screening level of 0.07 mg/kg. Molybdenum concentrations
were also well below the current residential screening level of 380 mg/kg. A public
notice period for the PEA was held from March 21 to May 6, 2008, with no public
comments received. On May 21, 2008, DTSC approved the PEA with a No Further Action
determination. The listing is discussed further in Section 3.7. Based on a review of the
listing and No Further Action letter, the site does not represent a REC to the site.

Bradshaw Trust (15671 S Lower Sacramento Rd)

Bradshaw Trust, located approximately 45 feet to the south and topographically cross-
gradient relative to the site is listed on the San Joaquin County - Site Mitigation List
(SML SANJOAQ) database. A Soil Boring Installation Workplan was completed on October
21, 2008 to investigate subsurface conditions associated with a possible former
underground fuel tank (UST) for consideration of redevelopment. Nine proposed soil
borings were proposed to be installed to a depth of 20 feet bgs and were not expected to
penetrate groundwater. Based on a review of aerial maps, the facility’s buildings and
operations appear to be located approximately 755 feet to the east-southeast of the site.
Based on a review of the on-line State Water Resources Control Board — GeoTracker
database, this facility is not listed currently permitted with a UST and/or USTs and a
Leaking UST cleanup case was not reported. Based on the facility’s building operations
distance relative to the site and facility’s regulatory status, the Bradshaw Trust facility
does not represent a REC to the site.

The remaining facilities listed in the database report do not appear to represent RECs to
the site at this time based upon regulatory status, apparent topographic gradient,
and/or distance from the site.

Unmapped facilities are those that do not contain sufficient address or location
information to evaluate the facility listing locations relative to the site. The report listed
14 facilities in the unmapped section. Determining the location of unmapped facilities is
beyond the scope of this assessment; however, none of these facilities were identified as
the site or adjacent properties. These facilities are listed in the database report in
Appendix D.

During the site reconnaissance, two pad-mounted transformers were observed on the
western portion of the site. The transformer is owned and serviced by Lodi Electric Utility
(LEU); however, no information with regard to polychlorinated biphenyl (PCB) content of
the transformer fluids was observed. Some transformers contain mineral oil which may
contain PCBs.

LEU maintains responsibility for the transformer, and if the transformer was “PCB
contaminated,” the utility company is not required to replace the transformer fluids until
a release is identified. However, evidence of current or prior releases was not observed
in the vicinity of the electrical equipment during the site reconnaissance. Based on this
information, the on-site electrical equipment does not represent a REC to the site.

This Site is located northwest of the corner of Lower Sacramento Road and West Vine Street in Lodi. Lodi Unified School District is proposing to
construct a school on a 12-acre site. Currently and historically the Site and the surrounding area has been planted with grape vines.

A Phase Il Environmental Site Assessment (Phase 1) was conducted, without DTSC oversight, in August 2007. The site was investigated for
organochlorine pesticides (OCP), arsenic, and CAM 17 metals due to agricultural usage of the Site.

After the completion of the Phase I, the developer relocated the boundaries of the Site approximately 570 feet to the south. To account for the new
area, due to the relocated boundaries, a Preliminary Environmental Assessment (PEA) Workplan Technical Memo was submitted to DTSC for additional
Site characterization sampling. The additional investigation assessed the new Site area for OCPs and arsenic due to the current and past agricultural
activities.

According to the PEA Report, all sample results (from the Phase Il and PEA workplan) showed OCP samples were non-detect. All samples for CAM 17
metal, except arsenic, were below residential California Human Health Screening Levels (CHHSLs) and arsenic results were found to be below
background. Note, the majority of the Phase Il sample results were retained. The PEA Report recommends no further action for the site.

The PEA Public Notice Period was held from March 21, 2008 through
May 6, 2008 and a public hearing was held on May 6, 2008. No public comments were received.

On May 21, 2008, DTSC approved the PEA with a no further action determination.

Virtually all information concerning the potential for contamination at Nike sites is confined to personnel who were
assigned to Nike sites. During deactivation most hardware was shipped to depot-level supply points. There were reportedly instances where excess
materials were disposed of on or near the site itself at closure. There was reportedly no routine site decontamination.
