Bay Area Rescue Mission (BARM) proposes to develop a two-story, 9,553 square-foot (SF) residential building that
would serve as a shelter to house homeless women and children. The project would be developed on a 9,000-SF
rectangular-shaped site encompassing two parcels in the City of Richmond. The proposed new building would provide
26 bedrooms with a total of 114 beds for women and children. The proposed homeless shelter would be added to
BARM'’s existing campus of seven other buildings on Macdonald Avenue that provide shelter, meals, and a variety of
educational and support services to homeless and impoverished men, women, and children.

Identify the project's significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The Initial Study identifies potentially significant impacts on air quality, cultural resources, and hydrology and water
quality. Construction impacts on air quality would be mitigated by standard dust control measures. Potential construction
impacts to previously undiscovered cultural resources or paleontological resources would be mitigated by work
stoppage, evaluation by a qualified archaeologist or paleontologist, as applicable, and implementation of additional
recovery and/or protection measures identified by those professionals. If human remains are encountered during
construction, the mitigation requires work stoppage and notification of the County Coroner and Native American Heritage
Commission (NAHC), followed by recording and reburial in accordance with direction provided by the Most Likely
Descendent identified by the NAHC. Potential construction impacts on water quality would be mitigated by preparing and
implementing a Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) and by implementation of standard Best Management
Practices for controlling erosion and sedimentation.
