The project will intertie the City of Santa Rosa’s existing water system Pressure Zone R2 and Pressure Zone R4 to improve fire flows on Cobblestone Drive by installing an approximately 1,100 foot eight-inch intertie pipeline between Tillmont Way and Cobblestone Drive across a portion of the undeveloped Keysight Technologies site.

The proposed water main connection between Tillmont Way (Pressure Zone R2) and Cobblestone Drive (Pressure Zone R4) follows along the northern property boundary of 3600 Tillmont Way (APN 173-290-032), along the west boundary of a Keysight Technologies parcel (APN 173-010-001), southeast across the property to the southern property boundary, and then south through an emergency fire access parcel (APN 173-150-042) to Cobblestone Drive.

Construction-related dust. Mitigated by BAAQMD Basic Construction Mitigation Measures.
Potential impacts to Waters of the State under Regional Board jurisdiction. Mitigation requires consultation with USACE and the Regional Board and obtaining a permit, if required.
Potential impact to special-status plant species, narrow-anthered brodiaea. Mitigation requires preconstruction survey and development of a habitat mitigation monitoring plan, if present.
Potential impact to nesting birds and roosting bats. Mitigated with appropriate preconstruction surveys/avoidance.
Potential discovery of cultural resources. Mitigated with standard accidental discovery protocol. No Tribal Cultural Resources identified during AB-52 consultation.
Potential for construction-related erosion. Mitigated with erosion control plan.
Potential construction-related noise impacts. Mitigated with standard noise abatement measures.
Potential impacts to traffic during construction. Mitigated with development of a traffic control plan.
