We are responding to your consultant's June 20, 2014, request for an approved
jurisdictional determination for the Ryan Avenue Project. The approximately 6.5-acre site is
located near Mud Creek, Section 34, Township 23 North, Range 1 East, Mount Diablo
Meridian, Latitude 32.8093186°, Longitude -121.850688°, in Chico, Butte County, California.

Based on the information your consultant provided, we have determined that there are
no waters of the United States within the study area, as depicted on the enclosed
November 7, 2012, Figure 3, Ryan Avenue Project Delineation of the Waters of the
United States (enclosure 1) drawing prepared and submitted by NorthStar Engineering
on September 9, 2014. '

This verification is valid for five years from the date of this letter, unless new information
warrants revision of the determination before the expiration date. This letter contains an
approved jurisdictional determination for your subject site. If you object to this determination,
you may request an administrative appeal under Corps regulations at 33 CFR Part 331.

Our disclaimer of jurisdiction is only for this activity as it pertains to Section 404 of the
Federal Clean Water Act and does not refer to, nor affect jurisdiction over any waters present
on site. Other Federal, State, and local laws may apply to your activities. Therefore, in
addition to contacting other Federal and local agencies, you should also contact state
regulatory authorities to determine whether your activities may require other authorizations or
permits.

This determination has been conducted to identify the limits of Corps of Engineers' Clean
Water Act jurisdiction for the particular site identified in this request. This determination may
not be valid for the wetland conservation provisions of the Food Security Act of 1985, If you
or your tenant are U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) program participants, or anticipate
participation in USDA programs, you should request a certified wetland determination from
the local office of the Natural Resources Conservation Service prior to starting work.

The USACOE has determined that
there are no waters of the United States impacted by this activity. This area has been determined to
have “seasonal wetlands” which will be impacted.

The Seasonal Wetland, shown on Attachment A as SWO01, will me mitigated by purchasing of
Conservation Credits for 0.03 acre from Westervelt Ecological Services.

The surface of the fill area will remain pervious.

Installation of erosion control devices will be performed during the construction phase. Erosion
control measures, implemented during construction may include but not limited to silt fence and
sand bag barriers.
