	Project Description: The Orange County Ronald McDonald House Expansion project (proposed project) is located at 383 S. Batavia Street and 802 W. Culver Avenue in the City of Orange, California. The project includes an expansion to the existing Orange County Ronald McDonald House to increase the current number of guest rooms from 21 to 44, which would expand the floor area across the project site by 17,325 sf, and to convert an existing single-family residence to an accessory office space. The addition would be consistent with the Colonial Revival style and materials of the existing Ronald McDonald House building. The project includes the following permits/actions: 
-General Plan Amendment to amend the land use designation from Low Density Residential (2-6 DU/AC) to Public Facilities and Institutions (PFI)
-Zone Change from Single Family Residential 6,000 sq ft (R-1-6) to Public Institution (P-I). 
-Design Review 
-Major Site Plan Review for the proposed site design and layout.
-Variance to allow reduction in required front yard setback and increase in fence height at rear property line
-Tree Removal Permit for the removal of trees on- and off-site.
-Lot line Adjustment to adjust the lot lines to be consistent with the proposed project.
-Administrative Adjustment to allow reduction of one parking space.
	Project's Effects: The project would remove onsite vegetation, which could impact nesting birds. Mitigation Measure BIO-1 would require nesting bird surveys and avoidance measures to reduce the impact. The project could also impact on-site trees that are remaining. Mitigation Measure BIO-2 would establish a tree protection zone to reduce construction impacts on these trees. 
 
The project would install a storm drain near the single-family residence which is a historic resource. Mitigation Measure CUL-1 would require a barrier around the perimeter of the historic structure to reduce potential direct impacts from construction equipment. In addition, construction activities could encounter unanticipated archaeological resources during ground disturbance. Mitigation Measure CUL-2 would reduce impact to potential archaeological resources by establishing  measures a Qualified Archaeologist shall follow in the event resources are discovered. Similarly, paleontological resources could be discovered during construction Mitigation Measure GEO-1 established protocols to follow in the event any are discovered, which would reduce impacts. 
 
Consultation with the Gabrieleno Band of Mission Indians – Kizh Nation determined that construction of the project could impact tribal cultural resources. Mitigation Measures TCR-1 through TCR-7 would reduce potential impacts by requiring a Qualified Archaeological and Tribal Monitor to specific standards, protocols to follow if tribal resources or human remains are discovered, and treatment measures.   
	Areas of Controversy: The project site is located in the City's Old Towne Orange Local Historic District. The design of the proposed addition has been an important topic for compliance with the City's Historic Preservation Design Standards and consistency with the existing structure and surrounding buildings. 
 
The project is adjacent to single-family residences. The size and scale of the addition has been a topic of concern for nearby neighbors.
