The applicant is proposing to subdivide three parcels totaling 15.66 acres, into 178 single-family 
residential lots. The subject properties are located at 1 1 3 7 ,  1201 and 1233 5th Street, Stanislaus 
County APNs 043-059-001, 043-016-004 & 005. The 4. 769 acre parcel located at 1 1 3 7  5th 
Street is zoned Medium Density Residential (R-M). The other two parcels, 1201  and 1233 5th 
Street are zoned High Density Residential (RH). The lots will range in size from 4,724 square 
feet to 2, 160 square feet. The entrance into the development will be gated and all internal 
roadways will be private roads. A Planned Development is proposed to allow for the gating of 
the project as well deviations from the lot size standards and the setbacks. The proposed 
setbacks for the development will be 5' front yard, 1 O' rear yard, 9' corner side yard and 4' 
interior side yard. Dual use drainage basins will be installed and landscaped to handle the 
stormwater for the development as well as provide open space areas. 

A "Mitigated Negative Declaration" is proposed, declaring that the project will not have a 
significant effect on the environment, incorporating mitigation measures identified in the Initial 
Study, and subject to the appropriate conditions of approval.
