Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Project consists of tenant improvements on the first floor, a building addition on the first floor, and a new second
floor to the L203 building (20202 Windrow Drive). The Project also includes a new 13,253 square foot bridge that would
connect the L203 and L202 buildings (20162 Windrow Drive). No changes are proposed to the L201 building (20161
Windrow Drive). Building L203 is comprised of two suites. One of the existing suites (73,168 square feet) is currently
unoccupied . As part of the proposed Project, the first floor would undergo tenant improvements, a 7,101 square foot
building addition would be constructed on the first floor and a new 26,830 square foot second floor would be added. The
proposed bridge would connect Buildings L202 and L203. The bridge would support a mechanical central plant as well
as cogen and central plant equipment to support Building L203 operations. A walkway would also be provided to allow
team members to travel between the two buildings. Building L203 would house key manufacturing equipment in sensitive
environments that risk disruption when dependent upon outside sources of energy. The cogen technology would allow
operations to continue while providing in-house energy security.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The MND determined potentially significant effects associated with air quality, biological resources, cultural resources,
noise, transportation, and tribal cultural resources. Mitigation measures to address air quality include compliance with
SCAQMD standards, including obtaining all necessary Air Permits, preparation and implementation of a Construction
Management Plan, including implementation of Best Available Control Measures and implementation of best
management practices, and installation of signage regarding truck idling within the loading dock areas. Mitigation
measures to address biological resources include pre-construction surveys for nesting birds. Mitigation for cultural and
tribal cultural resources address the necessary steps in the event cultural resources are discovered during project
activities, including potential human remains. Noise mitigation measures include prohibiting construction activities during
specific ours and implementing construction best management practices. Additional noise mitigation measures include
limiting operations of the loading docks. Mitigation measures to address VMT impacts include the implementation of trip
reduction measures.
