Dear Mr. Chau:  

HELIX Environmental Planning, Inc. (HELIX) completed a study of the existing and proposed noise 
environment associated with the Bangham Well, Glorieta Pump Station, and two proposed emergency 
generators for the Pasadena Sunset Complex Project (project). This letter report presents the findings of 
ambient noise measurements taken at the project site to establish baseline conditions and presents the 
anticipated noise levels that would be generated by the construction and operation of these project 
components. 

PROJECT LOCATION 

The project is located in the City of Pasadena (City) in Los Angeles County (Figure 1, Regional Location). 
The project is located 600 feet east of Interstate 210 (Foothill Freeway) and 0.75 mile north of State 
Route 134 (Ventura Freeway). The approximately 9.15-acre project site is located within Assessor’s 
Parcel Number 5728-021-916 and is bordered by Sunset Avenue to the east, East Mountain Street to the 
south, Glen Avenue to the west, and mixed residential and commercial properties to the north (Figure 2, 
Aerial Photograph). 

PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

The project proposes the demolition of the existing Sunset Reservoir complex and replacement with 
new reservoirs, along with a groundwater treatment facility. The two existing reservoirs would be 
removed and replaced with new prestressed concrete reservoirs. Additionally, a new ground water 
treatment plant would be developed to treat for perchlorate and volatile organic compounds. 
Replacement and construction of associated piping, inlet and outlet, valves, and hardscaping would also 
occur across the project area.  
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
