	Project Description: This Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (ISMND) would analyze the following project components: the 214,791 square-foot (28 acres) expansion of an existing site agricultural processing facility. The site’s expansion would be comprised of storage and warehousing facilities, offices, a parking lot, and other agricultural accessory structures (Conditional Use Permit 21-018). 
	Project's Effects: The following factors were found to be "Less than Significant with Mitigation Incorporated": Biological Resources, Geology and Soils, Cultural Resource, Greenhouse Gas Emissions, Air Quality, Hazards and Hazardous materials, Tribal Cultural Resources, Mandatory Findings of Significance.
