Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed project is the acquisition of a one-acre site located east of Pulgas Avenue, between Bay Road and
Montage Circle, for the future development of a library. The purchase agreement between the City and the current
property owner requires that either a library or community center use be developed on-site. If an alternative use is
proposed on-site, ownership of the property would be returned to the current property owner. For purposes of analysis, a
two-story, approximately 23,275-sf library is assumed. The future library design would undergo project-level
environmental review prior to approval. Furthermore, if the property is acquired by the City, a General Plan Amendment
and Rezoning from Ravenswood Employment Center (REC) to Public Institutional (P1) would be necessary prior to
approval and implementation of a library.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project would result in construction -related toxic air contaminant emissions, impacts to nesting birds and unrecorded
archaeological and paleontological resources during construction; however, implementation of MM AIR-1.1, MM BIO-1.1
through MM BIO-1.4, MM CUL-1.1, and MM GEO-1 which require a health risk assessment, preconstruction surveys,
completion of archaeological and Native American monitoring during demolition and grading actions, and work stoppage
if resources are discovered would reduce these impacts to a less than significant level. Additionally, project construction
could expose construction workers, the community, and the environment to residual pesticide contaminated soil. This
impact would be reduced to a less than significant level with implementation of MM HAZ-1.1 which requires completion of
an air monitoring plan, operations, maintenance, and monitoring plan, and health and safety plan. Project construction
would result in temporary noise impacts on adjacent uses; however, this would be reduced to a less than significant level
with implementation of MM NOI-1.1 which require implementation of a construction noise logistics plan. Operation of
mechanical equipment could exceed the City's noise level requirements for sensitive land uses; however, this would be
reduced to a less than significant level with implementation of MM NOI-2.1 which requires mechanical equipment be
selected and designed to achieve the City's noise level requirements. The City does not have sufficient water supplies
available to serve the project during single- and multiple-dry years in 2025 and beyond. However, implementation of MM
UTL-1.2 which requires the City to develop its groundwater and treatment facility at Pad D and secure agreements for
the purchase of water rights from other SFPUC customers would reduce this impact to a less than significant level.
