1.1 Proposed Project

The City ofSan ClementgCity) is updating the Master Plan for Richard T. Steed Memorial Park and
Baron von Willard Dog Park.The project would consist of: (1) improvements to existing park
features; (2) construction of various new park structures and fe@res, including the relocation onsite
of various park features (i.e., dog park); (3) utilities improvements; and (4) project site amenities
(including structures, trellis, stairs) and onsite landscaping.

1.3 Estimated Construction Schedule

Depending onfinal funding sources for the park improvements, construction is estimated to start no
later than July 1,2023. The project will be completed in phases, with completion expected 18 to 24
months after construction start.

1.4 Lead Agenciesz Environmental Review Implementation
The City of San Clemente is the Lead Agency for the proposed project. Pursuant to the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and its implementing regulationsthe Lead Agency has the

principal responsibility for implementing and approving a projectthat may have a significant effect
on the environment.

1.5 CEQA Overview
1.1.1  Purpose of CEQA

All discretionary projects within California are required to undergo environmental review under
CEQA.

1.1.2  Authority to Mitigate under CEQA

changes in any or all activities involved in the project in orderd substantially lessen or avoid

CEQA allows a Lead Agency to approve a project even though thejpco would cause a significant
effect on the environment if the agency makes a fully informed and publicly disclosed decision that
there is no feasible way to lessen or avoid the significant effect. In such cases, the Lead Agency must
specifically identify expected benefits and other overriding considerations from the project that
outweigh the policy of reducing or avoiding significant environmental impacts of the project.

1.6 Purpose of Initial Study

The CEQA process begins with a public agency making a detaration as to whether the project is
subject to CEQA at all. If the project is exempt, the process does not need to proceed any farther. If
the project is not exempt, the Lead Agency takes the second step and conducts an Initial Study to
determine whether the project may have a significant effect on the environment.

Report (EIR), Negtive Declaration (ND), or Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) should be
prepared.

2.1 Project Location

The proposed Richard T. Steed Meorial Park and Baron Von Willard Dog Park Master Plan Update

Project is located at 24 Avenida La Pata in the City of San Clemente, California, on an approximately

The park is currently only assessable by vehicle from the north off éfvenida La PataFigure 2.1-2

depicts an aerial photo of the projetsite and the surrounding land.

2.2 Project Setting

The project site is comprised of one parcel, APN 98816-26. The project proposes an update to the
Richard T. Sted Memorial Park/Baron Von Willard Dog Park Master PlanSome of the proposed
conceptual elements include an enlarged skateboard hub, enlarged mountain bike hub, scenic
overlook and trellis, activity meadows/sports field, pickleball court/plaza, volleyballcourts, fenced
dog parks (separate large and small dog areas), and various other improvements. The existing
baseball/softball fields will remain with updated turf, new lighting, scoreboards, foul ball net, and
more. SeeFigure 2.2-1, which depicts the toparaphy of the site and surrounding area. The project
site is located on a hillside that was approved for grading in 198&ith additional associated grading
plans approved in 1993 and 2006.

2.3 Land Useand Zoning

The project site is regulated and zoned under the Rancho San Clemente Specific Plan (San Clemente,

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2.4 Existing Characteristics of the Site
2.4.1 Climate and Air Quality

The project siteis located wholly within the South Coast Air Basin SCAB, which includes all of
Orange County as well as the nedesert portions of Los Angeles, Riverside, and San Bernardino
Counties. The distinctive climate of the SCAB is determined by its terrain and geographical location.
The SCAB is in a coastal plain with connecting broad valleys and low hills, bounded by the Pacific
Ocean in tke southwest quadrant with high mountains forming the remainder of the perimeter. The
general region lies in the semjpermanent high-pressure zone of the eastern Pacific. Thus, the climate
is mild, tempered by cool sea breezes. This usually mild climatolegi pattern is interrupted
infrequently by periods of extremely hot weather, winter storms, or Santa Ana windas detailed in
Section 4.3.

