Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

This proposal is for commercial cannabis cultivation on Assessor Parcel Number 012-069-08. The total cultivation area
of the proposed cannabis cultivation operation (as defined in Chapter 21, Article 27 of the Lake County Code), including
156,816 ft2 of outdoor canopy area, 47,520 ft2 of mixed-light canopy area, a 4,000 ft2 Processing Building, two 3,000 ft2
Immature Plants Areas/Greenhouses, two 192 ft2 Pesticides & Agricultural Chemicals Storage Areas, and two 192 ft2
Harvest Storage Areas, is 215,104 ft2. The applicant is proposing 44 12’ x 90’ ‘low hoop houses’ to protect the plants.
The entire cultivation area is about 3.6 acres in size. The applicant has twelve existing 5,000 gallon water tanks and one
existing 2,500 gallon water tank on site. The applicant proposes two 2,500 gallon water storage tanks.

Air Quality - dust during and after site preparation and odors during harvest season. Water on all disturbed areas during
site disturbance. Gravel on driveways, parking areas. Fragrant plants along south-eastern portion of the cultivation area
to mask cannabis odors.

Biological Resources - potential disturbance of nesting sites. Pre-construction survey by biologist is required.

Cultural Resources - inadvertent discovery of sensitive cultural items of significance. Training of employees to spot
potentially significant items and relics. Notification of Tribe, County, Archaeologist required upon discovery. Natification
and work stoppage if human remains are inadvertently discovered during site preparation and over life of project.
Hazards and Hazardous Materials - Equipment maintenance and proper waste storage.

Hydrology and Water Quality - Water quality standards and waste discharge requirements

Geology and Soils - adherenece to engineered Drainage and Erosion Control Plan during site preparation and life of
project.

Noise - maximum noise thresholds measured at property line during site preparation and life of project.
