Dear Mr. Gary Martin: 

This letter documents the Phase I cultural resources inventory conducted by Dudek for the Reservoir 3A & 2MG 

Tank Expansion Project, located near the City of Hesperia, San Bernardino County, California. The San Bernardino 

County Special Districts (County) is proposing to construct water storage tank on a 1.62 acre parcel. The County is 

the lead agency for planning purposes under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). A South Central 

Coastal Information Center (SCCIC) records search indicated that no cultural resources have been recorded in the 

proposed project site. Dudek conducted an intensive pedestrian survey for cultural resources of the project site in 

accordance with the standards and guidelines defined by CEQA and the Office of Historic Preservation (OHP). No 

cultural resources were identified within the project site during the survey. One isolate was observed approximately 

15 meters outside of the project area boundary. It was documented and left in place. No further cultural resource 

considerations are recommended for the project at this time. 

Project Description and Location 

The proposed project consists of the grading, installation, and operation of a 2 million gallon (MG) water tank 

(120 feet in diameter) within a 1.62 acre parcel. The tank would be located adjacent to an existing County tank 

yard and parking area containing two water tanks (35 feet in diameter) and a booster station. In order to 

construct the new tank pad, the project site will be over excavated to a depth of approximately 3 feet below 

ground surface (bgs) to avoid settlement. The pad will then be constructed using fill material to a maximum depth 

of approximately 20 feet. The grading on the project site is expected to include 10,500 cubic yards of over 

excavation, 140 cubic yards of cut and 9,200 cubic yards of fill.  

Construction of the proposed project is anticipated to commence in June 2019 and would last approximately 

6 months, ending in December 2019. Construction equipment and parking for construction workers would be 

staged in the existing County parking lot located adjacent to the tank site. No nighttime lighting of the site 

would be required because all construction activities would occur during the day.  

The proposed project site is generally located west of the City of Hesperia, within unincorporated San Bernardino 

County, California (Figure 1, Regional Location). Specifically, the project site is located south Robin Hills Road and 

approximately 600 feet southeast of the intersection of Jenny Street and Columbine Road (Figure 2, Vicinity Map). 

The project site is located within Township 3 North, Range 5 West, Section 6 of the U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) 

7.5-minute Cajon quadrangle map. 
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The 1.62-acre project site consists of fenced, vacant property located adjacent to existing water tanks within an 

area characterized by rural residential uses. The project site is characterized as hilly with a southwesterly slope. 

Elevations range from approximately 4,022 feet to 4,060 feet above mean sea level. A topographic low point lies 

in the middle of the project site and extends from southwest to northeast. The project site is surrounded by rural 

development to the north, south, and west. To the east is undeveloped land that appears to have burned within a 

previous fire season.  

Regulatory Framework 

California Register of Historical Resources (CRHR) 

In California, the term "historical resource" includes but is not limited to "any object, building, structure, site, area, 

place, record, or manuscript which is historically or archaeologically significant, or is significant in the 

architectural, engineering, scientific, economic, agricultural, educational, social, political, military, or cultural 

annals of California" (PRC section 5020.1[j]). In 1992, the California legislature established the CRHR "to be used 

by state and local agencies, private groups, and citizens to identify the state's historical resources and to indicate 

what properties are to be protected, to the extent prudent and feasible, from substantial adverse change" (PRC 

section 5024.1[a]). The criteria for listing resources on the CRHR were expressly developed to be in accordance 

with previously established criteria developed for listing in the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP), 

enumerated below. According to PRC Section 5024.1(c)(1–4), a resource is considered historically significant if it 

(i) retains “substantial integrity,” and (ii) meets at least one of the following criteria: 

1. Is associated with events that have made a significant contribution to the broad patterns of California's 

history and cultural heritage. 

2. Is associated with the lives of persons important in our past. 

3. Embodies the distinctive characteristics of a type, period, region, or method of construction, or represents 

the work of an important creative individual, or possesses high artistic values. 

