Impact Discussion: 

a-b) Pursuant to the San Joaquin County General Plan Background Report, Chapter 10 - Natural Resources, the primary 
extractive resource in San Joaquin County is sand and gravel, with the principal areas of sand and gravel extraction 
located in the southwestern part of the county and along the Mokelumne, Calaveras, and Stanislaus rivers in the eastern 
portion of the county . The project site is located in the northeast corner of the county and is approximately one mile 
north of the Mokelumne River. Although, pursuant to the California Geological Survey (CGS), the project site is in an 
unclassified area, it is close to an area classified as MRZ-1. The MRZ-1 classification is applied to areas where adequate 
geologic information indicates that no significant mineral deposits are present, or where it is judged that little likelihood 
exists for their presence. Therefore, the project's impact on the loss of important minerals is expected to be less than 
significant.

a-b) The project·proposes a secondary driveway for a developed commercial site. The driveway will traverse an adjacent, 
undeveloped parcel to the south. The project site is located on N. State Route 88 hence the site is adjacent to the noise 
contour of N. State Route 88. The project will result in a temporary increase in ambient noise level associated with 
project construction activities to include grading and use of heavy machinery and equipment. After construction, the 
driveway will not contribute to the existing ambient noise level. Therefore, noise impacts from the proposed project and 
impacts on vibrations are expected to be less than significant. 

c) The project site is not located within the vicinity of a private airstrip or an airport land use plan, or within 2 miles of a 
public airport or public use airport, therefore, the project will not expose people in the project area to excessive noise 
levels.

Impact Discussion: 

a) The project proposes a secondary driveway for a developed commercial site. The driveway will traverse an adjacent, 
undeveloped parcel to the south. The project site is located on N. State Route 88 and the proposed driveway will be 
accessed from N. State Route 88. The existing access to the commercial site is from E. Liberty Road. 

The project was referred to the California Department of Transportation . The Department responded in a letter dated 
September 30, 2020, with requirements for the applicant to complete a Transportation Impact Study to determine the 
proposed project's near-term and long-term impacts to the State highway facilities . Additional plans depicting the 
circulation plan to the business from the .proposed driveway and sight distance from the proposed access point at SR 
88 looking south from the driveway were required. The access point is required to be outside the length of the splitter 
island of the upcoming roundabout at Liberty Road to the north. The access point on State Route 88 _is required to have 
a "raised pork chop island" so that access is right-in, right-out only. An encroachment permit from the Department will 
be required for all work done within the Department's right of way. 

In the project vicinity, due to the rural nature of the area, most of the roadways lack sidewalks and crosswalks. Bicycle 
facilities do not currently exist in the project vicinity. There is no transit service within the project vicinity. 

To conclude, with the requirements from the California Department of Transportation, the project's likelihood of 
conflicting with program plan, ordinance, or policies are expected to be less than significant. 

b) The project proposes a secondary driveway for a developed commercial site. The driveway will traverse an adjacent, 
undeveloped parcel to the south. Because a driveway does not generate traffic, the project is expected to be consistent 
with the CEQA Guidelines related to vehicle miles traveled (VMT). 

c) The California Department of Transportation will require the applicant to meet all state highway standards for the 
driveway approach, therefore the project's impact on transportation hazards is expected to be less than significant. 

d) The California Department of Transportation required plans depicting the circulation plan with truck turning templates 
to the business from the proposed driveway project site to ensure access would be adequate. Therefore, site access 

· will provide adequate space for fire trucks and emergency vehicles to enter and turn around, and the project's impact 
on emergency access is expected to be less than significant.
