Project Description
The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) proposes to rehabilitate a segment of State Route 32 (SR-32) in Glenn County between the Interstate 5 (I-5) junction to the Glenn County Line at the Sacramento Bridge (SN:12-0054). The purpose of this project is to preserve the existing pavement structure and prevent further deterioration of the transportation facility. This project is necessary to preserve the drivability and serviceability of the roadway as pavement conditions have deteriorated over time. Multiple sign panels, existing guardrail, culverts, curb ramps, and a connecting sidewalk have been identified as being in substandard condition.

Caltrans proposes to cold plane 0.20’ of existing pavement and place 0.2’ Rubber Hot Mixed Asphalt (RHMA-G) throughout the project limits. Imported shoulder backing material will be placed at the outside edge of both shoulders, where appropriate. Centerline and shoulder rumble strips would be constructed from PM 1.6 to PM 9.5, with appropriate rumble strip spacing for bicyclists, where applicable. Crosswalks, lanes, and shoulders would be restriped with new standard 6” thermoplastic traffic stripe and pavement markings. 

Caltrans also proposes to close the gap in the existing sidewalk at the track crossing of the California Northern Railroad (CFNR) West Valley Subdivision with SR-32 in Orland and extend the life of existing drainage systems. 21 Culverts will be removed and replaced in-kind, and 15 culverts will be Cured-in-place Pipe (CIPP) lined. Furthermore, the project will upgrade non-ADA compliant curb ramps to current standards, replace four non-compliant sign panels, and repair three damaged census stations detection loops within the project limits. 

Caltrans will also remove approximately 2,680’ of Metal Beam Guardrail and replace it with Midwest Guardrail System (MGS) to conform with the new roadway profile. No work would occur on the following five structures within the project limits: State Route 32/I–5 Separation Bridge, Tehama-Colusa Canal Bridge, Stony Creek Bridge, Glenn-Colusa Canal Bridge and Sacramento River Bridge.

Staging 
The Project does not anticipate requiring any staging areas outside of Caltrans Right-of-Way or the Temporary Construction Easements provided within the ESL. If any future sites for staging are required by the contractor, the sites will be cleared by a Caltrans Biologist.

Disposal/Borrow:
Based on the current scope of work, the project will not utilize any borrowed material or require the use of disposal sites.
Right-of-Way:
50 Temporary Construction Easements (TCEs) will be necessary for this project. There will be no permanent acquisitions.
Consultation/Coordination:
Consultation was conducted with the following agencies:
-Cultural Studies Office (CSO)
-State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO)
A Finding of Effects Report was submitted to the CSO and SHPO for minor impacts to the California Northern Railroad (Hamilton Subdivision) and the Glenn-Colusa Irrigation District. The result was a Finding of No Adverse Effect for both historic features.
Permits:
Based on the proposed scope of work, regulatory permits are not anticipated.
Utility Relocation:
Utility Relocation will be anticipated. Caltrans will try to avoid future conflicts and work with AT&T Transmission California, Comcast Northern California, City of Orland, California Water Service-Chico, Hamilton City, Orland-Artois Water District, PG&E Electric, PG&E Gas, and T Mobile.
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
