Project Description
The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) proposes to install shoulder and centerline rumble strips along State Route 20 from postmile (PM) 0.00 to PM 12.50 in Colusa County. The purpose of this project is to implement safety improvements in the roadway through the placement of rumble strips. The project is necessary to reduce the number of run off collisions on State Route 20. TASAS Selective Accident Retrieval (TSAR) generated on May 12, 2023, shows that there were a total of 146 collisions with 79 runoff collisions (object hit) and 6 cross-over collisions (head-on) within 5 years throughout the proposed limits.
