The bridge has a sufficiency rating of 60.1 and has been designated as functionally obsolete per the Caltrans Structure Maintenance & Investigations, Local Agency Bridge
List (July 2015). The functionally obsolete designation is a result of the insufficient deck width. Wolf Creek Road is a two lane road and the clear width of the existing bridge
is too narrow to support standard lane and shoulder widths for a two lane facility. Additionally, the existing bridge fails to meet the current Caltrans design standard for
freeboard requirements. Hydraulic studies indicate that the existing bridge may be overtopped during a 100-year storm event. Caltrans has reviewed the preliminary details
of the project and supports a full replacement scope. The purpose of the proposed project is to provide a replacement structure that is consistent with appropriate Caltrans
structural design standards, is placed on a road alignment that meets the appropriate American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials (AASHTO)
roadway geometry standards, and is hydraulically capable of passing and clearing the design storm events (50-year storm plus 2 feet of freeboard and 100-year storm).
