	Project Description: The approximately 2.4-acre project site is located at 750 Lakechime Drive, within Lakewood Elementary School property, in the City of Sunnyvale. A portion of the project site includes Lakewood Park. Lakewood Elementary School and Lakewood Park are surrounded by residential land uses. The project proposes to construct a new library facility and learning center within Lakewood Elementary School property, with some proposed site improvements occurring on the adjacent Lakewood Park property. The project would consist of a 22,771 square foot, single-story library and learning center building that would also include a small kitchen, community room, and storage. The library would be a maximum height of 34 feet, with shorter masses at 22 to 24 feet in height at the top of the parapet. The project would also expand the existing surface parking lot on the site through the removal of the former swimming pool. The proposed facility will include joint use areas that will be shared by both the library and learning center staff and patrons. There is a joint use agreement between the City of Sunnyvale, Sunnyvale School District, and Fremont Union High School District.  Refer to the Initial Study for additional details on the project components.
	Project's Effects: The project does not have impacts that are individually limited, but cumulatively considerable. The environmental evaluation has determined that the project would have potentially significant impacts on air quality, biological resources, cultural resources (including tribal cultural resources), geology/soils, hazards/hazardous materials, and noise/vibration and the implementation of the mitigation measures listed below would reduce impacts to a less than significant level.

Air Quality:  Develop and implement mitigation measures to meet BAAQMD single-source health risks thresholds for diesel particulate matter and fugitive particulate matter.
Biological Resources:  Construction shall be scheduled to avoid the nesting season to the extent feasible.  
Cultural Resources/Tribal Cultural Resources:  In the event that buried, or previously unrecognized archaeological deposits or materials of any kind are inadvertently exposed during any construction activity, or in the event of the discovery of human remains during construction, an archaeologist and cthe Santa Clara County Coroner shall be notified, respectively, and appropriate actions shall be taken before work recommences.
Noise/Vibration:  Project shall prepare a noise control plan to be followed to reduce the generation of construction noise.  Mitigation measures shall be implemented where vibration levels due to construction activities would exceed 0.25 inches per second (in/sec) peak particle velocity (PPV) at nearby buildings.
