	Project Description: The applicant requests approval of a Development Plan for a Kensington Design Review to allow the replacement of an existing deck on the southern (rear) end of the property and to construct a new deck on the western portion of the property. The replacement and new decks will result in a gross floor area of 4,842 square feet that exceeds the 3,300 square feet threshold for the subject property due to the covered areas of the deck. The project also includes variance requests to allow the following: a 13-foot rear yard setback (where 15 feet is required) for the construction of the wood deck on the southern portion of the property, and a 0-foot side yard setback (where 5 feet is required) for the construction of the deck on the western portion of the property. The subject property is located at 154 Lawson Road in the Kensington area of Contra Costa County.
