	Project Description: The proposed Project includes the construction of a single-family residence, garage, swimming pool and spa, new driveway, a Fire Department turnaround, utilities, landscape, hardscape, and a 100-foot fuel modification zone on a single parcel (Lot 46 of Tract 2343) that is currently vacant. The Project is sited mostly within a previously graded pad at the property located at 3948 Skelton Canyon Circle. The development footprint, not including the driveway and Fire Department hammerhead turnaround, is approximately 7,186 square feet (0.17 acres) and the project site is approximately 15.88 acres.  The project is proposing to remove two oak trees, relocate one oak tree, encroach within the protected zones of several oak and landmark trees, as well as clearance pruning. 
	Project's Effects: Implementation of the project would have the potential to have significant impacts on biological resources, however, with implementation of the mitigation measures identified in this Draft MND, such as use of biofilters, ozone generator or salt chlorinator, low intensity lighting, fuel modification zone, biological survey of certain species before clearing operation, fencing aroung protected trees,  nesting bird survey, drainage protection plan, and a halt-work condition if any cultural resource is discovered. All mitigation measures are to be included in a Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program. All other resource areas found to have no impact or to be less than significant are also described in the Draft MND.
