The Board of Trustees of The California State University (Trustees) is the lead agency for the preparation of
an environmental impact report (EIR) in accordance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA;
California Public Resources Code, section 21000 et seq.) and the CEQA Guidelines (Title 14 of the California
Code of Regulations [CCR] 15000 et seq.); pursuant to the California State University CEQA Procedures for
Land Use Planning and Environmental Review (referenced in Policystat). Per California Education Code
section 66606, the Board of Trustees is the governing body and owner of the California State University,
Stanislaus (CSU Stanislaus) Stockton Center, and has the authority to certify the EIR, adopt the Master Plan
map, and provide for schematic design approvals. CSU Stanislaus will act as point of contact for the CEQA
process.

The Trustees have prepared this Notice of Preparation (NOP) in accordance with CEQA Guidelines sections
15082(a) and 15375. The project consists of the proposed update to the Stockton Center Master Plan
Update (proposed Master Plan). Implementation of the proposed Master Plan would provide space and
facility needs to support a planned increase in enrollment at Stockton Center of 2,000 full-time-equivalent
students (FTES), through the renovation of two existing buildings (Acacia North and Acacia East) and the
construction of six new buildings encompassing approximately 324,700 total gross square feet.
Implementation would also require demolition of two buildings (Eucalyptus Hall and Elm Center) and a
portion of Acacia Court.
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The proposed Master Plan includes new and renovated building space for academics, administration,
library, student recreation, shared uses, and parking. The proposed Master Plan identifies a phased
expansion, with Phase 1 accommodating 1,000 FTES and Phase 2 accommodating the full 2,000 FTES.
The proposed Master Plan also identifies new campus open spaces that would complement the existing
landscape of University Park. The proposed Master Plan includes architectural guidelines and site and
landscape guidelines.

Responsible and Trustee Agencies: The Trustees request that responsible and trustee agencies provide
comments on the scope and content of the environmental information that is germane to the agency’s
statutory responsibilities in connection with the project, in accordance with CEQA Guidelines Sections
15082(b) and 15103. Responsible agencies may need to use the EIR to consider permits or other
approvals within their jurisdiction.

Organizations and Interested Parties: The Trustees request comments and concerns regarding the scope
and evaluation of potential environmental issues associated with the project.

Project Location: The existing CSU Stanislaus Stockton Center is located in the City of Stockton within San
Joaquin County, California. The Stockton Center is located in University Park, which is a 102-acre former
hospital site located in downtown Stockton. The center is owned by the CSU and managed through a joint
powers agreement (JPA) among the City of Stockton, the CSU Trustees, and the site’s developer, Grupe
Huber Company, under a long-term lease from the CSU. The center includes many older buildings dating to
1900 some of which have undergone renovation by Grupe Huber to accommodate new health, educational,
and non-profit organizations. The Stockton Center is bound by East Harding Way to the north, railroad tracks
and light industrial development to the east, Park Street to the south, and North California Street to the
west. See Figure 1 for the project location. Stanislaus State currently occupies Acacia Court at the center,
which houses enroliment services, classroom and laboratory space, offices, student lounge and study
space, and student services, and is undertaking construction of a new building at the center that was
previously approved under separate environmental review.

Project Description:

The proposed Master Plan outlines the space and facility needs for the center’s academic, student life,
administration, residential, athletics, recreation, and support functions. It includes the additional space and
facility needs to support 2,000 FTES. The current Master Plan, adopted in 2007, plans for 1,000 FTES. Current
(2022) enroliment is 483 FTES. Faculty and staff would grow from the current total of 50 (22 faculty and 28
staff) to a planned 222 (98 faculty and 124 staff). Figure 2 shows the existing adopted Master Plan Map.
Figure 3 shows an illustration of the proposed Master Plan. Table 1 summarizes the existing occupied
space, pending or approved but not yet constructed projects, and the proposed development projects
associated with the proposed Master Plan.

The proposed Master Plan covers the following components: renovation and new construction;
development phasing; landscape and open space; mobility, circulation, and parking; and utilities and
infrastructure. The plan also includes proposed goals and strategies to address sustainability and climate
resilience. These components are further described below.

Renovation and New Construction: The proposed Master Plan includes the renovation of existing buildings
and the construction of new facilities. As noted in the plan, the following buildings located at University Park
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are candidates for renovation: the two Acacia Court fagade structures, Acacia North and Acacia East,
located on Magnolia Street and North Grant Street and the Oak building located on North Grant Street. The
proposed Master Plan includes construction of six new buildings. Table 1 shows the buildings proposed for
renovation and new construction, and the associated gross square footage.

Phasing: Buildout of the proposed Master Plan would occur in two phases. The first phase, with an interim
growth projection of 1,000 FTES, includes completion of the Academic Replacement Building,
construction of Building 1, and renovation of Acacia North and East. Buildings 2 through 4 would be
completed in Phase 2. Note that the renovation of Magnolia Mansion and the construction of the
Academic Replacement Building are underway, per the current Master Plan. As shown in Table 1, the net
increase in gross square footage would be 203,300 (which includes the 55,200-GSF Academic
Replacement Building currently under construction).

