Project Description: Request to amend the General Plan and zoning designation of a 23± acre 
parcel from Agriculture and General Agriculture (A-2-40) to Planned Development (P-D), to allow for 
development of a truck parking and dispatch facility that will serve a fleet of tractors with 
refrigeration trailers, which will haul goods for grocery stores.  The proposal includes development 
of a 2.6-acre paved parking lot, consisting of 40 stalls for the parking of tractor-trailers and 21 
parking stalls for passenger vehicles.  The project includes the construction of a 15,000± square-
foot maintenance bay for minor repairs of the on-site fleet, and a 5,000± square-foot proposed office, 
which will be used for administrative activities, such as management, accounting, human 
resources, and dispatch.  The site is currently improved with a 300 square-foot shed which will  
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remain on-site if approved and utilized for storage.  The balance of the property will be used for row 
crops. A fleet of 25 trucks and 35 trailers will utilize the site for parking.  The proposed hours of 
operation are Monday through Friday from 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., and 7:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. on 
Saturdays, with 20 employees on a minimum shift and up to 30 employees on a maximum shift. 
Employees accessing the site will consist of drivers and office staff.  Up to eight truck trips are 
anticipated to occur per-day; arriving at and departing the site primarily for long distance trips with 
drivers traveling off-site multiple days at a time.  Trailers will arrive on-site empty and pick up freight 
off-site. The site is separated from Highway 33 by the Southern Pacific Railroad track right-of-way 
east of the property; however, access will be taken via a single driveway onto County-maintained 
Welty Road.  Domestic water and wastewater will be handled by a proposed well and private on-site 
wastewater treatment system (OWTS), respectively.  Water runoff will be maintained on-site via a 
proposed stormwater drainage basin.  The site is currently unenclosed, with the exception of a 
small fenced-off area in front of the existing shed.  A 60-foot-wide entry and informational sign is 
proposed at the front of the property.  The applicant is proposing a 15-foot-wide strip of oleander 
along the project frontage to screen the parking area from the roadway.

Setting: 
The existing land use is row crops with a smal l shed at the northwest corner of the property, whi ch is to remain 
in place. It is bordered by a demolition plant w ith steel buildings, and truck and trai ler storage to the north. East 
Bay Metal Products American Utility Trailers, the Southern Pacific Railroad and Highway 33 exist to the east 
of the site. A Hetch Hetchy right of way, and row crops exist to the south, and row crops to the west. 

General Plan and Zoning: 
The exist ing General Plan designation is Agriculture, and the ex isting zoning is General AG 40 Acre. T he 
proposed Genera l Plan and zon ing designations is Planned Development. 

Project Characteristics: 
The project proposes a paved truck/ trailer parking area inc luding 40 parking stalls for a fleet of 25 trucks and 
35 trailers that hau l refrigerated goods mainly for Safeway and Albertson's. The trucks drive to the five western 
states, are out a few days at a time, and would visit the site when nearby and only when empty. There will be 
between five to eight trucks visiting the site per day. An approximate 15,000 s.f. maintenance bay located 
behind the truck/ trailer parking area that would provide only minor and general repairs. All major repair 
wou ld be done at freigh liner Keyes. A 5,000 s.f. office building is proposed to be located south of the 
maintenance bay, and would be open between 7:00 a.rn. to 5:00 p.rn. Monday through Friday, and 7:00 a.m. 
until noon on Saturdays. Office staff wou ld include management accounting, safety/ human resources, and 
dispatch. A 2 1-stall parking lot is proposed to the south of the office building. The total number of employees, 
incl uding drivers, that wi ll be on site on a typical day wou ld be between 20 to 30. The parking area wil l be 
screened by a landscaped area, consisting of 32 Neri um Oleanders (Pink Beauty) with a possible berm, and wil l 
be irrigated by the proposed wel I. 

Access: 
Access to the project will be from a single entry point off Welty Road located at the southerly end of the site. 

Agricultural Buffer: 
An agricu ltural buffer is planned due to the row crops that exist to the west across Welty Road. The 150' buffer 
is from the westerly right of way line of Welty Road, to within the truck/ trailer parking lot. All proposed 
bu i I dings are outs ide of the buffer.

The projecl proposes lo be served by an o n-s ite traditional sewer septic system wh ich includes the tank, leech 
lines, and a I 00% expansion area. The fina l s ize and arrangement of the components are to be determined 
during lhe construction docum ent phase. 

Storm: 
Storm drainage runoff to be conveyed to an on-s ite retention basin located to the north and east of the truck/ 
trailer parking lot. The bas in 's fina l s ize and shape is to be determined during the construction document phase.

