Residue from removal of yellow thermoplastic pavement marking and/or yellow-painted
traffic stripe may contain lead chromate. Residue produced from the

separate removal of any yellow thermoplastic pavement marking, and/or

yellow painted traffic stripe may contain heavy metals in concentrations that exceed
thresholds established by the Health and Safety Code and 22 California

Code of Regulations.

A lead compliance plan developed by a certified industrial hygienist is required for
ground disturbing activities, as stated in Standard Special Provision 7-1.02K(6)(j)(iii)
Earth Material Containing Lead.

Standard Special Provision 14-11.12 is required for proper management of hazardous
waste residue if yellow striping will be removed separately. Include Standard Special
Provision 36-4 and/or 84-9-03B for work involving residue from grinding and cold
planing that contains lead from paint and thermoplastic. These standard special
provisions address the need for a lead compliance plan.

The structures to be rehabilitated do not need to be tested for asbestos-containing
construction materials as the joint sealant and materials to be disturbed do not exceed
the following dimensions: over 259 linear feet, over 159 square feet, and/or 34 cubic
feet. The project is exempt from National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air
Pollutants requirements, as the disturbance of building materials for this project is below
the thresholds listed above; submit a courtesy notification to the San Joaquin Valley Air
Pollution Control District (https://ww2.valleyair.org/NESHAPrenovation#courtesy) as
directed on their website.
