	Occurs in deep vernal pools of California’s Central Valley; blooms April to September.

	Madera Leptosiphon

	Cismontane woodland, lower montane coniferous forests, and annual grasslands.  Dry slopes, often on decomposed granite in woodland. Blooms April to May.

	Vernal Pool Fairy Shrimp
  (Branchinecta lynchi)
	FT
	Primarily found in vernal pools of California’s Central Valley.
	Present.

	Valley Elderberry Longhorn Beetle
  (Desmocerus californicus dimorphus)
	FT
	Lives in mature elderberry shrubs of California’s Central Valley and Sierra Foothills.
	Present.

	California Tiger Salamander (Ambystoma californiense)
	FT , CSC
	Found primarily in annual grasslands; requires vernal pools for breeding and rodent burrows for refuge.
	Possible.

	Swainson’s Hawk
  (Buteo swainsoni)
	CT
	Uncommon resident and migrant in the Central Valley.  Forages in grasslands and fields close to riparian areas
	Possible.

	Western Spadefoot  (Scaphiopus hammondii)
	CSC
	Primarily occurs in grasslands, but also occurs in valley and foothill hardwood woodlands.  Requires vernal pools or other temporary wetlands for breeding.

	Western Pond Turtle
  (Clemmys marmorata)
	CSC
	Occurs in slow moving water of southern Sierra foothill and Central Valley rivers and streams.
	Present

	White-tailed Kite
  (Elanus caeruleus)
	CFP
	Open grasslands and agricultural areas throughout central Calif.
	Present

	Bald Eagle (Haliaeetus leucocephalus)
	CFP
	Winters near reservoirs of California’s Central Valley.  Mostly feeds on fish in large bodies of water or rivers.
	Present

	Golden Eagle
  (Aquila chrysaetos)
	CFP

	Typically frequents rolling foothills, mountain areas, sage-juniper flats and desert.
	Present

	Northern Harrier
  (Circus cyaneus)
	CSC
	Frequents meadows, grasslands, open rangelands; uncommon in wooded habitats.
	Present

	Prairie Falcon
  (Falco mexicanus)
	CSC
	Distributed from annual grass-lands to deserts; requires cliffs or rock outcroppings for nesting.
	Present

	Burrowing Owl
  (Athene cunicularia
     hypugaea)
	CSC
	Found in open, dry grasslands, deserts and ruderal areas; requires ground squirrel burrows for cover and nesting.
	Present

	Vaux’s Swift
  (Chaetura vauxi)
	CSC
	Migrants and transients move through the area in spring and late summer. 
	Present

	Loggerhead Shrike
   (Lanius ludovicianus)
	CSC
	Grasslands and agricultural areas of California’s Central Valley.
	Present

	Pallid Bat 
  (Antrozous pallidus)
	CSC
	Grasslands, chaparral, woodlands, and forests of California; most common in dry rocky open areas providing roosting opportunities.
	Possible

	Townsend’s Big-eared Bat (Corynorhinus townsendii townsendii)
	CSC
	Primarily a cave-dwelling bat, which may also roost in abandoned buildings. Highly sensitive to human intrusion. Occurs in a variety of habitats.
	Possible.

	Spotted Bat
  (Euderma maculatum)
	CSC
	Found in a variety of habitats from arid desert and grassland to mixed conifer forest.
	Present

	Western Mastiff Bat
  (Eumops perotis)
	CSC
	Occurs in a variety of habitats from woodlands to grasslands along central and southern coast and the Central Valley.
	Present

	American Badger 
  (Taxidea taxus)
	CSC
	This species inhabits open and dry sections of grasslands, shrub, and forest habitats with friable soil.
	Present
