California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) proposes to perform preventative maintenance, address 
safety enhancements, and maintenance of complete streets facilities on 2 structures in Nevada County and 12 
structures in Placer County (Please see page 3). 

Purpose: Complete preventative maintenance to preserve structure integrity and thereby delay, prevent, or 
minimize costly major rehabilitation or replacement. Also, it enhances safety and promotes complete street 
usage. 

Need: Structural conditions have been identified that if not addressed will degrade the structural integrity 
resulting in more costly rehabilitation or replacement. Cracks in deck concrete have propagated and need 
sealing to prevent corrosion of reinforcing steel. Polyester concrete overlays have worn through to bare deck in 
the wheel tracks in lanes 1 and 2 and need replacement. Additional miscellaneous repairs will be made, 
including implementing recommendations from the Highway Safety Enhancement Tracking Form. This involves 
striping, restriping, and repainting STOP pavement markers. Sidewalks and curb ramps will be inspected and 
repaired as needed to comply with Highway Maintenance Complete Streets Tracking recommendations.
