



RESOLUTION NO. APC 2024-15 TPM 2024- WSR-01

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF ARVIN PLANNING COMMISSION APPROVING TPM 2024-WSR-0l, MINOR LAND DIVISION SUBDIVIDING ASSESSOR PARCEL NUMBER 192-170-06 INTO TWO (2) PARCELS AND ONE REMAINDER LOCATED ON THE NORTH SIDE OF WEST SYCAMORE ROAD AND WEST OF STOCKTON AVENUE AND EAST OF MEYER ROAD SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL, EXHIBIT B, AND DEFERRED OFF-SITE IMPROVEMENT AGREEMENT EXHIBIT C AND ACCEPTANCE OF CEQA NOTICE OF EXEMPTION PER SECTION 15305-MINOR ALTERATIONS IN LAND USE LIMITATIONS

WHEREAS, Jacob Soroudi, AMG & Associates, P.O. Box 260770, Encino, CA, 91426, filed an application for Tentative Parcel Map 2024-WSR-0l, Exhibit A, which proposes the following project:
PM2024-WSR-01, APN 1 2-170-06, 17.94 Acres - North side of West Sycamore Road and West of Stockton Ave. and East of Meyer Road. minor land division subdividing the 17.94 acres into two (2) parcels and one remainder. Land division, creating Parcel 1, Phase 1 creating a 3.083 Gross Acres (2.690 Acres Net), Parcel II, Phase 2 creating a 1.617 Gross Acres (1.439 Acres Net) and Remainder Parcel (14.125 Acres Gross)

WHEREAS, the project is Categorically Exempt per the parcel map is exempt. CEQA guidelines 15305 - Minor Alterations in Land Use Limitations is consist of the division of property in urbanized areas zoned for residential, commercial, or industrial use into four of fewer parcels when the division is in conformance with the General Plan and zoning, no variance or exception are available, the parcel was not involved in a division of a larger parcel within the previous 2 years, and the parcel does not have an average slope greater than 20 percent; and

WHEREAS, the design of minor land division and imposed conditions of approval established allows the city to make the fining that none of the required findings established by Section 66474 of the Subdivision Map Act exist and the minor land division may be approved; and

WHEREAS, the City, as lead agency, provided all applicable notices required by Government Code sections 36933, 65854, and 65090, as well as posting of the public hearing notice, and notification of properties within a 300-foot radius; and

WHEREAS, dedication of right-of-way, Exhibit C, for utility easements and street purposes are needed and the future development of the project site will be required to dedicated right-of-way for utility easements and for street purposes as follows:
1. Schipper Avenue - Right-of-way - Local Street dedication of 50'-0" - from Stockton Ave to the westerly property line of proposed Parcel 2.
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2. West Sycamore Road- Right-of-way- Minor Arterial dedication of 110'-0" along the frontage of APN 192-170-06
3. Stockton Avenue - Right-of-way - Local Street Dedication of 50'-0": Stockton Ave. is a north-south local street connecting Schipper Ave to the north and West Sycamore to the south.
4. Frontage improvements and undergrounding of existing and proposed overhead utilities are to occur as established in the Deferred Off-Site Improvement Agreement

WHEREAS, the minor land division shall be presented to the City Council for approval and for consideration of the acceptance ofright-of-way dedication for street and utility purposes; and
WHEREAS, the implementation of the Deferred Off-Site Improvement Agreement, Exhibit C, between the City representative, City Manager/Finance Director and Jacob Soroudi, AMG & Associates to be signed by all parties prior to the recording of the Parcel Map with Kern County Surveyor's office, and

WHEREAS, after review and consideration of all the information in the record, the City of Arvin City Planning Commission adopts the Notice of Exemption for the project and conditionally approved Tentative Parcel Map PM 2024-WSR-01.
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follows:

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City of Arvin Planning Commission

1. The recitals are true and correct and are incorporated herein as if set forth in full.

2. The City of Arvin Planning Commission hereby finds and adopts the following findings:
a. TPM 2024-WSR-01 creates Parcel 1, Phase 1 creating a 3.083 Gross Acres (2.690 Acres Net), Parcel II, Phase 2 creating a 1.617 Gross Acres (1.439 Acres Net) and Remainder Parcel (14.125 Acres Gross), Exhibit A.
b. The proposed division of land complies with the minimum parcel size as established by R-3 Chapter 17.12 - R-3 Limited Multiple Family Dwelling. In addition, the tentative parcel map is consistent with the City General Plan land use designation.
c. The designated remainder may be sold without any further requirement of filing of a parcel map or final map.
d. The proposed division of land complies with requirements for flood water drainage control. Upon development of the project site, the project development shall be required to retain all drainage on-site.
e. Right-of-way dedication for street and utility purposes to be established upon filing the Parcel Map with Kern County, as illustrated on Exhibit C.
3. After the conclusion of the public hearing held on October 15, 2024, and after consideration of all comments and inquiries, the City of Arvin Planning Commission conditionally approves TPM 2024-WSR-01, Exhibit A, subject to the conditions of approval attached hereto and subject to compliance with Exhibit B , and subject to compliance with the Off-Street Deferred Improvement Agreement Exhibit C.
