County

To Whom It May Concern:

Pursuant to Public Resources Code section 21080.3.1 (c), attached is a consultation list of fribes
that are fraditionally and culturally affiliated with the geographic area of the above-listed
project. Please note that the intent of the AB 52 amendments to CEQA is to avoid and/or
mitigate impacts to tfribal cultural resources, (Pub. Resources Code §21084.3 (a)) (“Public
agencies shall, when feasible, avoid damaging effects to any tribal cultural resource.”)

Public Resources Code sections 21080.3.1 and 21084.3(c) require CEQA lead agencies fo
consult with California Native American tribes that have requested notice from such agencies
of proposed projects in the geographic area that are traditionally and culturally affiliated with
the tribes on projects for which a Notice of Preparation or Notice of Negative Declaration or
Mitigated Negative Declaration has been filed on or after July 1, 2015. Specifically, Public
Resources Code section 21080.3.1 (d) provides:

Within 14 days of determining that an application for a project is complete or a decision by a
public agency to undertake a project, the lead agency shall provide formal nofification to the
designated contact of, or a tribal representative of, traditionally and culturally affiliated
California Native American fribes that have requested notice, which shall be accomplished by
means of at least one written notification that includes a brief description of the proposed
project and its location, the lead agency contact information, and a notification that the
California Native American fribe has 30 days to request consultation pursuant to this section.

The AB 52 amendments to CEQA law does not preclude initiating consultation with the tribes
that are culturally and traditionally affiliated within your jurisdiction prior to receiving requests for
noftification of projects in the tribe’s areas of traditional and cultural aoffiliation. The Native
American Heritage Commission (NAHC) recommends, but does not require, early consultation
as a best practice to ensure that lead agencies receive sufficient information about cultural
resources in a project area to avoid damaging effects to tribal cultural resources.

The NAHC also recommends, but does not require that agencies should also include with their
notification letters, information regarding any cultural resources assessment that has been
completed on the area of potential effect (APE), such as:

1. The results of any record search that may have been conducted at an Information Center of
the California Historical Resources Information System (CHRIS), including, but not limited to:
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e Alisting of any and all known cultural resources that have already been recorded on or adjacent to the
APE, such as known archaeological sites;

e Copies of any and all cultural resource records and study reports that may have been provided by the
Information Center as part of the records search response;

¢ Whether the records search indicates a low, moderate, or high probability that unrecorded cultural
resources are located in the APE; and

e If asurveyisrecommended by the Information Center to determine whether previously unrecorded
cultural resources are present.

2. The results of any archaeological inventory survey that was conducted, including:
e Anyreport that may contain site forms, site significance, and suggested mitigation measures.
All information regarding site locations, Native American human remains, and associated funerary
objects should be in a separate confidential addendum, and not be made available for public disclosure
in accordance with Government Code section 6254.10.
3. The result of the Sacred Lands File (SLF) check conducted through the Native American Heritage Commission
was positive. Please contact the Amah Mutsun Tribal Band of Mission San Juan Bautista and the Northern Valley
Yokut / Ohlone Tribe on the attached list for more information.
4. Any ethnographic studies conducted for any area including all or part of the APE; and
5. Any geotechnical reports regarding all or part of the APE.
Lead agencies should be aware that records maintained by the NAHC and CHRIS are not exhaustive and a negative
response to these searches does not preclude the existence of a tribal cultural resource. A fribe may be the only

source of information regarding the existence of a tribal cultural resource.

This information will aid tribes in determining whether to request formal consultation. In the event that they do, having
the information beforehand will help to facilitate the consultation process.

If you receive nofification of change of addresses and phone numbers from fribes, please notify the NAHC. With your
assistance, we can assure that our consultation list remains current.

San Antonio). The Project location is entirely on historic fill, is urbanized, and contains existing
industrial development.

The purpose of the Proposed Project is to modernize currently underutilized portions of the Port
to enable berthing and servicing of ultra large container vessels in order to maintain the long-
term efficiency and productivity of the Port’s operations. The Proposed Project would also
ensure the Port’s commitment to reducing greenhouse gas and diesel particulate emissions.

