RE:  Ministerial Permit No. 2025-West Sycamore Road – Arroyo Verde Apartments – Phases 1 and 2 Approval subject to submittal of supplemental information. 
Project Description: The Arroyo Verde Apartments is a planned 72-unit affordable housing community in Arvin, CA that will be restricted to households earning 30-60% of the area median income for Kern County.  The project is planned to be built in two phases across a total of 4.12 acres (a portion of APN 192-170-06-00-8).    All residential units are wood-frame construction, energy-efficient design, and modern amenities such as private patios/balconies, in-unit appliances.

 Phase 1 (2.63 acres) will include 42 units (twelve 631 SF one bedroom units, twelve 765 SF two-bedroom units, and eighteen 1,000 SF three-bedroom units) across three, three-story buildings with the addition of a 3,230 sq. ft. community center, tot lot, half basketball court, community garden with raised planter beds, picnic area with BBQ, a fenced dog park, and retention basin, and 75 parking spaces. 

Phase 2 (1.49 acres) will add 30 units (twelve 765 SF two-bedroom units and eighteen 1,000 SF three-bedroom units) in two separate three-story buildings, and 39 additional parking spaces.  
Site Access is off West Sycamore Road and Schipper Lane.  West Sycamore Road is improved and Phase 1 will include additional right-of-way dedication and improvements along the north side of the street. Schipper Lane provides future access to Phase 2. Schipper Lane future road improvement and extension to the east will connect to Stockton Street and South Derby Ave. (Tejon Highway). Refer to TPM 2024-WSR-01.   
Application Review. The application has been reviewed as established by Chapter 17.055 Multiple Family Residential Design Review Ministerial Permit for a multiple family residential development project.  The proposed project application is consistent with the adopted objective multiple family residential development standards contained in Chapter 17.72 Multiple Family Residential Design Review.

The project review is found to be compliant with all the following, subject to submittal of supplemental information, and is approved as described below: 
1. Proposed use is permitted in the underlying zone district, and density is permitted within the underlying planned land use.  The project is zoned R-3 and has a density of 17.42 units per acre.   Permitted density is 16 to 24 units per acre. 

2. Proposed use will be in compliance with all adopted objective multiple family residential development standards contained in Chapter 17.72 Multiple Family Residential Design Review upon submittal of the supplemental information as noted below.    

3. The following supplemental information as noted below is required prior to the issuance of building permits: 

a. Verification that the roof pitch meets the minimum 4:12 (B-Materials, 

     1. Materials Roof Articulation and Materials).

b.  Provide details for enhanced driveways (B-Materials, 2-Façade Colors and  

    Materials, vi.). 
c.  Door details not provided – provide a minimum of three architectural    

     treatments for exterior doors (B-Materials – 4. Doors).

d.  Carport design – architectural treatment required (D-Garage/Carport Design 

     and Location).

e.  Final Landscape and Irrigation required prior to installation (E-Open Space 

     and Amenities). 

f.  Trash Enclosure – design for overhead trellis to be approved by Planning

     Division.   Location of Trash Enclosures – to be reviewed and approved by 

     Mountainside Disposal and to establish frequency of service.  (H- Solid 

     Waste/Trash Enclosure).

g.  Utilities, Sewer – Water – Storm Basin – PG&E, shall be approved prior to

     building permit issuance (I – Sewer, Water, Stormwater).  

h.  All off-street improvements to be completed prior to issuance of Certificate of 

     Occupancy (J – Dedications and Street Improvement).

i. All Grading, Utilities, and Offsite Construction to be completed prior to issuance of Certificate of Occupancy (K Grading, Utilities, and Office Construction).

j. Prior to issuance of building permit – clearance from Kern County Fire 

   Department Review of addressing for and identification buildings and 

   individual apartments to ensure emergency medical responses. (L Public 

   Safety).
k.  Prior to the issuance of a building permit, the applicant shall provide 

     compliance with Chapter 15.32 Floodplain Management. A Flood Plain

     Elevation Certificate shall be reviewed by and approved by the City 

Engineer.  See Attachment 3- Flood Plan Management/Drainage and Best 

    Management Practices. (M – Floodplain Management).
l.  At no cost to the City, prior to the issuance of the Certificate of Occupancy, the applicant shall form and/or join Facility Maintenance District to off-set long term services as required by Section 17.72.030 (3). (N – Miscellaneous)
4. Proposed use will comply with all other applicable provisions of the Zoning Ordinance.  

5. Proposed use will comply with all policies and standards identified in the General Plan and any specific plan, as applicable; and

6. Approval of the project will not violate any existing policy, regulation,               mandate, or law.
Finding of Compliance:  The project review, based upon the project application, supporting documents, and consultation, is found to meet the requirements of Chapter 17.055 Multiple Family Residential Design Review Ministerial Permit and Chapter 17.72 Multiple Family Residential Design Review and is Approved.  
CEQA Determination: Chapter 17.055 Multiple Family Residential Design Review Ministerial Permit and Chapter 17.72 Multiple Family Residential Design Review that are approved by the City Planner are considered ministerial and are exempt from environmental review pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15268.  The Ministerial Permit is not subject to CEQA.  However, the City has prepared a Notice of Exemption and has filed the notice with the Kern County Clerk’s Office and has filed the Notice of Exemption with the State of California – CEQA Submit to assist the project clearance for grant funding.  The Notice of Exemption is on file at the City Clerks Office, 200 Campus Drive, Arvin, CA 93203.    
Building Permits: “Per Section 17.055.070 Building permits—Clearances Prior to Issuance of Certificate of Occupancy, that the proposed structures and/or building location is in conformity with the requirements of the Multiple Family Design Review application as established under Chapter 17.72 Multiple Family Residential Design Review.”  Upon submittal of items listed under 3 above and approval by the respective agency, grading and building permits may be submitted for processing.  Prior to final inspection or issuance of the Certificate of Occupancy issued by the Building Official, the City Planner shall certify that the site has been developed in accordance with the Multiple Family Residential Design Review criteria. 

Applicant Agreement:  The applicant, Mr. Jacob Soroudi, if in agreement with the decision of the Project Planner/Planning Consultant on behalf of the City Planner, shall sign and certify their agreement to the findings and requirements as stated in Section 17.055.030 Decision on application – Notice Required.

Should additional time be needed the applicant shall request an extension via written request thirty days prior to the expiration date.
