EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

I. INTRODUCTION 

The Phase I ESA was requested by WMC, LLC (Project Client), for real estate transaction 
purposes for the automotive battery sale & installation retail outlet and automotive vehicle storage 
yard located at 236 Victoria Street in Costa Mesa, California (Subject Site). See Figure I for Site 
Vicinity Map. EN CON Technologies, Inc., Environmental & Engineering Services (EN CON) has 
performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) in conformance with the scope and 
limitations of ASTM Practice E-1527-21 for the Subject Site. 

The purpose of a Phase I ESA is not only to assist the Property Owner I Buyer and / or lender to 
qualify for the innocent landowner defense under the federal Superfund statue; it is also intended 
to provide reliable, early infmmation on the environmental conditions of the subject property and 
the possible need for additional, more extensive investigation or mitigation, to enable the prope1iy 
to be used for the intended purpose of the potential buyer and minimize any contingent 
environmental liabilities in the future. 

Specifically, the Phase I ESA is designed to recognize and catalog those concerns or problems that 
the environmental and safety professional observe and/or suspect which deserve further 
investigation or mitigation. A major purpose of the Phase I ESA is to evaluate and establish the 
sampling and analysis elements and need for an intrusive Phase II ESA subsurface investigation. 

II. SUBJECT SITE HISTORY 

The Subject Site is located within a commercial and residential area in the City of Costa Mesa on 
the northern side of Victoria Street and west of Newport Boulevard. The Subject Site is cmrnntly 
operated as Batte1y Mait Inc. since about 1990 to the present time. The Subject Site is comprised 
of one (1) parcel which includes approximately 1,330 square foot building structures and 
approximately 19,226 square feet of land, APN 419-111-21. The Subject Site currently consists 
of one (1) commercial office building, a multi-bay automotive battery sale and installation open 
canopy stmcture, and one (1) abandoned automotive service and parts storage bay structure. The 
rear parking lot area at the Subject Site was used for vehicle storage yard purposes with 
approximately thirty (30) vehicles noted during ENCON's site inspection with no indication of 
auto related vehicle repair service or waste oil drum storage. The building was constructed in about 
1985 and is in fair to good condition as confirmed during ENCON's site inspection performed on 
December 7, 2023. Refer to Exhibit A for legal property description, Attachment A for the site 
photographs and Figure 2 for cm-rent Site Map for the Subject Site. 

Based on the Phase I ESA file review and ENCON Site Inspection, the Subject Site is currently 
operated for automotive batte1y sales and installation purposes, and has operated as such for 
approximately 40 years, as reported by the current occupant. Reportedly, the Subject Property was 
previous used by a roof material storage company. Historically, the Subject Site has been operated 
as residential uses from as early as 194 7 through at least 1977 and appeared to be vacant, 
undeveloped land as early as 193 8. 
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III. CONCLUSIONS 

EN CON completed the Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) review oflocal and regional 

government environmental records, historical tenant survey, site reconnaissance by an 

environmental professional, and an evaluation of the evidence collected during the site assessment. 

This Phase I ESA Report reflects the professional judgments made by the ENCON Phase I 

Environmental Site Assessment Team based on site observations and a review of available agency 

and other historical records, including information provided by the property or representative, and 

others. 

The cunent and historical use of the Subject Site for automotive battery retail sales and 

installations and vehicle auto storage yard and formerly general commercial operations and 

residential uses do not suggest that the Subject Site has been involved with any significant 

quantities of hazardous chemicals and/or hazardous wastes specifically as related to gas stations, 

auto repair, or any manufacturing operations in the past. 

Therefore, the Phase I ESA record review and site inspections have not identified any evidence of 

the storage or use of any significant quantities of hazardous materials or hazardous wastes at the 

Subject Site and no known or suspected Recognized Environmental Conditions of Concern or 

RECs were identified at the Subject Site in this Phase I ESA Environmental Site Assessment. In 

addition, no controlled RECs (CRECs) or historical RECs (HRECs) were identified at the Subject 

Site. 

IV. RECOMMENDATIONS 

Based on ENCON's site inspection and site hazardous material usage records, and local and State 

government environmental file review, EN CON has determined that the current and historical on­

site operations do not suggest the use and/ or storage of hazardous materials at the Subject Site 

and the Subject Site does not appear to have been adversely impacted by the commercial use of 

the property. Therefore, the Phase I ESA has not identified any Recognized Environmental 

Conditions of Concern or RECs and therefore, no further Phase II ESA site assessment 

investigations are waiTanted at this time. 

In addition, based on the Phase I ESA findings and the Subject Site hist01y, the Subject Site can 

be used for commercial use and if the subject Prope1ty is redeveloped for commercial or residential 

use, a Soil Management Plan (SMP) should be developed and implemented by a licensed 

environmental professional company to properly address any other fmther environmental 

assessment requirements that are encountered.

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Based on the age of the existing building structure, constructed in 1985, there is limited potential 
for asbestos containing materials (ACM) and lead based paint materials (LBP) present at the 
Subject Site, although no survey or testing was completed as part of this Phase I ESA Report. 
ENCON recommends that an ACM and LBP survey be performed prior to any major demolition 
or renovation of the Subject Site. 

V. STATEMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROFESSIONAL

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1.0 INTRODUCTION 

1.1 Subject Property and Client 

The Phase I ESA was requested by WMC, LLC (Project Client), for real estate transaction 
purposes for the automotive battery sale & installation retail outlet and automotive vehicle storage 

yard located at 236 Victoria Street in Costa Mesa, California (Subject Site). See Figure 1 for Site 
Vicinity Map. EN CON Technologies, Inc. , Environmental & Engineering Services (ENCON) has 

perfonned a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) in conformance with the scope and 

limitations of ASTM Practice E-1527-21 for the Subject Site. 

The Subject Site is located within a commercial and residential area in the City of Costa Mesa on 
the northern side of Victoria Street and west of Newport Boulevard. The Subject Site is cunently 

operated as Batte1y Mmi, Inc. since about 1990 to the present time. The Subject Site is comprised 

of one (1) parcel which includes approximately 1,330 square foot building structures and 
approximately 19,226 square feet of land, APN 419-111-21. The Subject Site currently consists 

of one (1) commercial office building, a multi-bay automotive battery sale and installation open 
canopy structure, and one ( 1) abandoned automotive service and paiis storage bay structure. The 

rear parking lot area at the Subject Site was used for vehicle storage yard purposes with 
approximately thirty (30) vehicles noted during ENCON's site inspection with no indication of 

auto related vehicle repair service or waste oil drum storage. The building was constructed in about 

1985 and is in fair to good condition as confomed during ENCON's site inspection performed on 
December 7, 2023. Refer to Exhibit A for legal property description, Attachment A for the site 

photographs and Figure 2 for current Site Map for the Subject Site. 

Historically, the Subject Site has been operated as residential uses from as early as 1947 through 
at least 1977 and appeared to be vacant, undeveloped land as early as 1938. The current and 

historical use of the Subject Site for automotive battery retail sales and installations and vehicle 
auto storage yard and formerly general commercial operations and residential uses do not suggest 

that the Subject Site has been involved with any significant quantities of hazardous chemicals 
and/or hazardous wastes specifically as related to gas stations, auto repair, or any manufacturing 

operations in the past. 

Therefore, the Phase I ESA record review and site inspections have not identified any evidence of 

the storage or use of any significant quantities of hazardous materials or hazardous wastes at the 
Subject Site and no known or suspected Recognized Environmental Conditions of Concern or 

RECs were identified at the Subject Site in this Phase I ESA Environmental Site Assessment. In 

addition, no controlled RECs (CRECs) or historical RECs (HRECs) were identified at the Subject 

Site.

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1.2 Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Methods 

The Client has requested this Phase I Environmental Site Assessment for real estate transaction 
purposes. The purpose of the Phase I ESA report is to identify all known and suspected Recognized 
Environmental Conditions (RECs) in connection with subject prope1ty. A REC is defined as the 
presence, or likely presence, of any hazardous or California regulated substances to include 
petroleum products in, on, or present at the subject property due to past or present releases into the 
structures on the property or into the ground, groundwater, or surface water associated with the 
property under conditions indicative of a past or ctment unauthorized release to the enviromnent 
or pose a material threat of a future release to the environment. Hazardous material releases that 
do not present a material risk to the public or the environment and generally would not be subject 
to regulatory enforcement or are identified as de minmis conditions and not classified as a REC, 
requiring intrusive further investigation. 

The E-1527-21 ASTM Standard has developed various categories of Recognized Environmental 
Conditions (RECs) in connection with the subject property environmental assessment to include: 
a) Controlled Recognized Environmental Conditions (CRECs) and b) Historical Recognized 
Environmental Conditions (HRECs) as well as c) Vapor Intrusion Conditions (VICs) and Vapor 
Encroachment Conditions (VECs) (ASTM E-2600-08). 

a) Controlled Recognized Environmental Conditions (CRECs) is a REC resulting from a 
past release of hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to 
the satisfaction of the applicable regulato1y authority which may have allowed 
hazardous substances to remain in place subject to the implementation of required 
institutional or engineering controls or restricted use (NF A with conditions, low-threat 
site closure, or risk-based closures); 

b) Historical Recognized Environmental Conditions (HRECs) is a REC resulting from a 
past release of hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to 
the satisfaction of the applicable regulato1y authority without subjecting the prope1ty 
to any controls or limitations or restrictions. (NF A with no conditions, change in 
regulatory criteria or sampling methods or analysis); 

c) Vapor Intrusion Conditions (VICs) and/or Vapor Encroachment Conditions (VECs) is 
a REC resulting from the presence or likely presence of any chemicals of concern 
(COCs) in the indoor air environment of an existing or planned building stricture on a 
property caused by the release of volatile organic compound (VOCs) vapors from 
contaminated soil or groundwater either on the property (VICs) or within close 
proximity to the prope1ty (VECs), at concentrations that present or may present an 
unacceptable health risk to the occupants or tenants.

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1.3 Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Purpose 

Under the federal Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act 
(CERCLA, or 11 Superfund"), owners of property where hazardous substances have been released, 
including deposited or disposed of, are strictly liable for the costs of response and cleanup. This 
liability generally extends to landowners who have or received title after the release has occun-ed, 
unless the landowner can demonstrate that at the time of acquisition or leasing, he had no 
knowledge or reason to know of the release or disposal. 

Such an "innocent landowner" or "innocent purchaser" must meet certain statutmy requirements 
and bears the burden of proof in establishing this defense. Specifically, the landowner must 
demonstrate that prior to the sale or acquisition or leasing, he undeitook "all appropriate inqui1y 
into the previous ownership and uses of the property consistent with good industrial customary 

practice in effort to minimize liability". I, 5 As a result of this potential contingent liability, 
essentially all non-residential real estate transactions now include a Phase I Environmental Site 
Assessment and a Phase II Enviromnental Site Assessment, as needed to complete the 
enviromnental site assessment evaluation. 

The American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) has published a standard defining 
recommended elements to be included in a Phase I assessment. No legal standard cmTently exists, 

however, defining a site assessment. According to the ASTM standard2, the goal of the Phase I 
ESA is to identify recognized site environmental conditions which may suggest or indicate an 
existing release, a past release, or a material threat of a release of any hazardous substances or 
petroleum products into structures on the prope1iy or into the ground, groundwater, or surface 
water of the property. The tenn includes hazardous substances or petroleum products even under 

conditions in compliance with laws.3 

The purpose of a Phase I ESA is to assist the owner, purchaser or lender qualify for the innocent 
landowner defense by providing reliable, early infmmation on the enviromnental condition of the 
prope11y and the possible need for additional evaluations and investigations, refened to as a Phase 
IL For reference purposes, Phase I involves non-intrusive investigation methods which are 
designed to identify the most common contamination sources and conditions while the Phase II is 
designed to verify the presence, or absence of the contamination and characterize the nature and 
extent of the contamination using the Phase I findings. Phase III covers the actual site mitigation 
and/or remediation (cleanup) based on the information derived in the Phase II investigation. 

A Phase I ESA entails non-intrnsive research to identify areas of potentially significant liability 
for the current or prospective owner or operator using "all appropriate inquiries"5. The conditions 
identified in the Phase I which suggest possible onsite contamination are described in the Phase I 
ESA repmt and the client is notified that further investigations may be warranted to confirm the 
existence, or absence, of the suspected contamination. Therefore, one of the primaiy purposes of 
the Phase I ESA is to evaluate the need for more intrusive Phase II investigations.

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The Phase I findings and recommendations reflect the professional judgments made by the 
assessment team based on observations of the site and a thorough review of available agency and 
other historical records. The Phase I Environmental Site Assessment conducted at this property 
has been performed to meet the ASTM 1527-21 standard. 

1.4 J>hase I Environmental Site Assessment Major Elements 

A Phase I Environmental Site Assessment is comprised of five (5) primary elements: (1) review 
of available government records and associated databases for evidence of possible environmental 
contamination; (2) site reconnaissance through a site walk of the property; (3) limited interview 
with current owners and/or occupants of the property as well as with various appropriate local 
government agency representatives; ( 4) review of available historical tenant and aerial maps to 
define past uses of the site; and (5) an evaluation of the evidence obtained during the site 
assessment. 

A review of the available records was conducted using government databases by Environmental 
Data Resource, Inc. (EDR) radius maps, historical tenant survey, the Regional Water Quality 
Control Board files, South Coast Air Quality Management District files, and Department of Toxic 
Substances Control files. 

1.5 Special Terms and Conditions 

Based on the age of the existing building structure, constructed approximately in 1985, there is 
limited potential for asbestos containing materials (ACM) and lead based paint materials (LBP) 
present at the Subject Site, although no survey or testing was completed as part of this Phase I 
ESA Report. EN CON recommends that an ACM and LBP survey be performed prior to any major 
demolition or renovation of the Subject Site. 

1.6 Environmental Site Assessment Limitations and Exceptions 

Consistent with customary Phase I practice and the ASTM 2021 standard, the subject property 
environmental assessment included a preliminaty site walk inspection, but the potential presence 
of lead or contamination in the groundwater, nor was the quality of the property's drinking water 
evaluated in this Phase I environmental site assessment. No land survey of the prope1ty was made 
by EN CON or environmental liens or restriction were researched or presented in this Phase I ESA. 
Any statement of dimensions, capacities, quantities or distances should be considered as 
approximate in this assessment and the report. 

ENCON assumed that there are no hidden, or latent environmental conditions or defects in or of 
the property, subsoil, structures, other than those noted herein. No responsibility for such 
conditions or for their repair is assumed by ENCON. In addition, infonnation, estimates, and 
opinion furnished to ENCON and contained in this rep01t were assumed to be provided from 
reliable sources believed to be true and con-ect. Therefore, ENCON assumes no further 
responsibility for the accuracy of this information since no independent investigation was 
conducted to substantiate this information.

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A Phase I Environmental Site Assessment is not an audit. Although such a compliance audit may 
sometimes be useful in connection with step-out/step-in or acquisition of a commercial or 
industrial property, an audit involves an extensive review and scrutiny or current and past records 
as well as a more expanded agency review effort.

