[bookmark: _Hlk199828290][bookmark: _Hlk199828272]Notice of Availability/Public Review Period for the City of Lincoln Community Center Park Master Plan Project Draft Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration 

A Notice of Public Review Period for the City of Lincoln’s (City) Draft Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration for the Community Center Park Master Plan Project (proposed Project) is hereby given.

In compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act, the City has prepared an Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND) to evaluate the potential environmental impacts of the proposed Project (submitted June 3, 2025 to the State Clearinghouse).

The proposed Project site is located on an approximately 5.1-acre rectangular lot and includes the existing Community Center, which is located on approximately 1.1acres. Major recreational amenities and features provided by the proposed project would include a skate park; a basketball court; pickleball courts; a lawn field; a playground with permeable resilient surfacing; an intergenerational plaza; and classrooms. Other components include pedestrian concrete paving, north and south parking lots, restrooms, tables and chairs, a shade structure, and a decorative metal fence. Phase I would consist of the skate park and pedestrian paths linking the skate park to the existing Community Center. Phase II would consist of the basketball court; pickleball courts, lawn area/field, playground with permeable resilient surfacing, an intergenerational plaza, and classrooms.  

The Draft IS/MND discloses that the proposed project would not result in any significant impacts that cannot be mitigated to less-than-significant levels. The analysis contained in the Initial Study concludes that the proposed project would result in the following categories of impacts, depending on the environmental resource involved: no impact; less-than-significant impact; or less-than-significant impact with the implementation of project-specific mitigation measures. The City is seeking public comments on the Draft IS/MND for the proposed Project from local and state agencies, and interested organizations/persons. Comments received will be duly considered by the City prior to certification of the IS/MND. The City requests written comments be submitted as soon as possible to ensure each comment is addressed adequately. The 30-day public review period begins on June 3, 2025 and ends on July 3, 2025.
