


























GREEN RANCH PRODUCTION WELL CATEGORICAL EXEMPTION SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION

Resolution R5-2023-0061 by the California Regional Water Quality Control Board, Central Valley Region, establishes
a waiver for specific types of low-threat discharges to land surfaces. This waiver exempts certain discharges from
the requirement to file WDRs, Reports of Waste Discharge, and Water Recycling Requirements, provided they pose
minimal risk to water quality.

4.4.3 State Water Resources Control Board Division of Drinking Water
Requirements

Before incorporating the new well into the City of Lakeport’s municipal water supply system, the Project would be
required to comply with the SWRCB Division of Drinking Water (DDW) requirements. These would include application
for an amended domestic water supply permit as required by California Health and Safety Code, Division 104, Part
12, Chapter 4 (California Safe Drinking Water Act), Section 116550. In addition, a Water Supply Permit
Environmental Intake form must be completed and include all CEQA documentation, well drilling technical
specifications, well plot plans, Well Driller’s Report and copy of Lake County well drilling permit, well data sheet,
Drinking Water Source Assessment Program (DWSAP) documentation, well capacity test report, and initial Title 22
water quality results.

4.4.4 City of Lakeport Temporary Construction Meter Application
The Project would comply with City of Lakeport requirements for obtaining a temporary construction meter permit.

Water would be supplied through a temporary line from a nearby hydrant or Green Ranch well. In order to access
the City’s water supply, a temporary construction meter application would need to be submitted to the City.

4.5 Permits and Approvals
It is anticipated that the Project would require the following permits and approvals listed in Table 1.

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5 California Environmental Quality Act Compliance

5.1 Class 2 Categorical Exemption - Replacement or
Reconstruction

Under CEQA Guidelines Section 15302 (Class 2, Replacement or Reconstruction), the replacement or
reconstruction of existing structures and facilities where the new structure will be located on the same site as the
structure replaced and will have substantially the same purpose and capacity as the structure replaced, are
categorically exempt from CEQA. As relevant to the Project, such replacement or reconstruction projects include,
but are not limited to replacement or reconstruction of existing utility systems and/or facilities involving negligible
or no expansion of capacity (CEQA Guidelines Section 15302[c]).

The Project would replace the existing 8-inch (south) well in Scotts Creek, which has an extraction capacity of 700
to 900 gpm and is nearing the end of its useful life. The new well would provide an extraction capacity of up to
approximately 900 gpm. The new well would be located within the same groundwater basin as the well to be
replaced. Therefore, the Project would involve the replacement of existing groundwater infrastructure involving
negligible or no expansion of capacity, and Class 2 applies to the Project.

5.2 Class 3 Categorical Exemption - New Construction or
Conversion of Small Structures

Under CEQA Guidelines Section 15303 (Class 3, New Construction or Conversion of Small Structures), the
construction and location of limited numbers of new, small facilities or structures or the installation of small new
equipment and facilities in small structures, are categorically exempt from CEQA. Examples of such new structures
include, but are not limited to, up to three single family residences in an urban area; a multifamily residential
structure with no more than four units; a commercial building not exceeding 10,000 square feet in an urbanized
area; accessory structures; and an accessory steam sterilization unit for the treatment of medical wastes (CEQA
Guidelines Section 15303). The Project would fall under Class 3 as it constitutes a new small facility and would
result in the installation of small new equipment.

