Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Project would include the development of 571 total residential units on the Project Site, including 403 row
townhomes with one to four bedrooms and 168 interlocking townhomes with three to four bedrooms. Of those units, 10
percent of the housing units would be designated for Very Low Income affordable housing. Additionally, the Project
would include various amenities to serve the residents, including two clubhouses (8,232 total square feet), two swimming
pools, two pocket parks, a dog park, and common and private open space throughout the Project Site. The Project would
also include 998 residential parking spaces in attached garages and 124 guest parking spaces provided along interior
streets and within the clubhouse grounds in surface parking areas.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

All potentially significant impacts of the proposed project would be mitigated to a less than significant level.

Air Quality Mitigation Measures include the prohibition of the installation of wood-burning and natural gas fireplaces and
all off-road diesel-powered construction equipment greater than 25 horsepower must meet California Air Resources
Board Tier 4 Final off-road emissions standards. Cultural Mitigation Measures include the retention of a qualified
archaeologist prior to start of ground-disturbing activities, and archaeological resources sensitivity training for
construction personnel;mitigation measures to reduce impacts to the inadvertent discovery of cultural resources;
inadvertent discovery of human remains. Geological Mitigation Measures include retention of qualified paleontologist,
paleontological monitoring; paleontological resource discovery and preparing a monitoring report. Noise Mitigation
Measures include installation of temporary noise barriers, limits on location and use of certain construction equipment
adjacent to structures/sensitive receptors. Areas of the project that includes residential uses within 65 CNEL noise
contour of LAX shall be designed to meet the City’s interior noise standard of 45 CNEL, as well as meet exterior
standards for the applicable zoning designation in outdoor areas, as provided by Inglewood Municipal Code.
Transportation Mitigation Measures include preparation of a comprehensive Transportation Demand Management Plan,
a detailed Construction Management Plan and haul route scheduling shall be sequenced to minimize conflicts. Tribal
Resources Mitigation Measures include retaining a native American Monitor, assessment of unanticipated discovery of
Tribal Cultural Resource objects and unanticipated discovery of human remains and associated funerary objects.
