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1.0 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

 

Duke Engineering and Associates (Client) engaged Bruin Geotechnical Services, Inc. (Bruin) to 

conduct a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of the three adjoining parcels totaling 

approximately 280 acres, located north of Lancaster Boulevard, East of 50th Street East, and 

south of Avenue I (Assessor Parcel numbers 3384-001-001; -002, and -003), Los Angeles 

County, California 93535 (The Site). This assessment was prepared in accordance with the 

Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Standards and Practices for AAI; Final Rule, 40 CFR 

Part 312; and American Standard for Testing Materials (ASTM) 1527-13. 

 

The purpose of the Phase I ESA was to identify, to the extent feasible, recognized environmental 

conditions (RECs) in connection with the Site.  This assessment included site reconnaissance, 

research of historical records and map research, interviewing property management personnel 

and regulatory agency contacts. 

 

The Site consists of three residential/agricultural parcels, totaling approximately 280-acres in 

size, situated north of Lancaster Boulevard, East of 50th Street East, and south of Avenue I, in an area 

adjacent to Lancaster, Los Angeles County, California. A residence is located on the northwest 

corner of the Site, with numerous associated outbuildings containing farm animals, agricultural 

materials and miscellaneous storage. The bulk of the remainder of the Site has been used for 

agricultural crop production, and contains related water wells and pumps. The vicinity of the Site 

can generally be described as a combination of undeveloped, agricultural and residential 

properties. 

 

The results of this assessment have revealed Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs) 

associated with the Site, related to potential past pesticide and fertilizer use, including herbicides, 

insecticides, fungicides and rodenticides. Additionally, de minimis conditions were found: Based 

on the construction dates of the Site structures, the potential exists that Asbestos Containing 

Materials (ACM’s), Lead Based Paint (LBP), and/or Polychlorinated Biphenyls may be present 

in the building materials and/or electrical transformers or ballasts located on the Site. 

 

Except for the limitations and exceptions discussed in Section 2.4, this Phase I ESA complies 

with the AAI.  No additional services beyond the scope of the AAI were conducted as part of this 

assessment.
