	Description of Nature:                                                                                                                                                 The River Road Fuels Reduction Project will implement hand thinning and pile burning treatments across approximately 88.7 acres of forested land located along the south side of Highway 89 between Tahoe City and Alpine Meadows, CA. Of this total area, approximately 10.6 acres are privately owned and 8.3 acres are managed by the California Tahoe Conservancy (State-owned). The purpose of the project is to reduce hazardous fuels, improve forest health, and enhance the function of Highway 89 as a critical wildfire evacuation route. Treatments will target excessive ground fuels, ladder fuels, and high tree mortality, while retaining healthy overstory trees, riparian vegetation, and wildlife snags. The project will improve wildfire resilience, ecosystem health, and public safety for nearby residents, visitors, and communities dependent on Highway 89 for emergency access and egress. All work on private and State parcels will be performed by hand crews without the use of heavy equipment.

All work will be conducted by hand crews without grading or heavy equipment. Sensitive areas, including SEZs and riparian vegetation, will be protected with buffers and flagged for avoidance. The project does not involve expansion of use and will not result in significant environmental impacts.
