NOTICE OF INTENT TO ADOPT A MITIGATED NEGATIVE DECLARATION

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the City of Agoura Hills (City), acting as the Lead
Agency Under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), is circulating an Initial
Study (IS) and Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) with the intent to adopt the
IS/MND for the following project:

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: The proposed project is located on an undeveloped,
concave-shaped lot at the northwest corner of Agoura Road and Chesebro Road. The
project involves the merger of seven lots into a single legal lot totaling approximately
78,686 square feet. A two-story, 46,136-square-foot senior care facility (76 units) is
proposed on the site, along with 27 surface parking spaces (covering 12,543 square
feet), full site landscaping (approximately 30,218 square feet), and two new driveways
for ingress and egress.

The project will require a connection to the City’s sewer main located on Dorothy Drive,
north of the project site. In addition, a right-of-way dedication is proposed to
accommodate street improvements, including a bike lane, new roadway striping, and
the installation of curb and gutter.

The project also includes requests for a rezone and General Plan Amendment.
Specifically, the applicant proposes to remove the site from the Old Agoura (OA)
Overlay District and rezone it from Business Park—Office/Retail (BP-OR) to Commercial
Retail/Service (CRS). A corresponding General Plan Amendment is proposed to update
the General Plan Land Use Designation Map to reflect the new “CRS” designation.
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DRAFT ENVIRONMENTAL DOCUMENT: A Draft Initial IS/MND that evaluates
environmental effects of the project has been prepared pursuant to CEQA and the
CEQA Guidelines, and is available for review and comment. The analysis identifies
potentially significant, but mitigable environmental effects in the following areas: cultural
resources, biological resources, tribal cultural resources, geology/soils, and noise.
Mitigation measures are identified to reduce all potentially significant impacts to less
than significant levels. Also evaluated in the document as less than significant impacts
are agricultural and forestry, aesthetics, air quality, energy, greenhouse gas emissions,
hazards and hazardous materials, hydrology and water quality, land use and planning,
population and housing, public services, recreation, transportation/circulation, utilities
and service systems, wildfire and mandatory findings of significance. The IS/MND
identifies no impacts to mineral resources.

DOCUMENT AVAILABILITY: The Draft IS/MND is available for a 30-day public review
and may be viewed on the City’s website at www.agourahillscity.gov. Printed copies of
the IS/MND may be available upon request at City Hall, located at 30001 Ladyface
Court, during regular business hours.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD: The IS/MND will be circulated for 30-days for public
review. The public review comment period begins on September 4, 2025 and ends on
October 4, 2025. Written comments must be submitted by October 4th, at 4:00 PM.
