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A historical resource consists of “Any object, building, structure, site, area, place, record, or 
manuscript which a lead agency determines to be historically significant or significant in the 
architectural, engineering, scientific, economic, agricultural, educational, social, political, 
military, or cultural annals of California…Generally, a resource shall be considered by the lead 
agency to be ‘historically significant’ if the resource meets the criteria for listing in the California 
Register of Historical Resources” (Cal. Code Regs. tit. 14(3), § 15064.5(a)(3)). 
 
The significance of a historical resource is impaired when a project demolishes or materially 
alters in an adverse manner those physical characteristics of a historical resource that convey 
its historical significance and that justify its eligibility for the California Register. If an impact 
on a historical or archaeological resource is significant, CEQA requires identification of 
feasible measures, if any, to minimize the impact (State CEQA Guidelines § 15126.4 (a)(1)). 
Mitigation of significant impacts must lessen or eliminate the physical impact that the project 
will have on the resource. Section 5024.1 of the Cal. Public Res. Code established the 
California Register. Generally, a resource is considered by the lead agency to be “historically 
significant” if the resource meets the criteria for listing in the California Register (Cal. Code 
Regs. tit. 14(3), § 15064.5(a)(3)). The eligibility criteria for the California Register are similar 
to those of the National Register of Historic Places (National Register), and a resource that 
meets one or more of the eligibility criteria of the National Register will be eligible for the 
California Register. 
 
The California Register program encourages public recognition and protection of resources of 
architectural, historical, archaeological, and cultural significance, identifies historical 
resources for state and local planning purposes, determines eligibility for state historic 
preservation grant funding and affords certain protections under CEQA. Criteria for 
designating a resource as historically significant pertain to resources:  
 

1. Associated with events that have made a significant contribution to the broad patterns 
of local or regional history or the cultural heritage of California or the United States. 

2. Associated with the lives of persons important to local, California or national history. 

3. Embodying the distinctive characteristics of a type, period, region or method of 
construction or represents the work of a master or possesses high artistic values. 

4. Yielding, or having the potential to yield, information important to the prehistory or 
history of the local area, California or the nation. 

 
In addition to meeting one or more of the above criteria, the California Register requires that 
sufficient time has passed since a resource’s period of significance to “obtain a scholarly 
perspective on the events or individuals associated with the resources.” (CCR 4852 [d][2]). A 
property is generally considered a potentially historical resource if it is 50 years old or older 
and meets one or more of the California Register Criteria. However, a lower threshold of 45 
years is often used for evaluation purposes because development projects can take a long 
time and a property might become 50 years old by the time the project is completed. 
Therefore, in order that the evaluation remain valid for a minimum of five years after the date 
of this report, all resources older than 45 years (i.e. resources from the “historic-period”) will 
be evaluated for California Register listing eligibility, or CEQA significance. The California 
Register also requires that a resource possesses integrity. This is defined as the ability for the 
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resource to convey its significance through seven aspects: location, setting, design, materials, 
workmanship, feeling, and association. 
 
Finally, CEQA requires that significant effects on unique archaeological resources be 
considered and addressed. CEQA defines a unique archaeological resource as any 
archaeological artifact, object, or site about which it can be clearly demonstrated that, without 
merely adding to the current body of knowledge, there is a high probability that it meets any 
of the following criteria:   
 

1. The resource contains information needed to answer important scientific research 
questions and there is a demonstrable public interest in that information. 

2. It has a special and particular quality such as being the oldest of its type or the best 
available example of its type. 

3. It is directly associated with a scientifically recognized important prehistoric or historic 
event or person. 

 
CEQA Guidelines Section 15064.5 Appendix G includes significance criteria relative to 
archaeological and historical resources. These have been utilized as thresholds of 
significance here, and a project would have a significant environmental impact if it would: 
 

a) cause a substantial adverse change in the significance of a historical resource as 
defined in section 10564.5; 

b) Cause a substantial adverse change in the significance of an archaeological resource 
pursuant to Section 10564.5; 

c) Disturb any human remains, including those interred outside of formal cemeteries.  
 
Tribal Cultural Resources. The Legislature added requirements regarding tribal cultural 
resources for CEQA in Assembly Bill 52 (AB 52) that took effect July 1, 2015. AB 52 requires 
consultation with California Native American tribes and consideration of tribal cultural 
resources in the CEQA process. By including tribal cultural resources early in the CEQA 
process, the legislature intended to ensure that local and Tribal governments, public agencies, 
and project proponents would have information available, early in the project planning 
process, to identify and address potential adverse impacts to tribal cultural resources. By 
taking this proactive approach, the legislature also intended to reduce the potential for delay 
and conflicts in the environmental review process. To help determine whether a project may 
have such an effect, the Public Resources Code requires a lead agency to consult with any 
California Native American tribe that requests consultation and is traditionally and culturally 
affiliated with the geographic area of a Proposed Project. Since the City will initiate and carry 
out the required AB52 Native American Consultation, the results of the consultation are not 
provided in this report. However, this report may be used during the consultation process, and 
BCR Consulting staff are available to answer questions and address comments as necessary.  
 
