Cut the remaining pole at ground level and remove;
Mount one (1) flock camera on an existing pole on Jackson Street;
For a new pole at the second location:
o Excavate an approx. 3-ft x 3-ft wide x 4-ft deep hole;
o Install a 12-ft tall metal pole with solar panel attached at the top;
o Pour cement to secure the post in place; and
o Install the Flock camera to the pole.
