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SECTION 4: DISCUSSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS 

4.1 - Discussion 

The fieldwork associated with this tree survey was conducted over multiple days. This effort included the 

inspection of every tree within the FDC campus (minus those in the southwest quadrant), as well as trees 

located within the eastern portion of the Mesa Linda Golf Course at the Costa Mesa Country Club. 

This tree survey includes an update to trees previously assessed at the Fairview Development Center in a 

CPS report dated March 2024. Of the original 970 FDC trees, 729 were re-evaluated and are included in 

this survey. Of the 241 trees not included, seven have died, 123 were omitted due to a separate 

development area, and the remaining 111 fall outside the Specific Plan tree survey boundary. The 

currently remaining trees consist primarily of Brazilian pepper, Indian laurel fig, and lemon scented gum. 

Together, these three species comprise 16.2% of the remaining tree population within the FDC. 

There are 423 trees within the survey area of the Mesa Linda Golf Course (holes 6–15) at the Costa Mesa 

Country Club. Within this area, 38 distinct species were identified, which is substantially lower than the 

species diversity documented within the FDC (73 species). The golf course tree population is composed 

primarily of river she-oak, red river gum, and green ash; these three species collectively comprise 12.8% 

of the total tree population within the golf course survey area. 

The trees onsite ranged in age from immature to senescent, with health conditions varying from vigorous 

to declining. Several dead specimens were also documented. Due to the age of the existing trees and the 

current operational status of the FDC (warm shutdown with limited maintenance and landscaping), many 

trees on the property have continued to decline, been removed, or simply died. Others have persisted, 

though often under stress, while some have maintained good health and vigor. Trees surveyed within the 

Mesa Linda Golf Course are generally well-maintained, but are subject to ongoing impacts from golf balls 

other environmental stressors. 

As noted in the 2024 report, trees within the FDC project area are predominantly mature to senescent, 

reflecting the Fairview Development Center’s more than 60 years of operation. Many exhibit large, well-

developed canopies and appear to be original plantings associated with the site’s early development, 

while others show evidence of long-term exposure to drought and additional environmental stressors.  

Within both properties, evidence was observed suggesting infestations by boring beetles, wasps, and 

termites. Tissue decay was documented in the form of cankers, stained wood, gummosis, and internal 

cavities. Many trees were structurally compromised due to infection, poor growth form, and past wind 

damage, resulting in an elevated risk of failure. Historic flush-cut pruning practices and the presence of 

extensive ground squirrel burrowing throughout the properties have further challenged tree health 

(mostly associated with the FDC). With particular regard to the historic use of flush-cut pruning practices 
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within the FDC campus, such cuts are now recognized as detrimental to tree health and are not 

recommended by the ISA (ANSI A300 Tree Care Standards). This practice, combined with inadequate 

irrigation and extensive ground squirrel burrowing around root crowns, has contributed to a decline in 

overall tree condition within the survey area. Similar conditions were observed within the golf course, 

though generally to a lesser degree and without the same drought-related impacts. 

These observations were documented and analyzed to determine which trees may be suitable for 

retention as part of the proposed project.  In numerous cases across both the golf course and FDC 

properties, replacement with appropriately selected native and non-native species would better support 

the proposed development, reduce the potential risk of failure, and enhance long-term benefits to the 

surrounding environment and community. 

4.2 - Conclusion 

The field surveys associated with this report were performed November 12 through December 21, 2025.  

Trees were tagged with aluminum tags (if not previously done so), containing a unique number, and an 

assessment was conducted.  In all, 1,152 trees were assessed, comprised of 86 distinct species.  The four 

most prominent species surveyed were Brazilian pepper (S. terebinthifolia), Indian laurel fig (F. 

microcarpa), river she-oak (C. cunninghamiana), and lemon scented gum (C. citriodora) composing 26.4% 

of the total tree population.  The native species observed during the surveys include western sycamore 

(P. racemosa), Port Orford cedar (C. lawsoniana), coast redwood (S. sempervirens), coast live oak (Q. 

agrifolia), Gooding’s willow (S. gooddingii), Toyon (H. arbutifolia), and California fan (W. filifera) palm, 

totaling 27 trees and comprising 2.3% of the total species onsite.  In addition, as many as 15 trees (within 

the both sites) were planted in memory of individuals.  As many as 21 trees within the project boundary 

were dead.   

