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The central portion of the building consists of the milking parlor and features a corrugated
metal gable roof with exposed eaves and a stucco-clad exterior. Within both the east and west
facades, a corrugated metal barn door is present at the northern end and louvered metal shutters
are located directly below the roofline.

Site Temp-14 (8245-8295 Edison Avenue)

Site Temp-14 consists of two single-family residences, a milking parlor, ancillary
structures, and pole barns. Historic aerial photographs demonstrate that the 8245 Edison Avenue
single-family residence, the milking parlor, and six pole barns were constructed between 1968 and
1973. The 8295 Edison Avenue single-family residence and the remaining ancillary structures on
the property were constructed between 1980 and 1985 and therefore do not meet the minimum
threshold to be considered historic resources. Therefore, descriptions and evaluations of the 8245
Edison Avenue single-family residence and milking parlor are provided below.

Single-family residence (8245 Edison Avenue)

The 8245 Edison Avenue single-family residence was constructed between 1968 and 1973
in the Ranch architectural style (Plates 3.3—202 to 3.3-204). The principal mass of the building
features a rectangular-shaped footprint and faces Edison Avenue. An attached garage connects to
the southeast corner of the building and faces east. The building can be accessed via a concrete
driveway which leads from Edison Avenue to the attached garage.

The 8245 Edison Avenue single-family residence features a gable roof made of composite
shingles and a closed-eave overhang. A cross-gable within the western third of the north elevation
extends several feet beyond the principal mass of the building. Another cross-gable is located
within the eastern third of the south elevation. The entire building is clad in stucco that has been
painted light-yellow and light-blue horizontal with wood siding.

The primary (north) facade of the building includes the north fagades of the attached garage
and the principal mass of the building. The north facade of the attached garage is clad in horizontal
wood siding within the bottom one-third and stucco within the top two-thirds. A large single-
sliding, aluminum-framed window and a single-entry wood door are present on the north facade
of the attached garage. Decorative shutters are located on both sides of the window.

The primary entrance and the cross-gable end are featured on the north facade of the
principal mass of the building. The primary entrance is recessed underneath the eastern half of the
facade and can be accessed via concrete steps that connect to a concrete pathway lining the
building’s north elevation. To the east of the entrance, a single-sliding, aluminum-framed window
is present. To the west of the entrance, an aluminum-framed, fixed window mulled on both sides
to single-sliding windows is featured. Below the aluminum-framed windows, a stone planter lines
the bottom of the north facade. Within the western third of the north fagade, the cross-gable portion
of the building is clad with the horizontal wood siding within the bottom one-third of the fagade
and with stucco in the northern two-thirds of the facade. The northern-two thirds of the facade
also contain one aluminum-framed fixed window mulled on both sides to single-sliding windows.
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On opposite sides of the windows, decorative shutters are featured.

The east elevation of the building features the east fagades of the attached garage and the
principal mass of the building. The east facade of the garage contains three composite garage
doors outlined by blue trim. The east facade of the single-family residence contains one single-
entry door and two aluminum-framed, single-sliding windows. The west fagade of the building
features one aluminum-framed fixed window. Further, a portion of the southern half of the west
facade extends beyond the principal mass of the building several feet to form an individual gable
roof.

Milking parlor
The milking parlor was constructed between 1968 and 1973 in the Ranch architectural style

(Plates 3.3-205 to 3.3-207). The building’s rectangular-shaped footprint features three sections.
These sections include the front milk house, the milking parlor, and a holding area. The northern
portion of the building exhibits a Dutch gable roof made of composite shingles with a moderate,
closed-eave overhang. The milking parlor section, which consists of the central portion of the
building, and the holding area, which consists of the southern portion of the building, features a
corrugated metal roof made of different materials. The roof of the holding area is supported by
metal beams extending from the top of the building’s east and west facades.

The north elevation features the gable end and consists of the primary entrance to the front
milk house. The milk house is primarily clad in stucco with a stone veneer lining the bottommost
portion of the north facade. The north fagcade of the milking parlor contains a centrally located
three-leaf metal door with two aluminum-framed, single-sliding windows on both sides.

The west facade of the milking parlor features a stucco-clad exterior that extends the entire
length of the building. From the west elevation, the three sections of the milking parlor can be
observed. The west facade of the front milk house includes an aluminum-framed, single-sliding
window. Additionally, the northern one-third of the west facade of the central portion of the
building contains metal-louvered shutters. The east facade of the milking parlor mirrors the
building’s west facade. The east facade of the front milk house also contains two aluminum-
framed, single-sliding windows and one corrugated metal barn door.

Site Temp-15 (8335-8381 Edison Avenue)

Site Temp-15 consists of a single-family residence, a detached garage, and a dairy farm.
The dairy farm includes a milking parlor, ancillary structures, and several pole barns. The 8381
Edison Avenue single-family residence was constructed by 1935 within the northeast corner of
APN 0216-322-04. The milking parlor, two pole barns, and a detached garage were constructed
between 1959 and 1966. The milking parlor is located to the west of the residence and is also
situated within the northernmost portion of APN 0216-322-04. The current milking parlor
replaced an earlier milking parlor and corrals that were built on the property by the 1940s (Urbana
2024j).

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Single-family residence and detached garage (8381 Edison Avenue)

The single-family residence was constructed in the Craftsman Bungalow architectural style
by 1935 (Plates 3.3—208 to 3.3-210). The building faces Edison Avenue and can be accessed via
a semi-circular driveway. A detached garage was constructed between 1959 and 1966 directly
south the residence. Urbana (2024, 2025) determined that the single-family residence was eligible
under NRHP, CRHR, and City of Ontario Criterion C/3/d as it reflected a good example of the
Craftsman Bungalow style and period. Urbana (2024j:4) provided the following descriptions of
the single-family residence and its accompanying detached garage:

The Craftsman Bungalow style residence is located towards the northeast corner of
parcel 021632204. The dwelling is two-story and has an asymmetrical facade and
an irregular floorplan. The exterior is clad in clapboard siding painted brown with
dark brown trim on the windows and doors. The moderately pitched hipped roof is
topped with composition shingles and has a moderate eave overhang, boxed eaves,
and a dormer on the main (north) elevation. The fenestration visible from the public
right-of-way consists of wood-framed fixed and double-hung windows, along with
some vinyl sliding sash and single-hung windows. The main elevation features a
partial-width porch beneath a hipped roof extension, supported by tapered brick
columns, concrete steps, and a brick pony wall.

The dwelling retains key characteristics of the Craftsman Bungalow style,
including its use of natural materials such as wood clapboard siding and brick. The
dormer, exposed rafter tails, wood-cased windows, and decorative porch elements,
such as brick tapered columns and pony wall, further exemplify the style’s
emphasis on handcrafted architectural details and a connection to nature. Despite
the removal of some original windows and roofing, the dwelling maintains a strong
representation of the Craftsman Bungalow style through its massing, roof form, and
characteristic design features.

South of the dwelling is a detached three-car garage constructed ca. 1959. The
garage was designed in a similar fashion to the residence with wood-siding painted
brown, hip-and-gable roof with composition shingles, three wood paneled overhead
doors, and a small cupola on the top of the roof ridge.

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Milking parlor
The milking parlor was constructed between 1959 and 1966 in the Ranch architectural style

(Plates 3.3-211 to 3.3-213). The milking parlor is located in the north-central portion of the
property and can be accessed via a semi-circular driveway that connects to Edison Avenue. Urbana
(2024j, 2025) explained that the milking parlor did not reflect architectural distinction and did not
represent a notable example of the Ranch style; therefore, the building was not considered
individually eligible for the NRHP or CRHR. Description of the resource was provided by Urbana
(2024j:4):

West of the dwelling is the Ranch style milk parlor, which is divided into three
sections: the front milk house, the rear milking parlor separated by a breezeway,
and an open holding area. Constructed between 1959 and 1966, the milk house
incorporates some Ranch style elements such as a hip-and-gable roof, a moderate
eave overhang with boxed eaves, and a stucco facade with wood-siding below the
gable end. Its fenestration consists of metal multi-lite windows and vinyl windows.
The breezeway, located between the two sections on the north and south elevations,
is obscured from the public right of way. South of the milk house, the milking parlor
features a flat roof oriented along a north-south axis. Ventilation elements include
metal vertical louvered shutters set between concrete walls. Further south, the
holding area is open and enclosed behind concrete walls. Additional features
include industrial glass doors at the main entryway and a circular driveway in front
of the milk parlor.

3.3.3 Significance Evaluations

CEQA guidelines (Section 15064.5) address archaeological and historic resources, noting
that physical changes that would demolish or adversely alter those characteristics that convey the
historic significance of the resource and justify its listing on inventories of historic resources are
typically considered significant impacts. Because demolition of the buildings within the project
would require approval from the City of Ontario as part of the proposed project, CEQA eligibility
criteria were used to evaluate the historic buildings. Therefore, criteria for listing on the CRHR
and the City of Ontario Historic Landmark Designation were used to measure the potential
significance of the resources. All structures and buildings not meeting the threshold for evaluation
of 50 years or older were excluded from the significance evaluations.

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Integrity Evaluation

When evaluating a historic resource, integrity is the authenticity of the resource’s physical
identity clearly indicated by the retention of characteristics that existed during its period of
construction. It is important to note that integrity is not the same as condition. Integrity directly
relates to the presence or absence of historic materials and character-defining features, while
condition relates to the relative state of physical deterioration of the resource. In most instances,
integrity is more relevant to the significance of a resource than condition; however, if a resource
is in such poor condition that original materials and features may no longer be salvageable, then
the resource’s integrity may be adversely impacted. According to the New Model Colony Historic
Context statement, dairy properties that exhibit high integrity not only possess integrity as a whole
but also consist of individual elements possessing high integrity individually (Galvin & Associates
2004: 57-58). The seven aspects of integrity used in evaluating a historic resource are:

1. Location is the place where a resource was constructed or where an event occurred.

2. Design results from intentional decisions made during the conception and planning of
a resource. Design includes form, plan, space, structure, and style of a property.

3. Setting applies to a physical environment, the character of a resource’s location, and a
resource’s relationship to the surrounding area.

4. Materials comprise the physical elements combined or deposited in a particular
pattern or configuration to form a property.

5. Workmanship consists of the physical evidence of crafts employed by a particular
culture, people, or artisan, which includes traditional, vernacular, and high styles.

6. Feeling relies upon present physical features of a property to convey and evoke an
aesthetic or historic sense of past time and place.

7. Association directly links a property with a historic event, activity, or person of past
time and place, and requires the presence of physical features to convey the property’s
character.

In order to determine whether or not the buildings are eligible for listing, NRHP and CRHR
eligibility criteria were used. Furthermore, BFSA based the review upon the recommended criteria
listed in the National Register Bulletin: How to Apply the National Register Criteria for Evaluation
(Andrus and Shrimpton 2002). This review is based upon the evaluation of integrity of the
buildings followed by the assessment of distinctive characteristics.
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1.

Integrity of Location [refers to] the place where the historic property was constructed
or the place where the historic event occurred (Andrus and Shrimpton 2002). Integrity
of location was assessed by reviewing historical records and aerial photographs in order
to determine if the buildings had always existed at their present locations or if they had
been moved, rebuilt, or their footprints significantly altered.

Site Temp-1: Historical research revealed that Site Temp-1, the 7634 Eucalyptus
Avenue single-family residence, ancillary structure, and foundation remnants, were
constructed in their current locations by 1935. Therefore, Site Temp-1 retains
integrity of location.

Site Temp-2: The single-family residence and barn recorded as Site Temp-2 at
14330 Bon View Avenue were constructed in 1959 in their current locations.
Therefore, Site Temp-2 retains integrity of location.

Site Temp-3: The buildings and structures recorded as Site Temp-3 at 14366, 14316
and 14306 Bon View Avenue include two single-family residences, a
barn/outbuilding, a shed, and three ancillary structures. The 14316 Bon View
Avenue single-family residence was constructed in 1925 in its current location. The
shed was constructed around 1935, and the ancillary structure was constructed
between 1935 and 1946 in their original locations. The barn/outbuilding was also
constructed between 1946 and 1948 in its original location, and the 14306 single-
family residence was constructed around 1959 within its present location. Finally,
the two ancillary structures associated with the address 14366 Bon View Avenue
within the southern half of the property were constructed in their current locations
between 1968 and 1973. Therefore, Site Temp-3 retains integrity of location.

Site Temp-4: Site Temp-4 includes three single-family residences, two detached
garages, a dairy farm, and two standpipes associated with the addresses 14451,
14457, 14343, and 14353 Bon View Avenue. The 14353 Bon View Avenue single-
family residence was constructed in 1912 within its current location. By 1966, the
14353 Bon View Avenue detached garage was constructed in its current location.
Between 1966 and 1968 the 14343 Bon View Avenue single-family residence and
detached garage were constructed within their current locations. The 14451 Bon
View Avenue single-family residence and the 14457 Bon View Avenue dairy farm
were constructed in 1970 in their current locations. The dairy farm includes one
milking parlor, one carport, and one hay storage structure. Additionally, two
standpipes were constructed at an unknown date within its current location.
Therefore, Site Temp-4 retains integrity of location.
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Site Temp-5: Three single-family residences, two detached garages, and a dairy
farm associated with the addresses 14213, 14239, 14297, and 14283 Bon View
Avenue were recorded as Site Temp-5. The diary farm includes a milking parlor,
an ancillary structure, and a hay storage structure. The 14213 single-family
residence was constructed in 1912 in its current location. Around 1938, an ancillary
structure was constructed directly east in its current location. Between 1959 and
1966, the 14297 Bon View Avenue single-family residence and the 14283 Bon
View Avenue single-family residence and detached garage were constructed in
their present locations. Additionally, between 1959 and 1968, the 14213 Bon View
Avenue detached garage was constructed in its present location. The milking parlor
was constructed in 1961, and the hay storage structure was constructed between
1973 and 1977 in their current locations. Therefore, Site Temp-5 retains integrity
of location.

Site Temp-6: The buildings and structures at 14400 South Grove Avenue, including
a single-family residence and a dairy farm, were recorded as Site Temp-6. The
diary farm includes a milking parlor and an ancillary structure. The 14400 South
Grove Avenue single-family residence and milking parlor were constructed in 1972
in their current locations. Between 1968 and 1973, the ancillary structure was
constructed in its present location. Therefore, Site Temp-6 retains integrity of
location.

Site Temp-7: Site Temp-7 includes two single-family residences, one detached
garage, and one dairy farm associated with the addresses 14441 and 14474 South
Grove Avenue. The dairy farm consists of a milking parlor and an ancillary
structure. Between 1959 and 1966, the milking parlor and the 14474 South Grove
Avenue single-family residence and detached garage were constructed in their
present locations. Between 1966 and 1968, the 14441 South Grove Avenue single-
family residence and the ancillary structure were constructed in their current
locations. Therefore, Site Temp-7 retains integrity of location.

Site Temp-8: The buildings recorded as Site Temp-8 at 14361 South Grove Avenue,
including a single-family residence, detached garage, and dairy farm, were
constructed between 1968 and 1973 in their current locations. The dairy farm
consists of a milking parlor and two ancillary structures. Therefore, Site Temp-8
retains integrity of location.

Site Temp-9: Site Temp-9 consists of two single-family residences, two detached
garages, and one dairy farm associated with the addresses 14350 Walker Avenue
and 8485 Edison Avenue. The dairy farm includes one milking parlor, one ancillary
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structure, and foundation remnants. The 14350 Walker Avenue and the 8485
Edison Avenue single-family residences and detached garages were constructed
between 1959 and 1966 in their present locations. The milking parlor was also
constructed between 1959 and 1966 in its present location. Between 1966 and
1968, an ancillary structure was constructed within its current location. Therefore,
Site Temp-9 retains integrity of location.

Site Temp-10: Site Temp-10 consists of two single-family residences, two detached
garages, and one dairy farm associated with the addresses 7587-7697 Edison
Avenue. The dairy farm includes one milking parlor, one farm equipment storage
building, and a storage shed. The 7697 Edison Avenue single-family residence and
detached garage were constructed in 1915 in its current location. The farm
equipment storage building was constructed in 1950, and the milking parlor was
constructed in 1965, both within their current locations. The 7587 Edison Avenue
single-family residence and detached garage were constructed in 1965 in their
present locations. Lastly, the storage shed was constructed circa 1973 in its current
location. Therefore, Site Temp-10 retains integrity of location.

