The Project proposes Plot Plan No. 240015 (PPT240015) for construction of a Class Il Winery on 10.15 gross acres. The site is “L” shaped and
located at 41625 Camino Del Vino at the southwest corner of De Portola Road and Camino Del Vino in the Temecula Wine Country, County of
Riverside, State of California, and known as Assessor’s Parcel Number 927-670-009. The Project would construct a Class Il Winery with three new

Riverine Habitat. MM BIO-4 requires burrowing owl preconstruction surveys. MM Bio-5 requires gnatcatcher monitoring.
MM Bio-6 requires nesting bird surveys. MM Bio-7 requires a grading plan to be reviewed by the Environmental Programs
Division. MM Bio-8 requires MSHCP consistency.
