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As previously noted, the Project will replace approximately l 04,000 square feet of paving in the main and kindergarten 
playgrounds with new asphalt paving with solar reflective coating. The scope of work also includes greening and 
landscaping throughout the Campus, along with exterior painting of all buildings. Additionally, the Project will provide 
infrastructure upgrades, including storm drain system improvements and underground utilities, a new trash enclosure and 
accessibility upgrades. The Project will not result in an increase or alteration of the current use, function, or capacity of 
the existing campus. Therefore, the Project fulfills the requirements of CEQA Guidelines Section 15302. 

Section 15304 - Minor Alterations to Land 
Class 4 consists of minor public or private alterations in the condition of land, water, and/or vegetation which do not 
involve removal of healthy, mature, scenic trees except for forestry or agricultural purposes. 

The Project will repave existing asphalt as well as provide solar reflective coating in playgrounds, greening and 
landscaping throughout the campus. The Project will not remove healthy, mature, scenic trees. Therefore, the Project 
fulfills the requirements of CEQA Guidelines Section 15304. 

Section 15300.2 - Exceptions 
Section 15300.2 of the CEQA Guidelines, Exceptions, provides conditions under which categorical exemptions are 
inapplicable. Review of the Project indicates that they would not violate any of the exceptions, as described below. 

1. The project would occur in certain specified sensitive environments or locations; 

The Project site is a fully developed campus within urbanized communities.3 The Project site is not designated as 
a biologically sensitive site or location and does not contain sensitive resources or habitat that will be impacted 
by the Project. The Project will be contained exclusively within the boundaries of the Campus. The nearest 
significant ecological area is the Tujunga Valley/Hansen Dam located approximately 7 miles north of Colfax ES 
and the nearest critical habitat is the Southwestern willow flycatcher located approximately 5.8 miles north of the 
Campus.4•5 As such, the Project will not impact sensitive environments or locations. 

2. Cumulative impacts would be considerable because successive projects of the same type would occur at the same 
place over time; 

The Campus is an active school site and there will likely be ongoing maintenance activities and minor projects 
on the Campus to keep the schools operational. As the Project will not result in any lasting adverse impacts once 
construction of the Project is complete, the Project would not contribute to cumulative impacts when considered 
with expected successive projects. 

3. There is a reasonable possibility that the activity would have a significant effect on the environment due to unusual 
circumstances. 

There are no known unusual circumstances that would have a significant effect on the environment. The removal 
of trees is anticipated as part of the proposed scope of work. District policy requires consultation with an arborist 
to determine if the trees are a protected native species. Additionally, written approval from the school principal 
will be required before any trees can be removed. If tree removal is scheduled to occur between February 1 and

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August 31, a nesting bird survey would be performed prior to removal acttv1t1es, per Standard Condition of 
Approval (SC) SC-BIO-3 of the Subsequent Program Environmental Impact Report (SPEIR).6•7 

The Project may include minor ground-disturbing activities . These activities are not considered unusual 
circumstances for the classes of projects under which an exemption is claimed. Nevertheless, consideration must 
be given to the management of pavement removal and excavated soils associated with earthwork activities for the 
Project. As the Project involves the removal of pavement, soil sampling and testing for characterization is required 
prior to demolition and removal of the paving materials. If construction or earthmoving activities require import 
or export of soils and materials, OEHS must be notified to provide oversight to ensure that these activities are 
conducted in compliance with the requirements of District Specification O 1 4524, relevant provisions of South 
Coast Air Quality Management District Rule 1466, and other applicable environmental agency rules and 
requirements.8 Furthermore, as set forth in SC-CUL-6, SC-CUL-7, SC-CUL-9, SC-CUL-10, and SC-GEO-2 of 
the SPEIR, construction activities must be stopped immediately and OEHS notified upon discovery of subsurface 
features , such as buried resources (i .e., paleontological resources, archaeological resources), tanks or seepage pits, 
or stained/odoriferous soils. 9 Lastly, any construction and demolition waste shall be recycled to the maximum 
extent feasible per SC-USS-1 of the SPEIR. 10 Therefore, the Project wi ll not have a significant effect on the 
environment due to unusual circumstances. 

4. The project may result in damage to scenic resources, including but not limited to trees, historic buildings, rock 
outcroppings, or similar resources within a highway ojficially designated as a state scenic highway; 

The closest designated state scenic highway to the Project site is State Route 27 (SR 27), which is located 
approximately 13 miles southwest of Colfax ES .11 The Project will not be visible from SR 27. Therefore, the 
Project would not result in damage to scenic resources or similar resources within a highway officially designated 
as a State scenic highway. 

5. The project is located on a site which is included on any list compiled pursuant to Section 65962.5 of the Government 
Code; or 

The Project is not located on a site included on any list compiled pursuant to Section 65962.5 of the Government 
Code.12 Therefore, the Project will have no impacts related to being located on a hazardous waste site. 

6. The proj ect may cause a substantial adverse change in the significance of a historical resource. 

Colfax ES is over 45 years old, meeting LA Unified ' s threshold for review as a potential historic resource and 
requiring evaluation for historic eligibility. LA Unified has identified Colfax ES as eligible for li sting as a historic

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resource per Section 18955 of the California State Historical Building Code (CHBC). 13 Colfax ES has been 
identified as a historical district significant for its depiction of campus development during the period in which it 
was constructed. The Campus represents a finger-plan design characterized by multiple classroom buildings 
connected by exterior corridors featuring canopies. The repaving of existing asphalt, as well as solar reflective 
coating in playgrounds, greening and landscaping, the new trash enclosure, and accessibility upgrades will not 
impact the characteristic features of the Campus. Colfax ES will continue to convey its historical significance as 
an example of the finger-plan school type upon Project completion and would retain its historic eligibility. 
Additionally, exterior painting of buildings does not alter character-defining features . Therefore, LA Unified ' s 
Historic Preservation Specialist has determined that the Project will not be expected to materially impair the 
significance of the historic resource and therefore will not be expected to cause a substantial adverse historic 
impact.
