The Del Norte and Tribal Lands Community Food Hub non-profit organization requested 
that I perform an analysis of their intended operation to detennine the estimated 
wastewater discharge (sewage) in order to establish the "Single Family Residential 
Equivalent" (SFRE) for the connection charge. Attached is their "Operation Summary" 
and my analysis. 

Because the operations include activities on a daily, a weekly, monthly and annual basis, 
I adjusted each operation to a weekly basis, totaled them and then calculated the average 
day amount. The widely accepted daily wastewater discharge for an office worker is 15 
gallons per day-person. To be conservative, I used 20 gpd/person. It is my 
understanding that an SFRE is set at 250 gallons per day. Based on these assumptions, I 
determined the SFRE for the proposed Food Hub operation to be 0.61 SFRE (see pg2/3). 
Ifl had used 15 gpd/person instead of the higher 20 gpd/person the SFRE would be 0.46. 

I further evaluated two "what if' scenarios. First being that the kitchen activity occurred 
five days a week plus a public event in the same week. That resulted in 302 gallons per 
day, but that could only happen twice a month at worst. I also considered the scenario of 
all staff members working five days a week rather than an average of 4.5 persons per day. 
While that places the average above 250 gpd, but that is highly unlikely and using 15 
gpd/person sets the SFRE at 0.88. 

It is my understanding that any new development is required to pay for a minimum of 1.0 
SFRE onnection charge. Therefore, it is my opinion that the SFRE charge

Please find enclosed the estimate to provide a water connection to the above-referenced parcel. 

If you wish to connect to City water, please come in person to City Hall at 377 J Street, Crescent 
City, to complete the required forms and pay the applicable fees to arrange for a water 
connection. The following are required to establish a water connection: 

A building permit must be issued 
An Application for Conditional Water Use and Connection Permit must be completed 
All applicable fees must be paid (refer to attached estimate) or an agreement to pay 
entered into (residential connections only) 
If applicable, pay any sewer connection fees, prior to or at time of water 
connection fees 
Applicants must comply with all other provisions of the Crescent City Municipal Code 
and Public Works Department regulations (refer to attachment) 

Once the fees are paid, the City will schedule the installation. Once the meter is installed you 
will be billed for temporary water service during construction at the current rate of $31 .00 for 
every three-month period up to 1,000 c.f. Once construction is complete you must notify the 
Water Department to stop the temporary billing and set up regular service. The person 
responsible for regular service will need to come into the Water Department to complete the 
application for utility service.
