Vista Murrieta Grading Plan Project will process a grading plan permit, subject to discretionary review and thus requiring
compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). Because the previously approved residential use is
100% affordable (DP-2022-2562 / TPM-2022-2568) and within a Transit-Oriented Development Overlay (TOD), the
project design was reviewed in accordance with the City’s objective standards. Grading would require 103,987 cubic
yards of cut and 29,367 cubic yards of fill, resulting in an export of 74,620 cubic yards. Grading is expected to take 2-3
weeks and will involve the use of various equipment and personnel, staged on the project site, with construction fencing.
