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1 EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
Crawford & Associates, Inc. (Crawford) prepared this draft Initial Site Assessment (ISA) report for 
the Fournier Road Improvement project in Mariposa, California. This project proposes the 
following improvements to Fournier Road between Antone Road and Joe Howard Street (project 
alignment): widen the roadway to two 12-foot travel lanes; construct sidewalks, curbs and gutters, 
and a bridge over Mariposa Creek; and add on-street parking adjacent to the cemetery.    
 
The purpose of this ISA is to identify recognized soil or groundwater contamination and hazardous 
material issues that may affect the planned project. Based on the records reviewed and our site 
reconnaissance, Crawford makes the following observations: 

• The reasonably ascertainable environmental records reviewed for this ISA did not identify 
any Recognized Environmental Conditions (RECs) or Controlled RECs (CRECs) that have 
potentially impacted the project alignment. 

• One historical REC (HREC) was identified about 870 feet east of the project alignment. It 
does not appear likely to have impacted the project alignment.   

• Historical aerial photographs, topographic maps, and city directories indicate that 
properties in the immediate vicinity of the project alignment have been utilized for open 
space and residential purposes since at least 1945 and commercial purposes since at 
least 1972.   

• Reconnaissance of the project alignment and vicinity did not identify conditions indicating 
the presence of hazardous materials, hazardous wastes, or petroleum hydrocarbons that 
appear likely to have impacted the project alignment. 

 
The following general hazardous materials or environmental concerns are typical of similar 
projects and have been evaluated in this assessment. A detailed discussion is provided in Section 
8.2 that considers the following: 

• Asbestos containing construction materials (ACCM) 
• Aerially deposited lead (ADL) 
• Lead paint 
• Agricultural chemicals/pesticides 
• Chemically treated wood 
• Naturally Occurring Asbestos (NOA) 
• Petroleum products 
• Thermoplastic traffic striping 
• Electrical transformers 

 
Based on our investigation and the findings derived therein, Crawford recommends investigation 
of the following potential site conditions. 

• If existing concrete curbs and sidewalks near the intersection of Fournier Road and 
Antone Road will be demolished, it should be evaluated for asbestos.  

• Soil adjacent to the roadways where excavation is planned should be evaluated for lead 
and asbestos concentrations that exceed hazardous waste limits. 

• If hydrants will be disturbed the paint should be tested for the presence of lead.

We were unable to locate any documents for this LUST site, T0604300062 located at 5151
Bullion Street, Mariposa, CA 95338. We suggest you contact the Mariposa County
Environmental Health Division for files they might possibly have. During 2023, Warren
Gross from our o[ice and now retired provided the notes in the Public Site History on the
Project Information GeoTracker page. The case predates other engineers at our o[ice and
so they have no personal knowledge of the site. Per John Whiting
(john.whiting@waterboards.ca.gov) from our o[ice’s Underground Storage Tanks (UST) unit
the 6/4/86 GeoTracker Case Summary indicates that gasoline was identified in site soil at
the location of UST system piping at the time of UST system closure (which typically means
removal) on 6/4/86. Site location is given as the Sierra Telephone Co. Mariposa Yard at 5151
Bullion Street and Smith Road (This cross street appears as an inconsistency, as the
mapped location and street address would appear to indicate a cross street of Jones St.).
Sierra Telephone Co. was listed as Tank Operator and Primary Responsible Party.
