2.1 Location and Legal Description
The subject property is located at SWC Avenue H & 20™ St West in Lancaster, CA, County

According to the Los Angeles County Tax Assessor’s office, the property is currently owned
by the Horne Family Partnership Darolyn & Dana Ross Schlessinger Trustees of Lancaster,
California. They have owned the property since 2004.

2.2 Site and Vicinity General Characteristics

Present zoning for the site is R-7000 — Single Family Residential on 7,000 Square Foot
Lots. The site is vacant undeveloped property. The general surrounding areas of the
property are used for industrial purposes or are vacant.

Environmental Setting

Topography: The subject site is vacant. In a natural state the site drains predominantly in
a northerly direction at less than 1%. The average elevation at the site is about 2312 above
mean sea level. This site resides within FEMA Flood Zone X, an area of minimal flood
hazard outside the 500 year flood and protected from 100-year flooding.

Groundwater: Groundwater well information is identified in the EDR Report (Appendix B)
which shows the status of each well within the study area. This well data indicates the depth
to water table is approximately 385 feet.

Soils: The Property is located in the Western Mojave Desert of Southern California within
the Antelope Valley. The Antelope Valley is a topographically closed, triangular-shaped
valley that is bounded on the southwest by the San Andres Fault and the San Gabriel
Mountains, on the northwest by the Garlock fault and the Tehachapi Mountains, and by
lower hills, ridges and buttes in the north and east. The U.S. Department of Agriculture’s
Soil Conservation characterizes the soil in the vicinity of the site as urban land with loamy
sand with 0 to 2% slope. There are no outcrops, streambeds or other notable
physiographic features in the area.

Air: The prevailing wind is from the west and southwest. Average wind speed is highest at
8 miles per hour, in May.
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Surface water: Surface water runoff on the site sheet flow predominantly in the northerly
direction. Site conditions were dry upon the site visit.

3.0 USER PROVIDED INFORMATION

3.1 Title Records

A preliminary title report dated August 29, 2023 was provided by the client.

3.2 Environmental Liens or Activity and Use Limitations (AULS)

AESI requested information from the client and Site Manager regarding knowledge of
environmental liens, activity and use limitations (AULs) for the property. The site contact
was not aware of any environmental liens associated with the property. In addition, the site
contact had no knowledge of any use or activity limitations. EDR was retained to provide an
Environmental Lien Search Report (See Appendix C). No environmental liens or AULs
associated with the property were found by EDR.

The site contact was not aware of any valuation reductions
associated with the property. A valuation reduction study of the property was considered
outside the scope of the Phase | Environmental Site Assessment and was not performed.

The purpose of the records review was to obtain and review records that will help identify
recognized environmental concerns in connection with the property.

Some records reviewed pertain not only to the property, but also to properties within an
additional approximate minimum search distance in order to help assess the likelihood of
problems from migrating hazardous substances or petroleum products. Unless stated
otherwise, the approximate minimum search distances used below were as specified in the
ASTM Standard 1527-13.

4.1 Standard Environmental Records

We researched and found a previous Phase | Environmental Assessment report we
submitted for this area in November 2017. It was previously submitted for APN 3114-012-
060, which is now divided into two parcels, 3114-012-068 & 3114-012-069. We found
similar results from our previous Phase | report, there was no REC’s found in both reports.

Information from standard Federal and state environmental record sources was provided
through EDR. Data from governmental agency lists are updated and integrated into one
database, which is updated as these data are released. This integrated database also
contains postal service data in order to enhance address matching. Records from one
government source are compared to records from another to clarify any address
ambiguities. The demographic and geographic information available provides assistance in
identifying and managing risk. The accuracy of the geocoded locations is approximately +/-
300 feet. EDR researched each database for sites located within the minimum ASTM
(American Society for Testing and Materials) search radius as identified in Table 1. A copy
of EDR's report is included in Appendix B.

Identification and/or testing
for lead based paint is not included in the scope of this report.

Asbestos: Testing for suspect asbestos containing materials was not a task item under
this scope of work. In 1978, the National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutant
Standards (NESHAPS) under EPA guidance outlawed the installation of all friable asbestos

There are no data gaps that significantly affected our ability to identify recognized
environmental conditions associated with the property.
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9.0 CONCLUSIONS

We have performed a Phase | Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the
scope and limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-13 of the property. Any exceptions to, or
deletions from this practice are described in Section of this report. The assessment has
revealed no evidence of recognized environmental conditions in connection with the
property.

The above conclusion is based on the findings in this report. ldentification of asbestos
building materials is not included in the scope of a Phase | ESA.

According to the EDR research, there are 2 LUST sites listed. For open petroleum sites,
research conducted in the State of California by Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory
(LLNL) in 1996 indicates that attenuation and degradation of the product in groundwater
play major roles in reducing the hydrocarbon contamination to non-detectable levels within
several hundred feet of the contaminant source. Moreover, this research indicates that in
over 90% of the hydrocarbon contamination cases, groundwater contaminant plumes do not
extend more than 250-feet from the source. Solvent/toxic contamination plumes may
extend farther from the source.

We have addressed the environmental impacts for each of the sites below.

1. JOHNSON FORD (45640 23%° ST W) — This site is located at a higher elevation
than subject property and approximately 1/8 — 1/4 mile to the southwest. EDR
report indicates a diesel leak. Discovery and remediation occurred between
2009 and 2011. The LUST case was closed in 2011. This site drains away from
the subject property. Johnson Ford has currently created no apparent
environmental impact(s) to the subject property at this time

2. DEWEY PEST CONTROL (45440 23%° ST N) — This site is located at a higher
elevation than subject property and approximately 1/4 — 1/2 mile to the
southwest. EDR report indicates a Benzene leak. Discovery and remediation
occurred between 1994 and 2012. The LUST case was closed in 2012. The
LUST case was closed in 2012. This site drains away from the subject property.
Dewey Pest Control has currently created no apparent environmental impact(s)
to the subject property at this time.

There is one HIST CORTESE site listed.

DEWEY PEST CONTROL (45440 23%° ST N) — This site is located at a higher
elevation than subject property and approximately 1/4 — 1/2 mile to the
southwest.
