Caltrans proposes to preserve pavement along the length of the project, which includes overlaying 0.20-foot of HMA-A
and placing a new structural section on dig out areas identified with local pavement failure (Appendix A-Project Layouts).
The project would also replace 21 culvert systems and rehabilitate 36 existing drainage systems currently in poor
condition using Cured-in Place Pipe (CIPP). Additional work would include construction of a Maintenance Vehicle Pullout
at southbound PM 12.25, replacing approximately 11,830 linear feet of guardrail with metal beam guardrail (MBGR),
upgrading Transportation Management Systems (TMS) elements (signs, non-standard signs, etc.), and replacing the
existing census station at PM 14.75 to meet current standards.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The proposed project would have Less than Significant Impacts to Aesthetics, Air Quality, Cultural Resources,
Greenhouse Gas Emissions, Hazards and Hazardous Waste, Noise, Transportation, and Mandatory Findings of
Significance. The proposed project would have Less than Significant Impacts with following mitigation measures
incorporated: Onsite restoration of riparian and Waters of the U.S. and State would be implemented to the greatest
extent possible. However, some permanent impacts may be unavoidable due to the proposed construction activities.
Caltrans will provide compensatory mitigation for the authorized impacts to wetlands and waters of the U.S. and State by
purchasing Aquatic Resource Credits. Required credits would be purchased from the National Fish and Wildlife
Foundation’s (NFWF) Sacramento District California InLieu Fee Program. The appropriate mitigation will be determined
through the permit consultation process with the Central Valley Regional Water Quality Control Board and the California
Department of Fish and Wildlife.