Geology and Soils

The park site was part of the Rancho San Clemente Business Park, and the site was originally mass
graded in 1986.Section 4.7 details that no mapped active faults or Alquist Priolo Earthquake Fault
Zones are within or near the project site. The entire project site is within a landslide a dormant
young rock slidez identified by the California Geologial Surveyand discussed in further detail in
Section 4.7.

The project site is underlain by Quaternary landslidedeposits (Kennedy, Michael, and Tan, Siang.
2007); the Quaternary Period extends from approximately 2.58 million years before present to the
present.

2.4.2 Hydrology

The project site has elevations ranging from approximately 381 to 768 feet above mean sea level
(amsl). Under existing conditions, stormwater generated on the project site drains to the north and
east/northeast and enters an existing storndrain inlet in the cul-de-sac at the eastern termination
of Avenida La PataThis storm drain, a preexisting drainage basin that discharges stormwater from
the project site,feeds into an unnamed drainage that heads east from the northeast corner of the
biological study area (USEPA&022c).

Biology

The project site is located in a relativelydeveloped area,but the Biological Study Area BSA is
situated in a general geographic vicinity that supports high levels of native biodiversity and therefore
provides valuable habitat for specialstatus plant and wildlife species. The majority of the project site

is currently developed with the existingRichard T. Steed Memorial Park (Steed Park) and the Baron
Von Willard Dog Park. The project area also contains a parking lot in the western segment of the
project area, and some areas of bare or very sparsely vegetated disturbed areas with some
landscapedareas containing primarily ornamental vegetation. There are commercial developments
and associated paved areas to the west and south and landscaped areas to the north of the project
site, within the BSAas detailed inSection 4.4.
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2.4.3 Public Services
Fire Protection

The city is served by a full range of public services. Existing fire protection and emergency medical
services are availabldo the project site, provided by the Orange County Fire Authority (OCFA he
nearest Fire Station is located 1.8 milesorthwest from the project site (Google Earth Pro, 2022d).
The OCFA provides rescue, fire prevention, fire investigation, hazardous materials response, public
information/education, paramedic, and ambulance transport services. (San Clemente, 202&c).

Police Protection

Police services are provided through a contract with Orange County Sheriff's Department (OCSD)
(San Clemente, 202B. TheOCSD provides law enforcement services that include patrol,
investigations, traffic enforcement, community support, dug education, parking control, and crime
prevention. As always, theDCSD'primary goal is to provide a safe environment for its community
members to enjoy San Clemente's many amenitiebhe City of San Clemente Police Statipmnder
contract with the OC®, is located at 910 Calle Negociand is approximately 19 miles west of the
project site (San Clemente, 2022fGoogle Earth Pro, 2028).

Schools

Parks

The City of San Clemente Beaches, Parks and Recreation Department oversees the use of 324 acres
of recreational space including 23 parks, 25.9 miles of hiking trails, and two miles of public beaches,
as well as a 133%cre golf coursg(San Clemente, 2022).

2.4.4 Utilities
Water

The City of San Clemente supplies water within the citincluding the project site. 3 AT #1 Al AT OA S
domestic water is a blend of surface water imported by the Metropolitan War District of Southern

California (MWDSC) and local groundwater. MWDSC sources for imported water are the State Water

Project (SWP) which draws water from the Sacrament&an Joaquin Delta, and the Colorado River.

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Sewage

The City of San Clemente owns and operates its water treatment plant, located within the city. The
wastewater service area tributary to the San Clemente Water Reclamation Plant (San Clemente WRP)
is approximately 14.3 square miles. This service area repsents approximately 84 percent of the

3.2 Project Location and Setting

The Original Master Plan for the Richard T. Steed Memorial Park wapproved by City Council in
April 2003. This was a culmination of an environmental review process that began with City staff and
its environmental consultants in May 2002 At that time, the existing uses included the following:

and is designated to serve larger portions of the City as compared to a neighborhood park site. Below

are the definitions of each type of park.

Neighborhood Parks : Neightorhood parks are designed to serve the needs of local
neighborhoods. They are generally less than 10 acres. Typical facilitiestiiese parks include
AEEIT AOAT 80 DI AU eskdaor Buildiimgs BpoAstobrs, eXeide/a@ds, aq open
turf.