4. Has yielded, or may be likely to yield, information important in prehistory or history. 

The CRHR protects cultural resources by requiring evaluations of the significance of prehistoric and historic 

resources. The criteria for the CRHR are nearly identical to those for the NRHP and properties listed or formally 

designated as eligible for listing in the NRHP are automatically listed in the CRHR, as are the state landmarks and 

points of interest. The CRHR also includes properties designated under local ordinances or identified through 

local historical resource surveys. 

California Environmental Quality Act 

As described further below, the following CEQA statutes and CEQA Guidelines are of relevance to the analysis of 

archaeological, historic, and tribal cultural resources: 

 PRC section 21083.2(g) defines “unique archaeological resource.” 

 PRC section 21084.1 and CEQA Guidelines section 15064.5(a) defines “historical resources.” In addition, 

CEQA Guidelines section 15064.5(b) defines the phrase “substantial adverse change in the significance of an 
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historical resource;” it also defines the circumstances when a project would materially impair the significance 

of an historical resource. 

 PRC section 21074(a) defines “tribal cultural resources.”  

 PRC section 5097.98 and CEQA Guidelines section 15064.5(e): Set forth standards and steps to be employed 

following the accidental discovery of human remains in any location other than a dedicated ceremony. 

 PRC sections 21083.2(b)-(c) and CEQA Guidelines section 15126.4: Provide information regarding the 

mitigation framework for archaeological and historic resources, including examples of preservation-in-

place mitigation measures; preservation-in-place is the preferred manner of mitigating impacts to 

significant archaeological sites because it maintains the relationship between artifacts and the 

archaeological context, and may also help avoid conflict with religious or cultural values of groups 

associated with the archaeological site(s).  

More specifically, under CEQA, a project may have a significant effect on the environment if it may cause "a 

substantial adverse change in the significance of an historical resource." (PRC section 21084.1; CEQA Guidelines 

section 15064.5[b]). If a site is either listed or eligible for listing in the CRHR, or if it is included in a local register 

of historic resources, or identified as significant in a historical resources survey (meeting the requirements of PRC 

section 5024.1[q]), it is a "historical resource" and is presumed to be historically or culturally significant for 

purposes of CEQA. (PRC section 21084.1; CEQA Guidelines section 15064.5[a]). The lead agency is not precluded 

from determining that a resource is a historical resource even if it does not fall within this presumption. (PRC 

section 21084.1; CEQA Guidelines section 15064.5[a]). 

A "substantial adverse change in the significance of an historical resource" reflecting a significant effect under CEQA 

means "physical demolition, destruction, relocation, or alteration of the resource or its immediate surroundings such 

that the significance of an historical resource would be materially impaired" (CEQA Guidelines section 

15064.5[b][1]; PRC section 5020.1[q]). In turn, the significance of an historical resource is materially impaired when 

a project: 

1. Demolishes or materially alters in an adverse manner those physical characteristics of an historical 

resource that convey its historical significance and that justify its inclusion in, or eligibility for, 

inclusion in the California Register; or 

2. Demolishes or materially alters in an adverse manner those physical characteristics that account 

for its inclusion in a local register of historical resources pursuant to section 5020.1(k) of the PRC 

or its identification in an historical resources survey meeting the requirements of section 

5024.1(g) of the PRC, unless the public agency reviewing the effects of the project establishes by 

a preponderance of evidence that the resource is not historically or culturally significant; or 

3. Demolishes or materially alters in an adverse manner those physical characteristics of a 

historical resource that convey its historical significance and that justify its eligibility for inclusion 

in the California Register as determined by a lead agency for purposes of CEQA (CEQA Guidelines 

section 15064.5[b][2]). 

Pursuant to these sections, the CEQA inquiry begins with evaluating whether a project site contains any "historical 

resources," then evaluates whether that project will cause a substantial adverse change in the significance of a 

historical resource such that the resource's historical significance is materially impaired. 
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If it can be demonstrated that a project will cause damage to a unique archaeological resource, the lead agency 

may require reasonable efforts be made to permit any or all of these resources to be preserved in place or left in 

an undisturbed state. To the extent that they cannot be left undisturbed, mitigation measures are required 

(Section 21083.2[a], [b], and [c]).  