Potential Environmental Effects: The EIR is proposed to evaluate the potential significance of the following
environmental effects.

Aesthetics. The proposed project would alter the visual setting of the site through renovation, demolition, and
construction of new structures, as well as new open space and landscaping. The project may also introduce
new sources of lighting and glare. The EIR will analyze the significance of change to the visual environment.
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Air Quality. The EIR will estimate emissions and associated changes in air quality that would occur as a result
of implementation of the project. Pollutants of concern will include criteria pollutants and toxic air
contaminants. Emissions associated with project construction and operation, including mobile sources, will be
estimated using the California Emissions Estimator Model (CalEEMod). The results will be compared to
significance thresholds recommended by the San Joaquin Valley Air Pollution Control District. The EIR will also
evaluate whether project activities could lead to potential exposure of sensitive receptors to substantial
concentrations of air pollutant emissions during construction.

Biological Resources. While the project is located within an urban setting, the EIR will assess potential impacts
to biological resources within the project area, including special-status species, sensitive habitats, and
jurisdictional waters.

Cultural Resources and Tribal Cultural Resources. The project site includes buildings that are part of the
Stockton Developmental Center California Historical Landmark District, which is listed on the California
Register of Historic Resources. The 15 buildings comprising the District were also determined eligible for listing
on the National Regjster of Historic Places. The EIR will consider the potential impacts to the district as a result
of project implementation. The EIR will also evaluate the potential of the project to impact archaeological and
tribal cultural resources.

Energy. The EIR will consider the potential for wasteful or unnecessary energy usage, opportunities for
conservation and renewable energy.

Greenhouse Gas Emissions. The EIR will evaluate GHG emissions resulting from the project, including
construction, operations, energy usage, and transportation. The EIR will consider the sustainability goals
included in the proposed Master Plan and project consistency with CSU sustainability policies.

Hazards and Hazardous Materials. The project would not require the substantial use or storage of hazardous
materials. Demolition and renovation of existing structures may result potential impacts related to asbestos-
containing materials, lead-based paint, and potentially contaminated soil. The EIR will evaluate past and
current uses of the subject property for indications of the manufacture, generation, use, storage and/or disposal
of hazardous substances, and evaluation of potential soil and/or groundwater contamination resulting from
current and historical land use activities, including those of nearby properties.

Hydrology and Water Quality. The EIR will assess potential project effects on the rate, volume, and quality of
stormwater runoff.

Land Use and Planning. Although local land use plans and regulations, such as the City of Stockton General
Plan and Zoning Code, do not apply to CSU Stanislaus as a sovereign state agency, relevant policies and codes
will be reviewed to determine if the project would result in land use conflicts that could result in significant
environmental impacts.

Noise and Vibration. The EIR will evaluate noise impacts to noise-sensitive land uses within or adjacent to
center, resulting from temporary (construction, demolition) and long-term activities associated with the project
(parking, HVAC, assembly uses, and other on-site operations). On- and off-site traffic noise impacts associated
with project-generated traffic along the adjoining roads will also be evaluated using Federal Highway
Administration noise models.
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Public Services and Recreation. The increase in center population may result in increased demand for public
services, such as fire and law enforcement. The EIR will assess the potential for substantial physical impacts
associated with the provision of new or physically altered governmental facilities required to meet increased
demand.

Transportation. Potential impacts of the project on the transportation system, including roadways, transit
service, pedestrian facilities, and bicycle facilities will be evaluated in the EIR. The analysis will be prepared
generally following the guidelines of the California State University (Transportation Impact Study Manual,
2019). The potential significance of traffic impacts will be assessed using vehicle miles traveled (VMT).

Utilities and Service Systems. The increase in center population may result in increased demand for public
utilities, including water supply, wastewater treatment, solid waste, electrical, and natural gas utility services.
The EIR will discuss impacts to the existing utility systems, and the potential for substantial physical impacts
associated with the construction or expansion of utilities infrastructure to serve the project.

Public Review Period: The Trustees have issued this NOP for public review and comment pursuant to
CEQA Guidelines Sections 15082(a) and 15375. The Trustees have established a 30-day public review
and scoping period from March 5, 2024, through April 3, 2024, in accordance with the CEQA Guidelines
(14 CCR 15082). During this period, the NOP will be available for review online at the following website:

The Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) received a NOP of a DEIR for
the California State University, Stanislaus Stockton Center Proposed Master Plan. The
proposed Master Plan covers the following components: renovation and new
construction, development phasing of landscape and open space, and mobility,
circulation, parking; utilities and infrastructure. The following buildings located at
University Park are candidates for renovation: the two Acacia Court fagade structures,
Acacia North, and Acacia East, located on Magnolia Street and North Grant Street and
the Oak building located on North Grant Street. The proposed Master Plan also
includes construction of six new buildings. Based on our project review, we request

consideration of the following comments:

The proposed Project encompasses multiple active and nonactive
mitigation and clean-up sites where DTSC has conducted oversight that
may be impacted as a result of this Project. This may restrict what
construction activities are permissible in the proposed Project areas in order

to avoid any impacts to human health and the environment.