We have conducted a non-confidential extended records search as per your request for the above­
referenced proj ect area located on portions of the Sol yo and Vernal is USGS 7.5-minute 
quadrangle maps in Stanislaus County.

California Historical Landmarks

Office of Historic Preservation Built Environment Resource Directory (BERO) and the 
Archaeo logical Resources D irectory (ARD) 
Survey of Surveys ( 1989) 
Caltrans State and Local Bridges Inventory 
General Land Office Plats 
Other pertinent historic data availab le at the CCaI C for each specific county 

The fo llowing details the results of the records search: 

Prehistoric or historic resources within the project area: 

• There are no formally recorded prehistoric or historic archaeolog ical resources or historic 



buildings within the project area. 

• There is a segment of one recorded historic structure, Lateral No. 4 North (P-50-001898), 
referenced with a National Register of Historic Places status rating of "62", found 
ineligible for the National Register of Historic Places, the California Register of 
Historical Resources, or local designation through survey evaluation. 

• The General Land Office survey plat for T3 S R6E ( dated 1860) shows the west ½ of 
Section 35 divided onto two 160-acre parcels. The eastern half of Section 35 is within the 
historic Mexican land grant of Rancho El Pescadero Grimes et al. No other historic 
features are referenced. 

• The Official Map of the County of Stanislaus, California (1906) shows J. Ohm as the 
landowner in the SW¼ Section 35, T3S R6E 

• The 1915 edition of the Vemalis USGS quadrangle shows the alignment of Welty Road 
on the west, the route of Lateral No. 4 North, and the Southern Pacific Railroad on the 
east. 

• The 1953 edition of the Vemalis USGS quadrangle shows a building in the northwest 
comer of the project area that would be 70 years in age (or older). We have no further 
information on file regarding this possible historical resource. 

Prehistoric or historic resources within the immediate vicinity of the project area: 

• There are no formally recorded prehistoric or historic archaeological resources. 

• The 1915 edition of the Vemalis USGS quadrangle shows buildings north of the project 
area possibly associated with the Ohm railroad siding (no further data on file regarding 
these possible historic buildings). 

• The San Joaquin Pipelines Nos. 1 & 2 (segments of the Hetch Hetchy Aqueduct, 
primarily underground) south of the project have been recorded as P-50-000074, and the 
Southern Pacific Railroad to the east has been recorded elsewhere in Stanislaus County as 
P-50-000001. 

Resources that are known to have value to local cultural groups: None has been formally 
reported to the Information Center.

S ince the project area has not been subj ect to previous investigations, there may be 
unidentified features involved in your proj ect that are 45 years or o lder and considered as 
hi storical resources requ iring further study and evaluation by a qua lified professional of the 
appropriate discipline. 

lf the current project does not include ground disturbance, fu rther study for archaeo logica l 
resources is not recommended at this t ime. ff ground disturbance is considered a part of the 
current project, we recommend further rev iew for the poss ibility of identifying prehistoric or 
historic-era archaeological resources. 

If the proposed proj ect contains buildings or structures that meet the minimum age requirement 
(45 years in age or o lder) it is recommended that the resource/s be assessed by a professional 
fami liar with architecture and history of the county . Review of the available historic 
building/structure data has included only those sources listed above and sho uld not be considered 
comprehensive.

If archaeo logica l resources are encountered during project-re lated activ ities, work should be 
temporarily halted in the vicinity of the discovered material s and workers should avo id altering 
the materials and the ir context until a qualifi ed professional archaeo logist has evaluated the 
s ituation and provided appropriate recommendations. Project personnel should not collect 
cu ltural resources. 

Tf human remains a re discovered, California Health and Safety Code Section 7050.5 requ ires you 
to protect the di scovery and notify the county coroner, who w ill determine if the find is Native 
American. If the remains are recognized as Native American, the coroner shall then notify the 
Native American Heritage Commiss ion (NAHC). Cali fornia Public Resources Code Section 
5097.98 authorizes the NAHC to appoint a Most Likely Descendant (MLD) who w ill make 
recommendations for the treatment of the discovery. 

Due to processing delays and other factors, not all of the historical resource reports and resource 
records that have been submitted to the State Office of Historic Preservation are available v ia 
this records search. Additional information may be available through the federal, state, and local 
agencies that produced or paid for historical resource management work in the search area. 
Additio na lly, Native American tribes have historical resource informatio n not in the CHRIS 
Inventory, and you should contact the California Native American Heritage Commission for 
info rmation on local/regional tribal contacts.