The Project will include pile driving to support crane girders. The existing 468-foot landside
girder at Berth 26 would be removed, and two additional piles would be installed every 18 feet,
and a new and stronger girder would be constructed that would connect to the wharf deck and
existing piles with a header beam. At Berths 23 to 25, 2,808 feet of existing waterside girder
would be strengthened by installing additional piles and connection beams at locations where
existing pile capacity is not adequate. This would occur at approximately 100 locations along
Berths 23 to 25. Other Project components would not require ground disturbance in native soils,
including upgrades to wharf bollards and fenders, and electrical infrastructure upgrades.

The Project must comply with Assembly Bill 52 (AB 52) under the California Environmental
Quality Act (CEQA). The Port has discretionary authority over the Proposed Project and is the
CEQA lead agency. In keeping with a government-to-government relationship and in compliance
with AB 52, the Port, as the lead state agency for CEQA, invites you to participate in these
processes as a consulting party. As part of the review process, we request information that
identifies any resources that may hold traditional religious or cultural significance to your Tribe
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that could be affected by the proposed work, and, if applicable, assist in developing alternatives
that would avoid, minimize, or mitigate any adverse effects.

We value your assistance and look forward to consulting further if there are resources of
religious and/or cultural significance to your Tribe that may be affected by the Proposed Project.
To meet Project timeframes, if you would like to participate or provide information regarding
this Project, we respectfully request that you notify us within 30 days.

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SECTION 1 SUMMARY OF COMMENTS

The Port of Oakland (Port) circulated the draft Outer Harbor Wharf Modernization Project Initial
Study /Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND) for a 30-day public review period, from
Wednesday, March 5, 2025, to Friday, April 4, 2025. During the public review period, the Port of
Oakland received comment letters from the following four public agencies:

A. Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC), Tamara Purvis

B. East Bay Municipal Utility District (EBMUD), David J. Rehnstrom
C. California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW), Erin Chappell
D

. California Department of Transportation (Caltrans), Yunsheng Luo

The comments received on the draft IS/MND did not provide information indicating the
Proposed Project would result in new environmental impacts or impacts substantially greater
in severity than disclosed in the draft IS/MND. The California Environmental Quality Act
(CEQA) does not require a lead agency to prepare formal responses to comments received on
an IS/MND, only that the lead agency consider the comments received [CEQA Guidelines
§15074(b)] prior to acting on the Proposed Project. Nevertheless, the Port, as lead agency, has
prepared responses to the comments compiled in this Responses to Comments and Text
Changes document to provide a complete environmental record.

The following pages contain a detailed list of the commenters, the date of each comment letter,
and a page reference to the Port’s responses to each comment received. The specific comments
to the draft IS/MND have been excerpted from each letter and are presented as “Comment,”
with each “Response” directly following the Comment. Full copies of each letter received by
the Port during the public review period are attached to this document as Attachment A.

In addition, in compliance with California Legislature enacted Assembly Bill (AB) 52, the Port
consulted with California Native American tribes on potential impacts on tribal cultural
resources. This process and the Port’s response is summarized in Section 4, below.

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SECTION 3 RESPONSE TO COMMENTS

This section responds to excerpted comments received on the draft IS/MND and that specifically
relate to the potential environmental impacts of the Proposed Project under CEQA. Numbered
Responses correspond to each numbered Comment excerpted from the full comment letter in
Attachment A.

A. RESPONSE TO THE DEPARTMENT OF TOXIC SUBSTANCES CONTROL,
TAMARA PURVIS

Comment Al: DTSC requests clarification on the location of the proposed electrical improvements.
DTSC comments that Figure 3.9-1: Recognized Environmental Conditions and Figure 2-3: Project
Components indicate different locations for the southeastern landward electrical improvement. Based
on the location presented in Figure 3.9-1, DTSC notes that this proposed work would take place
within the Land Use Covenant (LUC) area of Berth 25 and 26 and would require DTSC oversight.