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2.3 Off-Site Adjacent Property Historical Usage 

Based on ENCON's review of the Aerial Photographs, Sanborn Map Report and visual inspection 
performed on December 8, 2023, the off-site adjacent properties have been operated as follows. 
Refer to Exhibit C for Aerial Photographs. 

Direction: Description: 
North The northern adjacent properties are residential in nature. 

South The southern boundary of the Subject Site is Victoria Street. 

East The eastern adjacent property, located at 220 Victoria Street, is listed as a 
RCRA Non-Generator in the EDR Radius Map Report, provided in Exhibit 
E for reference. EDR describes RCRA Non-Generators as facilities that have 
treated or disposed of hazardous waste but do not presently generate 
hazardous waste. Upon further review of this off-site facility, the reported 
operations included boat storage, which most likely did not involve the use 
and / or storage of hazardous materials. 

West The western adjacent property, located at 242 Victoria Street, is currently 
operated for automotive repair and service operations. Upon further review 
of this off-site facility, there were no indications that this facility operated 
any spray paint booth(s) disposed of any hazardous waste material as part of 
their operations. In addition, the facility and the Subject Site property are 
separated by two (2) driveway access points which further limits the potential 
encroachment concern to the Subject Site. 

2.4 Site Plan 

A site plan of the present general layout of the Subject Site structures is shown in Figure 2.

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3.0 ENVIRONMENTAL SETTING 

The Subject Site is located approximately 80 feet above mean sea level (aMSL), within the 
southeastern portion of the Coastal Plain in the larger Orange County Groundwater Basin. 
Structural features in the area include the Newport-Inglewood Fault located approximately 1.5 
miles southwest of the site (California Department of Water Resources [CDWRJ 1975). 

According to California's Groundwater Bulletin 118 for the Coastal Plain of Orange County 
Groundwater Basin (CDWR 1975), a deep strnctural depression containing a thick accumulation 
of fresh water-bearing interbedded marine and continental sand, silt, and clay deposits is present 
beneath the site to a depth of approximately 2,500 feet below ground surface (bgs). An increase in 
fining of material is evident toward the coast, which divides the basin into fore bay and pressure 
areas (CDWR 1967; Orange County Water District 1999). The Subject Site is located in the 
pressure subarea of the Orange County Groundwater Basin. 

Recharge to the basin is primarily from direct infiltration of rainfall percolation, return water from 
irrigation, and recharge along the Santa Ana River. Aquifer systems exist in the Upper Pleistocene 
La Habra Formation to 800 feet bgs and in the underlying 1,600 foot-thick Lower Pleistocene 
Coyote Hills and San Pedro Fo1mations. The Coyote Hills San Pedro Formations provide 90 to 95 
percent of the usable groundwater in the area. The base of the freshwater zone is approximately 
2,500 feet below sea level. In addition to these larger aquifer systems, groundwater is present near 
the site in a perched groundwater zone. According to the California Regional Water Quality 
Control Board, Santa Ana Region, the perched groundwater zone encountered beneath the site is 
rather extensive. The water quality of the zone is considered poor (Environmental Resolutions, 
Inc. 2003). 

Based on previous subsurface investigations performed in the vicinity of the Subject Site, the 
Subject Site area is reportedly underlain primarily by silt with vaiying amounts of clay and sand 
to 51.5 feet bgs, which is the maximum depth of investigation (TRC 2006). Discontinuous layers 
of silty clay were noted in several wells. In addition, well-sorted sands representative of beach 
facies were also noted in several borings and may be evidence of former sand channels deposited 
within a beach depositional environment. 

Groundwater elevations in the vicinity of the Subject Site have ranged from approximately 44.49 
to 55.34 feet aMSL. Previous groundwater data indicates a groundwater flow direction 
predominately to the southeast. (Arcadis, 2012). 

No subsurface investigation was performed as part of this Phase I ESA environmental site 
assessment.

4.1 General Site Walk Description 

Access to the property was provided on December 8, 2023. The site walk inspection was conducted 
by Mr. G. Joseph Scatoloni, ENCON's Senior Environmental Engineer.

Any evidence of neighboring adjacent properties engaged in storing, transporting 
or producing waste, chemicals or hazardous materials? 

Any activities of adjacent properties may pose potential environmental risks to the 
subject property? 

Adjoining properties used as a gasoline station, motor repair, commercial printing, 
dry cleaner, photo developing lab or landfill? 

ENCON determined that two (2) off-site facilities of potential concern are located immediately 
adjacent to the Subject Site, at 220 Victoria Street, located immediately adjacent to the east of the 
Subject Site and repmted as Harvey's Boat Storage, and 242 Victoria Street, located immediately 
to the north of the Subject Site and reported as Herb's Auto Garage and Service. 

• 220 Victoria Street is listed as a RCRA Non-Generator. EDR describes RCRA Non­
Generators as facilities that have treated or disposed of hazardous waste but do not 
presently generate hazardous waste. Upon fmther review of this off-site facility, the 
reported operations included boat storage, which most likely did not involve the use and / 
or storage of hazardous materials which limits the potential encroachment concern to the 
Subject Site. 

• 242 Victoria Street is not reported on the EDR Radius Map Repo1t. However, based on a 
visual inspection of the Subject Site and the surrounding areas, this facility is currently 
operated for automotive repair and service operations. Upon frnther review of this off-site 
facility, there were no indications that this facility operated any spray paint booth(s) 
disposed of any hazardous waste material as part of their operations. In addition, the facility 
and the Subject Site property are separated by two (2) driveway access points which further 
limits the potential encroachment concern to the Subject Site. 

Based on a further review of the two (2) off-site adjacent properties, EN CON has dete1mined that 
the potential vapor encroachment condition of concern (VEC) to the Subject Site is low and no 
additional investigations are warranted at this time. 
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5.0 HISTORICAL SITE RESEARCH AND USAGE 

5.1 Historical Site Usage Overview 

ENCON requested reports from Environmental Data Resources (EDR) pe1iaining to the Subject 
Site, including Aerial Photographs and the Sanborn Map Report. In addition, information obtained 
from the Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) GeoTracker database, the South Coast 
Air Quality Management District (AQMD) and the Department of Toxic Substances Control 
(DTSC) files were reviewed for the Subject Site and are presented in the following sections. 

These reports were reviewed by ENCON and are also presented below. Refer to Exhibit C and 
Exhibit D for reference. 

5.2 Aerial Photograph Search 

The EDR Historical Aerial Photo Package was prepared for the Subject Site on December 6, 2023. 
The aerial photographs are a screening tool designed to assist the environmental professional in 
evaluating the targeted and neighboring properties. Refer to Exhibit C for aerial photographs from 
1938, 1947, 1953, 1963, 1972, 1977, 1987, 1990, 1995,2002,2005,2009,2012,2016and2020. 
The following observations were made from the aerial photos: 

1938 through 1947 - The Subject Site appears to possibly residential in nature. The surrounding 
area appears to be mostly residential and vacant land uses. 

194 7 through 1973 - The Subject Site appears to possibly residential or commercial in nature with 
two (2) small buildings along the southern portion of the Subject Site with an open lot on the 
northern portion of the property. The surrounding area appears to be residential and commercial 
in nature with some vacant land. 

1977 - The Subject Site area appears to have been redeveloped with a structure at the southern 
portion of the Site. The surrounding area remains commercial and residential in nature. 

1987 through 1990 - The Subject Site remains about the same. The surrounding area remains 
commercial and residential in nature. 

1995 - The Subject Site appears to have been further developed to include a larger structure on 
the Site. The smrnunding area remains commercial and residential in nature. 

2002 through 2020 - The Subject Site remains about the same. The sunounding area remains 
commercial and residential in nature, similar to the conditions present today in 2023.

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5.3 Sanborn ® Map Report 

A Certified Sanborn Map Report was prepared on December 6, 2023 by EDR, and is provided in 
Exhibit D for reference. The Sanborn Librmy was searched by EDR for maps covering the Subject 
Site and neighboring properties, and the Subject Site is unmapped property. 

5.4 South Coast Air Quality Management District Permit File Review 

Permit files were reviewed for the Subject Site through South Coast Air Quality Management 
District's (AQMD) Facility Information Detail (FIND) database. No air emission related permits 
were identified in regards to the Subject Site. 

5.5 Department of Toxic Substances Control Hazardous Waste Disposal Record Review 

The historical hazardous waste disposal records were requested for the Subject Site from the State 
of California EPA Department of Toxic Substm1ccs Control (DTSC). No hazardous waste disposal 
records were identified in regards to the Subject Site. 

5.6 Regional Water Quality Control Board and EnviroStor Database Review 

ENCON researched the Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) Geotracker and 
EnviroStor database for files pertaining to the Subject Site. Based on ENCON's review, no records 
were found as related to the Subject Site. 

6.0 PROPERTY OWNER INTERVIEW 

At the time of ENCON's site inspection, Mr. John Augustine, the current occupant, was able to 
provide the following information regarding the Subject Site: 

• Mr. Augustine has occupied the propetiy for approximately 40 years. 

• Prior use of the property was a roofing contractor. 

• No investigations have been performed at the Subject Site. 

• Mr. Augustine was not aware of any violations of notices to comply impacting the Subject 
Site. 

• No hazardous waste material is disposed of from the Subject Site as pmi of the current 
operations.

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7.0 REGULATORY GOVERNMENT AGENCY RESEARCH 

7.1 Database Information Research Method and Approach 

ENCON contracted with Environmental Data Research (EDR) to review databases maintained by 
the federal, state, and local regulatory agencies. This review was designed to identify facilities 
and properties recently or currently under investigation for environmental contamination within a 
specific radius of the Subject Site. Additionally, this search noted any reported hazardous waste 
sites, landfills, Superfund sites, or businesses generating or treating hazardous wastes within the 
radius area. Finally, records of spills and other types of releases of hazardous materials were 
reviewed for properties within a smaller radius. Refer to Exhibit E for EDR government file 
research repmis. 

ENCON does not assert to the completeness or accuracy of the database repmi. ENCON's review 
is therefore only as current and accurate as that provided in the database report and this may not 
cover all !mown or potentially hazardous waste or contaminated sites. Further, there may be errors 
in the database info1mation repo1ied for a site resulting from a number of different operations 
involved in processing the search. These enors could result in a site being included in the database 
due to a similar street name as a street within the search radius, when in fact the site is outside the 
search distance for the report. 

Additionally, a site within the search area may be omitted resulting from errors in the data entry 
phase of the search process. While ENCON does periodically spot check review the database 
repmis against other available information from other agencies and field inspections to improve 
quality assurance and control, the accuracy and completeness of each report cannot be guaranteed 
byENCON. 

Therefore, the following info1mation is a tabulation and interpretation of this provided in data, 
based on a careful evaluation of the database rep01is, a USGS topographical maps, an area street 
map, lmowledge of the area and region, and professional judgment about the potential 
environmental conditions. A complete copy of the regulatory agency database search repmt is 
provided in this report, refer to Exhibit E. The site information map, contained in the database 
report, illustrates the location of the subject site relative to the listed prope1iies that are discussed 
and reviewed in the following section. 
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In each case, the radius distance from the subject site was chosen on the basis of the potential 
hazard that identified neighboring properties could pose to the subject prope1ty, the type of 
information provided, and the extent of overlap with other, more extensive databases. The 
resulting database search provided information that meets or exceeds the ASTM requirements. 
The data of the most recent update for each database is noted parenthetically following a 
description of the database. The name, address, status, m1d distance from the subject site for each 
site identified by the database me also given. 

The results are organized by listing, sited which were identified on a particular database. Since 
some of the sites appear on more than one database, these sites may be listed more than once. A 
summary of the environmental conditions of these sites are described below and in the following 
manner; according to closest proximity to the subject site and the topographic gradient (up­
gradient, cross-gradient, and down-gradient). 

The Subject Site is summarized initially followed by the adjacent sites. The database detailed 
infmmation is provided in Exhibit E. This information is presented to aid in the assessment of 
potential impact to the subject site from groundwater contamination. This groundwater 
information is based on the best available hydro geology data and that the direction of groundwater 
flow in the shallow aquifer generally follows the topography in the general area. 

7.2 Subject Site Summary of Findings Brief 

Based on ENCON's review of the Radius Map Report, provided in Exhibit E for reference, the 
Subject Site prope1ty was not listed on the government environmental databases for any use and 
or storage of hazardous materials at the Subject Site. Based on the Phase I ESA file review and 
ENCON Site Inspection, the Subject Site is currently operated for automotive battery sales and 
installation purposes, and has operated as such for approximately 40 years, as reported by the 
current occupant. Historically, the Subject Site has been operated as residential uses from as early 
as 194 7 through at least 1977 and appeared to be vacm1t, undeveloped land as early as 193 8. 

The current and historical use of the Subject Site for automotive battery sales and installations, 
general commercial operations and residential uses do not suggest that the Subject Site has been 
involved with any hazardous chemicals and specifically, has not been used for dry cleaning, gas 
stations, auto repair, or any manufacturing operations involved with the use and generation of 
hazardous materials or wastes in the past. 

7.3 Adjacent and Near Field Properties Summary 

Based on a review of the EDR Radius Map for potential off-site environmental risk sites within 
1/8 mile of the Subject Site, there are sixteen (16) properties listed with regulatory cleanup actions 
resulting from unauthorized releases of hazardous materials, or other enviromnental concerns, that 
may pose a risk to the general m·ea of the Subject Site, including, but not limited to, use of an above 
ground storage tank (AST) and underground storage tank (UST), historical automotive and RCRA 
Non-Generators. 
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EN CON used Search Distance/ Chemicals of Concern Evaluations (Tier I) protocol to perform the 
Vapor Encroachment Screening inquiry and to make a determination if any known or suspected 
potentially contaminated properties were located within 100 feet of the Subject Site, considered 
the Area of Concern (AOC), which may pose a potential threat to the Subject Site. Typically, high 
risk sites are cmTent and fo1mer gas stations, paint spray booth operations, former and current d1y 
cleaners, manufacturing gas plants, and many industrial sites. The AOC is defined as any up­
gradient sites within the ASTM standard search distances and any cross- or down-gradient sites 
that use or store hazardous materials to include chemical solvents and petroleum products. 

From these off-site facilities, ENCON dete1mined that two (2) off-site adjacent facilities are 
located within the Tier 1 search distance, located at 220 Victoria Street, located immediately 
adjacent to the east of the Subject Site is repo1ied as Harvey's Boat Storage, and 242 Victoria 
Street, located immediately to the nmih of the Subject Site, is repmied as Herb's Auto Garage and 
Service. 

• 220 Victoria Street is listed as a RCRA Non-Generator. EDR describes RCRA Non­
Generators as facilities that have treated or disposed of hazardous waste but do not 
presently generate hazardous waste. Upon further review of this off-site facility, the 
repmied operations included boat storage, which most likely did not involve the use and / 
or storage of hazardous materials which limits the potential encroachment concern to the 
Subject Site. 