S Categorical Exemption Exceptions

The Project would not meet any of the exceptions for using categorical exemptions listed in CEQA Guidelines
§15300.2, which prohibits the use of categorical exemptions if a project would:

= Be located in a sensitive environment (Classes 3, 4, 5, 6, and 11 only)

= Have significant cumulative impacts

= Have a significant effect on the environment due to unusual circumstances

= Result in damage to scenic resources within an officially designated scenic highway

= Be located on a site included on a list compiled pursuant to §65962.5 of the Government Code

= Cause a substantial adverse change in the significance of a historical resource

Additional discussion about each of these exceptions is provided below.
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5.3.1 Sensitive Environment Exception (CEQA Guidelines §15300.2[a])

Under CEQA Guidelines Section 15300.2(a), a categorical exemption shall not be used when a project is located on
a site with a sensitive environmental resource of hazardous or critical concern. The Project site contains agricultural
and urban/developed land, both of which are not considered sensitive environmental resources. Based on a
Biological Resources Assessment prepared for the Project, no sensitive vegetation communities were identified on
the Project site (Dudek 2024b). The Project site contains potentially suitable habitat for three special-status bird
species: tricolored blackbird (Agelaius tricolor), northern harrier (Circus hudsonius), and white-tailed kite (Elanus
leucurus). No suitable nesting habitat for tricolored blackbird was observed in the biological study area (BSA) during
the biological site reconnaissance. Grasslands, trees, and shrubs in the BSA provide nesting habitat for northern
harrier and white-tailed kite which are protected under the Migratory Bird Treaty Act (MBTA) and Section 1503 of
the California Fish and Game Code (Dudek 2024b). The Project would be required to comply with the MBTA,
ensuring that any potential disturbance to nesting birds is avoided by conducting a pre-construction nesting bird
survey or conducting construction activities outside of the nesting season. Therefore, the Project is not located on
a site with a sensitive environmental resource of hazardous or critical concern and this exception does not apply to
the Project.

53.2 Cumulative Impacts Exception (CEQA Guidelines §15300.2[b])

Under CEQA Guidelines Section 15300.2(b), a categorical exemption shall not be used when the cumulative impact
of successive projects of the same type in the same place, over time is significant. Cumulative impacts could occur
if past, present, and reasonably foreseeable future projects were to contribute incremental impacts on the same
resources as the Project or result in impacts that coincide with Project impacts during construction or operation.
The Project would not likely have a considerable contribution to potentially significant cumulative impacts in the
following key environmental impact categories:

= Groundwater Supply: The Project would not contribute to cumulative groundwater impacts, as it is focused
on replacing a Scotts Creek well that is approaching the end of its operational capabilities. The new well at
Green Ranch would take over the production from these outdated wells without increasing the overall
extraction from the groundwater basin. The Project would be located within the same groundwater basin,
ensuring that the groundwater resources used remain consistent. The Project would not be designed to
expand the existing production capacity of approximately 2.8 MGD.

= Water Quality: As the Project would require the construction contractor to comply with all relevant regulatory
requirements related to stormwater and wastewater discharges, as part of standard construction
specifications. The contractor would be required to implement BMPs to control and reduce discharges into
receiving waters, as provided in Section 4.2. Therefore, the Project would not have a considerable
contribution to potential cumulative water quality impacts.

®  Transportation: As existing City staff would operate and maintain the new well and the Project site already
contains existing wells, the Project would generate a negligible amount of vehicle trips to the site and
therefore would not contribute to potential cumulative transportation impacts.

= Noise: Although City directed work for municipal improvements may be exempt from the City of Lakeport
noise ordinance (Code 8.20.030), temporary noise control barrier walls may be considered to limit the noise
level at the property line. Project operational noise would be limited by the use of an enclosure around the
well to muffle sound from well operations and the well would be located away from sensitive noise
receptors. Construction noise would be temporary and construction/drilling noise best management
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practices would be incorporated into the Project construction specifications to limit the effects of
construction noise. Therefore, the Project would not likely have a considerable contribution to potential
cumulative noise impacts.

= Air Quality/Greenhouse Gas Emissions: As the Project would rely on electrical power, operational air quality
and greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions would be limited with the Project. The operational air quality and
greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions from the Project are expected to remain unchanged, as the new well
would operate in the same manner as the existing wells. Since the Project would replace the Scotts Creek
wells, the overall energy consumption and emissions associated with the well’s operation would not
substantially change. During construction, the contractor would be required to abate dust nuisance by
spraying water, sweeping, or other means, as necessary.