Paleontological Resources. CEQA provides guidance relative to significant impacts on 
paleontological resources, indicating that a project would have a significant impact on 
paleontological resources if it disturbs or destroys a unique paleontological resource or site or 
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unique geologic feature. Section 5097.5 of the California Public Resources Code specifies 
that any unauthorized removal of paleontological remains is a misdemeanor. Further, 
California Penal Code Section 622.5 sets the penalties for damage or removal of 
paleontological resources. CEQA documentation prepared for projects would be required to 
analyze paleontological resources as a condition of the CEQA process to disclose potential 
impacts. Please note that as of January 2018 paleontological resources are considered in the 
geological rather than cultural category. Therefore, paleontological resources are not 
summarized in the body of this report. A paleontological overview completed by the Western 
Science Center is provided as Appendix D. 
 

NATURAL SETTING 

The elevation of the project is approximately 368 feet above mean sea level. It is located in 
the central portion of southern San Joaquin Valley. Local rainfall averages approximately eight 
inches per year, and the runoff is channeled from northeast to southwest. Most of the local 
vegetation currently consists of non-native seasonal grasses and Russian thistle. Prior to the 
introduction of large-scale agriculture, the San Joaquin River and Tulare Lake’s system of 
channels, sloughs, and tule-choked marshes defined the local ecosystem (Wallace 
1978:462). As a result, the biotic character of the valley was historically much more diversified 
than is presently evident. Large freshwater marshes and vast expanses of grassland 
supported a variety of wildlife, including grizzly bears and wolves (both locally extinct), tule 
elk, jackrabbits, quail, and numerous fish, rodents, reptiles and birds (Twisselmann 1967, 
Osborne 1992, Cogswell 1977, and Moyle 1976).  
 

CULTURAL SETTING 

Prehistory 

The project is situated within the traditional boundaries of the Southern Valley Yokuts. This 
prehistoric population depended heavily on the Tulare, Buena Vista, and Kern Lakes and their 
connecting sloughs and rivers for sustenance and transportation (Wallace 1978:448). The 
local Southern Valley Yokuts, referred to as the Chuxoxi, represented one of the southernmost 
Yokut political units and were associated with the channels and sloughs of the Kern River 
delta (Wallace 1978:449; Kroeber 1925:483). Chuxoxi trade routes and rights to the delta 
allowed them to reap the benefits of the related perennial water sources. This enabled local 
populations to pursue a relatively sedentary lifestyle in an otherwise arid climate. 
Prehistorically, such sedentism often coincides with a village-style residential model in which 
residential bases remain the same or seasonal, while specialized procurement parties are 
deployed to more remote areas to collect specialized resources (Binford 1980, Thomas 1983). 
This village model has been locally supported by early ethnographers, who considered Yokuts 
unique in California for forming "true tribes" and for developing an unparalleled array of 
dialects (Kroeber 1925:474).  
 
History 

The first Europeans to establish contact with the Southern Valley Yokuts were Spanish troops 
led by Captain Don Pedro Fages in pursuit of deserters. Father Francisco Garces also 
travelled through the San Joaquin Valley searching for an overland route from Yuma to 
Monterey. During his travels, Garces noted positive interactions with locals (see Smith 1939, 
Bailey 1984). The Mexican era (1821-1848) saw little notable cultural exchange between 
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Mexicans and Southern Valley Yokuts, although an 1833 malaria epidemic devastated the 
local native population (Wallace 1978:460). The ensuing American era, punctuated by 
California’s annexation into the United States in 1848, resulted in overwhelming Anglo 
settlement and seizing of Indian lands, and disrupted any remaining prehistoric Yokut 
influence in the San Joaquin Valley. Mining and ranching represented the early historical focus 
of the San Joaquin Valley, although the region’s abundant natural water supply, mild climate, 
and huge tracts of arable land soon led to the successful development of agriculture. The 
resulting diversion of local water and skyrocketing real estate values transformed the physical 
and economic character of the valley and have allowed it to remain one of the most productive 
agricultural regions in the world to this day (Preston 1981).  
 
PERSONNEL 

David Brunzell, M.A., RPA, acted as the Principal Investigator for the current study. Joseph 
Orozco, M.A., RPA, acted as the Project Manager and compiled the technical report with 
contributions from BCR Consulting Staff Archaeologist Douglas Kazmier, B.A., PGC, and 
John J.P. G Defachelle Jr, B.A. Mr. Orozco completed the cultural resources records search 
at California State University, Bakersfield (CSUB) and conducted the pedestrian survey. 
 