Due to advanced disease, increased risk of significant failure, and decline, 529 trees (45.9%) are poor 

candidates for preservation, necessitating their removal (dead trees not included in sum).  The 

remaining 623 trees are relatively healthy or potentially treatable and can be preserved as part of the 

proposed project. With a number of trees, a post-development assessment is necessary to determine 

the need for structural bracing and treatment for pests or other environmental factors. 

4.3 - Recommendations 

The recommendations provided below are meant to satisfy the applicable requirements of City and 

industry standards.  Tree replacement and mitigations stated herein are merely recommendations, and 

final ratios and requirements are always at the discretion and final approval of the City. 
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4.3.1 - Tree Removal and Replacement 

Recommended mitigation for special-status, native, and other living tree removal is replanting as directed 

by City Planning.  Given the scope and magnitude of the project, the City has preliminarily approved a 

modification of this requirement to a 2:1 ratio; this recommendation is at the discretion of City Economic 

and Development Director. It is highly recommended that tree replacement be conducted using 

boxed/containered trees from local, quality native and non-native nursery tree stock.  A greater 

proportion of native trees is recommended in the final mix, ones that will contribute to the nearby 

ecology, considering the proximity of Talbert Regional Park and Frank and Joan Randall Preserve.   Newly 

installed tree species must be in accordance with any City-approved species list.   Deviation from any of 

the aforementioned recommendations is at the discretion of the City’s Planning Director. 

4.3.2 - Trees Preserved 

Removal of living, native and non-native trees may result a biological impact. If it is decided to preserve 

any trees onsite, ongoing maintenance and monitoring are recommended; this is to ensure public safety 

and minimize liability due to potential tree failure. In addition, tree protection measures must be made 

to assure all trees preserved within the site (or adjacent to) will be adequately protected during 

construction activity (see Appendix B below).  Strategic pruning compliant with ISA ANSI A300 standards 

must be performed to subordinate non-primary, codominant stems, remove large limbs, or prune within 

the canopy.  Regular care and maintenance are recommended according to ISA standards.  

Tree preservation may include subject tree extraction, staging, and relocation to adjacent sites within 

the proposed development.  Subject trees must be carefully extracted and relocated to an approved 

staging area elsewhere within the property. Trees must be placed in appropriately sized, boxed 

containers to preserve root integrity and minimize transplant shock.  Relocation must also be performed 

by qualified personnel following recognized ISA Best Management Practices, including proper root 

pruning, secure anchoring, supplemental irrigation, and soil preparation. Following relocation, trees 

must be monitored, irrigated, maintained and inspected according to a program that includes corrective 

actions to promote establishment and long-term survival. 

It is also recommended that several trees onsite be evaluated, structurally braced, and treated, if 

preserved.  A more detailed evaluation of specific trees is warranted in the event of their retention 

going forward; this is especially important for the western sycamores and many of the larger and older 

trees within the property.  They may have the potential to recover if treated and adverse environmental 

conditions (i.e., inadequate irrigation, soil drainage, etc.) are addressed. 

4.3.3 - Post Development Survey and Tree Maintenance Plan 

The proposed project is anticipated to experience high levels of pedestrian activity. If trees are preserved 

on site, a post-development tree survey conducted by a qualified arborist is recommended within one 
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year of project completion. The purpose of the survey is to evaluate post-construction tree condition, 

identify any adverse or delayed effects associated with construction activities, and determine whether 

any trees exhibit decline or structural defects that could present an elevated risk of failure in areas of 

pedestrian use. Appropriate management or removal recommendations must be provided as necessary 

to address public safety and tree health concerns. 

4.3.4 - Migratory Bird Treaty Act 

Pursuant to the Migratory Bird Treaty Act (MBTA) and CDFW Code, removal of any trees, shrubs, or any 

other potential nesting habitat should be conducted outside the avian nesting season.  The nesting season 

generally extends from early February through August, but can vary slightly from year to year based upon 

seasonal weather conditions.  Preconstruction nesting surveys should be conducted by a qualified 

biologist when tree removal cannot be avoided during the breeding season. 
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SECTION 5: QUALIFICATIONS OF ARBORIST 

Mr. Wirtes is a Certified Arborist (CH-08084) with the International Society of Arboriculture (ISA) and is a 

Registered Consulting Arborist (#738) with the American Society of Consulting Arborists.  Originally ISA 

certified in November of 2005, Mr. Wirtes is also Tree Risk Assessment Qualification (TRAQ) certified, 

and has conducted numerous tree assessments for residential, industrial, and commercial properties 

involving oak and other tree species.  Most notably, Mr. Wirtes has assessed properties with as many as 

980 trees, and has created an oak regeneration, desert native plant and Joshua tree management plans.  