Site Temp-11: Site Temp-11 consists of two single-family residences, a detached
garage and storage building, and a dairy farm associated with the address 7721
Edison Avenue. The dairy farm includes a milking parlor and an ancillary building.
The milking parlor was constructed in 1925 in its present location. The 7721
Edison Avenue single-family residence was constructed in 1939 in its present
location. The detached garage and storage building was built in 1940 in its current
location. Additionally, the 7891 single-family residence was constructed in 1964,
and the ancillary building was constructed circa 1973 in their current locations. As
such, Site Temp-11 retains its integrity of location.

Site Temp-12: Site Temp-12 includes a single-family residence and milking parlor
associated with the address 8061 Edison Avenue. Both buildings were constructed
between 1966 and 1968. Therefore, Site Temp-12 retains integrity of location.

Site Temp-13: Site Temp-13 consists of two single-family residences, two detached
garages, and a dairy farm associated with the addresses 8185 Edison Avenue and
14117 South Grove Avenue. The dairy farm includes a milking parlor. The 8185
Edison Avenue single-family residence, detached garage, and milking parlor were
constructed between 1952 and 1959 in their current locations. The 14117 South
Grove Avenue single-family residence and detached garage were built by 1973 in
their current locations. Therefore, Site Temp-13 retains integrity of location.
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2.

Site Temp-14: Site Temp-14 includes a single-family residence and milking parlor
associated with the address 8245 Edison Avenue. Both buildings were constructed
between 1968 and 1973 in their present locations and therefore retain integrity of
location.

Site Temp-15: Site Temp-15 consists of a single-family residence, detached garage,
and a milking parlor. The property is associated with the address 8335-8381 Edison
Avenue. The 8381 Edison Avenue single-family residence was constructed by
1935. The milking parlor was constructed between 1959 and 1966. Both the
residence and milking parlor were built within their present locations. As such, Site
Temp-15 retains integrity of location.

Integrity of Design [refers to] the combination of elements that create the form, plan,
space, structure, and style of a property (Andrus and Shrimpton 2002). Integrity of
design was assessed by evaluating the spatial arrangement of the buildings and any
architectural features present.

Site Temp-1: Urbana (2024a) noted that the 7634 Eucalyptus Avenue property
generally retains integrity of design. The single-family residence at 7634
Eucalyptus Avenue was constructed by 1935 in the Ranch architectural style. The
San Bernardino County PIMS database indicates that in 1910, a structure was built
within APN 1053-581-03 that possibly reflects the initial construction date of the
7634 Eucalyptus Avenue single-family residence or the structure in the northeast
portion of the parcel. PIMS notes that the 1910 structure contains an effective year
of 1930, which represents the age of the structure based upon its current condition
taking into consideration major renovations that have taken place since the original
construction date. The ancillary structure was also constructed on the property by
1935. Research did not indicate any alterations to the footprint that affected the
spatial arrangement of the single-family residence or ancillary structure; however,
it is possible that trees and vegetation that surrounded the single-family residence
and ancillary structure have obstructed the ability to identify additions to these
structures. Additionally, the carport constructed between the building and the
ancillary structure is first clearly visible in 1998, highlighting that the carport was
likely built after the single-family residence and the ancillary structure. The
concrete foundation is associated with a structure that is visible on historic aerial
photographs between 1935 and 1948. The structure has since been removed,
leaving only the foundation remnants behind. As such, the concrete foundation no
longer retains integrity of design. Although the 7634 Eucalyptus Avenue single-
family residence and ancillary structure do not appear to have undergone major
modifications and maintain their integrity of design, the concrete foundation does
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not retain integrity of design. Nevertheless, overall Site Temp-1 generally retains
integrity of design.

Site Temp-2: Urbana (2024b) noted that the 14330 Bon View property generally
retains integrity of design. The 14330 Bon View Avenue single-family residence
and barn were constructed in 1959 by an unknown builder. The single-family
residence was constructed in the Ranch architectural style. Research did not
indicate any alterations to the footprint of the single-family residence that affected
the spatial arrangement of the building. However, a review of historic aerial
photographs did demonstrate that several changes occurred to the barn. Between
1973 and 1979, a premanufactured mobile home was added to the barn, and
between 1994 and 1998, pole barns were attached to the west facade of the barn.
Some of the pole barns were removed and replaced with a newer pole barn between
2011 and 2013. Additionally, between 2013 and 2017, all the pole barns added to
the barn in the 1990s were removed, leaving only the 2011 to 2013 pole barn.
Therefore, although the 14330 Bon View Avenue single-family residence retains
integrity of design, the barn does not retain integrity of design. As a result of the
modifications to the barn, Site Temp-2 collectively no longer retains integrity of
design.

Site  Temp-3: Site Temp-3 includes two single-family residences, a
barn/outbuilding, a shed, and three ancillary structures associated with the
addresses 14316, 14306, and 14366 Bon View Avenue. The 14316 Bon View
Avenue single-family residence was constructed in 1925 in the California
Bungalow style by an unknown builder. A shed was constructed directly west of
the 14316 Bon View Avenue single-family residence around 1935, and an ancillary
structure was constructed southwest of the shed between 1935 and 1946. Between
1946 and 1948, a barn/outbuilding was also constructed. Four additions to the barn
were constructed in the following decades, the first between 1948 and 1959, the
second between 1985 and 1989, the third between 1989 and 1994, and the fourth in
2019. Further, the 14306 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was
constructed circa 1959 in the Vernacular Ranch style. Finally, two ancillary
structures associated with the address 14366 Bon View Avenue were constructed
between 1968 and 1973 as utilitarian structures by an unknown builder.

Research did not indicate any alterations were made to the footprint and design of
the 14316 Bon View Avenue single-family residence, shed, and ancillary structure,
the 14306 Bon View Avenue single-family residence, or the 14366 Bon View
Avenue ancillary structures since their initial construction. Therefore, the 14316
Bon View Avenue single-family residence, shed, and ancillary structure, the 14306

Bon View Avenue single-family residence, and the 14366 Bon View Avenue
ancillary structures retain integrity of design. However, four sperate additions to
the 14316 Bon View Avenue barn/outbuilding have significantly altered the
building’s original footprint. Therefore, the barn does not retain integrity of design.
Urbana (2024c) concluded that the 14306-14316 Bon View property does not retain
integrity of design. Although the residence and ancillary structures have retained
their individual integrity, the changes to the barn/outbuilding and the
transformation of the property for commercial trucking services have resulted in an
overall loss of integrity of design. Therefore, Site Temp-3 collectively does not
retain integrity of design.

Site Temp-4: Site Temp-4 consists of three single-family residences, two detached
garages, a dairy farm, and two standpipes associated with the addresses 14451,
14457, 14343, and 14353 Bon View Avenue. The 14353 Bon View Avenue single-
family residence was constructed in 1912 in the Vernacular Bungalow style. An
associated detached garage was constructed by 1966. Between 1966 and 1968, the
14343 Bon View Avenue single-family residence and detached garage were built
in the Ranch style. Additionally, the 14451 Bon View Avenue single-family
residence and the 14457 Bon View Avenue dairy farm were constructed in 1970.
The dairy farm includes a milking parlor, a carport, and a hay storage structure.
The standpipes were constructed at an unknown date. The 14451 Bon View
Avenue single-family residence was constructed in the Ranch style.

Research does indicate that the 14353 Bon View Avenue single-family residence,
the 14343 Bon View Avenue single-family residence, the 14451 Bon View Avenue
single-family residence, the milking parlor, hay storage structure, standpipes, or the
14343 Bon View Avenue detached garage have undergone any changes that have
significantly modified the spatial arrangement of the buildings. However, historic
aerial photographs did demonstrate that an addition to the carport was constructed
between 1987 and 1994 that changed the structure’s original footprint.
Additionally, in 2020, a wooden overhang was added to the west facade of 14353
Bon View Avenue detached garage; however, this did not greatly alter the footprint
of the building. Therefore, while the carport no longer retains integrity of design,
the remaining buildings and structures do. As the main buildings associated with
the addresses 14451, 14457, 14343, and 14353 have not been significantly
modified, Site Temp-4 collectively retains integrity of design.

Site Temp-5: Site Temp-5 includes three single-family residences, two detached
garages, and a dairy farm associated with the addresses 14213, 14239, 14297, and
14283 Bon View Avenue. The 14213 Bon View Avenue single-family residence
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was constructed in 1912 in the Craftsman style.  Between 1959 and 1966, the
14297 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was built in the Minimal
Traditional style. During the same period, the 14283 Bon View Avenue single-
family residence and detached garage were also constructed in the Minimal
Traditional style. Additionally, between 1959 and 1968, the 14213 Bon View
Avenue detached garage was built. An addition to the 14213 Bon View Avenue
single-family residence was constructed between 1966 and 1968.

The dairy farm includes a milking parlor, an ancillary structure, and a hay storage
structure and is associated with the address 14239 Bon View Avenue. Around
1938, an ancillary structure was built directly east of the 14213 Bon View Avenue
single-family residence. The milking parlor was constructed in 1961. Between
1968 and 1973, an addition to the milking parlor was built. Further, between 1973
and 1977, a hay storage structure was added.

Research demonstrated that the 14213 Bon View Avenue single-family residence
and the milking parlor both underwent modifications that altered the spatial
arrangement of each building. The construction of the east addition to the 14213
Bon View Avenue single-family residence between 1966 and 1968 and the
construction of the south addition to the milking parlor between 1968 and 1973
expanded the footprints of both buildings. As such, the milking parlor and the
14213 Bon View Avenue single-family residence do not retain integrity of design.
The 14297 Bon View Avenue single-family residence, the 14283 Bon View
Avenue single-family residence and detached garage, and the ancillary structure
and hay storage structure associated with the 14239 Bon View Avenue dairy farm
all retain integrity of design. Nevertheless, due to the alterations to the milking
parlor and 14213 Bon View Avenue residence, Site Temp-5 collectively does not
retain integrity of design.

Site Temp-6: Site Temp-6 consists of the 14400 South Grove Avenue single-family
residence and dairy farm. The 14400 South Grove Avenue single-family residence
was constructed in 1972 in the Ranch architectural style. The dairy farm includes
a milking parlor and an ancillary structure. The milking parlor was constructed in
1972, and the ancillary structure was constructed between 1968 and 1973.
Research did not indicate any alterations to the spatial arrangement of the single-
family residence or the dairy farm structures. Therefore, Site Temp-6 collectively
retains integrity of design.

Site Temp-7: Urbana (2024f) noted that the 14474 South Grove Avenue property
generally retains integrity of design. Site Temp-7 includes two single-family
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residences, a detached garage, and a dairy farm. The dairy farm includes a milking
parlor and an ancillary structure. The 14474 South Grove Avenue single-family
residence and detached garage were constructed between 1959 and 1966 in the
Ranch architectural style. Between 1966 and 1968, the 14441 South Grove Avenue
single-family residence and an ancillary structure were built. Research did not
indicate any major modifications that affected the spatial arrangement of the single-
family residences, the detached garage, or the ancillary structure. Therefore, these
structures retain integrity of design.

The milking parlor was constructed between 1968 and 1973. At an unknown date,
a north addition was constructed on the westernmost portion of the milking parlor
that extended the facade several feet beyond the principal mass of the building.
This addition altered the original footprint of the building, slightly modifying the
milking parlor’s original design. Nevertheless, the milking parlor generally retains
integrity of design. Therefore, Site Temp-7 collectively retains integrity of design.

Site Temp-8: Urbana (2024c) Site Temp-8 includes a single-family residence, a
detached garage, and a dairy farm associated with the address 14361 South Grove
Avenue. The dairy farm includes a milking parlor and two ancillary structures.
The single-family residence, detached garage, milking parlor, and two ancillary
structures were constructed between 1968 and 1973. Between 2015 and 2016, a
northern addition to the milking parlor was constructed. Additionally, between
2021 and 2022, a portion of the milking parlor’s roof was removed. Nevertheless,
despite the north addition to the milking parlor, the building generally retains
integrity of design. Additional research does not suggest that any major alterations
to the single-family residence, detached garage, or two ancillary structures have
occurred. As such, the single-family residence, detached garage, and ancillary
structures retain integrity of design. Therefore, Site Temp-8 collectively retains
integrity of design.

Site Temp-9: Urbana (2024h) noted that the 14350 Walker Avenue and the 8485
Edison Avenue property generally retains integrity of design. Site Temp-9 includes
two single-family residences, two detached garages, and one dairy farm. The 14350
Walker Avenue and the 8485 Edison Avenue single-family residences and detached
garages were constructed between 1959 and 1966. Likewise, the milking parlor
was also constructed between 1959 and 1966. The ancillary structure was built
between 1966 and 1968. Research did not indicate that any major modifications
occurred to these buildings and structures since their original construction.
Therefore, Site Temp-9 retains integrity of design.
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Site Temp-10: Site Temp-10 consists of the 7587-7697 Edison Avenue single-
family residences, detached garages, and dairy farm. The 7697 Edison Avenue
single-family residence and garage were constructed in 1915, the farm equipment
storage building was constructed in 1950, and the dairy farm’s milking parlor and
the 7587 Edison Avenue single-family residence and garage were constructed in
1965. Additionally, one storage shed was constructed circa 1973.

A south, two-story addition was constructed on the 7697 Edison Avenue single-
family residence between 1975 and 1979. However, Urbana (2024i:4) noted that
the addition was compatible with the dwelling’s historic character and did not result
in the removal of character-defining features. Therefore, the 7697 Edison Avenue
residence retains integrity of design. Likewise, additional research did not indicate
that any major modifications occurred to the other buildings and structures within
the property since their original construction. Therefore, the 7587 Edison Avenue
residence, the detached garages, and the dairy farm buildings retain integrity of
design. Further, Site Temp-10 collectively retains integrity of design.

Site Temp-11: Site Temp-11 consists of the 7721-7891 Edison Avenue and 14203
Bon View Avenue single-family residences and dairy farm. Within the property,
the milking parlor was constructed in 1925, the 7721 Edison Avenue single-family
residence was constructed in 1939, the garage and storage building was constructed
in 1940, and the 7891 Edison Avenue single-family residence was constructed in
1964. Research did not indicate that any major modifications occurred to these
buildings since their original construction. Therefore, all these buildings and
structures retain integrity of design. Further, Site Temp-11 collectively retains
integrity of design.

Site Temp-12: Site Temp-12 consists of the 8061 Edison Avenue single-family
residence and dairy farm. The 8061 Edison Avenue single-family residence and
milking parlor were constructed between 1966 and 1968. Research did not indicate
that any major modifications occurred to these buildings since their original
construction. Therefore, the 8061 Edison Avenue single-family residence and
milking parlor individually retain integrity of design. Further, Site Temp-12
collectively retains integrity of design.

Site Temp-13: Site Temp-13 consists of the 8185 Edison Avenue and 14117 South
Grove Avenue single-family residences and dairy farm. Site Temp-13 includes the
8185 Edison Avenue single-family residence, detached garage, and milking parlor
constructed between 1952 and 1959. The property also includes the 14117 single-
family residence and detached garage built by 1973. Research did not indicate that
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3.

any major modifications occurred to these buildings since their original
construction. Therefore, the single-family residences, detached garages, and
milking parlor all individually retain integrity of design. Further, Site Temp-13
collectively retains integrity of design.

Site Temp-14: Site Temp-14 consists of the 8245-8295 Edison Avenue single-
family residence and dairy farm. The 8245 Edison Avenue single-family residence
and milking parlor were constructed between 1968 and 1973. The 8295 Edison
Avenue single-family residence was constructed later between 1980 and 1985.
Research did not indicate that any major modifications occurred to the 8245 Edison
Avenue residence or milking parlor since their original construction. Therefore,
the 8245 Edison Avenue single-family residence and milking parlor individually
retain integrity of design. Further, Site Temp-14 collectively retains integrity of
design.

Site Temp-15: Site Temp-15 consists of the 8335-8381 Edison Avenue single-
family residence, detached garage, and dairy farm. This includes 8381 Edison
Avenue single-family residence and detached garage constructed prior to 1935 and
the milking parlor constructed between 1959 and 1966. Research did not indicate
that any major modifications occurred to the buildings since their original
construction. Therefore, the single-family residence, detached garage, and milking
parlor retain integrity of design. Further, Site Temp-15 collectively retains integrity
of design.