Section 21083.2(g) defines a unique archaeological resource as an archaeological artifact, object, or site about 

which it can be clearly demonstrated that without merely adding to the current body of knowledge, there is a high 

probability that it meets any of the following criteria:  

1. Contains information needed to answer important scientific research questions and that there is 

a demonstrable public interest in that information. 

2. Has a special and particular quality such as being the oldest of its type or the best available 

example of its type. 

3. Is directly associated with a scientifically recognized important prehistoric or historic event or person. 

Impacts to non-unique archaeological resources are generally not considered a significant environmental impact 

(PRC section 21083.2[a]; CEQA Guidelines section 15064.5[c][4]). However, if a non-unique archaeological 

resource qualifies as tribal cultural resource (PRC 21074[c]; 21083.2[h]), further consideration of significant 

impacts is required.  

CEQA Guidelines section 15064.5 assigns special importance to human remains and specifies procedures to be 

used when Native American remains are discovered.  

SCCIC Records Search  

Dudek Archaeologist, Jessica Colston conducted a California Historical Resources Information System (CHRIS) 

records search at the Southern Central Coastal Information Center (SCCIC) conducted on August 29, 2018 for the 

proposed project area and surrounding one mile radius (Confidential Appendix A). This search included the 

SCCIC’s collection of mapped prehistoric, historical, and built-environment resources, Department of Parks and 

Recreation (DPR) Site Records, technical reports, archival resources, and ethnographic references. Additional 

resources consulted included the NRHP, California Inventory of Historical Resources/CRHR and listed OHP 

Archaeological Determinations of Eligibility, California Points of Historical Interest, California Historical Landmarks, 

and Caltrans Bridge Survey information.  

SCCIC records indicate that twenty-nine (29) previous cultural resource investigations have been performed within 

one mile of the project area; one concerned the project site (Table 1). Gerald Smith conducted one study within 

the project area boundaries in 1973 titled Archaeological, Historical And Paleontological Site Survey For County 

Service Area No. 70 Improvement Zone "J", Assessment Of Impact And Recommendations. No archaeological or 

paleontological resources were found in the project area during the study.  

Sixteen (16) archaeological resources were identified within a one mile radius of the project site, but none directly 

within the APE (Table 2). The archaeological resources present include 11 historic sites (four roads, five historic 

trash scatters, one transmission line, and one water conveyance system), four prehistoric lithic and artifact 

scatters, and one isolated historic can.

A review of historic maps and aerials going back to 1938 indicates the project APE has never been developed 

(NETROnline 2018). Between 1952 and 1968 a structure was built on the parcel immediately south of the 

APE with two water tanks added between 1985 and 1988. Residential development around the surrounding 

area increased from 1995 through the present, but the project APE has not directly developed and remains 

mostly undisturbed except for off-road vehicle activity. 

Native American Coordination 

Dudek contacted the NAHC on August 23, 2018 to request a search of the Sacred Lands File. The NAHC 

responded the same day indicating that no resources were found in the project vicinity in the SLF, but did 

provided a list of Tribes and individuals who may have information of resources in the area. Dudek has not 

performed any outreach to Native American groups or individuals to date. NAHC correspondence documents are 

included in Appendix C. The County is responsible for government-to-government consultation with Native 

American Tribes under California Assembly Bill (AB) 52.  