The Project and future CEQA documents should acknowledge the
potential for historic or future activities on or near the Project site to result
in the release of hazardous wastes/substances on the Project site. In
instances in which releases have occurred or may occur, further studies
should be carried out to delineate the nature and extent of the
contamination, and the potential threat to public health and/or the

environment should be evaluated.

If buildings or other structures are to be demolished on any project sites
included in the proposed project, surveys should be conducted for the
presence of lead-based paints or products, mercury, asbestos containing
materials, and polychlorinated biphenyl caulk. Removal, demolition, and
disposal of any of the above-mentioned chemicals should be conducted in
compliance with California environmental regulations and policies. In
addition, sampling near current and/or former buildings should be

conducted in accordance with DTSC’s Update to June 2006 Phase |

Addendum Guidance.

DTSC recommends that all imported soil and fill material should be tested
to ensure any contaminants of concern are within approved screening
levels for the intended land use. To minimize the possibility of introducing
contaminated soil and fill material there should be documentation of the
origins of the soil or fill material and, if applicable, sampling be conducted to
ensure that the imported soil and fill material meets screening levels for the
intended land use. The soil sampling should include analysis based on the

source of the fill and knowledge of the prior land use.

The San Joaquin County Environmental Health Department (EHD) has the following comments for
consideration:

1. The applicant shall provide written confirmation from the water providers that improvements have
been constructed or financial arrangements have been made for any improvements required by
the agency and that the agency has or will have the capacity to serve the proposed development.
Said written confirmation shall be submitted prior to the issuance of a building permit (San Joaquin
County Development Title, Section 9-602.010).

2. Written Confirmation is required from the Public Works Department that improvements have been
constructed or financial arrangements have been made for any improvements for public sewer
required by the agency. In addition, written confirmation from the Public Works Department that
the agency has or will have the sewer capacity to serve the development is also required (San
Joaquin County Development Title, Section 9-600.020).

3. Any geotechnical drilling shall be conducted under permit and inspection by The Environmental
Health Department (San Joaquin County Development Title, Section 9-1115.3 and 9-1115.6).

The California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW) received and reviewed the
Notice of Preparation of an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) from The Board of
Trustees of the California State University for California State University, Stanislaus
Stockton Center Proposed Master Plan (Project) in San Joaquin County pursuant the
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) statute and guidelines.*

Thank you for the opportunity to provide comments and recommendations regarding
those activities involved in the Project that may affect California fish, wildlife, plants and
their habitats. Likewise, we appreciate the opportunity to provide comments regarding
those aspects of the Project that CDFW, by law, may need to exercise its own
regulatory authority under the Fish and Game Code (Fish & G. Code).

CDFW ROLE

CDFW is California’s Trustee Agency for fish and wildlife resources and holds those
resources in trust by statute for all the people of the State (Fish & G. Code, 88 711.7,
subd. (a) & 1802; Pub. Resources Code, § 21070; CEQA Guidelines 8§ 15386, subd. (a).).
CDFW, in its trustee capacity, has jurisdiction over the conservation, protection, and
management of fish, wildlife, native plants, and habitat necessary for biologically
sustainable populations of those species (Id., § 1802.). Similarly, for purposes of CEQA,
CDFW provides, as available, biological expertise during public agency environmental

1 CEQA is codified in the California Public Resources Code in section 21000 et seq. The “CEQA

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review efforts, focusing specifically on projects and related activities that have the potential
to adversely affect fish and wildlife resources.

CDFW may also act as a Responsible Agency under CEQA. (Pub. Resources Code, §
21069; CEQA Guidelines, § 15381.) CDFW expects that it may need to exercise
regulatory authority as provided by the Fish and Game Code. As proposed, for
example, the Project may be subject to CDFW’s lake and streambed alteration
regulatory authority. (Fish & G. Code, 8 1600 et seq.) Likewise, to the extent
implementation of the Project as proposed may result in “take” as defined by State law
of any species protected under the California Endangered Species Act (CESA) (Fish &
G. Code, § 2050 et seq.), the project proponent may seek related take authorization as
provided by the Fish and Game Code.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION SUMMARY

The Project site is located at the existing CSU Stanislaus Stockton Center (Center). The
Center is located in the City of Stockton within San Joaquin County, California. The
Center is located in University Park, which is a 102-acre former hospital site located in
downtown Stockton. The Center is bound by East Harding Way to the north, railroad
tracks and light industrial development to the east, Park Street to the south, and North
California Street to the west.

The Project consists of the renovation of existing buildings and the construction of six
(6) new facilities. The plan also includes detailing landscaping and open space
planning, the development of mobility, circulation, and park, planning for infrastructure
and utilities, and development of strategies to address sustainability and climate
resilience.