Response Al: Figure 3.9-1 was revised in the IS/MND to accurately depict the location of
existing SS-C-48 substation to which landward electrical improvements will connect. The
depiction of electrical improvements in Figures 2-3 and 3.9-1 is generalized because the
Proposed Project is still in the conceptual design phase. As stated throughout the [IS/MND
Project Description chapter, electrical improvements would connect SS-C-48 substation to
the whart edge and the Proposed Project would utilize existing trenches where feasible.

See modification shown in Section 5, Text Changes to the IS/MND, of this document.

As stated in the ISYMND, work conducted within the LUC area would require notification to and
approval from the DTSC prior to commencing work. If encountered, contaminated soil and
groundwater would be managed in accordance with the requirements of the LUC.

Comment A2: Regarding Section 3.9 Hazards and Hazardous Materials, of the IS/'MND: DTSC
requests that all work completed in the LUC areas of Berth 25 and 26 shall also be in accordance
with DTSC’s Site Soil and Groundwater Risk Management Plan included in the Operation and
Maintenance Plan dated October 2010. Additionally, DTSC requests the air monitoring program
within the LUC area should be conducted in accordance with DTSC's Community Air Monitoring
Plan (CAMP) Guidance.

Response A2: As described in Section 3.9, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, the Proposed
Project components that overlie the LUC areas within Berths 25 and 26 will require oversight
by DTSC and approval prior to ground disturbing activities. This includes implementation
of an Operations and Maintenance Plan' and a Soil and Groundwater Risk Management

Plan? (RMP) to identify measures for managing risks associated with residual contaminants
at portions of the Berths 25 and 26 (former McGuire Chemical Company’s leasehold and
adjacent areas). Additionally, air quality monitoring within the LUC areas would be
conducted in accordance with DTSC’s Community Air Monitoring Plan® (CAMP) Guidance.

Comment A3: As stated in the 'Discussion' item of Section 3.9, Hazards and Hazardous Materials,
if the IS/MND, trenches will be shored with trench boxes and plates to minimize soil excavation. If
this process is to occur within the LUC area of Berth 25 and 26, DTSC recommends developing a
decontamination protocol for the materials used in the contaminated area.

Response A3: As described in Section 3.9, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, Project
components that overlie the LUC areas within Berths 25 and 26 will require oversight by
DTSC and approval prior to ground disturbing activities. If trenching were to occur within
the LUC areas of Berths 25 and 26, a decontamination protocol consistent with the RMP
would be implemented. The RMP contains construction risk management measures related
to dust management, air monitoring, soil management (including hazardous waste), soil
import requirements, storm water management, cap inspection and maintenance.

Comment A4: DTSC requests clarification on whether construction activities may potentially impact
the integrity of the metal sheet pile wall along the wharf face of Berth 25 and 26. Currently, the sheet
pile wall prevents contaminated groundwater from migrating to the Outer Oakland Harbor. However, if
the project construction would impact the integrity of the wall, DTSC would need to reassess the
protectiveness of this remedy. If the integrity of the sheet pile wall cannot be guaranteed, DTSC
recommends developing a monitoring program to assess whether the contaminated groundwater is
migrating to the Outer Oakland Harbor, and, if the integrity of the sheet pile remedy would be
compromised and would lead to remedy failure, DTSC will require a Removal Action Workplan
(RAW) Amendment to propose a new remedy prior to project implementation.

Response A4: The Proposed Project construction activities would employ measures to
ensure that the integrity of the metal sheet pile wall along the wharf face of Berths 25 and
26 would not be compromised. The Port’s Project Engineer, Liftech Consultants, Inc., has
determined avoiding sheet pile damage is feasible for the Proposed Project. Methods that
may be employed to avoid sheet pile damage include different sizes and types of piles,
drilling through any upper layer rock, jetting to limit wall pressures, and/or high-resolution
sonar scan to locate the sheet pile jogs for determining pile locations.