• 242 Victoria Street is not reported on the EDR Radius Map Report. However, based on a 
visual inspection of the Subject Site and the surrom1ding areas, this facility is cm1·ently 
operated for automotive repair and service operations. Upon further review of this off-site 
facility, there were no indications that this facility operated any spray paint booth(s) 
disposed of any hazardous waste material as paii of their operations. In addition, the facility 
and the Subject Site property are separated by two (2) driveway access points which fmiher 
limits the potential encroachment concern to the Subject Site. 

Based on a further review of the two (2) off-site adjacent properties, EN CON has determined that 
the potential vapor encroachment condition of concern (VEC) to the Subject Site is low and no 
additional investigations are warranted at this time. 
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8.0 CONCLUSIONS 

EN CON completed the Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) review oflocal and regional 
government enviromnental records, historical tenant survey, site reconnaissance by an 
enviromncntal professional, and an evaluation of the evidence collected during the site assessment. 
This Phase I ESA Report reflects the professional judgments made by the ENCON Phase I 
Enviromnental Site Assessment Team based on site observations and a review of available agency 
and other historical records, including infonnation provided by the prope1iy or representative, and 
others. 

The current and historical use of the Subject Site for automotive battery retail sales and 
installations and vehicle auto storage yard and fo11nerly general commercial operations and 
residential uses do not suggest that the Subject Site has been involved with any significant 
quantities of hazardous chemicals and/or hazardous wastes specifically as related to gas stations, 
auto repair, or any manufacturing operations in the past. 

Therefore, the Phase I ESA record review and site inspections have not identified any evidence of 
the storage or use of any significant quantities of hazardous materials or hazardous wastes at the 
Subject Site and no known or suspected Recognized Enviromnental Conditions of Concern or 
RECs were identified at the Subject Site in this Phase I ESA Enviromnental Site Assessment. In 
addition, no controlled RECs (CRECs) or historical RECs (HRECs) were identified at the Subject 
Site. 
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9.0 RECOMMENDATIONS 

Based on ENCON's site inspection and site hazardous material usage records, and local and State 
government environmental file review, EN CON has determined that the current and historical on­
site operations do not suggest the use and / or storage of hazardous materials at the Subject Site 
and the Subject Site does not appear to have been adversely impacted by the commercial use of 
the property. Therefore, the Phase I ESA has not identified any Recognized Environmental 
Conditions of Concern or RECs and therefore, no fmiher Phase II ESA site assessment 
investigations are warranted at this time. 

In addition, based on the Phase I ESA findings and the Subject Site history, the Subject Site can 
be used for commercial use and if the subject Prope1iy is redeveloped for commercial or residential 
use, a Soil Management Plan (SMP) should be developed and implemented by a licensed 
environmental professional company to properly address any other further environmental 
assessment requirements that are encountered. 

Based on the age of the existing building structure, constructed in 1985, there is limited potential 
for asbestos containing materials (ACM) and lead based paint materials (LBP) present at the 
Subject Site, although no survey or testing was completed as pali of this Phase I ESA Report. 
ENCON recommends that an ACM and LBP survey be performed prior to any major demolition 
or renovation of the Subject Site. 
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9.0 QUALIFICATIONS OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROFESSIONAL 

This report was prepared for the exclusive use of WMC, LLC (Project Client), for real estate 
transaction purposes for the Subject Site located at 236 Victoria Street in Costa Mesa, California 
(Site). The findings, conclusions, and recommendations presented in this repmt were based upon the 
Phase I ESA site assessment document review. The Phase I ESA Research was perfmmed by Mr. G. 
Joseph Scatoloni, ENCON REP, and Ms. Elizabeth Bmtley, ENCON Technical Assistant. 

The consultant makes no guarantees as to the accuracy or completeness of information obtained from 
others as related to the site historical records. It is possible that information exists beyond the scope 
of this environmental assessment. Additional information which was not available to Consultant at 
the time of writing the Phase I ESA Report may result in a modification of the conclusions and 
recommendations presented.

The Phase I ESA was requested by Leslie and Audrey Nicolson, LLC (Project Client), for real 
estate transaction purposes for the multi-tenant commercial property located at 220, 222, and 224 
Victoria Street in Costa Mesa, California (Subject Site), Based on the current and recent use of 
the Subject Prope1iy, retail light fixtures and light industrial boat maintenance and storage 
occupy 220 and 222 Victoria Street properties and residential and commercial used equipment 
storage warehouse operations are conducted at 224 Victoria Street. See Figure 1 for Site 
Vicinity Map. ENCON Teclmologies, Inc., Environmental & Engineering Services (ENCON) 
has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) in conformance with the scope 
and limitations of ASTM Practice E-1527-21 for the Subject Site. 

The purpose of a Phase I ESA is not only to assist the Property Owner/ Buyer and/ or lender to 
qualify for the innocent landowner defense under the federal Superfund statue; it is also intended 
to provide reliable, early information on the environmental conditions of the subject property and 
the possible need for additional, more extensive investigation or mitigation, to enable the 
property to be used for the intended purpose of the potential buyer and minimize any contingent 
environmental liabilities in the future. 

Specifically, the Phase I ESA is designed to recognize and catalog those. concerns or problems 
that the enviromnental and safety professional observe and/or suspect which deserve further 
investigation or mitigation.

• 234 Victoria Place has been operated for residential and used equipment storage 
warehouse uses from about 1976 through the present time, heating and plumbing supply 
services from about 1991 tlu·ough about 2014 and a manufacturing company in 1966. 

III. CONCLUSIONS 

ENCON completed the Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) review of local and 
regional government environmental records, historical tenant survey, site reconnaissance by an 
environmental professional, and an evaluation of the evidence collected during the site 
assessment. This Phase I ESA Rep01i reflects the professional judgments made by the ENCON 
Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Team based on site observations and a review of 
available agency and other historical records, including information provided by the prope1iy or 
representative, and others. 

Based on the Historical Tenant Directo1y, provided in Exhibit B for reference, the Subject Site 
has been operated for various non-hazardous boat and used equipment commercial and retail 
operations since at least 1955 through the present time and residential uses from at least 1976 
tlu·ough the present time. The Subject Site, however, was operated for limited boat repair and 
maintenance operations since about 1970 through the present time that used and stored small 
quantities of hazardous waste material. Specifically, a boat repair operation with wastewater 
surface grade drain were observed in the yard area at 220 Victoria Street during ENCON's 
current site inspection that included limited boat painting and parts cleaning and washing 
operations with floor drain. 

These boat repair service operations conducted over the past 53 years that included paint and 
parts cleaning VOC hydrocarbon and chlorinated solvents and petroleum hydrocarbon waste oil 
material which are toxic and highly mobile and by small quantity miscellaneous spills and leaks 
and with the wastewater floor drain, can potentially migrate and collect in the soils beneath the 
prope1iy and significantly impact the Subject Site that may pose an enviromnental thTCat to the 
workers and public. In addition, hazardous waste management and disposal activities were not 
highly regulated prior to 1984 by the State of California CUPA's with little to no hazardous 
waste and management methods and procedures and these types of small quantity miscellaneous 
chemical releases were undocumented and generally not rep01ied. 

Therefore, these on-site limited boat repair and general boat service operations in 220 Victoria 
Street Property are considered Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs) of concern and a

presence, of impacted site conditions. The hazardous constituents of concern (COCs) in these 
historical operations are total petroleum hydrocarbons in the waste oil range (TPHo) and volatile 
organic chemical solvent compounds (VOCs). 

No controlled RECs (CRECs) were identified at the Subject Site. 

IV. RECOMMENDATIONS 

Based on ENCON's site inspection and site hazardous material usage records, and local and 
State government environmental file review, the Subject Site parcels located at 222 and 224 
Victoria Street do not have a history or currently use or generate hazardous materials and 
therefore no further targeted subsurface investigations are warranted at this time. However, the 
Subject Site parcel located at 220 Victoria Street docs have a long boat repair and service history 
of the use and storage of hazardous materials and therefore, a Phase II ESA Subsurface Soil and 
Soil Gas Investigation is warranted at this time.

A REC is 
defined as the presence, or likely presence, of any hazardous or California regulated substances 
to include petrolewn products in, on, or present at the subject property due to past or present 
releases into the structnres on the prope1iy or into the ground, groundwater, or surface water 
associated with the property under conditions indicative of a past or current unauthorized release 
to the environment or pose a material threat of a future release to the environment. Hazardous 
material releases that do not present a material risk to the public or the environment and 
generally would not be subject to regulato1y enforcement or arc identified as de minmis 
conditions and not classified as a REC, requiring intrusive further investigation. 

The E-1527-21 ASTM Standard has developed various categories of Recognized Environmental 
Conditions (RECs) in connection with the subject property environmental assessment to include:

1.3 Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Purpose 

Under the federal Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act

South The southern adjacent property to the Subject Site, located at 2175 Newport 
Boulevard, is currently a commercial oil change service and has been a 
commercial retail shop since at least 2002. The southern adjacent property 
to the Subject Site was operated as a gas station from approximately 1966 
through 1995. ENCON dete1mined that this facility is located down-
gradient from the Subject Site operation, across Victoria Street, which 
limits the potential for encroachment concerns to the Subject Site property. 
Therefore, no vapor encroachment concern (VEC) exists at the Subject Site. 

East The eastern boundary of the Subject Site is Newport Boulevard. 

West The western adjacent parcels to the Subject Site are currently operated as a 
battery retail store and was residential in nature from approximately 1966 
through 1995. 

2.4 Site Plan 

A site plan of the present general layout of the Subject Site structures is shown in Figure 2. 
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3.0 ENVIRONMENTAL SETTING 

The Subject Site is located approximately 80 feet above mean sea level (aMSL), within the 
southeastern portion of the Coastal Plain in the larger Orange County Groundwater Basin. 
Structural features in the area include the Newp01i-Inglewood Fault located approximately 1.5 
miles southwest of the site (California Department of Water Resources [CDWR] 1975). 

According to California's Groundwater Bulletin I I 8 for the Coastal Plain of Orange County 
Groundwater Basin (CDWR 1975), a deep structural depression containing a thick accumulation 
of fresh water-bearing interbedded marine and continental sand, silt, and clay deposits is present 
beneath the site to a depth of approximately 2,500 feet below ground surface (bgs). An increase 
in fining of material is evident toward the coast, which divides the basin into forebay and 
pressure areas (CDWR 1967; Orange County Water District 1999). The Subject Site is located in 
the pressure subarea of the Orange County Groundwater Basin. 

Recharge to the basin is primarily from direct infiltration of rainfall percolation, return water 
from irrigation, and recharge along the Santa Ana River. Aquifer systems exist in the Upper 
Pleistocene La Habra Formation to 800 feet bgs and in the tmderlying 1,600 foot-thick Lower 
Pleistocene Coyote Hills and San Pedro F01mations. The Coyote Hills San Pedro F01mations 
provide 90 to 95 percent of the usable groundwater in the area. The base of the freshwater zone 
is approximately 2,500 feet below sea level. In addition to these larger aquifer systems, 
groundwater is present near the site in a perched groundwater zone. According to the California 
Regional Water Quality Control Board, Santa Ana Region, the perched groundwater zone 
encountered beneath the site is rather extensive. The water quality of the zone is considered poor 
(Environmental Resolutions, Inc. 2003). 

Based on previous subsurface investigations perf01med in the vicinity of the Subject Site, the 
Subject Site area is reportedly underlain primarily by silt with varying amounts of clay and sand 
to 51.5 feet bgs, which is the maximum depth of investigation (TRC 2006). Discontinuous layers 
of silty clay were noted in several wells. In addition, well-s01ied sands representative of beach 
facies were also noted in several borings and may be evidence of former sand channels deposited 
within a beach depositional environment. 

Groundwater elevations in the vicinity of the Subject Site have ranged from approximately 44.49 
to 55.34 feet aMSL. Previous groundwater data indicates a groundwater flow direction 
predominately to the southeast. (Arcadis, 2012). 

No subsurface investigation was performed as part of this Phase I ESA environmental site 
assessment. 
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4.0 INFORMATION FROM SITE RECONNAISSANCE 

4.1 General Site Walk Description 

Access to the property was provided on June 8, 2023. The site walk inspection was conducted by 
Mr. G. Joseph Scatoloni, ENCON's Senior Environmental Engineer. 

4.2 Overview of Present Property Use 

The Subject Site is currently a vacant commercial center. Site photographs are provided in 
Attachment A for reference.

5.0 HISTOIUCAL SITE RESEARCH AND USAGE 

5.1 Historical Site Usage Overview 

ENCON requested reports from Environmental Data Resources (EDR) pertaining to the Subject 
Site, including Aerial Photographs and the Sanborn Map Repmi. In addition, information 
obtained from the Los Angeles County Depmiment of Public Works (DPW), City of Los 
Angeles Depmiment of Building and Safety (LADBS), City of Los Angeles fire Depm·tment 
(LAFD) Hazardous Materials Division, Regional Water Quality Control Bomd (RWQCB) 
GeoTracker database, the South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD), the 
Depmimcnt of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) files, and the Los Angeles Methane Zone Map 
were reviewed for the Subject Site and are presented in the following sections. 

These reports were reviewed by ENCON and are also presented below. Refer to Exhibit C and 
Exhibit D for reference. 

5.2 Aerial Photograph Search 

The EDR Historical Aerial Photo Package was prepared for the Subject Site on June 2, 2023. 
The aerial photographs are a screening tool designed to assist the environmental professional in 
evaluating the targeted and neighboring properties. Refer to Exhibit C for aerial photographs 
from 1938, 1947, 1953, 1963, 1972, 1977, 1987, 1990, 1995, 2002, 2005, 2009, 2012, 2016 and 
2020. The following observations were made from the aerial photos: 

1938 - The Subject Site appems to be vacant, undeveloped land. The surrounding area appears to 
be mostly residential and vacant land uses. 

1947 through 1953 -The Subject Site appears to be vacant, undeveloped land. The surrounding 
area appears to be residential and commercial in nature with some vacant land. 

1963 - The Subject Site area appears to have been developed with multiple structures including a 
large building on the northwestern pmiion of the Site and four ( 4) smaller buildings located on 
the center and southern portions of the Site. The smrnunding area remains commercial and 
residential in nature.

1972 through 1990 - The Subject Site remains about the same, with four (4) smaller buildings 
and one (1) larger building. The smrnunding area remains commercial and residential in nature. 

1995 - The Subject Site remains about the same, with four (4) smaller commercial buildings and 
one (1) larger building. The surrounding area remains commercial and residential in nature with 
the addition of the highway to the east of the Subject Site. 

2002 through 2020 - The Subject Site remains about the same, with four ( 4) smaller commercial 
buildings and one (1) larger building. The smrnunding area remains commercial and residential 
in nature, similar to the conditions present today in 2023. 

5.3 Sanborn ® Map Report 

A Ce1iified Sanborn Map Repmi was prepared on June 2, 2023 by EDR, and is provided in 
Exhibit C for reference. The Sanborn Library was searched by EDR for maps covering the 
Subject Site and neighboring properties, and the Subject Site is unmapped property. 