= Agriculture: The Project site is designated as Farmland of Local Importance but is not currently used for
agriculture (DOC 2025). The site is owned by the City of Lakeport and has been used for groundwater wells
and solar facilities, and the Project would continue these existing uses of the site. Therefore, the Project
would not convert farmland to non-agricultural use or interfere with agricultural operations, and would not
contribute to cumulative impacts related to agricultural land conversion.

533 Unusual Circumstances Exception (CEQA Guidelines §15300.2[c])

Under CEQA Guidelines Section 15300.2(c), a categorical exemption shall not be used where there is a reasonable
possibility that the activity will have a significant effect on the environment due to “unusual circumstances.”
Unusual circumstances may be established by showing that the project has some feature that distinguishes it from
others in the exempt class, such as its size or location, and that there is a reasonable possibility of a significant
effect due to that unusual feature or circumstance, or by showing that the project would have a significant
environmental effect. For the unusual circumstances exception to apply, it is not enough alone that there is a
reasonable possibility the project would have a significant environmental effect; instead, there must be a
reasonable possibility that the activity would have a significant effect on the environment due to unusual
circumstances.

The nature of a project may be “unusual,” particularly if its scope and size differ from conditions in the surrounding
vicinity. This includes whether the project is or is not consistent with the surrounding zoning and land uses, including
consistency with the underlying general plan and zoning designations and development standards. Conversely, the
scope and size may be “unusual” if the use, height, or density vastly differ from surrounding uses. Therefore, “the
presence of comparable facilities in the immediate area adequately supports [a]n implied finding that there [are]
no ‘unusual circumstances’ precluding a categorical exemption.” (Walters v. City of Redondo Beach (2016) 1 Cal.
App.5th 809, 821, quoting Bloom v. McGurk (1994) 26 Cal.App.4th 1307, 1316.)

There are no unusual circumstances that differentiate the Project or Project site from similarly situated projects or
properties. The Project is located on a City-owned site containing agricultural land, existing groundwater wells, and
a solar array. The site possesses no unusual features or characteristics that distinguish it from other properties in
the immediate area. The Project site is relatively level, is surrounded by other land with similar agricultural and rural
land uses, and contains existing groundwater supply infrastructure; therefore, the Project would not change the
existing use of the Project site. Project construction would be located toward the center of the Project site, away
from adjacent residential uses and BMPs would be incorporated in construction specifications to address
construction noise if necessary. There are no unusual circumstances surrounding the Project that would suggest a
reasonable possibility of a significant environmental effect. Therefore, this exception does not apply to the Project.
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5.3.4 Scenic Highways Exception (CEQA Guidelines §15300.2[d])

Under CEQA Guidelines Section 15300.2(d), a categorical exemption shall not be used for a project which may
result in damage to scenic resources, including but not limited to, trees, historic buildings, rock outcroppings, or
similar resources, within a highway officially designated as a state scenic highway. The nearest officially designated
state scenic highway to the Project site is State Route (SR) 116, from SR-1 near Jenner to SR-101 near Coati,
approximately 38 miles from the Project site. There are no officially designated state scenic highways located within
Lake County; however, SR-29 is eligible for the state scenic highway program, approximately 0.8 miles east of the
Project site (Caltrans 2024). State Route 29 runs generally north-south through the City of Lakeport. Due to the
relatively flat topography of the area and intervening vegetation, the Project site is not visible from SR-29.
Furthermore, the Project is a groundwater well, thus most components of the Project would be below ground.
Therefore, the Project would not be visible from an eligible or officially designated state scenic highway and this
exception does not apply to the Project.