METHODS 

Research 

Prior to fieldwork, an archaeological records search and visual impact analysis was conducted 
at the Southern San Joaquin Valley Information Center (SSJVIC) at CSUB. This included a 
review of all recorded historic and prehistoric cultural resources, as well as a review of known 
cultural resources, and survey and excavation reports generated from projects located within 
a two-mile radius of the project site (see Appendix A). In addition, a review was conducted of 
the Built Environment Resource Directory (BERD) summarizing California State Historic 
Preservation Officer determinations of significance, and listings of the National Register of 
Historic Places (National Register) and the California Register of Historical Resources 
(California Register).  
 
Field Survey 

Mr. Orozco conducted a pedestrian field survey of the project on April 10, 2025. The survey 
was conducted by walking parallel transects spaced approximately 15 meters apart across 
100 percent of the project. Soil exposures, including natural and artificial clearings were 
carefully inspected for evidence of cultural resources.  
 
RESULTS 

Research 

Data from the SSJVIC revealed that 73 cultural resource studies have taken place resulting 
in the recording of 22 cultural resources within a two-mile radius of the project site. Of the 73 
previous studies, four have previously assessed the project site, and no cultural resources 
have been identified within the project site (see Appendix A). SJJVIC maps depicted a historic-
period canal designated P-15-17761 within the project site, along its southern boundary. 
Although aerial photo research confirmed the former resource’s presence, it was never 
documented by archaeologists within the project site, and it was demolished between 1994 
and 2004 (United States Department of Agriculture 1994, 2004).

Additional Research. As indicated above, 
Records Search results show that a 
segment of the Pioneer Canal used to cross 
the project site until it was demolished 
between 1994 and 2004. The Pioneer 
Canal was constructed between 1867 and 
1873 by early settlers to divert water from 
Kern River for agricultural use. The canal 
initially measured roughly 100 yards long 
and 30 feet wide, carrying water westward 
to irrigate the Kern County Land 
Company’s tract. It was subsequently 
constructed to a length of about eight miles, 
and by 1879 had been expanded to 60 feet 
in width. An analysis of local irrigation 
estimated its capacity at “450 second-feet 
and the construction cost about $44,000” 
(Grunsky 1898:57). The weir at the head of 
the Pioneer Canal diverted water from the Kern River about 6.5 miles west of Bakersfield. The 
weir featured wooden posts that supported the Pioneer Bridge, which was built by Kern

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County at a cost of $540 (ibid.). Tenneco bought the canal’s water rights in 1974, by which 
time it was inoperable (Bakersfield Californian 20 Dec 1974:11).  
 
Field Survey 

As stated in the Records Search results, the SSJVIC maps depicted the Pioneer Canal 
(designated P-15-17761) as bisecting the project site. Although aerial photo research 
confirmed the former resource’s presence, it was never documented by archaeologists within 
the project site, and it was demolished between 1994 and 2004 (United States Department of 
Agriculture 1994, 2004). During the field survey, Mr. Orozco carefully inspected the project 
site. Survey transects were narrowed to five meters in the location of the former canal and all 
soil exposures were subject to careful inspection. No cultural resources and no evidence of 
the former canal were identified within the project boundaries. Survey stakes and flagging on 
the surface show that the former canal alignment is occupied by a modern gas pipeline.  As 
such, the Pioneer Canal (P-15-17761) is considered destroyed and warrants no further 
consideration for the development of the project site. Surface visibility was approximately 40-
60 percent within the project site. Soil in the area comprised yellowish-brown silty sand with 
quartz pebbles consistent throughout project. Vegetation was characterized as dry seasonal 
grasses. Ground disturbances have resulted from discing for weed abatement and extensive 
bioturbation.   
 
RECOMMENDATIONS 

BCR Consulting conducted a Cultural Resources Assessment of the Bakersfield Temple 
Project in the City of Bakersfield, Kern County, California. This work was completed pursuant 
to CEQA. The records search indicated that one the historic-period Pioneer Canal (designated 
P-1517761) was formerly located within the project boundaries. However, the field survey 
revealed that no trace of this resource or any other cultural resources (including prehistoric or 
historic archaeological sites or historic buildings) were located within the project site. 
Furthermore, research results combined with surface conditions have failed to indicate 
sensitivity for buried cultural resources. Based on these results, BCR Consulting recommends 
a finding of no historical resources impacted for the project. Based on these results, no 
significant impact related to historical resources is anticipated and no further investigations 
are recommended for the proposed project unless: 
 

• The proposed project is changed to include areas that have not been subject to this 
cultural resource assessment;  

• Cultural materials are encountered during project activities.  
 