He regularly performs tree surveys within Riverside, San Bernardino, Orange as well as Los Angeles 

Counties.  Mr. Wirtes’ education includes a Bachelor of Science in Biology and a Master of Science in 

Environmental Science from California State University at Fullerton.

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APPENDIX B –TREE PROTECTION DURING CONSTRUCTION 

Construction activity near trees poses a great risk due to many factors.  It is very important to reduce 

disturbance impacts to existing trees during construction activity associated with a development project.  

Older trees are less tolerant to root crown disturbance, either from damaged roots or compacted soils.  

Damage to structural roots can greatly cause harm and structural instability to trees and cause them to 

fail. The main stresses and risks of construction include:  

• Soil compaction 
• Lack of water or changes in the site hydrology 
• Change of grade in the root zone 
• Physical damage to tree roots and stem structure 
• Dumping of potentially toxic construction wastes 
• Dust 
• Human error 
 

Given this, the following Best Management Practices (BMPs) are recommended to mitigate adverse 

effects stemming from construction and to preserve the health and vigor of the trees onsite. 

The successful implementation of a project requires effective communication regarding protective 

measures in place and a willingness by everyone involved to follow the guidelines presented.  Prior to 

groundbreaking activity, a pre-construction meeting should be held with the project arborist, supervisor, 

work crew, and other parties associated with the project that may be involved in the various stages of the 

project.  The guidelines and BMPs can be presented at this time and handouts given to the work crews. 

Tree Protection Zone (TPZ) 
A tree protection zone should be established and clearly marked for all trees. A TPZ is meant to protect 

the tree’s limbs, trunk and roots from construction damage by discouraging the storage of materials 

beneath the tree’s canopy, accidental releases of chemicals, and the accidental breakage or damage of 

tree structures.  The TPZ should extend one foot from the face of the trunk for each inch in trunk diameter 

(measured at a height of 4.5 feet), with a minimum of 2 feet.  The TPZ should be extended to 1.5 feet per 

inches DBH for sensitive or overmature trees. A tree’s Critical Root Zone (CRZ) includes the area in which 

the significant structural roots, critical to the tree’s structural integrity, are located.  To the extent feasible, 

it is advisable for the construction crew to refrain from working within the CRZ. 

In areas where feasible, the following measures are recommended to protect the trees. 

1. Protective fencing should be placed at the outer edge of the TPZ. 

2. Protective fencing must be erected so that it is visible and structurally sound enough to deter 

construction equipment, foot traffic, and the storing of equipment under tree canopies. 

3. Signs should be posted on the fencing around trees notifying contractors of the fines for dumping.  

Oil from construction equipment, cement, concrete washout, acid washes, paint, and solvents are 

toxic to tree roots.   
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4. If it is not feasible to operate outside of the TPZ and CRZ, an arborist or biological monitor should 

be consulted to assess the situation and explore methods that will result in minimal adverse 

impact to the nearby tree. 

5. If work must be performed within or near the TPZ, soil compaction must be mitigated by the 

addition of 4” of mulch or other similar material in the immediate vicinity of the work being 

performed. 

6. Construction creates large amounts of dust. Trees to be preserved will need to be kept clean.  

Dust reduces photosynthesis within the leaves of trees. During periods of extended drought, wind 

or grading, trunks, limbs and foliage should be sprayed with water to remove accumulated 

construction dust. Strict dust control measures must be implemented during construction to 

minimize this impact, and an occasional rinsing with a solution of water and insecticidal soap will 

help control pests. 

7. Many trees in the appendix are noted to have poor health or structural issues.  Strategic pruning 

may be required to limit hazardous conditions to the construction crew; this is at the discretion 

of the project arborist or supervisor. All pruning should be performed by an ISA Certified Arborist 

or ASCA Consulting Arborist. 

8. Supplemental irrigation is recommended if a tree appears stressed or under irrigated. Irrigation 

should be designed to wet the soil within the Tree Protection Zone to the depth of the root zone 

and to replace that water once it is depleted. Light, frequent irrigation should be avoided.