Integrity of Setting [refers to] the physical environment of a historic property. Setting
includes elements such as topographic features, open space, viewshed, landscape,
vegetation, and artificial features (Andrus and Shrimpton 2002). Integrity of setting
was assessed by inspecting the elements of the property, which include topographic
features, open space, views, landscape, vegetation, man-made features, and
relationships between buildings and other features. The historic-era buildings and
structures located within the boundaries of the Eucalyptus Business Park Specific Plan
Project were constructed between as early as 1910 to 1975. During that time period,
the surrounding area consisted of agricultural properties similar to those found within
the subject property. Aerial photographs indicate that the surrounding parcels to the
north, east, and west have changed minimally, while parcels to the southeast have been
developed into industrial warehouses. However, as the neighboring parcels within the
viewshed of sites Temp-1 to Temp-15 are still recognizable as a rural farming
community, the sites retain much of the same open space, viewshed, landscape,
vegetation, or general built environment as when the buildings were constructed. As
such, sites Temp-1 to Temp-15 do retain integrity of setting.
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4.

Integrity of Materials [refers to] the physical elements that were combined or
deposited during a particular period of time and in a particular pattern or
configuration to form a historic property (Andrus and Shrimpton 2002). Integrity of
materials was assessed by determining the presence or absence of original building
materials, as well as the possible introduction of materials that may have altered the
architectural design of the buildings.

Site Temp-1: Urbana (2024a) noted that the property generally retains integrity of
materials. However, modifications to the single-family residence and the structure
associated with the concrete foundation have affected the integrity of these two
structures.  The single-family residence at 7634 Eucalyptus Avenue was
constructed by 1935 in an unknown architectural style. The San Bernardino County
PIMS database indicates that in 1910, a structure was built within APN 1053-581-
03 that possibly reflects the initial construction date of the 7634 Eucalyptus Avenue
single-family residence or the structure in the northeast portion of the parcel. PIMS
notes that the 1910 structure contains an effective year of 1930, which represents
the age of the structure based upon its current condition taking into consideration
major renovations that have taken place since the original construction date. The
ancillary structure and the concrete foundation associated with a former structure
were also constructed on the property by 1935. The vinyl windows currently
featured on the 7634 Eucalyptus Avenue single-family residence are likely not
original considering the early construction date of the building. Further, the carport
located between the single-family residence and ancillary structure is not clearly
visible on historic aerial photographs until 1998, suggesting that the structure was
constructed later than the single-family residence and ancillary structure. As a
result of the replacement of the original windows, the single-family residence no
longer retains integrity of materials. Additionally, the concrete foundation in the
northeast corner of the parcel is situated in the location of a former structure that
has been removed since its construction on the property by 1935. Therefore, the
concrete foundation no longer retains integrity of materials either. There is no
evidence that the ancillary structure has undergone any major modifications besides
repainting. As such, the ancillary structure retains integrity of materials.
Nevertheless, due to the alterations to the single-family residence, Site Temp-1
collectively no longer retains integrity of materials.

Site Temp-2: Urbana (2024b) noted that the property generally retains integrity of
materials. However, additions to the barn have affected the structure’s integrity of
materials. The 14330 Bon View Avenue single-family residence and barn were
originally constructed in 1959. The single-family residence was constructed in the
Ranch architectural style. Research did not indicate that any major modifications
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have occurred which introduced materials or altered the original architectural
design of the building. Therefore, the single-family residence retains integrity of
materials. However, additions to the barn, which include the addition of a
premanufactured mobile home in the 1970s and the addition pole barns to the east
facade in the 1990s and 2000s, have introduced new materials to the building and
have altered its original design. Therefore, although the single-family residence
does not appear to have experienced any major modifications, the barn no longer
retains integrity of materials. As a result, collectively Site Temp-2 does not retain
integrity of materials.

Site Temp-3: Site Temp-3 includes two single-family residences, a
barn/outbuilding, a shed, and three ancillary structures associated with the
addresses 14366, 14316 and 14306 Bon View Avenue.

The 14316 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was constructed in 1925 in
the California Bungalow style. Google Street View images demonstrate that the
majority of the windows of the building were replaced between 2014 and 2018.
Additionally, the description of the 14316 Bon View Avenue single-family
residence in the CHRID indicates that the roofing material has changed in the past
several decades. At the time of recordation in 2004, the roof of the 14316 Bon
View Avenue single-family residence was noted to have been made of rolled
roofing material; however, Google Street View images demonstrate that the roof
by this time was composed of composite shingles. Therefore, it is possible that
alterations have been made to the roof since the building’s original construction.
Nevertheless, the replacement of the original windows has resulted in the
introduction of new materials that have altered the original architectural design of
the building. Therefore, the 14316 Bon View Avenue single-family residence does
not retain integrity of materials.

The shed was constructed directly west of the 14316 Bon View Avenue single-
family residence around 1935, and the ancillary structure was constructed
southwest of the shed between 1935 and 1946. Research does not indicate that
either of these structures have undergone any major modifications since their
original construction. However, at present, the ancillary structure is in poor
condition, and portions of the ancillary structure’s eastern half have been removed
or have fallen off over time. As a result, the eastern half of the ancillary structure
demonstrates an absence of original materials. Therefore, while the shed retains
integrity of materials, the ancillary structure does not.
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The barn/outbuilding was originally constructed between 1946 to 1948. Four
additions to the barn have been built since the building’s initial construction, the
first between 1948 and 1959, the second between 1985 and 1989, the third between
1989 and 1994, and the fourth in 2019. These additions have significantly
expanded the original footprint of the building and have introduced new materials
that have altered the architectural design of the building. Therefore, the
barn/outbuilding no longer retains integrity of materials.

The 14306 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was constructed by 1959 in
the Vernacular Rach architectural style. Google Street View photographs
demonstrate that between 2014 and 2018, the majority of the building’s original
windows were replaced and false shutters decorating the sides of each window were
removed. Therefore, the 14306 Bon View Avenue single-family residence no
longer retains integrity of materials.

The two ancillary structures associated with the address 14366 Bon View Avenue
were constructed between 1968 and 1973 as utilitarian structures by an unknown
builder. Research did not indicate any major modifications to either ancillary
structure that resulted in the introduction of new materials.

The 14316 Bon View Avenue single-family residence, the 14306 Bon View
Avenue single-family residence, the three ancillary structures, and the
barn/outbuilding no longer retain integrity of materials. Although research does
not indicate that the shed has undergone any modifications that have removed
elements of the original design or have introduced new materials, given the changes
to all of the other buildings and structures, Site Temp-3 does not retain integrity of
materials. Urbana (2024c) likewise concluded that the 14306-14316 Bon View
property does not retain integrity of materials.

Site Temp-4: Site Temp-4 includes three single-family residences, two detached
garages, a dairy farm, and two standpipes. One single-family residence and
detached garage are associated with the address 14343 Bon View Avenue. The
other single-family residence and detached garage are associated with the address
14353 Bon View Avenue. The 14451 Bon View Avenue single-family residence
and 14457 Bon View Avenue dairy farm were constructed in 1970. The dairy farm
includes a milking parlor, a carport, and a hay storage structure. Additionally, two
standpipes constructed at an unknown date are also located within the property.

The 14353 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was constructed in 1912 in
the Vernacular Bungalow style. Since its construction, the 14353 Bon View
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Avenue single-family residence has experienced several major changes. The
CHRID indicates that at an unknown date, the original porch was removed, many
of the windows were replaced, and the wood exterior was replaced by a stucco
exterior. By 1966, the 14353 Bon View Avenue detached garage was built, and the
CHRID notes that the garage door has been replaced since its initial construction.
Additionally, in 2020, a wooden overhang was added to the north facade of the
detached garage.

The 14343 Bon View Avenue single-family residence and detached garage were
constructed between 1966 and 1968. The 14343 single-family residence was built
in the Ranch architectural style by an unknown builder. Research did not indicate
that the 14343 Bon View Avenue single-family residence or detached garage
underwent any major modifications since their construction in the 1960s.

The standpipes were constructed at an unknown date and are likely associated with
the agricultural development of the area prior to the 14343 and 14353 Bon View
Avenue property’s transition into a dairy farm operation. The standpipes, in
addition to the 14343 Bon View Avenue single-family residence and detached
garage, do not appear to have experienced major alterations that have affected the
presence of original construction materials.

The 14451 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was constructed in 1970 in
the Ranch architectural style by an unknown builder. Based upon the presence of
shake shingle roofing on the 14457 Bon View Avenue milking parlor, which shares
all other materials with the residence, it is likely that the roofing material on the
residence was changed to composite shingles sometime prior to 2007. Therefore,
the single-family residence does not retain integrity of materials.

Several modifications have occurred to the milking parlor associated with the
14457 Bon View Avenue dairy farm. The north, west, and south fagades of the
milking parlor include openings for windows that are currently boarded up,
suggesting that these elements have been removed or broken. It also appears that
rolling barn doors that were previously attached to the north and south facades have
been removed. Additionally, a portion of the south facade that extends several feet
beyond the principal mass of the building appears to be an addition. Although the
historic aerial photographs are not clear, it is possible that this addition was
constructed between 1980 and 1985. Considering these modifications, the milking
parlor no longer retains integrity of materials.
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The two ancillary structures associated with the dairy farm include a hay storage
structure and a carport. The hay storage structure does not appear to have
undergone any major modifications that have resulted in the removal of original
materials or the introduction of new materials. On the other hand, historic aerial
photographs demonstrate an eastern addition to the carport was constructed
between 1987 and 1994, which would have resulted in the introduction of new
materials. Therefore, while the hay storage structure retains integrity of materials,
the carport does not.

Overall, since the residences, milking parlor and carport have experienced
alterations that have resulted in the absence of original materials and the
introduction of new materials, property no longer retains integrity of materials.
Therefore, collectively, Site Temp-4 does not retain integrity of materials.

Site Temp-5: Site Temp-5 includes three single-family residences, two detached
garages, and a dairy farm associated with the addresses 14213, 14239, 14297, and
14283 Bon View Avenue. The 14213 Bon View Avenue single-family residence
was constructed in 1912 in the Craftsman style. An addition to the 14213 Bon View
Avenue single-family residence was constructed between 1966 and 1968. Research
indicates that many of the original windows of the single-family residence have
been replaced at an unknown date. Additionally, between 1959 and 1968, the
14213 Bon View Avenue detached garage was built. Between 1959 and 1966, the
14297 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was built in the Minimal
Traditional style. Research indicates that many of the original windows of the
14297 Bon View Avenue single-family residence have also been replaced at an
unknown date. Between 1959 and 1966, the 14283 Bon View Avenue single-
family residence and detached garage were constructed in the Minimal Traditional
style. There are no indications that major modifications have been made to the
14283 Bon View Avenue single-family residence or detached garage.

The dairy farm includes a milking parlor, an ancillary structure, and a hay storage
structure and is associated with the address 14239 Bon View Avenue. Around
1938, an ancillary structure was built directly east of the 14213 Bon View Avenue
single-family residence. In 1961, the milking parlor was built, and between 1968
and 1973, an addition to the milking parlor was constructed. Within the
westernmost portion of the north fagcade of the milking parlor, a square hole has
been cut into the fagade that is currently boarded up. Further, between 1973 and
1977, a hay storage structure was added.
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The 14213 Bon View Avenue detached garage, the 14283 Bon View Avenue
single-family residence and detached garage, the ancillary structure, and the hay
storage structure do not appear to have undergone any major modifications that
have resulted in the removal of original materials or the introduction of new
materials. However, the replacement of the windows in the 14213 and 14297 Bon
View Avenue single-family residences, in addition to the hole cut into the north
facade of the milking parlor, has diminished the integrity of these buildings and
they do not retain integrity of materials. Therefore, only the 14213 Bon View
Avenue detached garage, the 14283 Bon View Avenue single-family residence and
detached garage, the ancillary structure, and the hay storage structure retain
integrity of materials. As the majority of the buildings and structures within the
property retain integrity of materials, Site Temp-5 generally retains integrity of
materials.

Site Temp-6: Site Temp-6 consists of the 14400 South Grove Avenue single-family
residence and dairy farm. The 14400 South Grove Avenue single-family residence
was constructed in 1972 in the Ranch architectural style. Discoloration surrounding
the windows within the west facade of the single-family residence suggests that the
original windows were replaced at an unknown date.

The dairy farm includes a milking parlor and an ancillary structure. The milking
parlor was constructed in 1972, and the ancillary structure was constructed between
1968 and 1973. Between 2020 and 2021, a dairy silo was added alongside the south
facade of the milking parlor. Further research did not indicate any additional
modifications to the milking parlor or the ancillary structure. Therefore, the
milking parlor and ancillary structure retain integrity of materials. Although the
dairy barn buildings have remained relatively the same since their original
construction, the replacement of the windows on the 14400 South Grove Avenue
single-family residence has introduced new materials to the building that affect its
integrity. Therefore, the 14400 South Grove Avenue single-family residence does
not retain integrity of materials. As a result, Site Temp-6 collectively does not
retain integrity of materials.

Site Temp-7: Urbana (2024f) noted that the property generally retains integrity of
materials. Site Temp-7 includes two single-family residences, a detached garage,
and a dairy farm. The dairy farm includes a milking parlor and an ancillary
structure. The 14474 South Grove Avenue single-family residence and detached
garage were constructed between 1959 and 1966 in the Ranch architectural style.
At an unknown date, the original windows of the 14474 South Grove Avenue
single-family residence and detached garage were replaced with vinyl windows.
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Between 1966 and 1968, the 14441 South Grove Avenue single-family residence
was built in the Ranch style. Additionally, the ancillary structure was constructed
during the same period. Research did not indicate any alterations to the 14441
South Grove single-family residence.

The milking parlor was constructed between 1968 and 1973, and the ancillary
structure was constructed between 1966 and 1968. At an unknown date, a north
addition was constructed on the westernmost portion of the milking parlor that
extended the facade several feet beyond the principal mass of the building. Google
Street View images demonstrate that in 2022, the head jam to the primary entrance
was removed. Additionally, the central portion of the entryway and two windows,
each one on the opposite side of the primary entryway, were boarded up with

plywood.

The 14441 South Grove Avenue single-family residence and ancillary structure do
not appear to have undergone any major modifications that have diminished the
integrity of these structures. Therefore, the 14441 South Grove Avenue single-
family residence and ancillary structure retain integrity of materials. However, the
replacement of the original windows of the 14474 South Grove Avenue single-
family residence and detached garage and the alterations to the milking parlor have
resulted in the introduction of new materials since the original construction of the
buildings. Therefore, these buildings do not retain integrity of materials. As a
result of the alterations to the 14474 single-family residence, detached garage, and
milking parlor, Site Temp-7 collectively does not retain integrity of materials.

Site Temp-8: Urbana (2024g) noted that the property generally retains integrity of
materials. Site Temp-8 includes a single-family residence, a detached garage, and
a dairy farm associated with the address 14361 South Grove Avenue. The dairy
farm includes a milking parlor and two ancillary structures. The single-family
residence, detached garage, milking parlor, and two ancillary structures were
constructed between 1968 and 1973. The single-family residence and detached
garage were built in the Ranch architectural style.

Research did not indicate that any major modifications occurred to the single-
family residence, detached garage, or two ancillary structures. Therefore, the
single-family residence, detached garage, and ancillary structure retain integrity of
materials. However, between 2015 and 2016, a northern addition to the milking
parlor was constructed. Additionally, between 2021 and 2022, a portion of the
milking parlor’s roof was removed. The northern addition to the milking parlor
and the removal of a portion of the building’s roof resulted in the absence of original
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materials and the introduction of new materials. Therefore, the milking parlor does
not retain integrity of materials. Although the modifications to the milking parlor
have diminished the building’s individual integrity, as the majority of the buildings
and structures within the property maintain their integrity, collectively Site Temp-
8 retains integrity of materials.

Site Temp-9: Urbana (2024h) noted that the property generally retains integrity of
materials. Site Temp-9 includes two single-family residences, two detached
garages, and one dairy farm. The 14350 Walker Avenue and the 8485 Edison
Avenue single-family residences and detached garages were constructed between
1959 and 1966. Likewise, the milking parlor was also constructed between 1959
and 1966. The ancillary structure was built between 1966 and 1968.