Cultural Resources Survey 

Methods 

Dudek archaeologist William Blodgett conducted the pedestrian cultural resources survey of the project area on 

August 29, 2018, using standard archaeological procedures and techniques. All field practices met the Secretary of 
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Interior’s standards and guidelines for a cultural resources inventory. The survey methods consisted of a pedestrian 

survey conducted in parallel transects spaced no more than 10 meters apart over the entire project site. The ground 

surface was examined for prehistoric artifacts (e.g., flakedstone tools, flakes, groundstone tools, ceramics, fire-

affected rock), soil discoloration that might indicate the presence of a cultural deposit, soil depressions, features 

indicative of the current or former presence of structures or buildings (e.g., standing exterior walls, post holes, 

foundations), and historic artifacts (e.g., metal, glass, ceramics, building materials). Ground disturbances such as 

burrows and cut banks were also visually inspected for exposed subsurface materials.  

All fieldwork was documented using field notes, digital photography, a Global Positioning System (GPS) receiver 

with sub-meter accuracy, iPad technology with close-scale field maps, and aerial photographs. All field notes, 

photographs, and records related to the current study are on file at Dudek’s Encinitas, California, office. 

Results 

No cultural resources were noted within the project APE. The project site has been disturbed somewhat 

through off road activity and is strewn with modern residential debris and trash. Soil on site is comprised of 

silty sand quaternary alluvium. The project site sits in a small, steep sloped canyon that leads down from the 

mesa into Oro Grande Wash.  

One new cultural resource was identified during the pedestrian survey outside of the project APE. A single isolated 

handstone was observed approximately 15 m outside the APE. The artifact was documented and left in place. A DPR 

form will be submitted to the SCCIC and is include in Appendix B. No further action is required for this isolate. 

Dudek has determined no historical resources, as defined by CEQA, are present in the project area. As a 

result, the proposed project would have a less than significant impact on historical resources under CEQA. 

Due to the steep slopes of the project site, there is a low probability for unknown resources to be present. 

Therefore, no further archaeological efforts are recommended for the project area. 

Summary of Findings 

Dudek’s Phase I cultural resources inventory of the project site suggests that there is low potential for the 

inadvertent discovery of cultural resources during proposed ground breaking activities. SCIC records indicate that no 

cultural resources been recorded within the project area, and no resources were discovered during the pedestrian 

survey within the project area.  

Management Recommendations 

Due to a lack of evidence for cultural resources within the project area, no further management recommendations 

are necessary beyond standard measures to address unanticipated discoveries of cultural resources and human 

remains (see below). The recommendation of no further archaeological work for the proposed project is presumed 

pending the results of consultation between the County and Native American Tribes under AB 52. If tribal contacts 

identify cultural resources within the project site, the County will work in cooperation with Native American tribal 

representatives to determine if monitoring or other treatment measures are necessary. As the lead agency under 

CEQA, the County is responsible for formal government-to-government consultation with the Tribes under AB 52.

Unanticipated Discovery of Cultural Resources 

In the unlikely event that archaeological resources (sites, features, or artifacts) are exposed during construction 

activities for the proposed project, all construction work occurring within 50 feet of the find shall immediately stop 

until a qualified archaeologist, meeting the Secretary of the Interior’s Professional Qualification Standards, can 

evaluate the significance of the find and determine whether or not additional study is warranted. Depending upon 

the significance of the find, the archaeologist may simply record the find and allow work to continue. If the 

discovery proves significant under CEQA, additional work such as preparation of an archaeological treatment plan, 

testing, or data recovery may be warranted. 

Unanticipated Discovery of Human Remains 

In accordance with Section 7050.5 of the California Health and Safety Code, if human remains are found, the County 

Coroner shall be notified within 24 hours of the discovery. No further excavation or disturbance of the site or any 

nearby area reasonably suspected to overlie adjacent remains shall occur until the County Coroner has determined, 

within two working days of notification of the discovery, the appropriate treatment and disposition of the human 

remains. If the remains are determined to be Native American, the Coroner shall notify the NAHC within 24 hours. In 

accordance with California Public Resources Code, Section 5097.98, the NAHC must immediately notify the person it 

believes to be the most likely descendent (MLD) from the deceased Native American. The MLD shall complete their 

inspection within 48 hours of being granted access to the site. The designated Native American representative would 

then recommend, in consultation with the property owner, the final disposition of the human remains.