COMMENTS AND RECOMMENDATIONS

CDFW offers the comments and recommendations presented below to assist the Board
of Trustees of the California State University (Board) in adequately identifying and/or
mitigating the Project’s significant, or potentially significant, impacts on biological
resources. The comments and recommendations are also offered to enable CDFW to
adequately review and comment on the proposed Project with respect to impacts on
biological resources. CDFW recommends that the forthcoming EIR and Project consider
incorporating the following principles to promote the conservation, protection, and
management of fish, wildlife, native plants, and their habitat within the Center:

1. The Board shall promote the preservation and restoration of contiguous areas of
natural habitat throughout the campus and support their integration with existing
and future preserves;

2. The Board shall retain plant and wildlife habitat areas where there are known
sensitive resources (e.g., sensitive habitats, special-status, threatened,
endangered, candidate species, and species of concern). Particular attention
shall be focused on retaining habitat areas that are contiguous with other existing
natural areas and/or wildlife movement corridors;

3. The Board shall preserve the ecological integrity of creek corridors, canals, and
drainage ditches that support riparian resources by preserving native plants and,
to the extent feasible, removing invasive nonnative plants. If not feasible, adverse
impacts on riparian habitat shall be mitigated by the preservation and/or
restoration of this habitat in compliance with state and federal regulations in
perpetuity;

4. The Board shall preserve and protect wetland resources including creeks, rivers,
ponds, marshes, vernal pools, and other seasonal wetlands, to the extent
feasible. If not feasible, the mitigation of all adverse impacts on wetland
resources shall be required in compliance with State and federal regulations
protecting wetland resources, and if applicable, special-status species such as:
Least Bell's Vireo (Vireo bellii pusillus), giant gartersnake (Thamnophis gigas),
western spadefoot (Spea hammondii), palmate-bracted bird's-beak (Chloropyron
palmatum), California tiger salamander (Ambystoma californiense), Swainson's
hawk (Buteo swainsoni), Burrowing Owl (Athene cunicularia), and Tricolored
Blackbird (Agelaius tricolor). Additionally, the Board shall require either on- or off-
site permanent preservation of an equivalent amount of wetland habitat to ensure
no net loss of value and/or function;

5. The Board shall preserve and protect native grasslands and vernal pools that
provide habitat for rare and endangered species. If not feasible, the mitigation of
all adverse impacts on annual grasslands shall comply with State and federal
regulations protecting foraging habitat for those species known to utilize this
habitat;

6. The Board shall preserve and protect oak woodlands, heritage oaks, and/or
significant stands of oak trees in the project area that provide habitat for common
native, and special-status wildlife species;

7. The Board shall preserve, protect, and avoid impacts to natural, undisturbed
habitats that provide movement corridors for sensitive wildlife species. If corridors
are adversely affected, damaged habitat shall be replaced with habitat of
equivalent value or enhanced to enable the continued movement of species;

8. The Board shall consider the potential impact on sensitive plants and wildlife for
each project requiring discretionary approval. If site conditions are such that
potential habitat for sensitive plant and/or wildlife species may be present, the
Board shall require habitat assessments, prepared by a qualified biologist, for
sensitive plant and wildlife species. If the habitat assessment determines that
suitable habitat for sensitive plant and/or wildlife species is present, then either
(1) protocol-level surveys shall be conducted (where survey protocol has been
established by a resource agency), or, in the absence of established survey
protocol, a focused survey shall be conducted consistent with industry
recognized best practices; or (2) suitable habitat and presence of the species
shall be assumed to occur within all potential habitat locations identified on the
Project site. Survey Reports shall be prepared and submitted to the Board and
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CDFW or the United States Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) (depending on
the species) for further consultation and development of avoidance and/ or
mitigation measures consistent with State and federal law;

9. The Board will thoroughly analyze future projects potential direct, indirect, and
cumulative impacts on biological resources. To ensure these impacts are fully
analyzed, the Board will define the threshold of significance for each impact and
describe the criteria used to determine whether the impacts are significant
(CEQA Guidelines, 8§ 15064, subd. (f)). The Board shall analyze potential direct
impacts from lighting, noise, human activity, and wildlife-human interactions
created by development activities especially those adjacent to natural areas,
exotic and/or invasive species occurrences, and drainages, as well as analyze
potential indirect impacts including resources in areas adjacent to the Project
footprint, such as nearby public lands, open space, adjacent natural habitats,
riparian ecosystems, wildlife corridors, and any designated and/or proposed
reserve or mitigation lands. Additionally, the Board shall analyze a project’s
cumulative impacts and determine if that contribution would result in a significant
impact;

10.The Board will adopt appropriate and adequate avoidance, minimization, and/or
mitigation measures for all direct, indirect, and cumulative impacts that are
expected to occur as a result of construction and long-term operation and
maintenance of projects. Mitigation will be roughly proportional to the level of
impacts, including cumulative impacts, in accordance with the provisions of
CEQA (Guidelines § § 15126.4(a)(4)(B), 15064, 15065, and 16355);

11.The Board shall support active habitat restoration and enhancement to reduce
impact of climate change stressors and improve overall resilience of habitat
within existing parks and open space in the project area;

12.The Board shall support educational programs for residents and visitors about
the unigueness and value of the natural resources, plants, and wildlife in the
region, and how to manage development to preserve native wildlife populations,
to the extent they are consistent with habitat protection requirements; and