B. RESPONSE TO EAST BAY MUNICIPAL UTILITY DISTRICT, DAVID J.
REHNSTROM

Comment B1: EBMUD owns and operates distribution pipelines in Ferry Street which provide
continuous service to EBMUD customers in the area. There is a 12-inch water main in EBMUD
right-of-way in Ferry Street that crosses the Project's proposed electrical utility cables. Additional
EBMUD rights-of-way are adjacent to the Proposed Project boundary (see map of EBMUD
Distribution Pipelines and rights-of-way in Attachment A). The integrity of these pipelines needs to
be maintained at all times. Any proposed construction activity in EBMUD right-of-way would be
subject to the terms and conditions determined by EBMUD including relocation of the water mains
and/or right-of-way at the Port of Oakland's expense. No buildings or structures are to be placed or
permitted within the easement area that would interfere with EBMUD' s full enjoyment of its rights.

Response B1: The Proposed Project analyzed in the IS/MND assumes no new structures
would be located within the EBMUD easement area referenced in this comment.
Furthermore, the Port will coordinate with EBMUD during the design phase of the
Proposed Project to minimize potential conflicts (including water pipeline relocations)

during construction.

C. RESPONSE TO CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT OF FISH AND WILDLIFE, ERIN
CHAPPELL

Comment C1: Recommended Mitigation Measure 1: Minimization of Shading from Over-
Water Features

The CDFW recommends coordination with regional CDFW and Conservation Engineering staff on the
design of the over-water structure. CDFW notes that design aspects could include the type of openings
in the design, and operational measures to ensure the openings are not covered by materials or
equipment. CDFW requests this measure include monitoring fish behavior following installation of the
over-water features to determine the success of the openings in the over-water features. CDFW
further notes if the design is unable to achieve adequate protection, additional mitigation may be
needed such as removal of equivalent overwater structure, the purchase of mitigation credits, or by
other similar actions that will achieve similar ecological uplift.

Response C1: The IS/MND analyzes the Proposed Project’s impacts of increased
overwater shading on special-status fish in discussion topic A of Section 3.4, Biological
Resources (IS/MND page 3-34 through 3-37). The comment states concern about these
impact topics and the implementation of the mitigation measure that would reduce the
potential impact of the Proposed Project. In response to the comment, text is added to
Mitigation Measure BIO-4: Minimization of Shading from Over-Water Features to
acknowledge coordination with CDFW.

Comment C2: Recommended Mitigation Measure 2: Sound Monitoring Plan

The CDFW requests an amendment to the sound monitoring plan for pile driving MM BIO-3 to
include distribution to CDFW.

Response C2: Text is added to Mitigation Measure BIO-3: Pile Driving, to include
distribution to CDFW.

See modification shown in Section 5, Text Changes to the IS/MND, of this document.

Comment C3: Recommended Mitigation Measure 3: Lighting

To avoid a potentially significant impact to biological resources, the CDFW strongly recommends
limits to nighttime work and no new artificial lighting as a result of the Proposed Project completion
in areas where no lighting currently. The comment specifies conditions for new lighting in terms of
the type of bulbs. Finally, the comment requests “Isolux Diagrams” noting light levels during pre-
Project, construction, and post-Project conditions and outlines a mitigation process should an
increase in light output be identified or discovered.
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SECTION 3 RESPONSE TO COMMENTS

Response C3: The IS/MND acknowledges existing floodlighting on page 3-4 and describes
the Port’s existing Best Management Practices (BMPs) related to lighting on pages 2-17 and
3-5. These BMPs include:

e The Proposed Project would comply with the Port’s Exterior Lighting Policy and
incorporate lighting measures to minimize lighting impacts from development and
operations and to conserve energy.

e The Proposed Project would also incorporate outdoor lighting controls so that lights are
turned off during daytime hours and during times when lighting is not needed.