5.4 South Coast Air Quality Management District Permit File Review 

Pe1mit files were reviewed for the Subject Site through South Coast Air Quality Management 
District's (AQMD) Facility Infonnation Detail (FIND) database. No air emission related pe1mits 
were identified in regards to the Subject Site. 

5.5 Department of Toxic Substances Control Hazardous Waste Disposal Record Review 

The historical hazardous waste disposal records were requested for the Subject Site from the 
State of California EPA Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC). The following 
hazardous waste disposal records were located for the Subject Site and are provided in Exhibit D 
for reference. 

• Harvey's Boat Storage is reported as having two (2) waste disposal ID with the DTSC. 
This facility disposed of 15.12 tons of unspecified waste in 2009. 

• Steven Nicholson reportedly disposed of approximately 0.14595 tons of unspecified 
sludge waste in 2008. 

• Mesa Marine repmiedly disposed of approximately 0.042 tons of aqueous solution in 
2001. 

5.6 Regional Water Quality Control Board and EnviroStor Database Review 

ENCON researched the Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) Geotracker and 
EnviroStor database for files pertaining to the Subject Site. Based on ENCON's review, no 
records were found as related to the Subject Site. 

However, the off-site property located at 2175 Newport Boulevard, south of the Subject Site is 
repmied as a closed Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) site. This facility, operating as 
Minute Lube, was closed in March of 1987 under the direction of the RWQCB. No additional 
information was available from the Geotracker database.

6.0 PROPERTY OWNER INTERVIEW 

At the time of ENCON's site inspection, no one familiar with the histmy of the property was 
available for interview. 

7.0 REGULATORY GOVERNMENT AGENCY RESEARCH 

7.1 Database Information Research Method and Approach 

ENCON contracted with Environmental Data Research (EDR) to review databases maintained 
by the federal, state, and local regulatmy agencies. This review was designed to identify 
facilities and properties recently or currently under investigation for environmental 
contamination within a specific radius of the Subject Site. Additionally, this search noted any 
reported hazardous waste sites, landfills, Superfund sites, or businesses generating or treating 
hazardous wastes within the radius area. Finally, records of spills and other types of releases of 
hazardous materials were reviewed for properties within a smaller radius. Refer to Exhibit E for 
EDR govermnent file research repmts. 

ENCON does not assert to the completeness or accuracy of the database repmt. ENCON's 
review is therefore only as current and accurate as that provided in the database report and this 
may not cover all known or potentially hazardous waste or contaminated sites. Further, there 
may be errors in the database information repmted for a site resulting from a number of different 
operations involved in processing the search. These errors could result in a site being included in 
the database due to a similar street name as a street within the search radius, when in fact the site 
is outside the search distance for the report. 

Additionally, a site within the search area may be omitted resulting from errors in the data ent1y 
phase of the search process. While EN CON does periodically spot check review the database 
repmts against other available information from other agencies and field inspections to improve 
quality assurance and control, the accuracy and completeness of each repo1t can not be 
guaranteed by ENCON. 

Therefore, the following information is a tabulation and interpretation of this provided in data, 
based on a careful evaluation of the database repmts, a USGS topographical maps, an area street 
map, knowledge of the area and region, and professional judgment about the potential 
environmental conditions. A complete copy of the regulatory agency database search report is 
provided in this report, refer to Exhibit E. The site information map, contained in the database 
repmt, illustrates the location of the subject site relative to the listed properties that are discussed 
and reviewed in the following section. 
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In each case, the radius distance from the subject site was chosen on the basis of the potential 
hazard that identified neighboring properties could pose to the subject property, the type of 
information provided, and the extent of overlap with other, more extensive databases. The 
resulting database search provided information that meets or exceeds the ASTM requirements. 
The data of the most recent update for each database is noted parenthetically following a 
description of the database. The name, address, status, and distance from the subject site for 
each site identified by the database are also given. 

The results arc organized by listing, sited which were identified on a particular database. Since 
some of the sites appear on more than one database, these sites may be listed more than once. A 
summary of the envirbnmental conditions of these sites are described below and in the following 
manner; according to closest proximity to the subject site and the topographic gradient (up­
gradient, cross-gradient, and down-gradient). 

The Subject Site is summarized initially followed by the adjacent sites. The database detailed 
information is provided in Exhibit E. This infmmation is presented to aid in the assessment of 
potential impact to the subject site from groundwater contamination. This groundwater 
information is based on the best available hydrogeology data and that the direction of 
groundwater flow in the shallow aquifer generally follows the topography in the general area. 

7.2 Subject Site Summary of Findings Brief 

The government record review for the Subject Site confirmed that the Site was listed on 
govennnent environmental databases associated with reported hazardous chemical material and / 
or waste uses and releases to the environment or regulatory c01Tcctive actions, as follows. Refer 
to Exhibit E for the EDR Radius Map Report. 

The Subject Site address of 220 Victoria Street is listed as a Haznet facility, HWTS facility, 
RCRA Non-Generator, and ECHO facility and a FINDS site. EDR describes Haznet facilities as 
operations that manifest hazardous waste as reported to the Department of Toxic Substances 
Control (DTSC). HWTS (Hazardous Waste Tracking System) facilities are also operations that 
include hazardous waste disposal through DTSC. RCRA Non-Generators are described as 
facilities that have treated or disposed of hazardous waste but do not presently generate 
hazardous waste and FINDs sites are described as Facility Index System, which contains 
facilities updated by Ca!EP A. 

These listings reported for the Subject Site confirm that the Subject Site prope1iy has disposed of 
approximately 0.14595 tons of unspecified sludge waste in 2008 and approximately 0.042 tons 
of aqueous solution in 2001. These uses confirm that the Subject Site has been involved with the 
use and storage of small quantities of hazardous materials and / or wastes as part of boat storage 
and maintenance operations. Therefore, these on-going operations are considered a Recognized 
Environmental Conditions (RECs) requiring further investigation at this time. 
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7.3 Adjacent and Near _Field Properties Summary 

Based on a review of the EDR Radius Map for potential off-site environmental risk sites within 
1/8 mile of the Subject Site, there are fifteen (15) properties listed with regulatory cleanup 
actions resulting from unauthorized releases of hazardous materials, or other enviromnental 
concerns, that may pose a risk to the general area of the Subject Site, including, but not limited 
to, underground storage tank (UST) operations, historical automotive operations, historical dry­
cleaner operations and RCRA Non-Generator facilities. 

ENCON used Search Distance/ Chemicals of Concern Evaluations (Tier I) protocol to perform 
the Vapor Encroachment Screening inquiry and to make a determination if any known or 
suspected potentially contaminated properties were located within 100 feet of the Subject Site, 
considered the Area of Concern (AOC), which may pose a potential threat to the Subject Site. 
Typically, high risk sites are current and former gas stations, paint spray booth, auto service, 
fmmer and current dry cleaners, manufacturing gas plants, and many industrial sites. The AOC is 
defined as any up-gradient sites within the ASTM standard search distances and any cross- or 
down-gradient sites that use or store hazardous materials to include chemical solvents and 
petroleum products. 

From these off-site facilities, ENCON determined that one (1) off-site facility is located within 
the Tier 1 search distance, located at 2175 Newport Boulevard, approximately 82 feet south­
southeast of the Subject Site. This facility is listed as a historical automotive, a SWEEPS UST, 
UST operations, historical UST operations, RCRA-Small Quantity Generator, and AST and a 
LUST facility, which was closed under the direction of the RWQCB in 1987. 

Upon further review of this off-site facility, the reported operations include a gasoline service 
station from about 1971 through about 200 I as well as automotive "express lube" services, 
which included the use and / or storage of hazardous materials. However, this facility is located 
down-gradient from the Subject Site operation, across Victoria Street, which limits the potential 
for encroachment concerns to the Subject Site property. 
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8.0 CONCLUSIONS 

ENCON completed the Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) review of local and 
regional government environmental records, historical tenant survey, site reconnaissance by an 
environmental professional, and an evaluation of the evidence collected during the site 
assessment. This Phase I ESA Report reflects the professional judgments made by the ENCON 
Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Team based on site observations and a review of 
available agency and other historical records, including infmmation provided by the property or 
representative, and others. 

Based on the Historical Tenant Directmy, provided in Exhibit B for reference, the Subject Site 
has been operated for various non-hazardous boat and used equipment connnercial and retail 
operations since at least 1955 through the present time and residential uses from at least 1976 
through the present time. The Subject Site, however, was operated for limited boat repair and 
maintenance operations since about 1970 through the present time that used and stored small 
quantities of hazardous waste material. Specifically, a boat repair operation with wastewater 
surface grade drain were observed in the yard area at 220 Victoria Street during ENCON's 
current site inspection that included limited boat painting and parts cleaning and washing 
operations with floor drain. 

These boat repair service operations conducted over the past 53 years that included paint and 
parts cleaning VOC hydrocarbon and chlorinated solvents and petroleum hydrocarbon waste oil 
material which arc toxic and highly mobile and by small quantity miscellaneous spills and leaks 
and with the wastewater floor drain, can potentially migrate and collect in the soils beneath the 
property and significantly impact the Subject Site that may pose an environmental threat to the 
workers and public. In addition, hazardous waste management and disposal activities were not 
highly regulated prior to 1984 by the State of California CUP A's with little to no hazardous 
waste and management methods and procedures and these types of small quantity miscellaneous 
chemical releases were undocumented and generally not reported. 

Therefore, these on-site limited boat repair and general boat service operations in 220 Victoria 
Street Property are considered Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs) of concern and a 
subsurface soil and soil gas investigation should be conducted to confirm the absence, or 
presence, of impacted site conditions. The hazardous constituents of concern (COCs) in these 
historical operations are total petroleum hydrocarbons in the waste oil range (TPHo) and volatile 
organic chemical solvent compounds (VOCs). 

No controlled RECs (CRECs) or historical RECs (HRECs) were identified at the Subject Site.

9.0 RECOMMENDATIONS 

Based on ENCON's site inspection and site hazardous material usage records, and local and 
State government environmental file review, the Subject Site parcels located at 222 and 224 
Victoria Street do not have a history or cunently use or generate hazardous materials and 
therefore no further targeted subsurface investigations are wan-anted at this time. However, the 
Subject Site parcel located at 220 Victoria Street does have a long boat repair and service history 
of the use and storage of hazardous materials and therefore, a Phase II ESA Subsurface Soil and 
Soil Gas Investigation is wan-anted at this time. 

In addition, based on the age of the existing building structure, constructed in 1954, there is a 
potential for asbestos containing materials (ACM) and lead based paint materials (LBP) present 
at the Subject Site, which are evidence of suspected RECs, and potential contingent 
environmental liability, although no survey or testing was completed as part of this Phase I ESA 
Report. ENCON recommends that an ACM and LBP survey be performed prior to any major 
demolition or renovation of the Subject Site. 
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9.0 QUALIFICATIONS OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROFESSIONAL 

This report was prepared for the exclusive use of Leslie and Audrey Nicolson, LLC (Project 
Client), for real estate transaction purposes for the Subject Site located at 220, 222 and 234 
Victoria Street in Costa Mesa, California (Site). The findings, conclusions, and 
recommendations presented in this repmi were based upon the Phase 1 ESA site assessment 
document review. The Phase I ESA Research was performed by Mr. G. Joseph Scatoloni, 
ENCON REA II, and Ms. Elizabeth Bartley, ENCON REA Technical Assistant. 

The consultant makes no guarantees as to the accuracy or completeness of information obtained 
from others as related to the site historical records. It is possible that infmmation exists beyond 
the scope of this enviromnental assessment. Additional information which was not available to 
Consultant at the time of writing the Phase I ESA Report may result in a modification of the 
conclusions and recommendations presented. 

The Services performed by the Consultant have been conducted in a manner consistent with the 
level of cm-e ordinarily exercised by members of our profession currently practicing under 
similar conditions.

The Phase II ESA Investigation scope and sampling and 
analysis plan (SAP) was based on the RECs identified in Phase I ESA conclusions and 
recommendations prepared by ENCON, dated June 15, 2023. Refer to Exhibit C for text portion 
of EN CO N's Phase I ESA Report. The Phase II ESA site subsurface investigation was requested 
by the Project Client. 

1.2 Subject Site History 

The Subject Site is comprised of two (2) parcels which includes a total building area of 
approximate 19,014 square feet located on a total lot size of approximately 57,656 square feet, 
APNs 419-111-19 and 419-111-20. The Subject Site consists of six (6) commercial and 
industrial buildings, one (1) single-family residence, an asphalt paved ±iont parking area and a 
diit / gravel rear lot used for boat and trailer storage. The buildings were constructed in about 
1954 and are in good condition as confirmed during ENCON's site inspection performed on June 
8, 2023. The Subject Site is located within a commercial and residential area in the City of Costa 
Mesa on the northern side of Victoria Street and west of Newport Boulevard. The Subject Site, 
however, is permitted for commercial redevelopment use. Refer to Exhibit A for legal property 
description, Attachment A for the site photographs, and Figure 2 for the cunent Site Map for the 
Subject Site. 

The Subject Site prope1ty is cmTently occupied by multiple tenants for retail, light industrial and 
residential purposes, including a lighting store, tile retailer, plumbing supply company, battery 
sales, boat repair, and boat storage operations. Historically, the Subject Site was operated as 
follows: 

• 220 Victoria Place has been operated as a boat storage and repair service operations 
since about 1970 through the present time and heating and plumbing supply services 
from about 1966 through about 1986. 

• 222 Victoria Place has been operated as a lighting supply retailer from about 1966 
through the present time and building supply company since about 1955. 

• 234 Victoria Place has been operated for residential and used equipment storage 
warehouse uses from about 1976 through the present time, heating and plumbing supply 
services from about 1991 through about 2014 and a manufacturing company since 1966.

1.3 Environmental Site Assessment Background 

ENCON completed the Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) review of local and 
regional government environmental records, historical tenant survey, site reconnaissance by an 
environmental professional, and an evaluation of the evidence collected during the site 
assessment. The Subject Site has been operated for various non-hazardous boat and used 
equipment commercial and retail operations since at least 1955 through the present time and 
residential uses from at least 1976 through the present time. The Subject Site, however, was 
operated for limited boat repair and maintenance operations since about 1970 through the present 
time that used and stored small quantities of hazardous waste material. Specifically, a boat 
repair operation with wastewater surface grade drains were observed in the yard area at 220 
Victoria Street during ENCON's recent site inspection. The boat repair operations included 
limited boat painting and parts cleaning and washing operations with a floor drain. 

These boat repair service operations conducted over the past 53 years included paint and paiis 
cleaning with volatile organic chemical solvent compounds (VOCs), chlorinated solvents and, 
petroleum hydrocarbon waste oil material, which are toxic and highly mobile. With the 
wastewater floor drain, any small quantity miscellaneous spills and leaks can potentially migrate 
and collect in the soils beneath the prope1iy and significantly impact the Subject Site which may 
pose an environmental threat to the workers and public. In addition, hazardous waste 
management and disposal activities were not highly regulated prior to 1984. With little to no 
hazardous waste and management methods and procedures, these types of small quantity 
miscellaneous chemical releases were undocumented and generally not repo1ied. 