5:83.5 Hazardous Waste Sites Exception (CEQA Guidelines §15300.2[¢])

Under CEQA Guidelines Section 15300.2(e), a categorical exemption shall not be used for a project located on a
site which is included on any list compiled pursuant to Section 65962.5 of the Government Code (i.e., the Cortese
List). The following Cortese List online data resources were reviewed during the preparation of this document:
(1) the list of hazardous waste and substances sites from the Department of Toxic Substances Control’s (DTSC's)
EnviroStor database (DTSC 2025); (2) the list of leaking underground storage tank (LUST) sites from the State Water
Resources Control Board’s (SWRCB'’s) GeoTracker database (SWRCB 2025); (3) the list of solid waste disposal sites
identified by the SWRCB with waste constituents above hazardous waste levels outside the waste management
unit (CalEPA 2025c¢); (4) the list of active Cease-and-Desist Orders and Cleanup and Abatement Orders from the
SWRCB (CalEPA 2025b); and (5) the list of hazardous waste facilities subject to corrective action pursuant to
Section 25187.5 of the Health and Safety Code identified by the DTSC (CalEPA 2025a). The Project site is not
included on the list of hazardous material sites compiled pursuant to Government Code Section 65962.5.
Therefore, this exception does not apply to the Project.

536 Historical Resources Exception (CEQA Guidelines §15300.2[f])

Under CEQA Guidelines Section 15300.2(f), a categorical exemption shall not be used for a project which may cause
a substantial adverse change in the significance of a historical resource. Under CEQA, in addition to historical built
environment resources, both prehistoric and historic archaeological sites may qualify as historical resources if they
meet criteria for listing on the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP) and/or California Register of Historical
Resources (CRHR).

A Historic Properties Identification Report (HPIR) was prepared for the Project (Dudek 2025). The HPIR included a
records search of the California Historical Resources Information System (CHRIS) at the Northwest Information
Center (NWIC); the development of an area of potential effects (APE); a search of the Native American Heritage
Commission Sacred Lands File; an intensive-level survey of the APE for cultural resources; archival research;
interested party outreach; the creation of an appropriate prehistoric and historic context; and recordation and
evaluation of historic-era properties located in the APE under NRHP and CRHR designation criteria. No previously
evaluated built environment historic properties or historical resources were identified within the Project APE as a
result of a NWIC records search, extensive archival research, and field survey.
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The two Green Ranch wells are over the age of 45 and were recorded and evaluated for historic significance. The
Green Ranch wells are not currently designated or listed under any national or state registers, nor have they been
previously identified as eligible for local designation. Dudek evaluated the wells in the Project APE in accordance
with Section 106 and Section 15064.5 (a)(2)-(3) of the CEQA Guidelines using the criteria outlined in Section
5024.1 of the California Public Resources Code and found that the wells are ineligible for NRHP, CRHR or local
designation through survey evaluation.

One historic-era archaeological resource isolate was identified during the site survey. Isolates are categorically
ineligible for the NRHP or CRHR; therefore, this isolate is not considered a cultural resource under CEQA. Therefore,
no cultural resources were identified within the Project APE. Should new cultural deposits and/or human remains
be discovered at any time during construction activities, work would halt in that area and procedures set forth in
the California Public Resources Code (Section 5097.98) and State Health and Safety Code (Section 7050.5) would
be followed, beginning with notification to the Lake County Coroner. If Native American remains are present, the
County Coroner would contact the Native American Heritage Commission to designate a Most Likely Descendent
(MLD), who would be authorized to provide recommendations for the treatment of Native American human remains
and any associated objects and materials.

Therefore, the Project would not cause a substantial adverse change in the significance of a historical resource, as
none are present on the Project site, and this exception does not apply to the Project.

6 Conclusion

The Project has been reviewed for compliance with CEQA. Given the foregoing analyses and findings, the Project
would not have a significant effect on the environment. Pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Sections 15302 and 15303,
the Project is categorically exempt from CEQA under Class 2 (Replacement or Reconstruction) and Class 3 (New
Construction or Conversion of Small Structures).