The current study attempted to determine whether significant archaeological deposits were 
present on the proposed project site. Although none were yielded during the records search 
and field survey, ground-disturbing activities have the potential to reveal buried deposits not 
observed on the surface. Prior to the initiation of ground-disturbing activities, field personnel 
should be alerted to the possibility of buried prehistoric or historic cultural deposits. In the 
event that field personnel encounter buried cultural materials, work in the immediate vicinity 
of the find should cease and a qualified archaeologist should be retained to assess the 
significance of the find. The qualified archaeologist should have the authority to stop or divert 
construction excavation as necessary. If the qualified archaeologist finds that any cultural 
resources present meet eligibility requirements for listing on the California Register or the 
National Register of Historic Places (National Register), plans for the treatment, evaluation, 
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and mitigation of impacts to the find will need to be developed. Prehistoric or historic cultural 
materials that may be encountered during ground-disturbing activities include: 
 

• historic-period artifacts such as glass bottles and fragments, cans, nails, ceramic and 
pottery fragments, and other metal objects; 

• historic-period structural or building foundations, walkways, cisterns, pipes, privies, 
and other structural elements; 

• prehistoric flaked-stone artifacts and debitage (waste material), consisting of obsidian, 
basalt, and or cryptocrystalline silicates; 

• groundstone artifacts, including mortars, pestles, and grinding slabs; 
• dark, greasy soil that may be associated with charcoal, ash, bone, shell, flaked stone, 

groundstone, and fire affected rocks;  
• human remains. 

 
Findings were negative during the Sacred Lands File search with the NAHC. The Legislature 
added requirements regarding tribal cultural resources for CEQA in Assembly Bill 52 (AB 52) 
that took effect July 1, 2015.

However, this 
report may be used during the consultation process, and BCR Consulting staff is available to 
answer questions and address concerns as necessary. 
 
According to CEQA Guidelines, projects subject to CEQA must determine whether the project 
would “directly or indirectly destroy a unique paleontological resource”. The Paleontological 
Overview provided in Appendix D has recommended that: 
 

The geologic units underlying this project are mapped as fan and basic deposits from 
the Holocene epoch (Hannah, Oliver, Sikora, and Robbins 1974). Holocene alluvial 
units are considered to be of high preservation value, but material found is unlikely 
to be fossil material due to the relatively modern associated dates of the deposits. 
However, if development requires any substantial depth of disturbance, the 
likelihood of reaching Pleistocene alluvial sediments would increase. The Western 
Science Center does not have localities within the project area or within a 1 mile 
radius, however this may due in part to the project’s distance from the museum and 
should not be taken as indicative of paleontological sensitivity. Other repositories 
may have localities in the area. 
 
While the presence of any fossil material is unlikely, if excavation activity disturbs 
deeper sediment dating to the earliest parts of the Holocene or Late Pleistocene 
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periods, the material would be scientifically significant. Excavation activity 
associated with the development of the project area is unlikely to be paleontologically 
sensitive, but caution during development should be observed. 
 

If human remains are encountered during the undertaking, State Health and Safety Code 
Section 7050.5 states that no further disturbance shall occur until the County Coroner has 
made a determination of origin and disposition pursuant to Public Resources Code Section 
5097.98. The County Coroner must be notified of the find immediately. If the remains are 
determined to be prehistoric, the Coroner will notify the Native American Heritage Commission 
(NAHC), which will determine and notify a Most Likely Descendant (MLD). With the permission 
of the landowner or his/her authorized representative, the MLD may inspect the site of the 
discovery. The MLD shall complete the inspection within 48 hours of notification by the NAHC.

This letter presents the results of a record search conducted for the Bakersfield Temple 
Environmental Services Project located in Bakersfied, Kern County, CA. The project site is 
located along the northern edge of Stockdale Highway on Township 29 & 30 South, Range 26 
East, Section 36 and 1 on the Stevens, CA USGS 7.5 minute quadrangle. 
 
The geologic units underlying this project are mapped as fan and basic deposits from the 
Holocene epoch (Hannah, Oliver, Sikora, and Robbins 1974). Holocene alluvial units are 
considered to be of high preservation value, but material found is unlikely to be fossil material 
due to the relatively modern associated dates of the deposits. However, if development 
requires any substantial depth of disturbance, the likelihood of reaching Pleistocene alluvial 
sediments would increase. The Western Science Center does not have localities within the 
project area or within a 1 mile radius, however this may due in part to the project’s distance 
from the museum and should not be taken as indicative of paleontological sensitivity. Other 
repositories may have localities in the area. 

While the presence of any fossil material is unlikely, if excavation activity disturbs deeper 
sediment dating to the earliest parts of the Holocene or Late Pleistocene periods, the material 
would be scientifically significant. Excavation activity associated with the development of the 
project area is unlikely to be paleontologically sensitive, but caution during development should 
be observed.