Both the 14350 Walker Avenue and 8485 Edison Avenue single-family residences
were built in the Ranch architectural style. Google Street View images demonstrate
that between 2019 and 2021, many of the windows of the 8485 Edison Avenue
single-family residence were replaced. Besides one small window opening on the
14350 Walker Avenue detached garage that is currently boarded up, the 14350
Walker Avenue single-family residence and detached garage and the 8485 Edison
Avenue detached garage have not undergone any major modifications that have
affected their integrity of materials. Similarly, the milking parlor and the ancillary
structure do not appear to have experienced significant changes since their original
construction. Nevertheless, the replacement of the windows throughout the 8485
Edison Avenue single-family residence has introduced new materials to the
building. Therefore, the 8485 Edison Avenue single-family residence no longer
retains integrity of materials. The 14350 Walker Avenue single-family residence
and detached garage, the 8485 Edison Avenue detached garage, the milking parlor,
and the ancillary structure individually retain integrity. As only the 8485 Edison
Avenue residence features diminished integrity, collectively, Site Temp-9 generally
retains integrity of materials.

Site Temp-10: Site Temp-10 consists of the 7587-7697 Edison Avenue single-
family residences, detached garages, and dairy farm. The 7697 Edison Avenue
single-family residence and garage were constructed in 1915, and the farm
equipment storage building was constructed in 1950. The milking parlor and the
7587 Edison Avenue single-family residence and garage were constructed in 1965.
Urbana (20241) noted that a northern addition was constructed on the 7697 Edison
Avenue single-family residence. Additionally, several of the original windows
have been replaced by vinyl windows on the 7587 Edison Avenue building. This
has resulted in the removal of original materials and the introduction of new
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materials for both residences within the property. As a result, the 7697 and 7587
Edison Avenue residences no longer retain integrity of materials. Research did not
indicate any major modifications to the milking parlor, storage shed, or farm
equipment storage building that have resulted in the loss or addition of materials.
Therefore, the milking parlor, storage shed, and farm equipment storage building
retain integrity of materials. Nevertheless, due to the changes to the 7697 and 7587
Edison Avenue single-family residences, Site Temp-10 collectively does not retain
integrity of materials.

Site Temp-11: Site Temp-11 consists of the 7721-7891 Edison Avenue and 14203
Bon View Avenue property. This includes the milking parlor constructed in 1925,
the 7721 Edison Avenue single-family residence constructed in 1939, the garage
and storage building constructed in 1940, and the 7891 Edison Avenue single-
family residence constructed in 1964. Most of the original fenestration of the 7721
Edison Avenue single-family residence was replaced by vinyl windows at an
unknown date. This has resulted in the loss of original materials. As a result, the
7721 Edison Avenue single-family residence no longer retains integrity of
materials. However, no alterations were observed in the garage and storage
building, the milking parlor, or the 7891 Edison Avenue single-family residence.
Therefore, these buildings retain integrity of materials. As only the 7721 Edison
Avenue residence features diminished integrity, collectively, Site Temp-11
generally retains integrity of materials.

Site Temp-12: Site Temp-12 consists of the 8061 Edison Avenue single-family
residence and milking parlor constructed between 1966 and 1968. Research did
not indicate any major modifications to the single-family residence or milking
parlor. Therefore, the milking parlor and residence individually retain integrity of
materials. Likewise, Site Temp-12 collectively retains integrity of materials.

Site Temp-13: Site Temp-13 consists of the 8185 Edison Avenue single-family
residence, detached garage, and milking parlor constructed between 1952 and 1959.
The property also includes the 14117 single-family residence and detached garage
built by 1973. Research did not indicate any major modifications to the single-
family residence, detached garage, or milking parlor. Therefore, these buildings
retain integrity of materials. Likewise, Site Temp-13 collectively retains integrity
of materials.

Site Temp-14: Site Temp-14 consists of the 8245 Edison Avenue single-family
residence and milking parlor were constructed between 1968 and 1973. The 8295
Edison Avenue single-family residence was constructed later between 1980 and
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5.

1985. Research did not indicate any major modifications to the 8245 Edison
Avenue single-family residence or milking parlor. Therefore, these buildings retain
integrity of materials. Further, Site Temp-14 collectively retains integrity of
materials.

Site Temp-15: Site Temp-15 consists of the 8335-8381 Edison Avenue single-
family residence, detached garage, and dairy farm. This includes 8381 Edison
Avenue single-family residence constructed prior to 1935 and the milking parlor
and detached garage constructed between 1959 and 1966. Research did not indicate
that any major modifications occurred to the buildings since their original
construction. Therefore, these buildings retain integrity of materials. As such, Site
Temp-15 collectively retains integrity of materials.

Integrity of Workmanship [refers to] the physical evidence of the labor and skill of
a particular culture or people during any given period in history (Andrus and
Shrimpton 2002). Integrity of workmanship was assessed by evaluating the quality of
the architectural features present in the buildings.

Site Temp-1: Urbana (2024a) noted that the 7634 Eucalyptus Avenue property
generally retains integrity of workmanship. However, the original workmanship
demonstrated by the construction of the 7634 Eucalyptus Avenue single-family
residence and ancillary structure appears to have been average. Further, the
residence and ancillary structure do not possess any elements or details that would
make them representative of the labor or skill of a particular people or culture. As
for the concrete foundation, the demolition of the former structure where the
concrete foundation is located has removed any integrity of workmanship that the
structure may have possessed. Therefore, Site Temp-1 does not retain integrity of
workmanship.

Site Temp-2: Urbana (2024b) noted that the 14330 Bon View Avenue property
generally retains integrity of workmanship. However, the original workmanship
demonstrated by the construction of the 14330 Bon View Avenue single-family
residence and barn in 1959 appears to have been average. Further, the buildings do
not possess any elements or details that would make them representative of the
labor or skill of a particular people or culture. Therefore, the buildings at 14330
Bon View Avenue and Site Temp-2 do not retain integrity of workmanship.

Site Temp-3: The original workmanship demonstrated by the construction of the
two single-family residences, the shed, the three ancillary structures, and the
barn/outbuilding associated with the addresses 14316, 14366, and 14306 Bon View
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Avenue appears to have been average. The 14316 Bon View Avenue single-family
residence was constructed in 1925 in the California Bungalow style by an unknown
builder. The 14306 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was constructed
circa 1959 in the Vernacular Ranch style by an unknown builder. The
barn/outbuilding, shed, and ancillary structure are utilitarian building/structures
that were constructed in the 1930s and 1940s by an unknown builder. Two
additional ancillary structures associated with the address 14366 Bon View Avenue
were also constructed between 1968 and 1973. All seven buildings and structures
also lack elements and details that would make them representative of the labor or
skill of a particular culture or people. Therefore, Site Temp-3 does not retain
integrity of workmanship. Urbana (2024c) likewise concluded that the 14306-
14316 Bon View property does not retain integrity of workmanship.

Site Temp-4: The original workmanship demonstrated by the construction of the
14451, 14343, and 14353 Bon View Avenue single-family residences and detached
garages and the 14457 Bon View Avenue dairy farm appears to have been average.
The 14353 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was constructed in 1912 in
the Vernacular Bungalow style and the detached garage was constructed by 1966.
The 14343 Bon View Avenue single-family residence and detached garage were
constructed between 1966 and 1968, the former of which was built in the Ranch
architectural style. The 14451 Bon View Avenue single-family residence single-
family residence and 14457 Bon View Avenue dairy farm were constructed in 1970
by an unknown builder. Modifications to the milking parlor and carport that are
associated with the dairy farm have removed several features of the building and
structure’s original design. Additionally, all buildings and structures lack elements
and details that would make them representative of the labor or skill of a particular
culture or people. Therefore, Site Temp-4 does not retain integrity of workmanship.

Site Temp-5: The original workmanship demonstrated by the construction of the
buildings and structures associated with the addresses 14213, 14239, 14297, and
14283 Bon View Avenue appears to have been average. The 14213 Bon View
Avenue single-family residence was constructed in 1912 in the Craftsman style.
Additionally, between 1959 and 1968, the 14213 Bon View Avenue detached
garage was built. Between 1959 and 1966, the 14297 Bon View Avenue single-
family residence and the 14283 Bon View Avenue single-family residence and
detached garage were constructed in the Minimal Traditional style. The dairy farm,
which includes a milking parlor, an ancillary structure, and a hay storage structure,
is associated with the address 14239 Bon View Avenue. In 1961, the milking
parlor was built, and between 1973 and 1977, a hay storage structure was added.
All of these buildings and structures lack elements and details that would make
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them representative of the labor or skill of a particular culture or people. Therefore,
Site Temp-5 does not retain integrity of workmanship.

Site Temp-6: The original workmanship demonstrated by the construction of the
14400 Bon View Avenue single-family residence and dairy farm, which includes a
milking parlor and an ancillary structure, appears to have been average. The 14400
Bon View Avenue single-family residence was constructed in 1972 in the Ranch
architectural style. The milking parlor was constructed in 1972, and the ancillary
structure was built between 1968 and 1973. These buildings and the ancillary
structure lack elements and details that would make them representative of the labor
or skill of a particular culture or people. Therefore, Site Temp-6 does not retain
integrity of workmanship.

Site Temp-7: Urbana (2024f) noted that the 14471 South Grove Avenue property
generally retains integrity of workmanship. However, the original workmanship
demonstrated by the construction of the 14441 and 14474 South Grove Avenue
single-family residences, detached garage, and dairy farm appears to have been
average. The 14441 and 14471 South Grove Avenue single-family residences,
detached garage, and milking parlor were likely constructed by Schaafsma Bros.
general Contractors. The 14474 South Grove Avenue single-family residence and
detached garage were constructed between 1959 and 1966 in the Ranch
architectural style. The 14441 South Grove Avenue single-family residence was
constructed between 1966 and 1968 in the Ranch architectural style as well. The
milking parlor and ancillary structure associated with the dairy farm were
constructed between 1959 and 1966, and between 1966 to 1968, respectively.
These buildings and structures lack elements and details that would make them
representative of the labor or skill of a particular culture or people. Therefore, Site
Temp-7 does not retain integrity of workmanship.

Site Temp-8: Urbana (2024g) noted that the 14361 South Grove Avenue property
generally retains integrity of workmanship. However, the original workmanship
demonstrated by the construction of the 14361 South Grove Avenue single-family
residence, detached garage, and dairy farm appears to have been average. The dairy
farm includes a milking parlor and an ancillary structure constructed between 1968
and 1973. Likewise, the single-family residence and detached garage were also
built during this period in the Ranch architectural style. The single-family
residence, detached garage, and dairy parlor were likely constructed by Schaafsma
Bros. general Contractors. These buildings and ancillary structure lack elements
and details that would make them representative of the labor or skill of a particular
culture or people. Therefore, Site Temp-8 does not retain integrity of workmanship.
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Site Temp-9: Urbana (2024h) noted that the 8485 Edison Avenue property generally
retains integrity of workmanship.  However, the original workmanship
demonstrated by the construction of the 14350 Walker Avenue and 8485 Edison
Avenue single-family residence, detached garages, and dairy farm, the latter of
which includes a milking parlor and ancillary structure, appears to have been
average. Both the 14350 Walker Avenue and 8485 Edison Avenue residence were
constructed between 1959 and 1966 in the Ranch architectural style. Additionally,
the milking parlor was also constructed during the same period. The ancillary
structure was built between 1966 and 1968. These buildings and ancillary structure
lack elements and details that would make them representative of the labor or skill
of a particular culture or people. Therefore, Site Temp-9 does not retain integrity
of workmanship.

Site Temp-10: Site Temp-10 includes the 7587-7697 Edison Avenue property. The
7697 Edison Avenue single-family residence and garage were constructed in 1915,
and the farm equipment storage building was constructed in 1950. The milking
parlor and the 7587 Edison Avenue single-family residence and detached garage
were all constructed in 1965. Additionally, one storage shed was constructed circa
1973. Although an addition was constructed between 1975 and 1979 on the 7697
Edison Avenue single-family residence, Urbana (2025) indicated that the addition
did not dimmish the building’s historic character. Additionally, it was noted that
the 7587 Edison Avenue single-family residence is an excellent example of the
Ranch architectural style in the Ontario region (Urbana 2025). Therefore, these
buildings retain integrity of workmanship.  The original workmanship
demonstrated by the construction of the milking parlor, storage structure, and farm
equipment storage building appears to have been average and is not representative
of a particular culture or people. Therefore, these buildings and structures do not
retain integrity of workmanship.

Site Temp-11: The original workmanship demonstrated by the construction of the
milking parlor, single-family residences, and garage and storage building within
the 7721-7891 Edison Avenue and 14203 Bon View Avenue property appear to be
average. The milking parlor was constructed in 1925, the 7721 Edison Avenue
single-family residence was constructed in 1939, the garage and storage building
was constructed in 1940, and the 7891 Edison Avenue single-family residence was
constructed in 1964. These buildings are not representative of a particular culture
or people. Therefore, Site Temp-11 does not retain integrity of workmanship.

Site Temp-12: Site Temp-12 consists of the 8061 Edison Avenue single-family
residence and milking parlor constructed between 1966 and 1968. The original
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workmanship demonstrated by the construction of the buildings appears to have
been average and not representative of a particular culture or people. Therefore,
Site Temp-12 does not retain integrity of workmanship.

Site Temp-13: Site Temp-13 consists of the 8185 Edison Avenue single-family
residence, detached garage, and milking parlor constructed between 1952 and 1959.
The property also includes the 14117 South Grove Avenue single-family residence
and detached garage built by 1973. The 8185 Edison Avenue single-family
residence was constructed in the Ranch architectural style, and the 14117 South
Grove Avenue single-family residence was built in the Minimal Traditional
architectural style. Urbana (2025) indicated that the 8185 Edison Avenue single-
family residence is a distinctive example of the Ranch architectural style and
period. Likewise, the milking parlor within the property is considered a distinctive
style of the Streamline Modern style (Urbana 2025). Therefore, both buildings
retain integrity of workmanship. However, the original workmanship of the 14117
South Grove Avenue single-family residence and detached garage is not a
representative example of the Minimal Traditional architectural style or of a
particular culture or people. Therefore, the 14117 South Grove Avenue single-
family residence and detached garage do not retain integrity of workmanship.

Site Temp-14: The original workmanship demonstrated by the construction of the
8245-8295 Edison Avenue buildings appears to have been average. The 8185
Edison Avenue single-family residence and milking parlor were constructed
between 1968 and 1973. Neither building reflects a distinguished example of their
architectural style or a particular culture or people. Therefore, the 8185 Edison
Avenue single-family residence and milking parlor does not retain integrity of
workmanship.

Site Temp-15: Site Temp-15 consists of the 8335-8381 Edison Avenue property.
This includes the 8381 Edison Avenue single-family residence and detached garage
constructed prior to 1935 and the milking parlor constructed between 1959 and
1966. The 8351 Edison Avenue single-family residence was constructed in the
Craftsman Bungalow architectural style, and the milking parlor was constructed in
the Ranch architectural style. Urbana (2024)) determined that the 8381 Edison
Avenue single-family residence is a notable example of the Craftsman Bungalow
architectural style. As such, the 8381 Edison Avenue single-family residence
retains integrity of workmanship. In contrast, the original workmanship
demonstrated by the construction of the milking parlor appears to be average and
is not a distinctive example of the Ranch architectural style. Therefore, the milking
parlor does not retain integrity of workmanship.
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6. Integrity of Feeling [refers to] a property’s expression of the aesthetic or historic
sense of a particular period of time (Andrus and Shrimpton 2002). Integrity of feeling
was assessed by evaluating whether or not the resources’ features, in combination with
their setting, conveyed a historic sense of the property during the period of construction.

Site Temp-1: As noted previously, the integrity of setting for Site Temp-1 has been
reasonably consistent since 1935, the era of construction. Additionally, Urbana
(2024a) noted that the property generally retains integrity of feeling. However, a
review of historic aerial photographs and the photographic survey demonstrate that
the modifications made to the 7634 Eucalyptus Avenue single-family residence and
the addition of the 7556 Eucalyptus Avenue single-family residence in the late
1970s since the original construction of the 7634 Eucalyptus Avenue single-family
residence have negatively impacted the ability to convey the building’s historic
dates of construction. Therefore, Site Temp-1 does not retain integrity of feeling.