13.The Board shall comply with all applicable laws related to nesting birds and birds
of prey. Potential habitat for nesting birds and birds of prey is present throughout
the project area. The Board shall analyze all potential activities that may incur a
direct or indirect take to nhongame nesting birds within the project area and
provide appropriate avoidance, minimization, and/or mitigation measures to avoid
take. Project-specific avoidance and minimization measures may include, but not
be limited to: project phasing and timing, monitoring of project-related noise
(where applicable), sound walls, and buffers, where appropriate. The Board shall
also include specific avoidance and minimization measures that will be
implemented should a nest be located within a project site. In addition to larger,
protocol level survey efforts and scientific assessments, final preconstruction
surveys may be required no more than fifteen (15) days prior to vegetation
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clearing or ground disturbance activities, as instances of nesting could be missed
if surveys are conducted earlier.

ENVIRONMENTAL DATA

CEQA requires that information developed in environmental impact reports and
negative declarations be incorporated into a database, which may be used to make
subsequent or supplemental environmental determinations (Pub. Resources Code, §
21003, subd. (e)). Accordingly, please report any special-status species and natural
communities detected during Project surveys to CNDDB. The CNNDB field survey form
can be found at the following link: https://www.wildlife.ca.gov/Data/CNDDB/Submitting-
Data. The completed form can be submitted online or mailed electronically to CNDDB at
the following email address: CNDDB@wildlife.ca.gov.

FILING FEES

The Project, as proposed, would have an effect on fish and wildlife, and assessment of
filing fees is necessary. Fees are payable upon filing of the Notice of Determination by
the Board and serve to help defray the cost of environmental review by CDFW.
Payment of the fee is required in order for the underlying project approval to be
operative, vested, and final. (Cal. Code Regs, tit. 14, § 753.5; Fish & G. Code 8§ 711.4;
Pub. Resources Code, § 21089.)

CONCLUSION

Pursuant to Public Resources Code sections 21092 and 21092.2, CDFW requests
written notification of proposed actions and pending decisions regarding the Project.

Plan, located in San Joaquin County.

Our agency is delegated with the responsibility of protecting the quality of surface and
groundwaters of the state; therefore our comments will address concerns surrounding
those issues.

. Regulatory Setting

Basin Plan

The Central Valley Water Board is required to formulate and adopt Basin Plans for
all areas within the Central Valley region under Section 13240 of the Porter-Cologne
Water Quality Control Act. Each Basin Plan must contain water quality objectives to
ensure the reasonable protection of beneficial uses, as well as a program of
implementation for achieving water quality objectives with the Basin Plans. Federal
regulations require each state to adopt water quality standards to protect the public
health or welfare, enhance the quality of water and serve the purposes of the Clean
Water Act. In California, the beneficial uses, water quality objectives, and the
Antidegradation Policy are the State’s water quality standards. Water quality
standards are also contained in the National Toxics Rule, 40 CFR Section 131.36,
and the California Toxics Rule, 40 CFR Section 131.38.

The Basin Plan is subject to modification as necessary, considering applicable laws,
policies, technologies, water quality conditions and priorities. The original Basin

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Plans were adopted in 1975, and have been updated and revised periodically as
required, using Basin Plan amendments. Once the Central Valley Water Board has
adopted a Basin Plan amendment in noticed public hearings, it must be approved by
the State Water Resources Control Board (State Water Board), Office of
Administrative Law (OAL) and in some cases, the United States Environmental
Protection Agency (USEPA). Basin Plan amendments only become effective after
they have been approved by the OAL and in some cases, the USEPA. Every three
(3) years, a review of the Basin Plan is completed that assesses the appropriateness
of existing standards and evaluates and prioritizes Basin Planning issues. For more
information on the Water Quality Control Plan for the Sacramento and San Joaquin
River Basins, please visit our website:

In part it states:

Any discharge of waste to high quality waters must apply best practicable treatment
or control not only to prevent a condition of pollution or nuisance from occurring, but
also to maintain the highest water quality possible consistent with the maximum
benefit to the people of the State.

This information must be presented as an analysis of the impacts and potential
impacts of the discharge on water quality, as measured by background
concentrations and applicable water quality objectives.

The antidegradation analysis is a mandatory element in the National Pollutant
Discharge Elimination System and land discharge Waste Discharge Requirements
(WDRs) permitting processes. The environmental review document should evaluate
potential impacts to both surface and groundwater quality.

. Permitting Requirements

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requires the development and implementation of a Storm Water Pollution Prevention

Phase | and Il Municipal Separate Storm Sewer System (MS4) Permits?

The Phase | and Il MS4 permits require the Permittees reduce pollutants and runoff
flows from new development and redevelopment using Best Management Practices
(BMPs) to the maximum extent practicable (MEP). MS4 Permittees have their own
development standards, also known as Low Impact Development (LID)/post-
construction standards that include a hydromodification component. The MS4
permits also require specific design concepts for LID/post-construction BMPs in the
early stages of a project during the entitlement and CEQA process and the
development plan review process.