The IS/MND analyzes the Proposed Project’s potential impacts from lighting in discussion
topic D of Section 3.1, Aesthetics (IS/MND page 3-6) and states “no changes to the existing
lighting within the Proposed Project site along Outer Harbor Berths 22 to 38 are
contemplated as part of the Proposed Project. The conditions that exist currently would
remain unchanged. No impact would occur.” In addition, nighttime construction work is not
anticipated as a part of this Proposed Project. Therefore, no increase in light output is
anticipated to result from implementation of the Proposed Project.

Comment C4: Environmental Data

The CDFW lists CEQA requirements related to special-status species and natural communities
detected during Project surveys.

Response C4: This comment identifies CEQA requirements regarding incorporating
information developed in negative declarations into a database. This comment is noted.

Comment C5: Filing Fees
The CDFW describes required filing fees.

Response C5: This comment is noted.

Comment D1: Travel Demand Analysis

information.

Response D2: This comment is noted.

Comment D3: Construction-Related Impacts

Caltrans describes permits required for the movement of oversized or excessive load vehicles on
State roadways.

Response D3: This comment is noted.
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SECTION 4 TRIBAL CONSULTATION PROCESS

In 2014, the California Legislature enacted Assembly Bill (AB) 52, which added provisions to the
Public Resources Code (PRC) regarding the evaluation of impacts on tribal cultural resources under
CEQA, and requirements to consult with California Native American tribes. In particular, AB 52
requires lead agencies to analyze project impacts on tribal cultural resources separately from
archaeological resources (PRC Sections 21074 and 21083.09). AB 52 defines “tribal cultural
resources” in PRC Section 21074 and requires lead agencies to engage in additional consultation
procedures with respect to California Native American tribes (PRC Sections 21080.3.1, 21080.3.2,
and 21082.3).

On January 16, 2025, the Port sent letters via certified mail to the tribal representatives on the Native
American Heritage Commission (NAHC) list as having cultural affiliation with the Proposed Project
site. The letters included a description of the Proposed Project, a figure showing the Proposed Project
location, and a notification for consultation on the Proposed Project. Two NAHC-listed tribes
requested consultation: Costanoan Rumsen Carmel Tribe and Confederated Villages of Lisjan.

The Port and a representative of the Costanoan Rumsen Carmel Tribe held a consultation meeting on
February 20, 2025. Following the meeting, the Port’s environmental consultant provided a confidential
memorandum to the Costanoan Rumsen Carmel Tribe, which included the results of the cultural
resources sensitivity assessment completed for the Proposed Project. In addition, the Port provided a
link to the draft environmental document on March 5, 2025, following publication on March 5, 2025.
No additional communication was received from the Costanoan Rumsen Carmel Tribe.

On February 11, 2025, the Port’s environmental consultant provided the Confederated Villages of
Lisjan (Lisjan Tribe) a confidential memorandum, which included the results of the cultural
resources sensitivity assessment completed for the Proposed Project. On March 5, 2025, the Port
provided the Lisjan Tribe a link to the draft environmental document, following publication on
March 5, 2025. The Port and Lisjan Tribe held a consultation meeting on March 12, 2025. Following
the meeting, the Lisjan Tribe provided their standard mitigation measures, including a monitoring
provision (if needed) and protocol to follow in the event of an inadvertent discovery of cultural
materials and/or human remains. The Lisjan Tribe also requested additional information regarding
methods for pile driving and if there was any potential for soil monitoring. On April 4, 2025, the Port
responded with proposed Project specific best management practices (BMPs) that considered the
Lisjan Tribe’s standard mitigation measures. The Port also responded that there are two feasible pile
installation methods and soil excavation would be limited to the auger cast piling option. The Port
stated they would utilize the BMPs in the event that any resources are unearthed during the process.
No additional communication was received from the Lisjan Tribe following transmittal of the BMPs.

The IS/MND analyzed the potential for significant impacts related to archaeological resources that
are also considered tribal cultural resources and concluded that, with implementation of the
requirements of detailed in the Port’s Emergency Plan of Action for Discoveries of Unknown
Historic or Archaeological Resources (see IS.MND Section 2.5.6.1), the impacts would be less than

significant. Nonetheless, the Port has included recommended measures as additional BMPs for the
Proposed Project.