Therefore, these on-site limited boat repair and general boat service operations in 220 Victoria 
Street Property are considered Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs) of concern and a 
subsurface soil and soil gas investigation was be conducted to confirm the absence, or presence, 
of impacted site conditions. The hazardous constituents of concern (COCs) in these historical 
operations are total petroleum hydrocai·bons in the waste oil range (TPHo) a11d VOCs. No 
controlled RECs (CRECs) were identified at the Subject Site. 

Based on ENCON's site inspection and the Phase I ESA site hazardous material usage records, 
and local and State government environmental file review, the Subject Site parcels located at 222 
and 224 Victoria Street do not have a history or currently use or generate hazardous materials 
and therefore no further targeted subsurface investigations are warranted at this time. However, 
the Subject Site parcel located at 220 Victoria Street does have a long boat repair and service 
history of the use and storage of hazardous materials and therefore, a Phase II ESA Subsurface 
Soil and Soil Gas Investigation was warranted at this time. 
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1.4 Environmental Site Assessment and Investigation Purposes 

The Project Client has requested this Phase II Subsurface Soil and Soil Gas Investigation for real 
estate transaction business planning purposes. The site testing purpose of the Phase I ESA report 
was to identify all known and suspected Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs) in 
connection with subject property. A REC is defined as the presence, or likely presence, of any 
hazardous or California regulated substances to include petroleum products in, on, or present at 
the subject property due to past or present releases into the structures on the property or into the 
ground, groundwater, or surface water associated with the property under conditions indicative 
of a past or cmrnnt unauthorized release to the environment or pose a material threat of a future 
release to the environment. 

For reference purposes, the Phase I ESA involves non-intrusive investigation methods which are 
designed to identify the most common contamination sources and site conditions that pose a 
known or potential environmental risk to the property while the Initial Phase II ESA 
investigation is designed to verify the presence, or absence, of the contamination and 
characterize the nature of the contamination using the Phase I ESA finding Sampling and 
Analysis Plan (SAP). A further or additional Phase II ESA investigation may be required to 
define the extent of the contamination and develop a conceptual model. Phase III ESA 
remediation covers the actual site mitigation and/or remediation (cleanup) based on the 
information derived in the Phase II ESA investigation. 

1.5 Phase I ESA Findings and Identified Recognized Environmental Conditions 

Based on ENCON's conclusions and recommendations provided in the Phase I ESA Report, the 
following Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs) were identified at the Subject Site and 
these RECs that may pose a potential environmental risk to the Subject Property, requiring Phase 
II subsurface soil and soil gas investigation. These RECs were used by EN CON technical staff to 
develop the SAP to investigate these targeted RECs at the Subject Site. Refer to Figure 2 for Site 
Map with Sampling Locations showing areas of concern (AOC)/RECs. 

1. REC #01 - Boat Wash Area and Wet Soil Staining: These washing operations can 
include the use and storage of hazardous cleaning materials, including total petroleum 
hydrocarbons (TPH) and VOCs parts cleaning chemicals. 

2. REC #02 - Chemical and Waste Spent Solution Drum Storage Area: The Subject 
Site cun-ently conducts various boat service and maintenance operations. These on-going 
operations can include the use and storage of hazardous cleaning materials, including 
TPH and VOCs parts cleaning chemicals. 
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3. REC #03 - Boat Repair and Renovation Area: The Subject Site currently conducts 
boat painting and repair operations on the northwest portion of the prope1iy using 
hazardous materials and chemicals. This area contains a hazardous material cabinet, work 
station, painting chemicals, and a rinsewater floor drain for wastewater discharge to the 
stonnwater drainage system. These on-going waste storage operations include the use and 
storage of hazardous materials, including TPHo, VOCs and, pmis cleaning solvents. 

4. REC #04 - Main Stormwater Receptor, Rinse Area: The main st01mwater receptor on 
the Subject Prope1iy is located on the southwest portion of the property. The on-going 
site operations include the use and storage of hazardous materials, including TPHo, 
VOCs. The receptor will tend to collect the various chemicals and waste used and 
generated at the Subject Property. 

5. REC #05 - VOC Vapor Intrusion Assessment: Due to the historical and current on-site 
boat repair and boat washing operations operations performed at the Subject Site, soil gas 
probes were installed to further investigate the presence, or absence, of VOCs and to 
evaluate the potential vapor intrusion conditions (VI Cs) at the Subject Site for the cmrnnt 
commercial use and potential future uses. 

Based on the identified RECs at the Subject Site, a Phase II ESA subsurface soil and soil gas 
investigation was required to confirm the presence, or absence, of any significant unauthorized 
releases of hazardous material present beneath the Subject Site at this time that may pose a 
significant tln·eat to the environment or public safety to the commercial use of the Subject Site. 
The Phase II ESA subsurface investigation was designed to address all RECs identified at the 
Subject Site in the Phase I ESA assessment performed by ENCON under the direction of a 
California Professional Geologist and Registered Environmental Professional. 
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2.0 ENVIRONMENTAL SETTING 

The Subject Site is located approximately 80 feet above mean sea level (aMSL), within the 
southeastern portion of the Coastal Plain in the larger Orange County Groundwater Basin. 
Structural features in the area include the Newport-Inglewood Fault located approximately 1.5 
miles southwest of the site (California Department of Water Resources [CDWR] 1975). 

According to California's Groundwater Bulletin 118 for the Coastal Plain of Orange County 
Groundwater Basin (CDWR 1975), a deep structural depression containing a thick accumulation 
of fresh water-bearing interbedded marine and continental sand, silt, and clay deposits is present 
beneath the site to a depth of approximately 2,500 feet below ground surface (bgs). An increase 
in fining of material is evident toward the coast, which divides the basin into forebay and 
pressure areas (CDWR 1967; Orange County Water District 1999). The Subject Site is located in 
the pressure sub area of the Orange County Groundwater Basin. 

Recharge to the basin is primarily from direct infiltration of rainfall percolation, return water 
from irrigation, and recharge along the Santa Ana River. Aquifer systems exist in the Upper 
Pleistocene La Habra Fo1mation to 800 feet bgs and in the underlying 1,600 foot-thick Lower 
Pleistocene Coyote Hills and San Pedro Fonnations. The Coyote Hills San Pedro Formations 
provide 90 to 95 percent of the usable groundwater in the area. The base of the freshwater zone 
is approximately 2,500 feet below sea level. In addition to these larger aquifer systems, 
groundwater is present near the site in a perched groundwater zone. According to the California 
Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB), Santa Ana Region, the perched groundwater 
zone encountered beneath the site is rather extensive. The water quality of the zone is considered 
poor (Environmental Resolutions, Inc. 2003). 

Based on previous subsurface investigations perfmmed in the vicinity of the Subject Site, the 
Subject Site area is reportedly underlain primarily by silt with varying amounts of clay and sand 
to 51.5 feet bgs, which is the maximum depth of investigation (TRC 2006). Discontinuous layers 
of silty clay were noted in several wells. In addition, well-sorted sands representative of beach 
facies were also noted in several borings and may be evidence of former sand channels deposited 
within a beach depositional environment. 

Groundwater elevations in the vicinity of the Subject Site have ranged from approximately 44.49 
to 55.34 feet aMSL. Previous groundwater data indicates a groundwater flow direction 
predominately to the southeast. (Arcadis, 2012). 
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3.0 SOIL AND SOIL GAS PHASE II INVESTIGATION 

3.1 Introduction 

Based on the Phase I ESA findings and conclusions, the Subject Site has shown evidence of 
significant RECs, and a Phase II ESA intrusive investigation is warranted at this time, to include 
soil and soil gas subsurface investigations at the Subject Site property to confirm the presence, or 
absence, of constituents of concern beneath the Subject Site and any vapor intrusion (VI) 
concerns or environmental limitations of the Subject Site. Based on these identified RECs, 
ENCON developed a Phase II ESA SAP to determine whether hazardous chemicals used in the 
on-going boat maintenance and repair operations have adversely affected the Subject Site 
environmental site conditions. 

The Phase II ESA Subsurface Investigation was designed and evaluated in accordance with 
ASTM 1903-13 guidelines. The soil screening levels were evaluated using the CALEP A 
RWQCB Tier I ESLs and the RWQCB Interim Site Assessment & Cleanup Guidebook, dated 
May 1996. The soil gas screening levels were evaluated using the Tier I ESLs and the ASTM 
E 173 9-15 health risk guidelines. 

3.2 Phase II ESA Investigation Sampling and Analysis 

Based on the RECs identified at the Subject Site, ENCON recommended perfonning a targeted 
soil and soil gas investigation at the Subject Site to address the potential environmental issues as 
they relate to the current use of the Subject Site. The objective of the Phase II ESA Subsurface 
Investigation is to define the presence, or absence, of the potential contamination in shallow soil 
and soil gas concentrations beneath the Subject Site and determine whether the property can be 
cleared for the current commercial use or whether further remedial actions may be required to 
remedy any adverse enviromnental site conditions. The SAP was developed by ENCON to 
address the subsurface site enviromnental conditions associated with the identified RECs, 
targeting potential areas of concern (AOCs) as shown in Figure 2. 

The Phase II ESA Investigation Sampling Plan included the advancement of six (6) soil borings 
(SB!, SB2, SB3, SB4, SB5, and SB6) within the vicinity of the boat wash area (SB!), chemical 
and waste drum storage area (SB2), boat repair area (SB3, SB4, and SB5), and in the vicinity of 
the stormwater and wastewater receptor (SB6). The six (6) soil borings were advanced to address 
any potential petroleum hydrocarbon and boat cleaning solvent releases beneath the Subject Site. 
In addition, five ( 5) shallow soil gas borings were advanced in the boat repair area and general 
operations area to address the potential VOC soil gas release sources and generally evaluate 
vapor intrusion beneath the Subject Site. Refer to Figure 2 for locations of the exploratory soil 
and soil gas borings. 

The targeted constituents of concern are VOC chlorinated solvents, TPHo, and metals. The soil 
and soil gas boring data evaluated in this Phase II ESA investigation consists of the following 
targeted areas as described below. Refer to Figure 2 for Sampling Location Map. 
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3.3 Sampling Plan and Boring Locations 

Prior to drilling, ENCON marked each boring location, and the Subject Site utilities were 
surveyed and cleared using USA Dig Ale1t. The boring locations were adjusted as needed to 
ensure safety and proper clearances. 

Geoprobe sampling locations were selected based on the results of the historical review of the 
available documents and the areas targeted of hazardous materials storage or usage. The 
sampling was conducted primarily to evaluate areas where hazardous materials were used and/or 
potentially released at the Subject Site.

4.0 SITE FIELD WORK 

4.1 Drilling, Soil Matrix Sampling and Field Methods 

Six (6) exploratory soil borings (SBI through SB6) were advanced on July 12, 2023 as described 

above under the direction of G. Joseph Scatoloni, Enviromnental Professional and Thomas 

Smith, California Professional Geologist. ENCON Technologies Inc. Field Service Group (State 
of California Licensed C57 Drilling Company) conducted the drilling under the field supervision 
of Mr. David Baltazar, Senior Environmental Supervisor. 

All the soil borings were advanced using a Geoprobe 5410 direct push rig and limited access rig 

hammer, as needed. The soil samples were collected with a 1" diameter by 30-inch removable 
acetate liner from each sampling interval. Each liner was cut at both ends and the center 6" 

pmtion of the liner was capped on both ends with Teflon and plastic caps. 

All sampling equipment was cleaned between sample intervals and boring locations. The 
sampling equipment was cleaned using a triple rinse decontamination process consisting of a 

phosphate free primaiy wash (Alconox or TSP), a secondaiy stage with a low pH water to reduce 
the likelihood cross-contamination (mild solution of nitric acid HN03), and a te1tiary rinse using 

de-ionized water. Soil samples were visually inspected in the field for traces of contamination. 
Groundwater was not encountered during drilling. 

Upon collection, all soil samples were labeled, recorded on a chain-of-custody document, and 

placed in cold storage until delivered to a state-certified laboratory for analysis. Samples were 
collected in accordance with accepted EPA Sampling Protocol and handled according to standard 

EPA chain-of-custody procedures. No evidence of subsurface contamination odors or 

discoloration in soils was indicated in the borings or soil cuttings. No groundwater or saturated 
zones were encountered during the drilling at any depth. Soil boring locations are illustrated in 
Figure 2. 
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4.2 Soil Sample Laboratory Analysis 

All the collected samples were delivered to State certified analytical laboratory, Jones 
Environmental in Santa Fe Springs, California by the next business day following collection by 
an Environmental Professional. Selected soil samples were analyzed for waste oil constituents 
using EPA Method 8015M, boat and motor cleaning solvent volatile organic compounds (VOCs) 
using EPA Method 8260B. The soil analytical laboratory repmis are provided in Exhibit A for 
reference purposes. 

4.3 Drilling, Soil Gas Sampling and Field Methods 

Five (5) single-nested exploratory soil gas borings (SVI through SV5) were advanced on July 
12, 2023, as described above under the direction of Mr. David Baltazar, Field Supervisor and Mr. 
G. Joseph Scatoloni, ENCON Registered Environmental Professional. All the soil gas probes 
were advanced using Geoprobe 5410 direct push rig and/or Geoprobe 54MT limited access rig, 
as needed. All of the soil gas probes consisted of an air diffuser connected to a ¼" diameter 
polyethylene flex tubing that extended to above the grade surface for sampling. The space 
surrounding the diffusers was filled with fine sand and sealed to near surface with bentonite 
chips and water treatment. 

The soil gas sampling probes could equilibrate, and sampling was conducted by applying a 
vacuum and collecting the vapor samples. After each probe was allowed to equalize, the soil gas 
sample was extracted using a Xitech Model 1060H I-Liter High Vac Bag Sampler vacuum pump 
and sampling box drawing air from the subsurface through the poly tubing and filling a Tedlar 
bag located inside the Sampler Box, upstream from the pump. The samples were collected after 
purging at least 7 pore volumes by the Field Technician. Soil gas boring locations are shown in 
Figure 2. 

4.4 Soil Gas Sample Laboratory Analysis 

All the collected soil gas samples were delivered to State certified analytical laboratory, Jones 
Environmental in Santa Fe Springs, California by the next business day following collection by 
an Environmental Professional. The samples were analyzed for VOCs using EPA Method 
8260B. The soil gas analysis is provided in Exhibit B for reference purposes. 
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5.0 SUBSURFACE SOIL INVESTIGATION FINDINGS 

5.1 Soil Sample Laboratory Results 

Soil samples were submitted to State-Certified analytical laboratmy, Jones Envir01m1ental 

Laboratories Inc., accredited under the Environmental ELAP for analysis. The soil sample 

results are summarized in Table 3 and Table 4 below. Complete soil laborat01y analytical 

reports are provided in Exhibit A for reference.