Site Temp-2: As noted above, the integrity of setting for the 14330 Bon View
Avenue single-family residence and barn have been consistent since their
construction in 1959. Additionally, Urbana (2024b) noted that the property
generally retains integrity of feeling. However, the addition of the premanufactured
mobile home to the barn has altered the building’s historic sense during its original
period of construction. Therefore, Site Temp-2 does not retain integrity of feeling.

Site Temp-3: The integrity of setting for the buildings and structures at 14316,
14366, and 14306 Bon View Avenue has been consistent since their construction.
The 14316 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was constructed in 1925. A
shed was constructed directly west of the 14316 Bon View Avenue single-family
residence around 1935, and an ancillary structure was constructed southwest of the
shed between 1935 and 1946. Between 1946 and 1948, a barn/outbuilding was also
constructed. Further, the 14306 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was
constructed circa 1959 in the Vernacular Ranch style. Between 1968 and 1973,
two ancillary structures associated with the address 14366 Bon View Avenue were
constructed within the southern half of Site Temp-3.

Since the construction of the 14316 Bon View Avenue single-family residence, the
majority of the surrounding parcels have transitioned from cultivated fields to dairy
farms. While this has not altered the rural character of Site Temp-3, the current use
of the 14316 and 14306 Bon View Avenue properties for container and semi-truck
storage has altered the historic sense of the property that was strongly rooted in an
agricultural character. Therefore, Site Temp-3 does not retain integrity of feeling.
Urbana (2024b) likewise concluded that the 14306-14316 Bon View property does
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not retain integrity of feeling.

Site Temp-4: The integrity of setting has remained consistent for the 14343 and
14353 Bon View Avenue single-family residences and detached garages, the 14451
Bon View Avenue single-family residence, and the 14457 Bon View dairy farm.
The 14353 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was constructed in 1912, and
the detached garage was constructed by 1966. The 14343 Bon View Avenue
single-family residence and detached garage were constructed between 1966 and
1968. Additionally, both the 14451 Bon View Avenue single-family residence and
14457 Bon View Avenue dairy farm were constructed in 1970. Although the
carport and milking parlor have been modified since their initial construction, the
entire 14457 Bon View Avenue property continues to operate as a dairy farm as
when the buildings and structures were first constructed.

Since the construction of the 14343 and 14353 Bon View Avenue single-family
residences and detached garages, the surrounding area transitioned from cultivated
fields to dairy farms in the late 1960s to the early 1970s. Nevertheless, the shift in
the type of agricultural activities since the construction of the buildings has not
altered the rural character or the historic sense of the 14343, 14353, 14451, and
14457 Bon View Avenue properties. Therefore, Site Temp-4 retains integrity of
feeling.

Site Temp-5: The integrity of setting for the buildings and structures recorded as
Site Temp-5 has been consistent. The 14213 Bon View Avenue single-family
residence, which was built in 1912, is the first Site Temp-5 building to be
constructed. The additional buildings and structures recorded as part of Site Temp-
5 continued to be constructed until the 1970s, highlighting the wide date range for
the site. During this period, the 14213, 14239, 14283, and 14297 Bon View Avenue
properties have transitioned from cultivated fields to dairy farms. At present, Site
Temp-5 and the surrounding area continue to be utilized for dairy operations.
Therefore, the rural character and the historic sense of the properties have remained
the same. Therefore, Site Temp-5 retains integrity of feeling.

Site Temp-6: The integrity of setting has remained consistent for Site Temp-9,
which includes the 14400 South Grove Avenue single-family residence and dairy
farm. The dairy farm consists of a milking parlor and an ancillary structure. The
14400 South Grove Avenue single-family residence was constructed in 1972 in the
Ranch architectural style. The milking parlor was constructed in 1972, and the
ancillary structure was built between 1968 and 1973. During this period, the
surrounding area primarily consisted of dairy farms and agricultural fields. At
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present, the majority of the surrounding area continues to be utilized for dairy
operations and agricultural purposes. Therefore, Site Temp-6 retains integrity of
feeling.

Site Temp-7: As noted above, the integrity of setting for Site Temp-7 has been
consistent. Site Temp-7 includes the 14441 South Grove Avenue single-family
residence and detached garage, the 14474 South Grove Avenue single-family
residence, and the dairy farm’s milking parlor and ancillary structure. The 14474
South Grove Avenue single-family residence, detached garage, and milking parlor
were constructed between 1959 and 1966. The 14441 South Grove Avenue single-
family residence and ancillary structure were constructed between 1966 and 1968.
During the period of their construction, the surrounding area consisted of cultivated
fields and dairy farms. To the south of the buildings and structures, a large
warehouse was constructed between 2022 and 2024, replacing a dairy farm.
Nevertheless, the majority of the surrounding area continues to be comprised of
dairy farms, and as such, the historic sense of the 14441 and 14474 South Grove
Avenue properties during the era of their constructions remains. Therefore, Site
Temp-7 retains integrity of feeling. Urbana (2024f) likewise concluded that the
14474 South Grove Avenue property retains integrity of feeling.

Site Temp-8: As noted previously, the integrity of setting for the 14361 South Grove
Avenue buildings and ancillary structure has remained consistent since the initial
construction of the buildings. The 14361 South Grove Avenue single-family
residence, detached garage, milking parlor, and two pole barns were constructed
between 1968 and 1973. During the period of their construction, the surrounding
area consisted of cultivated fields and dairy farms. To the south of the 14361 South
Grove Avenue property, large warehouses were constructed between 2022 and
2024 that replaced neighboring dairy farms. Nevertheless, most of the surrounding
area continues to be comprised of dairy farms, and as such, the historic sense of the
Site Temp-8 buildings and structures from when they were built remains intact.
Therefore, Site Temp-8 retains integrity of feeling. Urbana (2024g) also
determined that the 14361 South Grove Avenue property retains integrity of
feeling.

Site Temp-9: The setting has remained consistent for Site Temp-9, which consists
of the 14350 Walker Avenue single-family residence and garage, the 8485 Edison
Avenue single-family residence and garage, and a dairy farm. The single-family
residences and detached garages were constructed between 1959 and 1966 in the
Ranch style. The dairy farm includes a milking parlor and two ancillary structures.
The milking parlor was constructed between 1959 and 1966, and the ancillary
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structure was constructed between 1966 and 1968. During the period of their
construction, the surrounding area consisted of cultivated fields and dairy farms.
To the south of the Site Temp-9, large warehouses were constructed between 2022
and 2024 that replaced neighboring dairy farms. Nevertheless, most of the
surrounding area continues to be comprised of dairy farms, and as such, the historic
sense of the Site Temp-9 buildings and structures from when they were built
remains intact. Therefore, Site Temp-9 retains integrity of feeling. Urbana (2024h)
determined that the property maintains integrity of feeling as well.

Site Temp-10: As noted above, the setting has remained consistent for Site Temp-
10, which consists of the 7587-7697 Edison Avenue single-family residences,
detached garages, and dairy farm. The 7697 Edison Avenue single-family
residence and garage were constructed in 1915, the farm equipment storage
building was constructed in 1950, and the dairy farm’s milking parlor and the 7587
single-family residence were constructed in 1965. Additionally, one storage shed
was constructed circa 1973. Therefore, the property was developed between 1915
and the 1970s. Since the construction of the buildings and structures at 7587-7697
Edison Avenue, the neighboring properties have remained rural and primarily
consist of dairy farms. Likewise, the entire 7587-7697 Edison Avenue property
continues to be utilized as a dairy. Therefore, Site Temp-10 retains integrity of
feeling.

Site Temp-11: The setting of the 7721-7891 Edison Avenue and 14203 Bon View
Avenue property has remained consistent since its development. Within the
property, the milking parlor was constructed in 1925, the 7721 Edison Avenue
single-family residence was constructed in 1939, the garage and storage building
was constructed in 1940, and the 7891 Edison Avenue single-family residence was
constructed in 1964. During the twentieth century, the region surrounding the 7721
Edison Avenue property was developed for agricultural use and reflects a rural
character. The 7721 Edison Avenue dairy farm and the surrounding properties
continue to be used for agricultural purposes and embody the character of when the
property was developed. Therefore, Site Temp-11 retains integrity of feeling.

Site Temp-12: The setting of the 8061 Edison Avenue property has continued to
reflect an agricultural character since the property’s development. The 8061 Edison
Avenue single-family residence and milking parlor were constructed between 1966
and 1968. Since the construction of the milking parlor, the property has
consistently been utilized as a dairy farm and retains the characteristic pole barns
and ancillary structures associated with dairy farms of the period. Therefore, Site
Temp-12 retains integrity of feeling.
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Site Temp-13: The 8185 Edison Avenue and 14117 South Grove Avenue property
retains the agricultural setting that backdropped the property’s development. Site
Temp-13 consists of the 8185 Edison Avenue single-family residence, detached
garage, and milking parlor constructed between 1952 and 1959. The property also
includes the 14117 single-family residence and detached garage built by 1973. The
property has continued to operate as a dairy since the property’s development and
therefore maintains its original character. Therefore, Site Temp-13 retains integrity
of feeling.

Site Temp-14: As noted above, the setting has remained consistent for the 8245-
8295 Edison Avenue property. The 8185 Edison Avenue single-family residence
and milking parlor were constructed between 1968 and 1973. The 8295 Edison
Avenue single-family residence was constructed later between 1980 and 1985. The
property continues to be utilized as a dairy, reflecting the historic sense of the period
in which the residences and dairy farm were built. Therefore, Site Temp-14 retains
integrity of feeling.

Site Temp-15: The setting has remained consistent for Site Temp-15, which consists
of the 8335-8381 Edison Avenue property. This includes the 8381 Edison Avenue
single-family residence and detached garage constructed prior to 1935 and the
milking parlor constructed between 1959 and 1966. During the two periods of the
site’s development, the 8335-8381 Edison Avenue property has retained its rural
character. During the 1960s the property transitioned into a dairy farm and has
since maintained the characteristic elements of the dairy industry in Ontario.
Therefore, Site Temp-15 retains integrity of feeling.

7. Integrity of Association [refers to] the direct link between an important historic event
or person and a historic property (Andrus and Shrimpton 2002). Integrity of
association was assessed by evaluating the resources’ data or information and their
ability to answer any research questions relevant to the history of the Ontario area or
the state of California. Historical research indicates that none of the buildings are
associated with any significant persons or events. As such, none of the individuals who
owned or lived in the buildings were found to be significant and no known important
events occurred on the property. Therefore, the buildings and structures associated
with Temp-1 to Temp-15 have never possessed integrity of association.

NRHP/CRHR Evaluation

e NRHP Criterion A/CRHR Criterion 1:
NRHP: It is associated with events that have made a significant contribution to the
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broad patterns of our history.

CRHR: It is associated with events that have made a significant contribution to the
broad patterns of California’s history and cultural heritage.

It was discovered through historical research that no significant events could be
associated with the buildings and structures associated with Site Temp-1 to Site Temp-
15. The dairies within sites Temp-4 to Temp-10 and Temp-12 to Temp-15 were
developed during the “Postwar, Large Capacity Dairies” context period of 1945 to
1980. Additionally, the dairy farm within Site Temp-11 was initially developed during
the “Depression-Era and Wartime Dairies” context period of 1900-1929. Although the
extant dairy properties at sites Temp-4 to Temp-10 and Temp-12 to Temp-15 were
developed during the “Postwar, Large Capacity Dairies” context period of 1945 to
1980, only the 7587-7697 Edison Avenue dairy farm (Temp-10) was evaluated as
significant under the theme by Urbana (2025) during the Ontario Ranch Historic
Context Statement and Resource Survey. Therefore, only the 7587-7697 Edison
Avenue property is eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion A or CRHR
Criterion 1.

NRHP Criterion B/CRHR Criterion 2:
NRHP: It is associated with the lives of persons significant in our past.

CRHR: It is associated with the lives of persons important in our past.

Historical research revealed that the buildings and structures associated with sites
Temp-1 to Temp-15 are not associated with any persons important in our past.
Although Sites Temp- 5 and Temp-6 are tied to the Borba family, the sites are one of
many similar dairy properties they ran as part of the L&M Dairy and there is no record
of the Borba family living on either property. Therefore, the buildings are not eligible
for designation under NRHP Criterion B or CRHR Criterion 2.

NRHP Criterion C/CRHR Criterion 3:

NRHP: It embodies the distinctive characteristics of a type, period, or method of
construction, or that represent the work of a master, or that possess high artistic values,
or that represent a significant and distinguishable entity whose components may lack
individual distinction.

CRHR: It embodies the distinctive characteristics of a type, period, region, or method
of construction; represents the work of an important creative individual; or possesses
high artistic values.
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o Site Temp-1

7634 Eucalyptus Avenue: The 7634 Eucalyptus Avenue single-family
residence was originally constructed by 1935 in the Ranch architectural
style. The Ranch style was most popular between 1935 and 1975:

The Ranch style originated in southern California in the
mid-1930s, after a few earlier precursors ... During the
decades of the 1950s and 1960s it became by far the most
popular house style built throughout the country. Often
located in large subdivisions, post-World War 1l Ranch-
house suburbs form a dominant part of many American
cities — particularly those that grew in the postwar Sunbelt
Boom of the 1950s and 1960s, such as Dallas, Houston,
Phoenix, Los Angeles, and Atlanta. (McAlester 2015)

Identifying features of the Ranch style, as provided by McAlester
(2015:597) include:

Broad one-story shape; usually built low to ground; low-
pitched roof without dormers; commonly with moderate-
to-wide roof overhang; front entry usually located off-
center and sheltered under main roof of house; garage
typically attached to main facade (faces front, side, or
rear); large picture window generally present;
asymmetrical fagade.

The 7634 Eucalyptus Avenue single-family residence possesses five of
the seven features listed above: broad-one story shape; no dormers;
moderate roof overhang; front entry usually located off-center and
sheltered under main roof of house; and asymmetrical facade.

Although the 7634 Eucalyptus Avenue single-family residence features
most of the defining characteristics of Ranch architecture, the building
was possibly constructed outside the 1935 to 1975 period of significance
for Ranch-style buildings and does not retain integrity of design,
materials, workmanship, or feeling and is not considered a representative
example of Ranch architecture.
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As the Ranch architectural style was popular across the United States and
the buildings were not built using any unique construction techniques, the
7634 Eucalyptus Avenue single-family residence is also not
representative of a region (southern California) or method of construction
and is not known to have been designed or built by an important creative
individual. Therefore, the 7634 Eucalyptus Avenue residence is not
eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.

o Site Temp-2

14330 Bon View Avenue: The 14330 Bon View Avenue residence was
constructed in 1959 in the Ranch style, circa the 1935 to 1975 period
during which the Ranch style was most popular.

The 14330 Bon View Avenue residence possesses all seven features listed
above: broad-one story shape; no dormers; moderate roof overhang;
garage attached to main facade; front entry usually located off-center and
sheltered under main roof of house; large picture window present; and
asymmetrical fagade.

Although the 14430 Bon View Avenue single-family residence features
all of the defining characteristics of Ranch architecture and was built
within the 1935 to 1975 period of significance for Ranch-style buildings,
the building does not retain integrity of design, materials, workmanship,
or feeling and is not considered a representative example of Ranch
architecture.

As the Ranch architectural style was popular across the United States and
the buildings were not built using any unique construction techniques, the
14330 Bon View Avenue single-family residence is also not
representative of a region (southern California) or method of construction
and is not known to have been designed or built by an important creative
individual. Therefore, the 14330 Bon View Avenue residence is not
eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.

o Site Temp-3

14306 Bon View Avenue: The 14306 Bon View Avenue residence was
constructed circa 1959 in the Vernacular Ranch style. The 14306 Bon
View Avenue residence possesses all seven features listed above: broad-
one story shape; no dormers; moderate roof overhang; garage attached to
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main facade; front entry usually located off-center and sheltered under
main roof of house; large picture window present; and asymmetrical
facade.

Although the 14306 Bon View Avenue single-family residence features
all of the defining characteristics of Ranch architecture and was built
within the 1935 to 1975 period of significance for Ranch-style buildings,
the building does not retain integrity of design, materials, workmanship,
or feeling and is not considered a representative example of Ranch
architecture.