The San Joaquin Valley Air Pollution Control District (District) has reviewed the Notice
of Preparation (NOP) of an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) for the Stockton Center
Proposed Master Plan Update from the California State University of Stanislaus (CSU)
with the Board of Trustees of the California State University as the lead agency. Per the
NOP, the project consists of a two-phase development to allow accommodations for an
additional 1,000 students up to 2,000 students total (Project). The first phase includes
the construction of a 55,200 square feet Academic Replacement Building, the
construction of a 68,000 square feet Building 1, and renovation of a 23,000 square feet
Acacia North Building as well as a 12,900 square feet Acacia East Building, to
accommodate the additional 1,000 students. The second phase includes the
construction of Buildings 2, 3, and 4 totaling 157,000 square feet, toward
accommodating a total of up to 2,000 students. The Project is located in University
Center along East Harding Way to the north, Park Street to the south, and North
California Street to the west in Stockton, CA. The Project lies within one of the
communities in the state selected by the California Air Resources Board (CARB) for
investment of additional air quality resources and attention under Assembly Bill (AB)

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The District offers the following comments at this time regarding the Project:

1) Assembly Bill 617

2)

AB 617 requires CARB and air districts to develop and implement Community
Emission Reduction Programs (CERPS) in an effort to reduce air pollution exposure
in impacted disadvantaged communities, like those in which the Project is located.
The Stockton AB 617 community is one of the statewide communities selected by
CARSB for development and implementation of a CERP.

Following extensive community engagement and collaboration with the Community
Steering Committee, the CERP for the Stockton Community was adopted by the
District’s Governing Board in March 2021 and by CARB in July 2021.

During the development of the CERP, the Community Steering Committee
expressed concerns regarding the proximity of emission sources to nearby sensitive
receptors like schools, homes, day care centers, and hospitals, and the potential
future industrial development within the community that may exacerbate the
cumulative exposure burden for community residents. The Community Steering
Committee also expressed the desire for more meaningful avenues of engagement
surrounding the land-use decisions in the area. As these issues can most effectively
be addressed through strong partnerships between community members and local
land-use agencies. Furthermore, the District recommends the lead agency assess
the emission reductions measures and strategies included in the CERP and address
them in the EIR, as appropriate, to align the lead agency’s work with the air pollution
and exposure reduction strategies and measures outlined in the CERP.

Project Related Emissions

At the federal level under the National Ambient Air Quality Standards (NAAQS), the
District is designated as extreme nonattainment for the 8-hour ozone standards and
serious nonattainment for the particulate matter less than 2.5 microns in size
(PM2.5) standards. At the state level under California Ambient Air Quality Standards
(CAAQS), the District is designated as nonattainment for the 8-hour ozone, PM10,
and PM2.5 standards.

The District’s initial review of the Project concludes that emissions resulting from
construction and operation of the Project may exceed any of the following
significance thresholds as identified in the District's Guidance for Assessing and
Mitigating Air Quality Impacts: https://ww?2.valleyair.org/media/g4ni3p0g/gamaqi.pdf.
The District recommends that a more detailed preliminary review of the Project be
conducted for the Project’s construction and operational emissions.
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2a) Construction Emissions
The District recommends, to reduce impacts from construction-related diesel
exhaust emissions, the Project should utilize the cleanest available off-road

construction equipment.

3) Health Risk Screening/Assessment

The lead agency should evaluate the risk associated with the Project for sensitive
receptors (residences, businesses, hospitals, day-care facilities, health care
facilities, etc.) in the area and mitigate any potentially significant risk to help limit
exposure of sensitive receptors to emissions.

To determine potential health impacts on surrounding receptors (residences,
businesses, hospitals, day-care facilities, health care facilities, etc.) a Prioritization
and/or a Health Risk Assessment (HRA) should be performed for the Project. These
health risk determinations should quantify and characterize potential Toxic Air
Contaminants (TACs) identified by the Office of Environmental Health Hazard
Assessment/California Air Resources Board (OEHHA/CARB) that pose a present or
potential hazard to human health.

Health risk analyses should include all potential air emissions from the project, which
include emissions from construction of the project, including multi-year construction,
as well as ongoing operational activities of the project. Note, two common sources
of TACs can be attributed to diesel exhaust emitted from heavy-duty off-road earth
moving equipment during construction, and from ongoing operation of heavy-duty
on-road trucks.

Prioritization (Screening Health Risk Assessment):

A “Prioritization” is the recommended method for a conservative screening-level
health risk assessment. The Prioritization should be performed using the California
Air Pollution Control Officers Association’s (CAPCOA) methodology. Please contact
the District for assistance with performing a Prioritization analysis.

The District recommends that a more refined analysis, in the form of an HRA, be
performed for any project resulting in a Prioritization score of 10 or greater. This is
because the prioritization results are a conservative health risk representation, while
the detailed HRA provides a more accurate health risk evaluation.

Health Risk Assessment:

Prior to performing an HRA, it is strongly recommended that land use agencies/
project proponents develop and submit for District review a health risk modeling
protocol that outlines the sources and methodologies that will be used to perform the
HRA.