All of the shallow soil analytical data obtained from soil samples collected from the Subject Site 

were found to be below laboratmy reporting limits for all TPHo and boat surface and equipment 
solvents and VOCs. These results indicate that no significant unauthmized releases of hazardous 

chemicals or sources were detected beneath the Subject Site in these targeted areas. Therefore, 

the subsurface shallow soil data suggests that the historical and current on-going boat 
maintenance service operations performed at the Subject Site have not adversely impacted the 
soils beneath the Subject Site and does not pose a significant threat to State groundwater at >50 

ft-bgs. 
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6.0 SUBSURFACE SOIL GAS INVESTIGATION FINDINGS 

On July 12, 2023, five (5) site-representative single-nested soil gas probes (SVl through SV5) 
were set at 5 ft-bgs to the accomplished the following: a) further investigate the Subject Site for 
the presence, or absence, of VOC soil vapor sources beneath the Subject Property and b) provide 
shallow soil vapor levels to perform current and future vapor intrusion health risk to occupants 
and the public for property planning and usage. The soil gas probes were installed within the 
targeted REC areas as well as general site conditions as shown in Figure 2. SVl through SV4 
were located in the general vicinity of the Subject Property while SV5 was located and limited to 
within the boat repair outside yard on the northwest (NW) portion of the Subject Prope1i)'. Soil 
gas samples were collected and submitted to a State-Certified analytical laboratory, accredited 
under the Environmental ELAP for analysis to further evaluate environmental site conditions as 
well as potential current and future vapor intrusion site conditions. 

6.1 Soil Gas Evaluation and Vapor Intrusion Regulatory Screening Guidelines 

Health Risk Screening Evaluation Guidelines - (California Environmental Protection Agency 
(CalEPA) described in Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) Human and Ecological 
Risk Office (HERO) Human Health Risk Assessment (HHRA) Notes Number 3 and 5 (DTSC 
2020, 2022), DTSC VI Supplemental Vapor Intrusion Guidance Oct 2011 and Feb 2020, and 
ASTM E1739-15, Xl.7.11): The USEPA and State regulatory agencies have adopted a one-in­
million (1.0xl o-06) cancer risk as being of negligible, or de minimis, environmental concem and 
in targeted commercial settings and theoretical cancer risks of up to l.0xl0-04 have been 
acceptable. The health risk between l.0xl0-06 and 1.0xl0-04 is manageable health risk range for 
management decision response actions to further evaluate and mitigate vapor intrusion risk. The 
risk level of l .0xl o-05 is the midpoint of the manageable risk range and generally acceptable "no 
significant risk" for a commercial and industrial settings and uses. Cancer Risk levels above 
3. Ox 1 o-04 generally require corrective actions. (US EPA and ASTM E 1739-15, X 1. 7 .11). 

For health risk assessment for future use redevelopment settings, as reference in HHRRA Note 
#3 and described in DTSC 2011 Guidance for the Evaluation and Mitigation of Subsurface 
Vapor Intrusion to Indoor Air (Table 2, 2011VIG), 0.001 attenuation factors can used for 
preliminary health risk assessment vapor intrusion screening evaluations in a commercial and 
residential setting at a health risk of l.0xI0-06 cancer risk. 

6.2 Soil Gas Sample Laboratory Results and Evaluation for the Current Commercial Use 

The soil gas results are summarized in Table 5 below for the current commercial and general 
boat storage facility based on soil vapor testing of SVI, SV2, SV3, and SV4, and complete 
laboratory analytical reports are provided in Exhibit B for reference. The boat repair service 
operations (500 sq. ft.) conducted in the NW portion of the Subject Property was addressed 
separately, SV5, was evaluated separately in Section 6.2 since the boat repair activities were 
relatively small, limited, and involved hazardous materials and wastes that was not typical of the 
general use of the commercial property.

All of the shallow soil gas concentrations collected from the Subject Site, excluding the 
approximate 1,000 square foot boat repair yard on the NW portion of the Site, were detected 
below the acceptable DTSC Vapor Intrusion Soil Gas Screening "no significant health cancer 
risk" levels of l.0xl0-05 to the workers and public at the Subject Site. The USEPA and State 
regulatory agencies have adopted a one-in-one-hundred thousand (l.0xl0-05) cancer risk as being 
an acceptable "no significant risk" and vapor intrusion concern for a commercial and industrial 
settings and uses of negligible, or de minimis, environmental. 

The total cumulative cancer vapor intrusion health risk for the cunent boat and vehicle storage 
and commercial retail operations at the Subject Site, as tested in SVl through SV 4, not including 
the small boat repair area, was calculated to be 0. l 95xl o-05 that is within a health risk of 1.0xl o-
05 and a hazard quotient of 0.036 that is below 1.0. These calculated health risk results suggests 
that vapor intrusion impacts are not a significant threat to indoor air quality and have not 
significantly impacted the Subject Property. The Subject Site is a low environmental vapor 
intrusion risk site and is acceptable for the current commercial and boat storage and service 
operations at this time. 
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For the current Subject Site subsurface soil vapor conditions and uses, the site environmental soil 
gas conditions pose a low threat to the environment and the public, refer to Table 5 (a). In 
addition, the soil gas data suggests that the Subject Site can be developed in the future for 
commercial or residential uses, refer to Table 5 (b) ( c ).

The Subject Site vapor intrusion evaluations were conducted using DTSC published health risk 
assessment methods for future commercial or residential use redevelopment settings, as reference 
in HHRRA Note #3 and described in DTSC 2011 Guidance for the Evaluation and Mitigation of 
Subsurface Vapor Intrnsion to Indoor Air (Table 2, 2011VIG).

The total cumulative cancer vapor intrusion health risk for the future preliminary residential 

development and operations at the Subject Site, as tested in SVl through SV4, not including the 

approximate 1,000 square foot small boat repair, was calculated to be 0.287x10-06 that is within a 

health risk of 1.0xl0-06 and a hazard quotient of 0.0122 that is below 1.0. These calculated 

health risk results suggests that vapor intrusion impacts are not a significant threat to indoor air 

quality and most likely will not significantly impacted the Subject Property for residential use. 

The Subject Site is a low environmental vapor intrusion risk site and the preliminary vapor 

intrusion assessment suggests that the Subject Site is acceptable for future re-development for 

residential use. 

6.3 Soil Gas Sample Laboratory Results and Evaluation for the Current Boat Repair 

Area 

All of the soil vapor analytical data obtained from shallow soil gas samples collected from the 

boat repair area were found to be below laboratory rep01ting limits for all VOCs associated with 

boat and vehicle storage and general commercial services except for trace aromatic hydrocarbon 

benzene and ethylbenzene vapors. Benzene and ethylbenzene were detected at concentrations 

of 0.040 ug/L and 2.00 ug/L in SV5 at 5 feet bgs, respectively.

All of these shallow soil gas concentrations collected from the Subject Site, 1,000 sq. ft. boat 
repair yard on the NW portion of the Site, were detected with slightly elevated benzene and 
ethyl benzene concentrations of 0.040 ug/L and 2.00 ug/L, respectively but, within the acceptable 
DTSC Vapor Intrusion Soil Gas Screening "manageable low cancer risk" range of l.0xl0-06 to 
1.0xl0-04 to the workers and public at the Subject Site. The health risk for the cunent open boat 
yard repair operations as related to potential vapor intrusion impacts are therefore, not a threat to 
indoor air quality and not a significant impacted to the environment. The health risk for the 
current open boat yard repair operations as related to potential vapor intrusion impacts are 
therefore, not a tlu·eat to indoor air quality and not a significant impact to the environment. The 
Subject Site is a low environmental vapor intrusion risk area and is acceptable for the eU1Tent 
commercial boat repair service operations at this time. 

The USEP A and State regulat01y agencies have adopted this cancer risk range as being a 
manageable vapor intrusion concern with targeted administrative and engineering decisions and 
controls for the current and futme commercial and residential development settings and/or non­
beneficial use. 
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7.0 CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 

7.1 Subsurface Soil Conclusions 

All of the soil data obtained from soil samples collected in the vicinities of the Subject Site 
commercial retail, boat storage and general maintenance, and boat repair operations were below 
laboratory reporting limits for all fuel and waste petroleum hydrocarbons and voes constituents, 
including boat and motor solvent PeE (tetrachloroethene), BTEX and other fuel constituents, 
and waste oil petroleum hydrocarbon constituents (TPHo ). Based on the soil data collected 
from the Subject Site, there is minimal indications of the presence of any significant releases or 
contamination release sources in the shallow soils beneath the Subject Site. These results indicate 
that no significant onsite primmy or secondary voe sources of hazardous analytes of concern in 
shallow soils were found to a depth of 15 ft-bgs from the historical and current commercial and 
boat storage and maintenance uses at the Subject Site. 

Therefore, the Subject Site subsurface soil was not adversely impacted by the former or current 
commercial and boat service operations and can be classified as a low environmental risk site 
that poses no significant tin-eat or low risk to the State groundwater beneath the Subject Site (>50 
ft-bgs) or tenant worker or general public direct soil exposure health risk at this time. 

7.2 Subsurface Soil Gas Conclusions 

All of the shallow soil gas concentrations collected from the Subject Site, excluding the 
approximate 1,000 square foot boat repair yard on the NW portion of the Site, were detected 
below the acceptable DTSe Vapor Intrusion Soil Gas Screening "no significant health cancer 
risk" levels of l.Oxlo-05 to the workers and public at the Subject Site. The USEPA and State 
regulat01y agencies have adopted a one-in-one-hundred thousand (l.Ox!0-05

) cancer risk as being 
an acceptable "no significant risk" and vapor intrusion concern for a commercial and industrial 
settings and uses of negligible, or de minimis, environmental. 

The total cumulative cancer vapor intrnsion health risk for the cun-ent boat and vehicle storage 
and conunercial retail operations at the Subject Site, as tested in SVl through SV4, not including 
the small boat repair area, was calculated to be 0.195x!0-05 that is within a health risk of I.Ox IO· 
05 and a hazard quotient of 0.036 that is below 1.0. These calculated health risk results suggests 
that vapor intrusion impacts are not a significant threat to indoor air quality and have not 
significantly impacted the Subject Property. The Subject Site is a low environmental vapor 
intrusion risk site and is acceptable for the current conunercial and boat storage and service 
operations at this time. 

For the current Subject Site subsurface soil vapor conditions and uses, the site environmental soil 
gas conditions pose a low tln·eat to the environment and the public, refer to Table 5 (a). In 
addition, the soil gas data suggests that the Subject Site can be developed in the future for 
conunercial or residential uses, refer to Table 5 (b) ( c ). 
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The Subject Site vapor intrusion evaluations were conducted using DTSC published health risk 
assessment methods for future commercial or residential use redevelopment settings, as reference 
in HHRRA Note #3 and described in DTSC 2011 Guidance for the Evaluation and Mitigation of 
Subsurface Vapor Intrusion to Indoor Air (Table 2, 2011 VIG). The Guidance allows the use a 
0.001 attenuation factor for preliminaiy health risk assessment vapor intrusion screening 
evaluations in a commercial and residential setting at a health risk of l.0xl0-06 cancer risk as 
shown in Table 7 for future commercial use and Table 8 for future residential use. 

The total cumulative cancer vapor intrusion health risk for the future prelimina1y commercial 
retail development and operations at the Subject Site, as tested in SVl through SV4, not 
including the small boat repair 1,000 sq. ft. area, was calculated to be 0.066x10-06 that is within a 
health risk of l.0xI0-06 and a hazard quotient of 0.002 that is below 1.0. These calculated health 
risk results suggests that vapor intrusion impacts are not a significant threat to indoor air quality 
and most likely will not significantly impacted the Subject Property for commercial use. The 
Subject Site is a low environmental vapor intrusion risk site and the preliminary vapor intrnsion 
assessment suggests that the Subject Site is acceptable for future re development commercial 
use. 

All of the soil vapor analytical data obtained from shallow soil gas samples collected from the 
boat repair area were found to be below laboratory reporting limits for all VOCs associated with 
boat and vehicle storage and general commercial services except for trace aromatic hydrocarbon 
benzene and ethylbenzene vapors. Benzene and ethylbenzene, fuel additive, concentrations 
0.040 ug/L and 2.00 ug/L in SV5 at 5 feet bgs, respectively. 

All of these shallow soil gas concentrations collected from the Subject Site, boat repair yard on 
the NW portion of the Site, were detected with slightly elevated benzene and ethylbenzene 
(BTEX) concentrations of 0.040 ug/L and 2.00 ug/L, respectively but, within the acceptable 
DTSC Vapor Intrusion Soil Gas Screening "manageable low cancer risk" range of l.0xl0-06 to 
1.0xl0-04 to the workers and public at the Subject Site. The health risks for the current open boat 
yard repair operations as related to potential vapor intrusion impacts are therefore, not a threat to 
indoor air quality and not a significant impact to the environment. The Subject Site is a low 
environmental vapor intrusion risk area and is acceptable for the cunent commercial boat repair 
service operations at this time. 

The USEP A and State regulatory agencies have adopted the Subject Site cancer risk range as 
being a manageable vapor intrusion concern with targeted administrative and engineering 
decisions and controls for the current and future commercial and residential development settings 
and/or non-beneficial use. 
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7.3 Recommendations 

Based on the Phase II ESA Soil and soil Gas Investigation findings and evaluations, the Subject 
Site can be classified as a low environmental risk site that poses a no significant threat to the 
environment or State groundwater beneath the Subject Site, or to the occupants and public of the 
commercial retail and boat storage and service operations at this time. The soil and soil gas 
results suggest that no further Phase II ESA site assessment investigations or targeted soil 
remediation tasks are warranted beneath the Subject Site property and the Subject Site can be 
safely used for the current commercial retail and boat storage and repair service operations with 
no environmental limitations or restrictions. 

If the use of the property is changed to more sensitive uses; such as, residential, care stations, 
schools or childcare, further subsurface soil and soil gas investigations and health risk 
assessments may be required. However, the present Subject Site environmental conditions are 
within the USEP A and State regulatory agencies adopted manageable decision vapor intrusion 
health risk range with targeted administrative and engineering vapor intrusion management 
decisions and controls for the current approximate 1,000 square foot open boat yard repair 
operations and therefore, the Subject Site can be developed for commercial or residential uses in 
the near future based on the results of this Phase II ESA Subsurface Investigation.

I. INTRODUCTION 

The Phase I ESA was requested by Leslie and Audrey Nicolson, LLC (Project Client), for real 
estate transaction purposes for the multi-tenant commercial property located at 220, 222, and 224 
Victoria Street in Costa Mesa, California (Subject Site), Based on the current and recent use of 
the Subject Property, retail light fixtures and light industrial boat maintenance and storage 
occupy 220 and 222 Victoria Street properties and residential and commercial used equipment 
storage warehouse operations are conducted at 224 Victoria Street. See Figure 1 for Site 
Vicinity Map. ENCON Technologies, Inc., Environmental & Engineering Services (ENCON) 
has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) in conformance with the scope 
and limitations of ASTM Practice E-1527-21 for the Subject Site. 