As the Ranch architectural style was popular across the United States and
the buildings were not constructed using any unique construction
techniques, the 14306 Bon View Avenue single-family residence is also
not representative of a region (southern California) or method of
construction and is not known to have been designed or built by an
important creative individual. Therefore, the 14306 Bon View Avenue
residence is not eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion C or
CRHR Criterion 3.

14316 Bon View Avenue: The 14316 Bon View Avenue single-family
residence was constructed in 1925 in the California Bungalow

architectural style. The period of significance for the Bungalow type was
from 1900 to 1940:

The bungalow started in California in the early 1910s,
primarily as an outgrowth of Craftsman style. Bungalows are
informal, simple houses, designed to address the need for
more affordable housing. Bungalow floor plans are informal,
with open spaces. Although there are , two story bungalows,
most bungalows were typically one story. The bungalow
became the first style of home to be built on a mass scale by
contractor-builders. Tracts of these custom homes were built
on a speculative basis by developers, thus setting the
foundation for tract home development that occurred after
World War II. As a result, the Bungalow is the most common
historic home type in Ontario, such as the Craftsman
Bungalow pictured above. (Ontario Development Code
2012a:34)
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The 14316 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was specifically
constructed in the California Bungalow style which was most prominent
between 1920 and 1940:

As a mix of the Craftsman and Mediterranean Bungalows,
these homes were built in the early to mid 1920s as the
popularity of the Craftsman style was dying and the Period
Revival styles was rising. (Ontario Development Code
2012a:35)

Characteristics of the Bungalow type include an open floor plan, large
front porches, a front stoop, low pitched roofs, single or double-hung
windows, large front windows, and large and decorative front doors
(Ontario Development Code 2012a). The 14316 Bon View Avenue
single-family residence possess three of the seven characteristics listed
above: open floor plan; large front porch; and single-hung windows.

Although the 14316 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was built
within the 1920 to 1940 period of significance for California Bungalow-
style buildings, the single-family residence does not retain integrity of
design, materials, workmanship, or feeling and does not possess all of the
characteristics of the Bungalow type. Therefore, the 14316 Bon View
Avenue residence is not eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion C
or CRHR Criterion 3.

o Site Temp-4

= [4353 Bon View Avenue: The 14353 Bon View Avenue single-family
residence was constructed in 1912 in the Vernacular Bungalow
architectural style. The period of significance for the Bungalow type
was from 1900 to 1940. The 14353 Bon View Avenue single-family
residence was specifically constructed in the Vernacular Bungalow style
which was most prominent between 1900 and 1940 and which is noted
to be “absent of architectural details that would characterize it in any
particular style” (Ontario Development Code 2012a:35). This is
emphasized in the 14353 Bon View Avenue single-family residence,
which does not possess any of the defining features of a Bungalow type.

Although the 14353 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was built
within the 1900 to 1940 period of significance for Vernacular Bungalow-
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style buildings, the single-family residence does not retain integrity of
design, materials, or workmanship and does not possess any of the
characteristics of the Bungalow type. Therefore, the 14353 Bon View
Avenue residence is not eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion C
or CRHR Criterion 3.

14343 Bon View Avenue: The 14343 Bon View Avenue residence was
constructed between 1966 and 1968 in the Ranch style. The 14343 Bon
View Avenue residence possesses four of the seven features listed above:
broad-one story shape; no dormers; moderate roof overhang; and large
picture window present.

Although the 14343 Bon View Avenue single-family residence was built
within the 1935 to 1975 period of significance for Ranch-style buildings,
the building only possesses four of the seven character defining features
of the style and does not retain integrity of design, materials, or
workmanship. Therefore, it is not considered a representative example of
Ranch architecture.

As the Ranch architectural style was popular across the United States and
the buildings were not constructed using any unique construction
techniques, the 14343 Bon View Avenue single-family residence is also
not representative of a region (southern California) or method of
construction and is not known to have been designed or built by an
important creative individual. Therefore, the 14343 Bon View Avenue
residence is not eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion C or
CRHR Criterion 3.

14451 Bon View Avenue: The 14451 Bon View Avenue residence was
constructed in 1970 in the Ranch style. The 14451 Bon View Avenue
residence possesses seven of the seven features listed above: broad-one
story shape; no dormers; moderate roof overhang; garage attached to main
facade; front entry usually located off-center and sheltered under main
roof of house; large picture window present; and asymmetrical fagade.

Although the 14451 Bon View Avenue single-family residence features
all of the defining characteristics of Ranch architecture and was built
within the 1935 to 1975 period of significance for Ranch-style buildings,
the building does not retain integrity of design, materials, or workmanship
and is not considered a representative example of Ranch architecture.
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As the Ranch architectural style was popular across the United States and
the buildings were not constructed using any unique construction
techniques, the 14451 Bon View Avenue single-family residence is also
not representative of a region (southern California) or method of
construction and is not known to have been designed or built by an
important creative individual. Therefore, the 14451 Bon View Avenue
residence is not eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion C or
CRHR Criterion 3.

14457 Bon View Avenue: The 14457 Bon View Avenue dairy farm was
constructed in 1970 and consists of a milking barn, carport, and hay
stroage structure. The milking barn was constructed in the “herringbone”
style during the Postwar, Large-Capacity Dairies, 1945-1980 period.
According to the Ontario Ranch Historic Context Statement and Resource
Survey (Urbana 2025:114-116):

The 1945-1980 period is characterized by scientific, large-
capacity dairy operations with mechanized production
facilities. Many of these properties were established within
the boundaries of the San Bernardino County Agricultural
Preserve in what would become the New Model Colony /
Ontario Ranch. A scientific large-capacity dairy operation
includes:

* One or more residences, either an earlier house built in the
Craftsman Bungalow or Minimal Traditional style before the
property evolved into the scientific large capacity
operations, or a newer Ranch style house with an attached
garage, or both. In some instances, only a Ranch style home
exists if the property was originally built as a scientific large
capacity operation; and

» Milk Parlor Building in the late Art Deco, late Streamline
Moderne, or Ranch style with a Herringbone floorplan, with
a circular drive in the front; and

* Ancillary structures like silos, stalls, pole structures,
detached garages, wooden barn typically retained from
earlier period construction, holding areas, feeding gates,
water features such as troughs, water holding tanks, bulk
tanks for milk storage, and cooling tanks.
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Scientific large-capacity dairies typically featured more than
one residence positioned on either side of the Milk Parlor.
The larger primary dwelling housed the farm owner /
proprietor and was typically built in the Ranch style. The
secondary dwelling may be the original home built from the
early part of the century before the operation expanded in
scale and productivity, or it may be another Ranch style
home built in the 1945 to 1980 period. The secondary
dwelling typically housed hired workers or family members
who also worked on the farm.

Residences from the 1945-1980 period featured one- or two-
car garages, either connected to the home, or detached, and
in some instances, a covered breezeway provided shelter
between the house and the garage.

Introduced in prior decades but popularized in the 1940s and
1950s, a key component of the scientific, large-capacity
dairy is the Milk Parlor building with a Herringbone style
floorplan. Wooden Barns and older Flat style Milk Parlors
were no longer built in the 1945-1980 period. The
Herringbone style ensured more efficient milking operations
with automated equipment including machines that
expressed milk from the cows with sensors to stop milking
when flow slowed. Late Art Deco and Streamline Moderne
styles were applied to the front portion of Milk Parlor
buildings, with glass block windows replacing steel sash
casement units that characterize the 1930-1945 period Milk
Parlors. The Ranch style was also applied to Milk Parlor
buildings, with few examples identified from the 1950s and
more built from the 1960s forward. Windows at the Ranch
style Milk Parlors were typically metal casement, jalousie
type, or wood sash units in a multi-lite divide pattern, either
squares or diamond shape.

As dairying in Ontario became more industrialized, milk
trucks were replaced by large semi-trucks, which continued
to utilize a circular driveway in front of the Milk Parlor. In
some instances, the circular drive was enlarged to
accommodate semi-trucks.

Additionally, dairy association signs were displayed in front
of the Milk Parlor, either mounted to the front facade or on
a freestanding structure. Signage was key branding
opportunity that helped to communicate identity and trust to
further the dairy’s reputation in the growing industry.

To facilitate larger operations, additional ancillary buildings
and structures such as barns, silos, and pole structures
increased in the 1945-1980 period. Typically sited behind
the Milk Parlor and residences, operation and storage
structures such as pole structures, silos, bins, and stalls, were
arranged in a geometrically spaced layout, aligned either
perpendicular or parallel to the Milk Parlor.

The 14457 Bon View Avenue dairy farm reflects several of the
characteristics of the Postwar, Large-Capacity Dairies, 1945-1980 theme:
the milking parlor and two of the three associated residences were
constructed in the Ranch-architectural style; the milking parlor exhibits a
herringbone style; and the entrance ot the dairy features a semi-circular
driveway. However, as dairies with high integrity require individual
elements to possses high integrity invidivudally and Site Temp-4 does not
retain integrity of materials or workmanship, the 14457 dairy farm is not
eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.

o Site Temp-5
= ]4213 Bon View Avenue: The 14213 Bon View Avenue single-family
residence was constructed in 1912 in the Craftsman architectural style.
The period of significance for the Craftsman style was from 1895 to

1920s:

The Craftsman Style was evolved from the Arts and Craft
movement that originated in England in the late 1800s. The
Craftsman variation of the bungalow is the dominant home
style in Ontario’s historic neighborhoods...The Craftsman
style developed as a contradiction to the Victorian era that
preceded it. It was the first style that emphasized natural
materials and functionality. The details contradicting the
gingerbread of the Victorian home. The wood was stained,
instead of painted, and the homes featured built in cabinets,
buffets work was simple shapes, which could create complex
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designs. (Ontario Development Code 2012b:30)

Identifying features of the Craftsman style, as provided by the Ontario
Development Code (2012b:30) include:

Exposed rafters; low-pitched gable roofs or variations of the
gable roof, such as the cross gable; wood siding or shingles
for exterior walls; large porches; rock foundations and bases;
river rock or brick columns exposed wood beams and posts on
porch structure; simple and large exposed attic vents; rock or
brick chimneys.

The 14213 Bon View Avenue single-family residence features five of the
nine character defining features of Craftsman style residences: exposed
rafters; gable roof; large porch; exposed posts on porch structure; simple
and exposed attic vents.

Although the 14213 Bon View Avenue single-family residence has five
out of nine of the defining characteristics of Craftsman architecture and
was built within the period of significance, the building does not retain
integrity of design, materials, or workmanship and is not considered a
representative example of Craftsman architecture. The 14213 Bon View
Avenue single-family residence is also not representative of a region
(southern California) or method of construction and is not known to have
been designed or built by an important creative individual. Therefore, the
14213 Bon View Avenue residence is not eligible for designation under
NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.

14283 Bon View Avenue: The 14283 Bon View Avenue single-family
residence was constructed between 1959 and 1966 in the Minimal

Traditional architectural style. The period of significance for the Minimal
Traditional style was from the 1930s to 1950:

The Mininmal Traditional style was a trasition between the
revival styles of the 1920s and 30s and the post war tract
homes. The style referenced traditional styles without
actually achieving specific style. Elements common to many
styles, but belonging exclusively to none, are favored. These
include gables, chimneys, and shutters. Houses of this style
may be built of virtually any traditional material; brick and
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wood are common. Roofs always lack the eaves or over
styles that are more assertive. Most examples are single story
or one and one-half stories in height. (Ontario Development
Code 2012c: 54)

Identifying features of the Minimal Traditional style, as provided by the
Ontario Development Code (2012c:54) include:

Asymmetrical design; shallow to medium-pitched gable or
hipped roof, usually with no eaves and a front end-gable;
small entry porch with simple pillars or columns; simple floor
plan, rectangular in shape and often with small ells; garages
may be either attached to or detached from the main house;
exteriors incorporate a variety of materials, wood siding or
brick were common; minimal exterior ornamentation, limited
to decorative details on windows (typically shutters).

The 14283 Bon View Avenue single-family residence features six of the
seven character defining features of Minimal Traditional style residences:
asymmetrical design; medium-pitched hipped roof; small entry porch
with simple pillars; simple floor plan; detached garage; and minimal
exterior ornamentation (Ontario Development Code 2012c:54).

Although the 14283 Bon View Avenue single-family residence has six
out of seven of the defining characteristics of Minimal Traditional
architecture, the building was not constructed within the style’s period of
significance and does not retain integrity of design, materials, or
workmanship. Further, it is not considered a representative example of
Minimal Traditional architecture. The 14283 Bon View Avenue single-
family residence is also not representative of a region (southern
California) or method of construction and is not known to have been
designed or built by an important creative individual. Therefore, the
14283 Bon View Avenue residence is not eligible for designation under
NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.

14297 Bon View Avenue: The 14297 Bon View Avenue single-family
residence was constructed between 1959 and 1966 in the Minimal
Traditional architectural style. The period of significance for the Minimal
Traditional style was from the 1930s to 1950.
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The 14297 Bon View Avenue single-family residence features six of the
seven character defining features of Minimal Traditional style residences:
asymmetrical design; medium-pitched hipped roof; small entry porch
with simple pillars; simple floor plan; attached garage; and minimal
exterior ornamentation. (Ontario Development Code 2012c:54).

Although the 14297 Bon View Avenue single-family residence has six
out of seven of the defining characteristics of Minimal Traditional
architecture the building was not constructed within the style’s period of
significance and does not retain integrity of design, materials, or
workmanship. Further, it is not considered a representative example of
Minimal Traditional architecture. The 14297 Bon View Avenue single-
family residence is also not representative of a region (southern
California) or method of construction and is not known to have been
designed or built by an important creative individual. Therefore, the
14297 Bon View Avenue residence is not eligible for designation under
NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.

14239 Bon View Avenue: The 14239 Bon View Avenue dairy farm was
constructed circa 1961 and consists of a milking barn, ancillary structure,

and hay storage structure. The milking barn was constructed in 1961.
Later between 1973 and 1977, the hay storage structure was added to the
dairy farm property. The ancillary structure was constructed earlier on
the property than the remainder of the dairy farm features and was
incorporated after the dairy’s development.

The 14239 Bon View Avenue dairy farm reflects several of the
characteristics of the Postwar, Large Capacity Dairies: the milking parlor
was constructed in the Ranch-architectural style; the milking parlor
exhibits a herringbone style; and the entrance to the dairy features a semi-
circular driveway. However, unlike the majority of the dairies during this
time period, the associated single-family residences were not constructed
in the Ranch-architectural style. Additionally, as dairies with high
integrity require individual elements to possses high integrity
invidivudally and Site Temp-5 does not retain integrity of design,
materials, or workmanship, the 14239 dairy farm is not eligible for
designation under NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.
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o Site Temp-6

14400 South Grove Avenue (single-family residence): The 14400 South
Grove Avenue residence was constructed in 1972 in the Ranch style. The
14400 South Grove Avenue residence possesses six of the seven features
listed above: broad-one story shape; no dormers; moderate roof overhang;
front entry usually located off-center and sheltered under main roof of
house; large picture window present; and asymmetrical fagade.

Although the 14400 South Grove Avenue single-family residence features
the majority of the defining characteristics of Ranch architecture and was
built within the 1935 to 1975 period of significance for Ranch-style
buildings, the building does not retain integrity of design, materials, or
workmanship and is not considered a representative example of Ranch
architecture.

As the Ranch architectural style was popular across the United States and
the buildings were not constructed using any unique construction
techniques, the 14400 South Grove Avenue single-family residence is
also not representative of a region (southern California) or method of
construction and is not known to have been designed or built by an
important creative individual. Therefore, the 14400 South Grove Avenue
residence is not eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion C or
CRHR Criterion 3.

14400 South Grove Avenue (dairy farm): The 14400 Bon View Avenue
dairy farm was constructed in 1972 and consists of a milking barn and one

ancillary structure. The milking barn was constructedin 1972, marking
the formation of the dairy. Later between 1968 and 1973, an ancillary
structure was added to the dairy farm property.