A development project would be considered to have a potentially significant health
risk if the HRA demonstrates that the health impacts would exceed the District’s
established risk thresholds, which can be found here:
https://ww2.valleyair.org/permitting/ceqa/.

A project with a significant health risk would trigger all feasible mitigation measures.
The District strongly recommends that development projects that result in a
significant health risk not be approved by the land use agency.

Recommended Measure: Development projects resulting in TAC emissions should
be located an adequate distance from residential areas and other sensitive receptors
to prevent the creation of a significant health risk in accordance to CARB's Air
Quality and Land Use Handbook: A Community Health Perspective located at
https://ww2.arb.ca.gov/our-work/programs/resource-center/strategy-
development/land-use-resources.

Ambient Air Quality Analysis

An Ambient Air Quality Analysis (AAQA) uses air dispersion modeling to determine if
emissions increases from a project will cause or contribute to a violation of State or
National Ambient Air Quality Standards. The District recommends an AAQA be
performed for the Project if emissions exceed 100 pounds per day of any pollutant.

An AAQA uses air dispersion modeling to determine if emission increase from a
project will cause or contribute to a violation of State or National Ambien Air Quality
Standards. An acceptable analysis would include emissions from both project-
specific permitted and non-permitted equipment and activities. The District
recommends consultation with District staff to determine the appropriate model and
input data to use in the analysis.

Voluntary Emission Reduction Agreement

Criteria pollutant emissions may result in emissions exceeding the District's
significance thresholds, potentially resulting in a significant impact on air quality.
When a project is expected to have a significant impact, the District recommends the
EIR also include a discussion on the feasibility of implementing a Voluntary Emission
Reduction Agreement (VERA) for this Project.

A VERA is a mitigation measure by which the project proponent provides pound-for-
pound mitigation of emissions increases through a process that develops, funds, and
implements emission reduction projects, with the District serving a role of
administrator of the emissions reduction projects and verifier of the successful
mitigation effort. To implement a VERA, the project proponent and the District enter
into a contractual agreement in which the project proponent agrees to mitigate
project specific emissions by providing funds for the District’s incentives programs.
The funds are disbursed by the District in the form of grants for projects that achieve
emission reductions. Thus, project-related impacts on air quality can be mitigated.
Types of emission reduction projects that have been funded in the past include
electrification of stationary internal combustion engines (such as agricultural
irrigation pumps), replacing old heavy-duty trucks with new, cleaner, more efficient
heavy-duty trucks, and replacement of agricultural equipment with the latest
generation technologies.

In implementing a VERA, the District verifies the actual emission reductions that
have been achieved as a result of completed grant contracts, monitors the emission
reduction projects, and ensures the enforceability of achieved reductions. After the
project is mitigated, the District certifies to the Lead Agency that the mitigation is
completed, providing the Lead Agency with an enforceable mitigation measure
demonstrating that project-related emissions have been mitigated. To assist the
Lead Agency and project proponent in ensuring that the environmental document is
compliant with CEQA, the District recommends the environmental document
includes an assessment of the feasibility of implementing a VERA.

Vegetative Barriers and Urban Greening

There are residential units located to the north and south of the Project. The District
suggests the lead agency consider the feasibility of incorporating vegetative barriers
and urban greening as a measure to further reduce air pollution exposure on
sensitive receptors (e.g., residential units).

While various emission control techniques and programs exist to reduce air quality
emissions from mobile and stationary sources, vegetative barriers have been shown
to be an additional measure to potentially reduce a population’s exposure to air
pollution through the interception of airborne particles and the update of gaseous
pollutants. Examples of vegetative barriers include, but are not limited to the
following: trees, bushes, shrubs, or a mix of these. Generally, a higher and thicker
vegetative barrier with full coverage will result in greater reductions in downwind
pollutant concentrations. In the same manner, urban greening is also a way to help
improve air quality and public health in addition to enhancing the overall
beautification of a community with drought tolerant, low-maintenance greenery.

Clean Lawn and Garden Equipment in the Community

Since the Project consists of educational development, gas-powered lawn and
garden equipment have the potential to result in an increase of NOx and PM2.5
emissions. Utilizing electric lawn care equipment can provide residents with
immediate economic, environmental, and health benefits. The District recommends
the Project proponent consider the District’'s Clean Green Yard Machines (CGYM)
program which provides incentive funding for replacement of existing gas powered
lawn and garden equipment. More information on the District CGYM program and

On-Site Solar Deployment

It is the policy of the State of California that renewable energy resources and zero-
carbon resources supply 100% of retail sales of electricity to California end-use
customers by December 31, 2045. While various emission control techniques and
programs exist to reduce air quality emissions from mobile and stationary sources,
the production of solar energy is contributing to improving air quality and public
health. The District suggests that the lead agency consider incorporating solar
power systems as an emission reduction strategy for the Project.