The purpose of a Phase I ESA is not only to assist the Prope1iy Owner/ Buyer and/ or lender to 
qualii'.v for the innocent landowner defense under the federal Superfund statue; it is also intended 
to provide reliable, early information on the environmental conditions of the subject property and 
the possible need for additional, more extensive investigation or mitigation, to enable the 
property to be used for the intended purpose of the potential buyer and minimize any contingent 
environmental liabilities in the future. 

Specifically, the Phase I ESA is designed to recognize and catalog those. concerns or problems 
that the environmental and safety professional observe and/or suspect which deserve further 
investigation or mitigation. A major purpose of the Phase I ESA is to evaluate and establish the 
sampling and analysis elements and need for an intrusive Phase II ESA subsurface investigation. 

II. SUBJJ~CT SITE HISTORY 

The Subject Site is comprised of two (2) parcels which includes a total building area of 
approximate 19,014 square feet located on a total lot size of approximately 57,656 square feet, 
APNs 419-111-19 and 419-111-20. The Subject Site consists of six (6) commercial and 
industrial buildings, one (1) single-family residence, an asphalt paved front parking area and a 
dirt / gravel rear lot used for boat and trailer storage. The buildings were constructed in about 
1954 and are in good condition as confirmed during ENCON's site inspection performed on June 
8, 2023. The Subject Site is located within a cornmcrcial and residential area in the City of Costa 
Mesa on the northern side of Victoria Street and west of Newport Boulevard. The Subject Site, 
however, is permitted for commercial redevelopment use. Refer to Exhibit A for legal property 
desc1iption, Attachment A for the site photographs, and Figure 2 for current Site Map for the 
Subject Site. 
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The Subject Site property is currently occupied by multiple tenants for retail, light industrial and 
residential purposes, including a lighting store, tile retailer, plumbing supply company, boat 
repair and boat storage operations. Historically, the Subject Site was operated as follows: 

• 220 Victoria Place has been operated for boat storage and repair service operations since 
about 1970 through the present time and heating and plumbing supply services from 
about 1966 through about 1986. 

• 222 Victoria Place has been operated.for lighting supply retailer from about 1966 through 
the present time and building supply company in about 1955. 

• 234 Victoria Place has been operated for residential and used equipment storage 
warehouse uses from about 197 6 through the present time, heating and plumbing supply 
services from about 1991 tluough about 2014 and a manufacturing company in 1966. 

III. CONCLUSIONS 

ENCON completed the Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) review of local and 
regional government environmental records, historical tenant smvey, site recomiaissance by an 
envirol1lllental professional, and an evaluation of the evidence collected during the site 
assessment. This Phase I ESA Report reflects the professional judgments made by the ENCON 
Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Team based on site observations and a review of 
·available agency and other historical records, including information provided by the property or 
representative, and others. 

Based on the Historical Tenant Directo1y, provided in Exhibit B for reference, the Subject Site 
has been operated for various non-hazardous boat and used equipment commercial and retail 
operations since at least 1955 through the present time and residential uses from at least 1976 
through the present time. The Subject Site, however, was operated for limited boat repair and 
maintenance operations since abont 1970 through the present time that used and stored small 
quantities of hazardous waste material. Specifically, a boat repair operation with wastewater 
surface grade drain were observed in the yard area at 220 Victoria Street during ENCON's 
current site inspection that included limited boat painting and parts cleaning and washing 
operations with floor drain. 

These boat repair service operations conducted over the past 53 years that included paint and 
parts cleaning VOC hydrocarbon and chlorinated solvents and petroleum hydrocarbon waste oil 
material which are toxic and highly mobile and by small quantity miscellaneous spills and leaks 
and with the wastewater floor drain, can potentially migrate and collect in the soils beneath the 
prope1ty and significantly impact the Subject Site that may pose an environmental tln·eat to the 
workers and public. In addition, hazardous waste management and disposal activities were not 
highly regulated prior to 1984 by the State of California CUPA's with little to no hazardous 
waste and management methods and procedures and these types of small quantity miscellaneous 
chemical releases were undocumented and generally not reported. 

Therefore, these on-site limited boat repair and general boat service operations in 220 Victoria 
Street Property are considered Recognized Environmental Conditions (RE Cs) of concern and a

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subsurface soil and soil gas investigation should be conducted to confom the absence, or 

presence, of impacted site conditions, The hazardous constituents of concern (COCs) in these 

historical operations are total petroleum hydrocarbons in the waste oil range (TPHo) and volatile 

organic chemical solvent compounds (VOCs). 

No controlled RECs (CRECs) were identified at the Subject Site. 

IV. RECOMMENDATIONS 

Based on ENCON's site inspection and site hazardous material usage records, and local and 

State government environmental file review, the Subject Site parcels located at 222 and 224 

Victol'ia Street do not have a history or currently use or generate hazardous materials and 

therefore no furtheT targeted subsurface investigations are warranted at this time. However, the 

Subject Site parcel located at 220 Victoria Street docs have a long boat repair and service history 

of the use and storage of hazardous materials and therefore, a Phase II ESA Subsmfacc Soil and 

Soil Gas Investigation is warranted at this time. 

In addition, based on the age of the existing building structure, constructed in 1954, there is a 

potential for asbestos containing materials (ACM) and lead based paint materials (LBP) present 

at the Subject Site, which are evidence of suspected RECs, and potential contingent 

environmental liability, although no survey or testing was completed as part of this Phase 1 ESA 

Report. ENCON recommends that an ACM and LBP survey be performed prior to any major 

demolition or renovation of the Subject Site.

The Subject Site is comprised of lwo (2) parcels which includes a total building area of 
approximate 19,014 square feet located on a total lot size of approximately 57,656 square feet, 
APNs 419-111-19 and 419-111-20. The Subject Site consists of six (6) commercial and 
industrial buildings, one (]) single-family residence, an asphalt paved front parking area and a 
dirt / gravel rear lot used for boat and trailer storage.

Therefore, these on-site limited boat repair and general boat service operations in 220 Victoria 
Street Propetty are considered Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs) of concern and a 
subsurface soil and soil gas investigation should be conducted to confirm the absence, or 
presence, of impacted site conditions. The hazardous constituents of concern (COCs) in these 
historical operations are total petroleum hydrocarbons in the waste oil range (TPHo) and volatile 
organic chemical solvent compounds (VOCs). 

No controlled RECs (CRECs) or historical RECs (HRECs) were identified al the Subject Site. 

1.2 Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Methods 

The Client has requested this Phase I Environmental Site Assessment for real estate transaction 
purposes. The purpose of the Phase I ESA report is to identify all known and suspected 
Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs) in connection with subject propetty. A REC is 
defined as the presence, or likely presence, of any hazardous or California regulated substances 
to include petrolewn products in, on, or present at the subject prope1ty due to past or present 
releases into the structures on the propmty or into the ground, groundwater, or surface water 
associated with the property under conditions indicative of a past or cmrnnt unauthorized release 
to the environment or pose a material threat of a future release to the enviromnent. Hazardous 
material releases that do not present a material risk to the public or the envirolllllenl and 
generally would not be subject to regulatory enforcement or are identified as de minmis 
conditions and not classified as a REC, requiring intrusive further investigation. 

The E-1527-21 ASTM Standard has developed various categories of Recognized Envirnnmental 
Conditions (RECs) in connection with the subject property environmental assessment to include: 
a) Contrnlled Recognized Environmental Conditions (CRECs) and b) Historical Recognized 
Environmental Conditions (HRECs) as well as c) Vapor Intrusion Conditions (VICs) and Vapor 
Encroachment Conditions (VECs) (ASTM E-2600-08). 

a) Controlled Recognized Environmental Conditions (CRECs) is a REC resulting from a 
past release of hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to 
the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority which may have allowed 
hazardous substances to remain in place subject to the implementation of required 
institutional or engineering controls or restricted use (NF A with conditions, low­
threat site closure, or risk-based closures); 
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b) Historical Recognized Environmental Conditions (HRECs) is a REC resulting from a 
past release of hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to 
the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority without subjecting the property 
to any controls or limitations or restrictions. (NFA with no conditions, change in 
regulatory criteria or sampling methods or analysis); 

c) Vapor Intrusion Conditions (V!Cs) and/or Vapor Encroachment Conditions (VECs) is 
a REC resulting from the presence or likely presence of any chemicals of concern 
(COCs) in the indoor air envi:rornnent of an existing or planned building stricture on a 
property caused by the release of volatile organic compound (VOCs) vapors from 
contaminated soil or groundwater either on the property (VICs) or within close 
proximity to the property (VECs), at concenh·ations that present or may present an 
unacceptable health risk to the occupants or tenants. 

1.3 Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Purpose 

Under the federal Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act 
(CERCLA, or "Supcrfund"), owners of property where hazardous substances have been released, 
including deposited or disposed of, are stdctly liable for the costs of response and cleanup. This 
liability generally extends to landowners who have or received title after the release has 
occurred, unless the landowner can demonstrate that at the time of acquisition or leasing, he had 
no knowledge or reason to know of the release or disposal. 

Such an "innocent landowner" or "innocent pnrchaser" must meet certain statutory requirements 
and bears the burden of proof in establishing this defense. Specifically, the landowner must 
demonstrate that prior to the sale or acquisition or leasing, he undertook "all appropriate inqui1y 
into the previous ownership and uses of the prope1ty consistent with good industrial customary 
practice in effo1t to minimize liability".!, 5 As a result of this potential contingent liability, 
essentially all non-residential real estate transactions now include a Phase I Environmental Site 
Assessment and a Phase II Environmental Site Assessment, as needed to complete the 
environmental site assessment evaluation. 

The American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) has published a standard defining 
recommended elements to be included in a Phase I assessment. No legal standard currently 
exists, however, defining a site assessment. According to the ASTM standard2, the goal of the 
Phase I ESA is to identify recognized site enviromnental conditions which may suggest or 
indicate an existing release, a past release, or a material threat of a release of any hazardous 
substances or petroleum products into structures on the property or into the ground, groundwater, 
or surface water of the property. The term includes hazardous substances or petroleum products 
even under conditions in compliance wit11 laws.3 
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The purpose of a Phase I ESA is to assist the owner, purchaser or lender qualify for the innocent 
landowner defense by providing reliable, early infmmation on the environmental condition of the 
property and the possible need for additional evaluations and investigations, referred to as a 
Phase II. For reference purposes, Phase I involves non-intrusive investigation methods which 
are designed to identify the most common contamination sources and conditions while the Phase 
II is designed to verify the presence, or absence of the contamination and characterize the nature 
and extent of the contamination using the Phase I findings. Phase III covers the actual site 
mitigation and/or remediation (cleanup) based on the information derived in the Phase II 
investigation, 

A Phase I ESA entails non-intrusive research to identify areas of potentially significant liability 
for the current or prospective owner or operator using "all appropriate inquiries"5. The 
conditions identified in the Phase I which suggest possible onsite contamination are described in 
the Phase I ESA rep01t and the client is notified that further investigations may be warranted to 
confirm the existence, or absence, of the suspected contamination. Therefore, one of the primary 
pmposes of the Phase I ESA is to evaluate the need for more intrusive Phase II investigations. 

11,c Phase I findings and recommendations reflect the professional judgments made by the 
assessment team based on observations of the site and a thorough review of available agency and 
other historical records, The Phase I Environmental Site Assessment conducted at this property 
has been performed to meet the ASTM 1527-21 standard. 

1.4 Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Major Elements 

A Phase I Environmental Site Assessment is comprised of five (5) primary elements: (1) review 
of available government records and associated databases for evidence of possible environmental 
contamination; (2) site reconnaissance through a site walk of the property; (3) limited interview 
with cu1rnnt owners and/or occupants of the prope1ty as well as with various appropriate local 
government agency representatives; ( 4) review of available historical tenant and aerial maps to 
define past uses of the site; and (5) an evaluation of the evidence obtained dnring the site 
assessment. 

A review of the available records was conducted using government databases by Environmental 
Data Resource, Inc. (EDR) radius maps, historical tenant survey, the Regional Water Quality 
Control Board files, South Coast Air Quality Management District files, and Department of 
Toxic Substances Control files. 

1.5 Special Terms and Conditions 

Based on the age of the existing building strncture, constructed approximately in 1954, there is a 
potential for asbestos containing materials (ACM) and lead based paint mate1ials (LBP) present 
at the Subject Site, which are evidence of suspected RECs, and potential contingent 
enviromnental liability, although no survey or testing was completed as part of this Phase I ESA 
Report. ENCON recommends that an ACM and LBP survey be performed prior to any major 
demolition or renovation of the Subject Site.

Any statement of dimensions, capacities, quantities or distances should be considered as 
approximate in this assessment and the report. 

ENCON assumed that there are no hidden, or latent environmental conditions or defects in or of 
the property, subsoil, structures, other than those noted herein. No responsibility for such 
conditions OT for their repair is assumed by ENCON. In addition, information, estimates, and 
opinion furnished to ENCON and contained in this report were assumed to be provided from 
reliable sources believed to be true and correct. Therefore, ENCON assumes no further 
responsibility for the accuracy of this information since no independent investigation was 
conducted to substantiate this inf01mation. 

A Phase I Environmental Site Assessment is not an audit. Although such a compliance audit 
may sometimes be useful in connection with step-out/step-in or acquisition of a commercial or 
industrial property, an audit involves an extensive review and scrutiny or cunent and past 
records as well as a more expanded agency review effort.

2.4 Site Plan 

A site plan of the present general layout of the Subject Site structures is shown in Figure 2. 
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3.0 ENVIRONMENTAL SETTING 

The Subject Site is located approximately 80 feet above mean sea level (aMSL), within the 
southeastern portion of the Coastal Plain in the larger Orange County Groundwater Basin. 
Structural features in the area include the Newport-Inglewood Fault located approximately 1.5 
miles southwest of the site (California Department of Water Resources [CDWR] 1975). 

According to California's Groundwater Bulletin I I 8 for the Coastal Plain of Orange County 
Groundwater Basin (CDWR 1975), a deep structural depression containing a thick accumulation 
of fresh water-bearing intcrbedded marine and continental sand, silt, and clay deposits is present 
beneath the site to a depth of approximately 2,500 feet below gmund surface (bgs). An increase 
in fining of material is evident towm·d the coast, which divides the basin into forebay and 
pr~ssurc areas (CDWR 1967; Orange County Water District 1999). The Subject Site is located in 
the pressure subarea of the Orange County Groundwater Basin. 

Recharge to the basin is primarily from direct infiltration of rainfall percolation, return water 
from irrigation, and recharge along the Santa Ana River. Aquifer systems exist in the Upper 
Pleistocene La Habra Formation to 800 feet bgs and in the underlying 1,600 foot-thick Lower 
Pleistocene Coyote Hills and San Pedro Fonnations. The Coyote Hills San Pedro F01mations 
provide 90 to 95 percent of the usable groundwater in the area. The base of the freshwater zone 
is approximately 2,500 feet below sea level. In addition to these larger aquifer systems, 
groundwater is present near the site in a perched groundwater zone. According to the California 
Regional Water Quality Control Board, Santa Ana Region, the perched groundwater zone 
encountered beneath the site is rather extensive. The water quality of the zone is considered poor 
(Environmental Resolutions, Inc. 2003). 