The 14400 Bon View Avenue dairy farm reflects several of the
characteristics of the Postwar, Large Capacity Dairies: the milking parlor
and associated single-family residence was constructed in the Ranch-
architectural style; the milking parlor exhibits a herringbone style; and the
entrance to the dairy features a semi-circular driveway. However, as
dairies with high integrity require individual elements to possses high
integrity individally and Site Temp-5 does not retain integrity of materials
or workmanship, the 14400 South Grove dairy farm is not eligible for
designation under NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.
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o Site Temp-7

14474 South Grove Avenue: The 14474 South Grove Avenue residence
was constructed between 1959 and 1966 in the Ranch style, most likely
by the Schaafsma Bros. General Contractors. The 14474 South Grove
Avenue residence possesses six of the seven features listed above: broad-
one story shape; no dormers; moderate roof overhang; front entry usually
located off-center and sheltered under main roof of house; large picture
window present; and asymmetrical fagade.

Although the 14474 South Grove Avenue single-family residence features
the majority of the defining characteristics of Ranch architecture and was
built within the 1935 to 1975 period of significance for Ranch-style
buildings, the building does not retain integrity of design, materials, or
workmanship and is not considered a representative example of Ranch
architecture.

As the Ranch architectural style was popular across the United States and
the buildings were not constructed using any unique construction
techniques, the 14474 South Grove Avenue single-family residence is
also not representative of a region (southern California) or method of
construction and was not designed or built by an important creative
individual. Therefore, the 14474 South Grove Avenue residence is not
eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.

14441 South Grove Avenue: The 14441 South Grove Avenue residence
was constructed between 1966 and 1968 in the Ranch style, most likely
by the Schaafsma Bros. General Contractors. The 14441 South Grove
Avenue residence possesses seven of the seven features listed above:
broad-one story shape; no dormers; moderate roof overhang; front entry
usually located off-center and sheltered under main roof of house; large
picture window present; attached garage; and asymmetrical facade.

Although the 14441 South Grove Avenue single-family residence features
all of the defining characteristics of Ranch architecture and was built
within the 1935 to 1975 period of significance for Ranch-style buildings,
the building does not retain integrity of design, materials, or workmanship
and is not considered a representative example of Ranch architecture.
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As the Ranch architectural style was popular across the United States and
the buildings were not constructed using any unique construction
techniques, the 14441 South Grove Avenue single-family residence is
also not representative of a region (southern California) or method of
construction and was not designed or built by an important creative
individual. Therefore, the 14441 South Grove Avenue residence is not
eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.

Dairy Farm: The dairy farm located between the 14441 and 14474 single-
family residence was constructed between 1959 and 1966 and consists of
a milking barn and one ancillary structure. The milking barn was
constructed between 1959 and 1966, marking the formation fo the dairy.
Later between 1966 and 1968, an ancillary structure was added to the
dairy farm property.

The dairy farm associated with Site Temp-7 reflects several of the
characteristics of the Postwar, Large Capacity Dairies: the milking parlor
and two associated single-family residence was constructed in the Ranch-
architectural style; the milking parlor exhibits a herringbone style; and the
entrance to the dairy features a semi-circular driveway. However, as
dairies with high integrity require individual elements to possses high
integrity invidivudally and Site Temp-7 does not retain integrity of
design, materials or workmanship, the dairy farm is not eligible for
designation under NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.

o Site Temp-8

14361 South Grove Avenue: The 14361 South Grove Avenue residence
was constructed between 1968 and 1973 in the Ranch style, most likely
by the Schaafsma Bros. General Contractors. The 14361 South Grove
Avenue residence possesses six of the seven features listed above: broad-
one story shape; no dormers; moderate roof overhang; front entry usually
located off-center and sheltered under main roof of house; large picture
window present; and asymmetrical fagade.

Although the 14361 South Grove Avenue single-family residence features
the majority of the defining characteristics of Ranch architecture and was
built within the 1935 to 1975 period of significance for Ranch-style
buildings, the building does not retain integrity of design, materials, or
workmanship and is not considered a representative example of Ranch
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architecture.

As the Ranch architectural style was popular across the United States and
the buildings were not constructed using any unique construction
techniques, the 14361 South Grove Avenue single-family residence is
also not representative of a region (southern California) or method of
construction and was not designed or built by an important creative
individual. Therefore, the 14361 South Grove Avenue residence is not
eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.

14361 South Grove Avenue: The 14361 South Grove Avenue dairy farm
was constructed between 1968 and 1973 and consists of a milking parlor
and two ancillary structures. The 14361 Bon View Avenue dairy farm
reflects several of the characteristics of the Post-1950 Scientific, Large
Capacity Dairies: the milking parlor and associated single-family

residence was constructed in the Ranch-architectural style; the milking
parlor exhibits a herringbone style; and the entrance to the dairy features
a semi-circular driveway. However, as dairies with high integrity require
individual elements to possses high integrity invidivudally and Site
Temp-8 does not retain integrity of design, materials or workmanship, the
dairy farm is not eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion C or
CRHR Criterion 3.

o Site Temp-9

14350 Walker Avenue: The 14350 Walker Avenue residence was
constructed between 1959 and 1966 in the Ranch style. The 14350
Walker Avenue residence possesses six of the seven features listed above:
broad-one story shape; no dormers; moderate roof overhang; front entry
usually located off-center and sheltered under main roof of house; large
picture window present; and asymmetrical facade.

Although the 14350 Walker Avenue single-family residence features the
majority of the defining characteristics of Ranch architecture and was
built within the 1935 to 1975 period of significance for Ranch-style
buildings, the building does not retain integrity of design, materials, or
workmanship and is not considered a representative example of Ranch
architecture.
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As the Ranch architectural style was popular across the United States and
the buildings were not constructed using any unique construction
techniques, the 14350 Walker Avenue single-family residence is also not
representative of a region (southern California) or method of construction
and is not known to have been designed or built by an important creative
individual. Therefore, the 14350 Walker Avenue residence is not eligible
for designation under NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.

8485 Edison Avenue: The 8485 Edison Avenue residence was constructed
between 1959 and 1966 in the Ranch style. The 8485 Edison Avenue
residence possesses five of the seven features listed above: broad-one
story shape; no dormers; moderate roof overhang; front entry usually
located off-center and sheltered under main roof of house; and
asymmetrical fagade.

Although the 8485 Edison Avenue single-family residence features the
majority of the defining characteristics of Ranch architecture and was
built within the 1935 to 1975 period of significance for Ranch-style
buildings, the building does not retain integrity of design, materials, or
workmanship and is not considered a representative example of Ranch
architecture.

As the Ranch architectural style was popular across the United States and
the buildings were not constructed using any unique construction
techniques, the 8485 Edison Avenue single-family residence is also not
representative of a region (southern California) or method of construction
and is not known to have been designed or built by an important creative
individual. Therefore, the 8485 Edison Avenue residence is not eligible
for designation under NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.

8485 FEdison Avenue: The 8485 Edison Avenue dairy farm was
constructed between 1959 and 1966 and consists of a milking parlor and
one ancillary structure. The 8485 Edison Avenue dairy farm reflects
several of the characteristics of the Post-1950 Scientific, Large Capacity
Dairies: the milking parlor and associated single-family residences were
constructed in the Ranch-architectural style; the milking parlor exhibits a
herringbone style; and the entrance to the dairy features a semi-circular
driveway. However, as dairies with high integrity require individual

elements to possses high integrity invidivudally and Site Temp-9 does not
retain integrity of materials or workmanship, the dairy farm is not eligible

for designation under NRHP Criterion C or CRHR Criterion 3.

o Site Temp-10

7587 Edison Avenue: The 7587 Edison Avenue residence and detached
garage were constructed in 1965 in the Ranch style. The 7587 Edison
Avenue residence possesses all the Ranch style features listed by
McAlester (2015): broad-one story shape; no dormers; moderate roof
overhang; front entry usually located off-center and sheltered under main
roof of house; garage; large picture window present; and asymmetrical
facade. Urbana (2025) evaluated the 7587 Edison Avenue residence as
eligible under NRHP Criterion C/CRHR Criterion 3.

7697 Edison Avenue: The 7697 Edison Avenue single-family residence
and detached garage were constructed in 1915 in the Craftsman Bungalow
style. The residence was determined by Urbana (2025) to be significant,
serving as a representative example of the Craftsman Bungalow style
(1900-1930s). Therefore, Urbana (2025) recommended the property to
be eligible under NRHP Criterion C/CRHR Ceriterion 3.

Dairy Farm: The milking parlor was constructed in the Ranch
architectural style in 1965. Urbana (2024) noted that the milking parlor
does not feature distinctive elements that would recommend the building
as significant. Therefore, the building was determined to not be eligible
under NRHP Criterion C/CRHR Ceriterion 3.

o Site Temp-11

7721 Edison Avenue: The 7721 Edison Avenue residence was constructed
in 1939 in the Vernacular Craftsman style. According to Urbana
(2025:158), the character-defining features of the Craftsman style
include:

Low-pitched, gabled roofs, roofs are typically wide and
overhanging, with exposed rafters; wide front porches, often
with stone or brick piers, large pillars, and a solid, functional
design; natural material, use of wood, stone, and brick to
reflect the craftsmanship and natural surroundings; wood-
cased windows, often arranged in pairs or trios, with multi-
pane double-hung sash; wide entry doors featuring
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geometric glazing.

The 7721 Edison Avenue residence possesses one of the five character-
defining features of the Craftsman style: a wide front porch with large
pillars. The original fenestration has been replaced by vinyl windows
since the building’s original construction. This has resulted in the loss of
the building’s integrity of materials. As the residence is not a notable
example of the Craftsman style and was not built by a known creative
individual, the residence is not eligible under NRHP Criterion C/CRHR
Criterion 3.

7891 Edison Avenue: The 7891 Edison Avenue residence was constructed
in 1964 in the Ranch style. The residence possesses six of the seven
characteristics of the Ranch style: broad-one story shape; no dormers;
moderate roof overhang; garage attached to main facade; front entry
usually located off-center and sheltered under main roof of house; and
asymmetrical facade. Although the building generally retains integrity
and possesses many of the noted characteristics of the Ranch style, the
building is not a representative example of this form of architecture and
has not been designed/built by any important creative individual.
Therefore, the 7891 Edison Avenue residence is not eligible under NRHP
Criterion C/CRHR Criterion 3.

Dairy Farm: The milking parlor was constructed in 1925 in the Art Deco
style. Character-defining features of Art Deco style milking parlor
include (Urbana 2025:162):

Boxy, symmetrical forms with geometric and angular edges;
vertical emphasis, sometimes with a central vertical
projection; smooth stucco wall surfaces for a sleek, modern
look; flat roofs with minimal overhangs, or stepped parapets
as focal elements; decorative geometric motifs, such as
chevrons and zigzags; streamlined design, emphasizing
efficiency and modernity; simple, clean lines, reflecting the
sanitary requirements of dairy operations.

The milking parlor within Site Temp-11 possesses six of the seven
features of Art Deco milking parlors: boxy, symmetrical forms with
geometric edges; smooth stucco wall surfaces; flat roofs with no
overhang; decorative geometric motifs; streamlined design; and simple,
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clean lines. Although the milking parlor features several distinctive
characteristics of the Art Deco style, the building is not a representative
example of the Art Deco design and the building’s architectural elements
do not elevate it to individual significance. Therefore, the milking parlor
is not eligible under Criterion C.

o Site Temp-12

8061 Edison Avenue: The 8061 Edison Avenue residence was constructed
between 1966 to 1968 in the Ranch style. The 8061 Edison Avenue
residence possesses six of the seven features listed above: broad-one story
shape; no dormers; moderate roof overhang; front entry usually located
off-center and sheltered under main roof of house; large picture window
present; and asymmetrical fagade. Although the building exhibits most
of the character-defining characteristics of the Ranch style and retains
integrity of design and materials, the residence is not an exemplary or
distinctive example of the Ranch style. Therefore, the residence is not
eligible under NRHP Criterion C/CRHR Criterion 3.

Dairy Farm: The milking parlor within Temp-12 was constructed
between 1966 and 1968 in the Ranch architectural style. The milking
parlor does not feature distinctive elements that would recommend the
building as significant. Therefore, the building is not eligible under
NRHP Criterion C/CRHR Criterion 3.

o Site Temp-13

8185 Edison Avenue: The 8185 Edison Avenue residence was constructed
between 1952 and 1959 in the Ranch style. The 8185 Edison Avenue
residence possesses all the seven features listed by McAlester (2015):
broad-one story shape; no dormers; moderate roof overhang; front entry
usually located off-center and sheltered under main roof of house; large
picture window present; attached garage; and asymmetrical facade.
Additionally, Urbana (2025) evaluated the residence as signigicant for
being an excellent example of the Ranch architectural style. Urbana
(2025) recommended the property as eligible under NRHP Criterion C/
CRHR Ceriterion 3.

14117 South Grove Avenue: The 14117 South Grove Avenue residence
was constructed circa 1973 in the Minimal Traditional style. Urbana
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(2025) determined that the residence did not exhibit distinguising
architectural features and therefore is not individually eligible under
NRHP Criterion C/CRHR Criterion 3.

Dairy Farm: The milking parlor within Temp-13 was constructed
between 1952 and 1959 in the Streamline Moderne style. The period of
significance for the Streamline Moderne style is between the 1930s and
1960s. Character-defining features of the Streamline Moderne style
includes (Urbana 2025:162):

Smooth stucco wall surfaces; flat roofs; small ledge (coping) at the
roofline; rounded or curved wall corners; horizontal grooves and
lines on the exterior; central vertical projection; glass block
windows; windows that turn corners; occasional transitional
elements blending Art Deco and Streamline Moderne styles.

The milking parlor possesses seven of the eight character-defining
features: smooth stucco walls; flat roof; rounded wall corners; horizontal
grooves and lines on the exterior; central vertical projection; glass block
windows; and transitional elements blending Art Deco and Streamline
Moderne styles. Urbana (2025) determined that the milking parlor was a
distinctive example of the Streamline Moderne style and period. As such,
the milking parlor was evaluated as eligible under NRHP Criterion C/
CRHR Ceriterion 3.

o Site Temp-14

8245 Edison Avenue: The 8245 Edison Avenue residence was constructed
between 1968 and 1973 in the Ranch style by an unkown builder. The
8145 Edison Avenue residence possesses all of the character-defining
features of the Ranch style: broad-one story shape; no dormers; moderate
roof overhang; front entry usually located off-center and sheltered under
main roof of house; large picture window present; attached garage; and
asymmetrical fagade. Although the residence does exhibit the typical
characteristics of a Ranch style building, it is not a distinguishing or
unique example of the style. Further, the building was not constructed by
a known creative individual. Therefore, the residence is not eligible under
NRHP Criterion C/CRHR Criterion 3.
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Dairy Farm: The milking parlor within Temp-14 was constructed
between 1968 and 1973 in the Ranch architectural style. The milking
parlor does not feature distinguishing elements that would elevate the
building for individual significance. Therefore, the building is not eligible
under NRHP Criterion C/CRHR Ceriterion 3.

o Site Temp-15

8381 Edison Avenue: The 8381 Edison Avenue residence was constructed
by 1935 in the Craftsman Bungalow style. Urbana (2025) determined that
the building was under NRHP/CRHR Criterion C/3 as it reflected a

notable example of the Craftsman Bungalow style and period.

Dairy Farm: The milking parlor within Site Temp-15 was constructed in
the Ranch architectural style in 1966. Although the milking parlor retains
integrity of design and materials, Urbana (2025) determined that the
building does not reflect a notable example of the Ranch style and is
therefore not individually eligible for the NRHR or CRHR.

NRHP Criterion D/CRHR Criterion 4:
NRHP/CRHR: It has yielded, or may be likely to yield, information important in
prehistory or history.

The research conducted for this study revealed that because the buildings and

structures associated with sites Temp-1 to Temp-15 are not associated with any
significant persons or events and were not constructed using unique or innovative
methods of construction, they likely cannot yield any additional information about the
history of Ontario or the state of California. Therefore, none of the buildings are
eligible for designation under NRHP Criterion D or CRHR Criterion 4.

City of Ontario Historic Landmark Designation Evaluation

Sites Temp-1to Temp-9, Temp-11, Temp-12, and Temp-14 do not meet the criteria for the

NRHP or the CRHR. However, buildings within Temp-10, Temp-13, and Temp-15 have been
evaluated as eligible under NRHP/CRHR Criterion C/3 and the Temp-10 property has been
evaluated as eligible under NRHP/CRHR Criterion A/1 (Urbana 2025). The resources were also
evaluated under the City of Ontario Historic Landmark Designation criteria, particularly focused
on “Ontario Ranch Historic Context Statement and Resource Survey” prepared by Urbana (2025).