Electric Infrastructure

To support and accelerate the installation of electric vehicle charging equipment and
development of required infrastructure, the District offers incentives to public
agencies, businesses, and property owners of multi-unit dwellings to install electric
charging infrastructure (Level 2 and 3 chargers). The purpose of the District’s
Charge Up! Incentive program is to promote clean air alternative-fuel technologies
and the use of low or zero-emission vehicles.

10)District Rules and Regulations

The District issues permits for many types of air pollution sources, and regulates
some activities that do not require permits. A project subject to District rules and
regulations would reduce its impacts on air quality through compliance with the
District’s regulatory framework. In general, a regulation is a collection of individual
rules, each of which deals with a specific topic. As an example, Regulation Il
(Permits) includes District Rule 2010 (Permits Required), Rule 2201 (New and
Modified Stationary Source Review), Rule 2520 (Federally Mandated Operating
Permits), and several other rules pertaining to District permitting requirements and
processes.

10a) District Rules 2010 and 2201 - Air Quality Permitting for Stationary
Sources

Stationary Source emissions include any building, structure, facility, or
installation which emits or may emit any affected pollutant directly or as a
fugitive emission. District Rule 2010 (Permits Required) requires operators of
emission sources to obtain an Authority to Construct (ATC) and Permit to
Operate (PTO) from the District. District Rule 2201 (New and Modified
Stationary Source Review) requires that new and modified stationary sources
of emissions mitigate their emissions using Best Available Control Technology
(BACT).

This Project may be subject to District Rule 2010 (Permits Required) and Rule
2201 (New and Modified Stationary Source Review) and may require District
permits. Prior to construction, the Project proponent should submit to the
District an application for an ATC. For further information or assistance, the
project proponent may contact the District’'s SBA Office at (209) 557-6446.

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10b) District Rule 9510 - Indirect Source Review (ISR)

The Project is subject to District Rule 9510 because it will receive a project-
level discretionary approval from a public agency and will equal or exceed
9,000 square feet of educational development.

The purpose of District Rule 9510 is to reduce the growth in both NOx and PM
emissions associated with development and transportation projects from mobile
and area sources; specifically, the emissions associated with the construction
and subsequent operation of development projects. The ISR Rule requires
developers to mitigate their NOx and PM emissions by incorporating clean air
design elements into their projects. Should the proposed development project
clean air design elements be insufficient to meet the required emission
reductions, developers must pay a fee that ultimately funds incentive projects to
achieve off-site emissions reductions.

Per Section 5.0 of the ISR Rule, an Air Impact Assessment (AlA) application is
required to be submitted no later than applying for project-level approval from a
public agency. As of the date of this letter, the District has not received an AlA
application for this Project. Please immediately submit an AIA application to the
District to comply with District Rule 9510 so that proper mitigation and clean air
design under ISR can be incorporated into the Project’s design. One AIA
application should be submitted for the entire Project.

10c) District Rule 9410 (Employer Based Trip Reduction)

The Project may be subject to District Rule 9410 (Employer Based Trip
Reduction) if the project would result in employment of 100 or more “eligible”
employees. District Rule 9410 requires employers with 100 or more “eligible”
employees at a worksite to establish an Employer Trip Reduction
Implementation Plan (eTRIP) that encourages employees to reduce single-
occupancy vehicle trips, thus reducing pollutant emissions associated with work
commutes. Under an eTRIP plan, employers have the flexibility to select the
options that work best for their worksites and their employees.

10d) District Rule 4002 (National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air

Pollutants)

The Project will be subject to District Rule 4002 since the Project will include
demolition and renovation of existing structures. To protect the public from
uncontrolled emissions of asbestos, this rule requires a thorough inspection for
asbestos to be conducted before any regulated facility is demolished or
renovated. Any asbestos present must be handled in accordance with
established work practice standards and disposal requirements.

10e) District Rule 4601 (Architectural Coatings)

The Project will be subject to District Rule 4601 since it is expected to utilize
architectural coatings. Architectural coatings are paints, varnishes, sealers, or
stains that are applied to structures, portable buildings, pavements or curbs.
The purpose of this rule is to limit VOC emissions from architectural coatings.
In addition, this rule specifies architectural coatings storage, cleanup and
labeling requirements. Additional information on how to comply with District
Rule 4601 requirements can be found online at:

District Regulation VIII (Fugitive PM10 Prohibitions)

The project proponent may be required to submit a Construction Notification
Form or submit and receive approval of a Dust Control Plan prior to
commencing any earthmoving activities as described in Regulation VIII,
specifically Rule 8021 — Construction, Demolition, Excavation, Extraction, and
Other Earthmoving Activities.

Should the project result in at least 1-acre in size, the project proponent shall
provide written notification to the District at least 48 hours prior to the project
proponents intent to commence any earthmoving activities pursuant to District
Rule 8021 (Construction, Demolition, Excavation, Extraction, and Other
Earthmoving Activities). Also, should the project result in the disturbance of 5-
acres or more, or will include moving, depositing, or relocating more than 2,500
cubic yards per day of bulk materials, the project proponent shall submit to the
District a Dust Control Plan pursuant to District Rule 8021 (Construction,
Demolition, Excavation, Extraction, and Other Earthmoving Activities). For