Based on previous subsurface investigations performed in the vicinity of the Subject Site, the 
Subject Site area is reportedly underlain primarily by silt with varying mnonnts of clay and sand 
to 51.5 feet bgs, which is the maximum depth of investigation (TRC 2006). Discontinuous layers 
of silty clay were noted in several wells. In addition, wel1-s01ted sands representative of beach 
facies were also noted in several borings and may be evidence of former sand channels deposited 
within a beach depositional enviromnent. 

GroU11dwater elevations in the vicinity of the Subject Site have ranged from approximately 44.49 
to 55.34 feet aMSL. Previous groundwater data indicates a groundwater flow direction 
predominately to the southeast. (Arcadis, 2012). 

No subsurface investigation was performed as part of this Phase I ESA environmental site 
assessment. 
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4.0 INFORMATION FROM SITE RECONNAISSANCE 

4.1 General Site Walk Description 

Access to the prope1ty was provided on June 8, 2023. The site walk inspection was conducted by 
Mr. G. Joseph Scatoloni, ENCON's Senior Environmental Engineer.

5.0 HISTOIUCAL SITE RESEARCH AND USAGE 

5.1 Historical Site Usage Overview 

ENCON requested reports from Envirornnental Data Resources (EDR) pc1iaining to the Subject 
Site, including Aerial Photographs and the Sanborn Map Report. In addition, information 
obtained from the Los Angeles County Depmiment of Public Works (DPW), City of Los 
Angeles Department of Building a11d Safety (LADES), City of Los Angeles I'ire Department 
(LAFD) Hazardous Materials Division, Regional Water Quality Control Bomd (RWQCB) 
GeoTracker database, the South Coast Air Quality Management District (AQMD), the 
Depmiment of Toxic Substa11ces Control (DTSC) files, and the Los Angeles Methane Zone Map 
were reviewed for the Subject Site and are presented in the following sections. 

These reports were reviewed by ENCON and are also presented below. Refer to Exhibit C and 
Exhibit D for reference. 

5.2 Aerial Photograph Search 

The EDR Historical Aerial Photo Package was prepared for the Subject Site on June 2, 2023. 
The aerial photographs are a screening tool designed to assist the environmental professional in 
evaluating the targeted and neighboring properties. Refer to Exhibit C for aerial photographs 
from 1938, 1947, 1953, 1963, 1972, 1977, 1987, 1990, 1995, 2002, 2005, 2009, 2012, 2016 and 
2020. The following observations were made from the aerial photos: 

193 8 - The Subject Site appems to be vacant, undeveloped land. The surrounding area appears to 
be mostly residential and vaca11t land uses. 

1947 through 1953 - The Subject Site appears to be vaca11t, undeveloped land. The surrounding 
area appears to be residential and cmmnercial in nature with some vacant land. 

1963 - The Subject Site area appears to have been developed with multiple structures including a 
large building on the northwestern portion of the Site and four (4) smaller buildings located on 
the center and southern portions of the Site. The smrounding area remains commercial and 
residential in nature.

1972 through 1990 - The Subject Site remains about the same, with four (4) smaller buildings 
and one (1) larger building. The sunounding area remains commercial and residential in nature. 

1995 -The Subject Site remains about the same, with fom (4) smaller commercial buildings and 
one (I) larger building. The surrounding area remains commercial and residential in nature with 
the addition of the highway to the east of the Subject Site, 

2002 through 2020-The Subject Site remains about the same, with four (4) smaller commercial 
buildings and one ( 1) larger building. The surrounding area remains commercial and residential 
in nature, similar to the conditions present today in 2023. 

5.3 Sanborn® Map Report 

A Certified Sanborn Map Report was prepared on June 2, 2023 by EDR, and is provided in 
Exhibit C for reference. The Sanborn Library was searched by EDR for maps covering the 
Subject Site and neighboring properties, and the Subject Site is unmapped property. 

5.4 South Coast Air Quality Management District Permit File Review 

Pe1mit files were reviewed for the Subject Site through South Coast Air Quality Management 
District's (AQMD) Facility Infonnation Detail (FIND) database. No air emission related pennits 
were identified in regards to the Subject Site. 

5.5 Department of Toxic Substances Control Hazardous Waste Disposal Record Review 

The historical hazardous waste disposal records were requested for the Subject Site from the 
State of California EPA Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC). The following 
hazardous waste disposal records were located for the Subject Site and are provided in Exhibit D 
for reference. 

• Harvey's Boat Storage is reported as having two (2) waste disposal ID with the DTSC. 
This facility disposed of 15 .12 tons of unspecified waste in 2009. 

• Steven Nicholson reportedly disposed of approximately 0.14595 tons of unspecified 
sludge waste in 2008. 

• Mesa Marine repmtedly disposed of approximately 0.042 tons of aqueous solution in 
2001. 

5.6 Regional Water Quality Control Board and EnviroStor Database Review 

ENCON researched the Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) Geotracker and 
EnviroStor database for files pertaining to the Subject Site. Based on ENCON's review, no 
records were found as related to the Subject Site, 

However, the off-site property located at 2175 Newport Boulevard, south of the Subject Site is 
reported as a closed Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) site, This facility, operating as 
Minute Lube, was closed in March of 1987 under the direction of the R WQCB. No additional 
information was available from the Geotracker database. 
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6.0 PROPERTY OWNER INTERVIEW 

At the time of ENCON's site inspection, no one familiar with the history of the property was 
available for interview. 

7.0 REGULATORY GOVERNMENT AGENCY RESEARCH 

7.1 Database Information Research Method and Approach 

ENCON contracted with Environmental Data Research (EDR) to review databases maintained 
by the federal, state, and local regulatory agencies. This review was designed to identify 
facilities and properties recently or currently under investigation for environmental 
contamination within a specific radius of the Subject Site. Additionally, this search noted any 
repmted hazardous waste sites, landfills, Superfond sites, or businesses generating or treating 
hazardous wastes within the radius area. Finally, records of spills and other types of releases of 
hazardous materials were reviewed for properties within a smaller radius. Refer to Exhibit E for 
EDR government file research repmts. 

ENCON does not assert to the completeness or accuracy of the database report. ENCON's 
review is therefore only as current and accurate as that provided in the database report and this 
may not cover all known or potentially hazardous waste or contaminated sites. Further, there 
may be enors in the database infonnation repmted for a site resulting from a number of different 
operations involved in processing the search. These errors could result in a site being included in 
the database due to a similar sh·ect name as a street within the search radius, when in fact the site 
is outside the search distance for the report 

Additionally, a site within the search area may be omitted resulting from enors in the data entty 
phase of the semch process. While EN CON does periodically spot check review the database 
reports against other available information from other agencies and field inspections to improve 
quality assurance and control, the accuracy and completeness of each report can not be 
guaranteed by ENCON. 

Therefore, the following information is a tabulation and interpretation of this provided in data, 
based on a careful evaluation of the database repo1ts, a USGS topographical maps, an area street 
map, knowledge of the area and region, and professional judgment about the potential 
environmental conditions. A complete copy of the regulatory agency database search report is 
provided in this report, refer to Exhibit E. The site information map, contained in the database 
rep01i, illustrates the location of the subject site relative to the listed properties that are discussed 
and reviewed in the following section. 
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In each case, the radius distance from the subject site was chosen on the basis of the potential 
hazard that identified neighboring properties could pose to the subject properly, the type of 
information provided, and the extent of overlap with other, more extensive databases. The 
resulting database search provided information that meets or exceeds the ASTM requirements. 
The data of the most recent update for each database is noted parenthetically following a 
description of the database. The name, address, status, and distance from the subject site for 
each site identified by the database are also given. 

The results are organized by ]ding, sited which were identified on a particular database. Since 
some of the sites appear on more than one database, these sites may be listed more than once. A 
swnmary of the envirbnmental conditions of these sites are described below and in the following 
manner; according to closest proximity to the subject site and the topographic gradient (up­
gradient, cross-gradient, and down-gradient). 

The Subject Site is summarized initially followed by the adjacent sites. The database detailed 
information is provided in Exhibit E. This information is presented to aid in the assessment of 
potential impact to the subject site from groundwater contamination. This groundwater 
information is based on the best available hydrogeology data and that the direction of 
groundwater flow in the shallow aquifer generally follows the topography in the general area. 

7.2 Subject Site Summary of Findings Brief 

The government record review for the Subject Site confilmed that the Site was listed on 
govenunent environmental databases associated with reported hazardous chemical material and / 
or waste uses and releases to the environment or regulatory concctive actions, as follows. Refer 
to Exhibit E for the EDR Radius Map Report. 

The Subject Site address of 220 Victoria Street is listed as a Haznet facility, HWTS facility, 
RCRA Non-Generator, and ECHO facility and a FINDS site. EDR describes Haznct facilities as 
operations that manifest hazardous waste as reported to the Department of Toxic Substances 
Control (DTSC). HWTS (Hazardous Waste Tracking System) facilities are also operations that 
include hazardous waste disposal through DTSC. RCRA Non-Generators are described as 
facilities that have treated or disposed of hazardous waste but do not presently generate 
hazardous waste and FINDs sites are described as Facility Index System, which contains 
facilities updated by CalEP A. 

These listings reported for the Subject Site confirm that the Subject Site property has disposed of 
approximately 0.14595 tons of unspecified sludge waste in 2008 and approximately 0.042 tons 
of aqueous solution in 2001. These uses confirm that the Subject Site has been involved with the 
use and storage of small quantities of hazardous materials and / or wastes as part of boat storage 
and maintenance operations. Therefore, these on-going operations are considered a Recognized 
Environmental Conditions (RECs) requiring further investigation at this time. 
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7.3 Adjacent and Near .Field Properties Summary 

Based on a review of the EDR Radius Map for potential off-site environmental risk sites within 
1/8 mile of the Subject Site, there are fifteen (15) prope1tics listed with regulatory cleanup 
actions resulting from unauthorized releases of hazardous materials, or other environmental 
concerns, that may pose a risk lo the general area of the Subject Site, including, but not limited 
to, underground storage tank (UST) operations, historical automotive operations, historical dry­
cleaner operations and RCRA Non-Generator facilities. 

ENCON used Search Distance/ Chemicals of Concern Evaluations (Tier I) protocol to perform 
the Vapor Encroachment Screening inquiry and to make a determination if any known or 
suspected potentially contaminated properties were located within I 00 feet of the Subject Site, 
considered the Area of Concern (AOC), which may pose a potential tlucat to the Subject Site. 
Typically, high risk sites are current and former gas stations, paint spray booth, auto service, 
fmmer and current dty cleaners, manufacturing gas plants, and many industrial sites. The AOC is 
defined as any up-gradient sites within the ASTM standard search distances and any cross- or 
down-gradient sites that use or store hazardous materials lo include chemical solvents and 
petrolcwn products. 

From these off-site facilities, ENCON determined that one(]) off-site facility is located within 
the Tier I search distance, located at 2175 Newpmt Boulevard, approximately 82 feet south­
southeast of the Subject Site. This facility is listed as a historical automotive, a SWEEPS UST, 
UST operations, historical UST operations, RCRA-Small Quantity Generator, and AST and a 
LUST facility, which was closed under the direction of the RWQCB in 1987. 

Upon fmther review of this off-site facility, the reported operations include a gasoline service 
station from about 1971 tluough about 2001 as well as automotive "express lube" services, 
which included the use and/ or storage of hazardous materials. However, this facility is located 
down-gradient from the Subject Site operation, across Victoria Street, which limits the potential 
for encroachment concerns to the Subject Site property. 
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8.0 CONCLUSIONS 

ENCON completed the Phase I Enviromncntal Site Assessment (ESA) review of local and 
regional government environmental records, historical tenant survey, site reconnaissance by an 
environmental professional, and an evaluation of the evidence collected during the site 
assessment. This Phase I ESA Report reflects the professional judgments made by the ENCON 
Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Team based on site observations and a review of 
available agency and other historical records, including inf01mation provided by the property or 
representative, and others. 

Based on the Historical Tenant Directmy, provided in Exhibit B for reference, the Subject Site 
has been operated for various non-hazardous boat and used equipment commercial and retail 
operations since at least 1955 through the present time and residential uses from at least 1976 
through the present time. The Subject Site, however, was operated for limited boat repair and 
maintenance operations since about 1970 tlu·ough the present time that used and stored small 
quantities of hazardous waste material. Specifically, a boat repair operation with wastewater 
surface grade drain were observed in the yard area at 220 Victoria Street during ENCON's 
cmTCnt site inspection that included limited boat painting and parts cleaning and washing 
operations with floor drain. 

These boat repair service operations conducted over the past 53 years that included paint and 
parts cleaning VOC hydrocarbon and chlorinated solvents and petroleum hydrocarbon waste oil 
material which are toxic and highly mobile and by small quantity miscellaneous spills and leaks 
and with the wastewater floor drain, can potentially migrate and collect in the soils beneath the 
property and significantly impact the Subject Site that may pose an enviromnental threat to the 
workers and public. In addition, hazardous waste management and disposal activities were not 
highly regulated prior to 1984 by the State of California CUPA's with little to no hazardous 
waste and management methods and procedures and these types of small quantity miscellaneous 
chemical releases were undocumented and generally not reported. 

Therefore, these on-site limited boat repair and general boat service operations in 220 Victoria 
Street Property are considered Recognized Enviromnental Conditions (RECs) of concern and a 
subsurface soil and soil gas investigation should be conducted to confirm the absence, or 
presence, of impacted site conditions. The hazardous constituents of concern (COCs) in these 
historical operations are total petroleum hydrocarbons in the waste oil range (TPHo) and volatile 
organic chemical solvent compounds (VOCs). 

No controlled RECs (CRECs) or historical RECs (HRECs) were identified at the Subject Site. 
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9.0 RECOMMENDATIONS 

Based on ENCON's site inspection and site hazardous material usage records, and local and 
State government environmental file review, the Subject Site parcels located at 222 and 224 
Victoria Street do not have a bistory or cunently use or generate hazardous materials and 
therefore no further targeted subsurface investigations are warranted at this time. However, the 
Subject Site parcel located at 220 Victoria Street does have a long boat repair and service history 
of the use and storage of hazardous materials and therefore, a Phase II ESA Subsmface Soil and 
Soil Gas Investigation is wan·anted at this time. 

In addition, based on the age of the existing building structure, constructed in 1954, there is a 
potential for asbestos containing materials (ACM) and lead based paint materials (LBP) present 
at the Subject Site, which are evidence of suspected RECs, and potential contingent 
environmental liability, although no survey or testing was completed as pmt of this Phase I ESA 
Report. ENCON recommends that an ACM and LBP survey be perfonned prior to any major 
demolition or renovation ofthc Subject Site. 
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9.0 QUALIFICATIONS OF ENVIRONMENTAL PROFESSIONAL