A. Exemplify or reflect special elements of the City’s history.
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In the “Ontario Ranch Historic Context Statement and Resource Survey,” Urbana
(2025) determined that only Site Temp-10 was eligible under City of Ontario
Criterion “A” under the “Postwar, Large-Capacity Dairies” theme. The period of
significance for the “Postwar, Large-Capacity Dairies” is 1945 to 1980. The
milking parlor within Temp-10 was constructed in 1965 during the theme’s period
of significance. Although sites Temp-1 to Temp-9 and Temp-12 to Temp-15 also
contain properties that fit into the established “Postwar, Large-Capacity Dairies”
context, they do not exemplify or reflect any special elements of the City’s history.
Likewise, the dairy farm at Site Temp-11 that was developed during the “Early
Dairy Farms in Ontario” (1900s-1929) context does not reflect an elevated example
of an early dairy farm.

B. Are identified with persons or events significant in local, state, or national history.

As discussed above, sites Temp-1 to Temp-15 were not found to possess integrity
of association or to be potentially significant under Criterion B of the NRHP or
Criterion 2 of the CRHR. As such, sites Temp-1 to Temp-15 do not qualify for
local designation under this criterion.

C. Are representative of the work of a notable builder, designer, architect, or artist.

The buildings and structures associated with sites Temp-1 to Temp-15 were not
designed or constructed by any known builders or architects and, therefore, do not
qualify for local designation under this criterion.

D. Embody distinguishing architectural characteristics of a style, type, period, or method
of construction.

As outlined within the integrity review, Criterion C of the NRHP evaluation,
Criterion 3 of the CRHR evaluation, only the 7697 Edison Avenue single-family
residence constructed in the Craftsman Bungalow architectural style (Temp-10),
the 7587 Edison Avenue single-family residence constructed in the Ranch
architectural style (Temp-10), the 8185 Edison Avenue single-family residence
constructed in the Ranch architectural style (Temp-13), the 8185 Edison Avenue
milking parlor constructed in the Streamline Moderne architectural style (Temp-
13), and the 8381 Edison Avenue single-family residence constructed in the
Craftsman Bungalow architectural style (Temp-15) are considered distinguished
architecturally and eligible for local designation under this criterion.

E. Are noteworthy examples of the use of Indigenous materials or craftsmanship.
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The buildings and structures that comprise sites Temp-1 to Temp-15 were not
constructed of Indigenous material nor are they reflective of Indigenous
craftsmanship. Therefore, neither site is eligible for local designation under this
criterion.

F. Embody elements that represent a significant structural, engineering, or architectural
achievement or innovation.

The buildings and structures at sites Temp-1 to Temp-15, as discussed within
Criterion C of the NRHP evaluation, Criterion 3 of the CRHR evaluation, and
Criterion A of the City of Ontario Historic Landmark Designation evaluation are
not representative of a significant structural, engineering, or architectural
achievement or innovation and, therefore, not eligible for local designation under
this criterion.

G. Have a unique location, a singular physical characteristic, or is an established and
familiar visual feature of a neighborhood, community, or the city.

The buildings and structures associated with sites Temp-1 to Temp-15 are not
unique and are common to the Chino Valley. As such, the buildings and structures
at sites Temp-1 to Temp-15 do not possess a unique location or a singular physical
characteristic, nor are they an established and familiar visual feature of a
neighborhood, community, or the city. Therefore, sites Temp-1 to Site Temp-15
are not eligible for local designation under this criterion.

H. One of the few remaining examples in the city, region, state, or nation possessing
distinguishing characteristics of an architectural or historical type or specimen.

The buildings that comprise sites Temp-1 to Temp-15 are not one of the few
remaining examples of this property type nor, as evident in the integrity review,
Criterion C of the NRHP evaluation, Criterion 3 of the CRHR evaluation, and
Criterion A of the City of Ontario Historic Landmark Designation evaluation, do
any of them possess distinguishing characteristics of an architectural or historical
type or specimen. Therefore, sites Temp-1 to Site Temp-15 are not eligible for
local designation under this criterion.

3.4 Discussion/Summary

During the field survey, sites Temp-1 to Temp-15 were identified within the property. A
review of the resources, research, and in-depth analysis of sites Temp-1 to Temp-15 have found
that sites Temp-1 to Temp-9, Temp-11, Temp-12, and Temp-14 are not eligible for the NRHP,
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CRHR or local listing under the City of Ontario’s Historic Landmark Designation. However,
buildings associated with sites Temp-10, Temp-13, and Temp-15 are eligible under NRHP, CRHR,
and City of Ontario. The dairy farm within Site Temp-10 was evaluated as eligible for listing
under NRHP, CRHR, City of Ontario Criterion A/1/a. Additionally, two buildings associated with
Temp-10, two buildings associated with Temp-13, and one building associated with Temp-15 were
determined to be eligible under Criterion C/3/d.

Although several buildings within sites Temp-10, Temp-13, and Temp-15 are eligible
under NRHP, CRHR, and City of Ontario Criterion C/3/d, none of the significant or historic-age
buildings or structures within these sites will be directly impacted by the proposed development.
Additionally, the portions of the parcels to be developed are associated with the historic properties
recorded as Temp-10, Temp-13, and Temp-15 will not adversely impact the resources' integrity or
NRHP and CRHR eligibility since the buildings being removed are modern and non-contributing
elements. As such, no mitigation measures are recommended for the alteration or demolition of
the buildings located within boundaries of the proposed project. Should the footprint be altered to
include any building that has been evaluated as eligible for listing on the NRHP, CRHR, or as a
City of Ontario Landmark, City approved mitigation measures will be required.
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4.0 INTERPRETATION OF RESOURCE IMPORTANCE AND IMPACT
IDENTIFICATION

4.1 Resource Importance

The cultural resources survey of the Eucalyptus Business Park Specific Plan Project
identified 15 cultural resources (sites Temp-1 to Temp-15). Sites Temp-1 to Temp-15 collectively
contain 25 historic single-family residences, 15 historic detached garages, 12 historic dairy farms,
one historic farm, and several ancillary structures. The current assessment concludes that Sites
Temp-1 to Temp-9, Temp-11, Temp-12, and Temp-14 are not eligible for the NRHP, CRHR, or
local designation and, therefore, are not significant. These resources have been thoroughly
recorded, and no additional information can be derived from further analysis. In contrast, the
historic property within Site Temp-10 has been determined to be eligible under NRHP, CRHR,
and City of Ontario Criterion A/l/a. Additionally, individual buildings within Sites Temp-10,
Temp-13, and Temp-15 are eligible under NRHP, CRHR and City of Ontario Criterion C/3/d.

4.2 Impact ldentification

The proposed development of the Eucalyptus Business Park Specific Plan Project will
include the removal of sites Temp-1 to Temp-9. The historic structures and buildings within sites
Temp-10 to Temp-15 will not be removed by the proposed development and are situated outside
the limits of disturbance for the project. Additionally, the 8458 Edison Avenue single-family
residence, detached garage, milking parlor and ancillary structure within Site Temp-9 will not be
removed by the proposed development. The removal of the resources and all associated buildings
and infrastructure within sites Temp-1 to Temp-9 as part of the development of the property will
not constitute an adverse impact as they have been evaluated as not significant and not eligible for
listing on the NRHP or CRHR, nor are they eligible for local designation. Likewise, the
development of portions of the parcels associated with sites Temp-10 to Temp-15 will not
adversely impact the significant structures within sites Temp-10, Temp-13, and Temp-15 or their
eligibility for the NRHP or CRHR. The potential does still exist, however, that historic deposits
may be present that are related to the occupation of this location since the early twentieth century.
To mitigate any potential impacts to unrecorded historic features or deposits inadvertently
discovered during the development process, archaeological monitoring of project-related ground
disturbances is recommended as a condition of approval.
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5.0 MANAGEMENT CONSIDERATIONS — MITIGATION MEASURES
AND DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS

5.1 Mitigation Measures

The proposed development will impact the historic buildings, structures, and features
collectively recorded as sites Temp-1 to Temp-9 and portions of the parcels associated with Temp-
10 to Temp-15. The resources recorded as sites Temp-1 to Temp-9, Temp-11, Temp-12, and
Temp-14 are evaluated as lacking any further research potential and impacts have been determined
to be nonsignificant. Additionally, as none of the significant buildings and structures associated
with Temp-10, Temp-13, and Temp-15 will be removed by the proposed development, no adverse
impacts will occur to these resources. Therefore, mitigation measures will not be required as a
condition of approval for the project; however, archaeological monitoring is recommended
because grading may expose undocumented and potentially significant historic features or deposits
associated with the historic occupation of the property since the early twentieth century. Based
upon this potential, monitoring of grading is recommended to prevent the inadvertent destruction
of any potentially important cultural deposits that were not observed or detected during the current
cultural resources study.

5.2 Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program

The Eucalyptus Business Park Specific Plan Project will remove nine nonsignificant
resources (Temp-1 to Temp-9), will indirectly impact three nonsignificant resources (Temp-11,
Temp-12, Temp-14), and will indirectly impact three significant resources (Temp-10, Temp-13,
and Temp-15). To mitigate potential impacts to previously unidentified resources that may
inadvertently be exposed during the development process, a Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting
Program (MMRP) is recommended as a condition of approval. The recommended MMRP
condition is presented below:

e In the event that cultural resources are discovered by the archaeological or Native
American monitor, all work shall be suspended 50 feet around the resource(s) and a
qualified archaeologist meeting the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards shall assess the
discovery. Work on the overall project may continue during this period if the following
activities are initiated:

o Ifthe discovery is a prehistoric resource, initiate consultation between the qualified
archaeologist, the appropriate Native American tribal entity, and the City/project
applicant;

0 Include the appropriate Native American entity (as determined by a qualified
archaeologist meeting the Secretary of the Interior’s Standards) in the cultural
resources investigations as soon as possible; and
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0 If the qualified archaeologist determines the resource(s) to be a ‘“unique

archaeological resource” consistent with PRC Section 21083.2 or a “tribal cultural
resource” consistent with PRC Section 21074, a Cultural Resources Management
Plan shall be prepared by the project archaeologist and submitted to the City
Planning Division for approval and subsequent implementation.

The proposed MMRP tasks are detailed below.

During Grading

A. Monitor(s) Shall be Present During Grading/Excavation/Trenching

The archaeological monitor shall be present full-time during all soil-disturbing
and grading/excavation/trenching activities of native soil that could result in
impacts to archaeological resources.

The principal investigator (P1) may submit a detailed letter to the lead agency
during construction requesting a modification to the monitoring program when
a field condition such as modern disturbance post-dating the previous
grading/trenching activities, presence of fossil formations, or when native soils
are encountered that may reduce or increase the potential for resources to be
present.

B. Discovery Notification Process

1.

2.

In the event of an archaeological discovery, either historic or prehistoric, the
archaeological monitor shall direct the contractor to temporarily divert all soil-
disturbing activities, including but not limited to, digging, trenching,
excavating, or grading activities in the area of discovery and in the area
reasonably suspected to overlay adjacent resources and immediately notify the
Native American monitor and client, as appropriate.

The monitor shall immediately notify the PI (unless the monitor is the PI) of the
discovery.

C. Determination of Significance

1.

The PI shall evaluate the significance of the resource. If human remains are
involved, the protocol provided in Section D, below, shall be followed.

a. The PI shall immediately notify the City of Ontario to discuss the
significance determination and shall also submit a letter indicating
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whether additional mitigation is required.

b. If the resource is significant, the P1 shall submit an Archaeological Data
Recovery Program (ADRP) and obtain written approval from the City
of Ontario to implement that program. In the event that prehistoric
deposits are discovered, the ADRP should also be reviewed by the
Native American consultant/monitor. Impacts to significant resources
must be mitigated before ground-disturbing activities in the area of
discovery will be allowed to resume.

c. If the resource is not significant, the PI shall submit a letter to the City
of Ontario indicating that artifacts will be collected, curated, and
documented in the final monitoring report. The letter shall also indicate
that that no further work is required.

D. Discovery of Human Remains
If human remains are discovered, work shall halt in that area until a determination can
be made regarding the provenance of the human remains; and the following procedures
as set forth in CEQA Section 15064.5(e), the California PRC (Section 5097.98), and
the State Health and Safety Code (Section 7050.5) shall be undertaken:

1. Notification

a. The archaeological monitor shall notify the PI if the monitor is not
qualified as a PI.

b. The PI shall notify the Coroner’s Division of the San Bernardino County
Sheriff’s Department after consultation with the City of Ontario, either
in person or via telephone.

2. lsolate discovery site

a. Work shall be directed away from the location of the discovery and any
nearby area reasonably suspected to overlay adjacent human remains
until a determination can be made by the sheriff-coroner in consultation
with the PI concerning the provenance of the remains.

b. The sheriff-coroner, in consultation with the PI, will determine the need
for a field examination to determine the provenance.

c. If a field examination is not warranted, the sheriff-coroner will
determine, with input from the PI, if the remains are or are most likely
to be of Native American origin.
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3. If Human Remains ARE determined to be Native American

a. The medical examiner will notify the NAHC within 24 hours. By law,
ONLY the medical examiner can make this call.

b. The NAHC will immediately identify the person or persons determined
to be the Most Likely Descendent (MLD) and provide contact
information.

c. The MLD will contact the P1 within 24 hours or sooner after the sheriff-
coroner has completed coordination to begin the consultation process in
accordance with CEQA Section 15064.5(e), the California PRC, and the
State Health and Safety Code.

d. The MLD will have 48 hours to make recommendations to the property
owner or representative for the treatment or disposition with proper
dignity of the human remains and associated grave goods.

e. Disposition of Native American human remains will be determined
between the MLD and the PI, and, if:

i. The NAHC is unable to identify the MLD; OR

ii. The MLD failed to make a recommendation within 48 hours after
being notified by the NAHC; OR

iii. The landowner or authorized representative rejects the
recommendation of the MLD and mediation in accordance with
PRC 5097.94(k) by the NAHC fails to provide measures
acceptable to the landowner; THEN

iv. Upon the discovery of multiple Native American human remains
during a ground-disturbing land development activity, the
landowner may agree that additional conferral with descendants is
necessary to consider culturally appropriate treatment of multiple
Native American human remains.  Culturally appropriate
treatment of such a discovery may be ascertained from review of
the site utilizing cultural and archaeological standards. Where the
parties are unable to agree upon the appropriate treatment
measures, the human remains and grave goods buried with the
Native American human remains shall be reinterred with
appropriate dignity.

4. If Human Remains are NOT Native American

a. The PI shall contact the sheriff-coroner and notify them of the historic-
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era context of the burial.

b. The sheriff-coroner will determine the appropriate course of action with
the Pl and city staff (PRC 5097.98).

c. If the remains are of historic origin, they shall be appropriately removed
and conveyed to the City of Ontario. The decision for internment of the
human remains shall be made in consultation with City, the
applicant/landowner, and any known descendant group.

Post-Construction
A. Preparation and Submittal of Draft Monitoring Report

1. The PI shall submit to the City of Ontario a draft monitoring report (even if
negative) prepared in accordance with the agency guidelines, which describes
the results, analysis, and conclusions of all phases of the archaeological
monitoring program (with appropriate graphics).

a. For significant archaeological resources encountered during
monitoring, the ADRP shall be included in the draft monitoring report.

b. Recording sites with the State of California DPR shall be the
responsibility of the PI, including the recording (on the appropriate
forms-DPR 523 A/B) any significant or potentially significant resources
encountered during the archaeological monitoring program.

2. The PI shall submit a revised draft monitoring report to the City of Ontario for
approval, including any changes or clarifications requested by the City.

B. Handling of Artifacts

1. The PI shall be responsible for ensuring that all cultural remains collected are
cleaned and cataloged.

2. The Pl shall be responsible for ensuring that all artifacts are analyzed to identify
function and chronology as they relate to the history of the area; that faunal
material is identified as to species; and that specialty studies are completed, as
appropriate.

3. The cost for curation is the responsibility of the property owner.

C. Curation of Artifacts

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D. Final Monitoring Report(s)

1. The PI shall submit the approved final monitoring report to the City of Ontario
and any interested parties.
