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JUSTIFICATION FOR PROJECT EXEMPTION
CASE NO. ENV-2025-6025-CE

The Department of City Planning has determined that, based on the whole of the administrative
record, that the project located at 1925 West Montrose Street with associated case file ENV-2025-
6025-CE is exempt from CEQA pursuant to CEQA Guidelines, Section 15332, Class 32 (Infill
Development Project), and that there is no substantial evidence demonstrating that an Exception
to a Categorical Exemption pursuant to CEQA Guidelines, Section 15300.2 applies.

A project qualifies for a Class 32 Categorical Exemption if it is developed on an infill site and
meets the following criteria:

(a) The project is consistent with the applicable general plan designation and all applicable
general plan policies as well as with the applicable zoning designation and regulations;

(b) The proposed development occurs within city limits on a project site of no more than five
acres substantially surrounded by urban uses;

(c) The project site has no value as habitat for endangered, rare or threatened species;

(d) Approval of the project would not result in any significant effects relating to traffic, noise,
air quality, or water quality; and

(e) The site can be adequately served by all required utilities and public services.

The proposed project is for the construction, use, and maintenance of a new, five-story, 19-unit
apartment building on an approximately 8,682.5 square-foot site. The project will have a total floor
area of 20,592.3 square feet with a unit mix of 10 one-bedroom units, eight (8) two-bedroom units,
and one (1) three-bedroom unit. The applicant proposes to reserve 10 percent, or two (2) units,
for Extremely Low-Income Households. The proposed building will rise to a height of 67 feet. The
project will include 23 vehicular parking spaces provided across one (1) subterranean parking
level and one (1) ground floor parking level and 22 bicycle parking spaces, including 20 long-term
spaces and two (2) short-term spaces. There will be 2,256 square feet of open space provided
as a 543.8 square-foot recreation room on the second floor, a 1,312.4 square-foot roof deck, and
400 square feet will be provided as private open space through balconies. There are no protected
trees on-site as indicated in the Tree Disclosure Statement (Attachment A) dated October 5, 2023.
The project is required to provide five (5) trees that are 24” box minimum. The project proposes
to provide five (5) trees, of which two (2) will be planted on-site, and three (3) will be planted in
the right-of-way. As there are no approved right-of-way improvement plans, the project considered
will assume the worst-case scenario of removal of all street trees. However, this analysis gives



no rights to the applicant to remove any street tree. No street trees may be removed without prior
approval of Urban Forestry based on compliance with LAMC Section 62.169 and 62.170 and
applicable findings. In conjunction with the construction of the apartment building, the Project
submitted an application for a haul route for the export of approximately 4,263 cubic yards of
earth.

A project requires a haul route when a site is located in a Special Bureau of Engineering (BOE)
Area and involves the import or export of earth material of 1,000 cubic yards or more. The subject
site is located within a Special Bureau of Engineering (BOE) Grading Area and proposes 4,263
cubic yards of earth for export; thus, a haul route is required. Specific Regulatory Compliance
Measures (RCMs) in the City of Los Angeles regulation the grading and construction of projects
in this particular type of “sensitive” locations and will reduce any potential impacts to less than
significant.

A project qualifies for a Class 32 Categorical Exemption if it is developed on an infill site and
meets the following criteria:

(a) The project is consistent with the applicable general plan designation and all applicable
general plan policies as well as with the applicable zoning designation and regulations.

The site is located within the Silver Lake — Echo Park — Elysian Valley Community Plan. It is
zoned R3-1VL with a General Plan Land Use Designation of Medium Residential. Per the
Silver Lake — Echo Park — Elysian Valley Community Plan, the corresponding zone for
Medium Residential land use is R3. Additionally, the site is located within a Transit Priority
Area (Z1-2452), State Enterprise Zone (ZI-2374), Hillside Area, Urban Agriculture Incentive
Zone, and Special Grading Area (BOE Basic Grids Map A-13372). The site is located within
500 feet of the Camino Nuevo Charter Academy (Sandra Cisneros Campus) and the Camino
Nuevo Charter Academy 4. Additionally, the site is approximately 0.47 km from the Upper
Elysian Park Fault. As shown in the case file, the project is consistent with the applicable
Silver Lake — Echo Park — Elysian Valley Community Plan designation and policies and all
applicable zoning designations and regulations. The site is not located within the boundaries
of or subject to any specific plan, community design overlay, or interim control ordinance. In
addition, no Zone Changes, Zone Variances, or Specific Plan Exceptions are required for this
project.

(b) The proposed development occurs within city limits on a project site of no more than five acres
substantially surrounded by urban uses.

The project site is wholly within the City of Los Angeles, on a site that is comprised of two (2)
contiguous lots that are approximately 0.199 acres (8,682.5 square feet), which is less than
five (5) acres. Lots adjacent to the subject site are developed with commercial uses, and single
and multi-family residences.

(c) The project site has no value as habitat for endangered, rare, or threatened species.

The project site is previously disturbed and surrounded by development and therefore is not,
and has no value as, a habitat for endangered, rare or threatened species. Furthermore, there
are no protected tree or shrub species on the site or in the adjacent right-of-way as identified
in the Tree Disclosure Statement (Attachment A) dated October 5, 2023. As there are no
approved right-of-way improvement plans, the project considered will assume the worst-case
scenario of removal of all street trees. However, this analysis gives no rights to the applicant



to remove any street tree. No street trees shall be removed without prior approval of Urban
Forestry based on compliance with LAMC Section 62.169 and 62.170 and applicable findings.

(d) Approval of the project would not result in any significant effects relating to traffic, noise, air
quality, or water quality.

The project will be subject to Regulatory Compliance Measures (RCMs), which require
compliance with the City of Los Angeles Noise Ordinance, pollutant discharge, dewatering,
stormwater mitigations; and Best Management Practices (BMPs) for stormwater runoff. These
RCMs regulate impacts related to construction and operational noise and will ensure the
project will not have significant impacts on noise and water. A Noise Impact Analysis
(Attachment B), dated January 2023, and prepared by Envicom Corporation, was prepared to
identify, describe, and evaluate the significance of potential noise impacts resulting from the
construction and operation of the proposed project. Based on the findings of the report, the
project’s potential noise effects during construction and operations would not exceed the
City’s applicable noise standards, with the incorporation of the following standard regulatory
compliance measure:

¢ Regulatory Compliance Measure RC-NO-1 (Demolition, Grading, and Construction
Activities): The project shall comply with the City of Los Angeles Noise Ordinance No.
144,331 and 161,574 and any subsequent ordinances, which prohibit the emission or
creation of noise beyond certain levels at adjacent uses unless technically infeasible.

Furthermore, a Vehicle Miles Traveled (VMT) calculator analysis (Attachment C) shows that
the project generates 84 daily vehicle trips and does not exceed the threshold criteria
established by the Los Angeles Department of Transportation (LADOT) of 250 daily vehicle
trips for preparing a traffic study. Therefore, the project will not have any significant impacts
to traffic.

An Air Quality Impact Analysis (Attachment D), dated January 2023, and prepared by Envicom
Corporation, was conducted to identify, describe, and evaluate the significance of potential air
quality impacts resulting from the construction and operation of the proposed project. Based
on the findings of the report, the project does not exceed the established SCAQMD
construction and operational thresholds.

A significant impact would occur if the project would: 1) exceed wastewater treatment
requirements of the Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board (LARWQCB); 2)
increase water consumption or wastewater generation to such a degree that the capacity of
facilities currently serving the project site would be exceeded; or 3) increase surface water
runoff, resulting in the need for expanded off-site storm water drainage facilities. All
wastewater from the project would be treated according to requirements of the National
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit authorized by the LARWQCB.
Therefore, the proposed project would result in a less than significant impact related to
wastewater treatment requirements.

Given that the project is located within a Special Bureau of Engineering (BOE) Grading Area,
specifically the following RCM would apply:

e Regulatory Compliance Measure RC-GEO-2 (Hillside Grading Area): The grading
plan shall conform with the City's Landform Grading Manual guidelines, subject to
approval by the Advisory Agency and the Department of Building and Safety's Grading



Division. Appropriate erosion control and drainage devices shall be provided to the
satisfaction of the Building and Safety Department. These measures include interceptor
terraces, berms, vee-channels, and inlet and outlet structures, as specified by Section
91.7013 of the Building Code, including planting fast-growing annual and perennial
grasses in areas where construction is not immediately planned.

Therefore, the project would not result in any significant effects relating to traffic, noise, air
quality, or water quality.

(e) The site can be adequately served by all required utilities and public services.

The project site will be adequately served by all public utilities and services given that the
construction of a new 19-unit apartment development will be on a site which has been
previously developed and is consistent with the General Plan.

Therefore, the project meets all the criteria for the Class 32 Exemption.
Class 32 Exceptions

The City has considered whether the proposed Project is subject to any of the five (5) exceptions
that would prohibit the use of a categorical exemption as set forth in State CEQA Guidelines
Section 15300.2. The five (5) exceptions to this Exemption are: (a) Cumulative Impacts; (b)
Significant Effect; (c) Scenic Highways; (d) Hazardous Waste Sites; and (e) Historical Resources.

(@) Cumulative Impacts. All exemptions for these classes are inapplicable when the cumulative
impact of successive projects of the same type in the same place, over time is significant.

The site is currently vacant with an area of approximately 8,682.5 square feet. The project is
for the construction, use, and maintenance of a 19-unit apartment building that is five (5)
stories with a subterranean parking level, a maximum height of 67 feet and contains 20,592.3
square feet of floor area. The project also proposed the export of 4,263 cubic yards of earth.

The Haul Route approval will be subject to recommended conditions prepared by the Los
Angeles Department of Transportation (LADOT) and considered by the Board of Building and
Safety Commissioners. These conditions will reduce the impacts of construction related
hauling activity, monitor the traffic effects of hauling, and reduce haul trips in response to
congestion. Additionally, each project would be subject to the review of LADOT and the
Bureau of Street Services and conditions of approval issued by the Board of Building and
Safety Commissioners.

Staff conducted a ZIMAS Case Number Report (Attachment E) using a 500-foot radius to
assess the number of the same type of projects in the same place. At the time of writing this
report, there were three (3) other projects which are summarized in the table below:

All three (3) projects above have been approved and are in different stages of development
but are unlikely to overlap with the development pattern of the subject project, which is
currently under construction.

Additionally, the proposed project is subject to Regulatory Compliance Measures (RCMs) that
would ensure that project impacts are less than significant. The subject RCMs relate to air
quality, noise, hazardous materials, geology, water quality and transportation. Since the
project impacts are less than significant, the project’s contribution to cumulative impacts would
not be cumulatively considerable and therefore would be less than significant.

(b) Significant Effect. A categorical exemption shall not be used for an activity where there is a
reasonable possibility that the activity will have a significant effect on the environment due to
unusual circumstances.

The project proposes to construct a five-story, 19-unit apartment building in an area zoned
and designated for such development. The site is currently vacant with an area of
approximately 8,682.5 square feet. All adjacent lots are developed with commercial and
residential uses. Adjacent lots to the north and west are zoned [Q]C2-2D, and adjacent lots
to the east are zoned R3-1VL. Lots to the south, across Montrose Street, are zoned C2-1VL
and RD2-1VL. Surrounding properties are all developed with commercial and single- and
multi-family buildings that range in height from one- to two-stories. The project utilizes a Floor
Area Ratio (FAR) of approximately 3.69:1 on a site that is permitted to have a maximum FAR
of 4.5:1 per the Transit Oriented Communities Program. Thus, there are no unusual
circumstances which may lead to a significant effect on the environment, and this exception
does not apply.

(c) Scenic Highways. A categorical exemption shall not be used for a project which may result
in damage to scenic resources, including but not limited to, trees, historic buildings, rock
outcroppings, or similar resources, within a highway officially designated as a state scenic
highway.

The only State Scenic Highway within the City of Los Angeles is the Topanga Canyon State
Scenic Highway, State Route 27, which travels through a portion of Topanga State Park, is
located approximately 35 miles southeast of the site. Therefore, the Project will not result in
damage to any scenic resources, including but not limited to, trees, historic buildings, rock
outcroppings, or similar resources, within a highway officially designated as a state scenic
highway, and this exception does not apply.

(d) Hazardous Waste. A categorical exemption shall not apply for a project located on a site



included on any list compiled under Section 65962.5 of the Government Code.

According to Envirostor, the State of California’s database of Hazardous Waste Sites, neither
the Subject Site nor any site in the vicinity, is identified as a hazardous waste site.
Furthermore, the building permit history for the Project Site does not indicate the Site may be
hazardous or otherwise contaminated. Therefore, this exception does not apply.

(e) Historic Resources. A categorical exemption shall not be used for a project which may cause
a substantial adverse change in the significance of a historical resource.

The Project Site is not identified as a historic resource by local or state agencies, and the
Project Site has not been determined to be eligible for listing in the National Register of
Historic Places, California Register of Historical Resources, the Los Angeles Historic-Cultural
Monuments Register, and/or any local register; and was not found to be a potential historic
resource based on the City’s HistoricPlacesLA website or SurveyLA, the citywide survey of
Los Angeles. Based on this, the Project will not result in a substantial adverse change to the
significance of a historical resource; thus, this exception does not apply.

4.0 AIR QUALITY SETTING
Ambient Air Quality Standards

National and State ambient air quality standards,* shown in Table 1, Ambient Air Quality Standards, are
the air quality levels that are considered safe, with an adequate margin of safety, to protect the public health
and welfare of “sensitive receptors,” which include the elderly, young children, the acutely and chronically
ill (e.g., those with cardio-respiratory disease, including asthma), and persons engaged in strenuous work
or exercise. Healthy adults can tolerate occasional exposure to air pollutant concentrations considerably
above these minimum standards before adverse effects are observed. Recent research has shown, however,
that chronic exposure to ozone (O3), the primary ingredient in photochemical smog, may lead to adverse
respiratory health, even at concentrations close to the ambient standard. Sources and health effects of
various pollutants are shown in Table 2, Health Effects of Major Criteria Pollutants.

Baseline Air Quality

Existing levels of ambient air quality and historical trends and projections in the proposed project area are
documented from measurements made by the South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD),
which is the agency that is responsible for regulating stationary sources of emissions in the air basin. The
Project Site is located within the Central Los Angeles County air monitoring area (downtown LA
monitoring station 087). Therefore, monitoring data recorded at that area’s station for regional air
pollutants, such as O3, carbon monoxide (CO), nitrogen oxides (NOx). And 10-micron diameter or less
particulate matter (PM-10 and PM-2.5) are used to represent the air quality in the proposed project area.
Table 3, Project Area Air Quality Monitoring Summary 2016-2020 provides data from this monitoring
stations for the previous five years (2016-2020) for which this data is available from the SCAQMD
website.” The air quality data and trends in the proposed project vicinity, as documented in Table 3, are
summarized below:

1. From 2016-2020, O3 levels exceeded the 1-hour State standard 24 days, the 8-hour State standard
46 days, and the Federal 8-hour standard 27 days.

2. PM-10 levels exceeded the State 24-hour standard 9.0 percent of all days monitored from 2016-
2020. The National 24-hour PM-10 standard was not exceeded in the same period.

3. PM-2.5 levels exceeded the current National 24-hour standard approximately 1.0 percent of all
days monitored from 2016-2020.

4. CO and Nox levels have not exceeded National or State standards in the previous five years of
monitoring data (2016-2020).

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California standards for ozone, carbon monoxide (except 8-hour Lake Tahoe), sulfur dioxide (1 and 24 hour), nitrogen dioxide, and
particulate matter (PM 10, PM2.5, and visibility reducing particles), are values that are not to be exceeded. All others are not to be
equaled or exceeded. California ambient air quality standards are listed in the Table of Standards in Section 70200 of Title 17 of the
California Code of Regulations.

National standards (other than ozone, particulate matter, and those based on annual arithmetic mean) are not to be exceeded more than
once a year. The ozone standard is attained when the fourth highest 8-hour concentration measured at each site in a year, averaged over
three years, is equal to or less than the standard. For PM10, the 24 hour standard is attained when the expected number of days per
calendar year with a 24-hour average concentration above 150 ug/m3 is equal to or less than one. For PM2.5, the 24 hour standard is
attained when 98 percent of the daily concentrations, averaged over three years, are equal to or less than the standard. Contact the U.S.
EPA for further clarification and current national policies.

On October 1, 2015, the national 8-hour ozone primary and secondary standards were lowered from 0.075 to 0.070 ppm.

On December 14, 2012, the national annual PM2.5 primary standard was lowered from 15 ug/m3 to 12.0 pg/m3. The existing national 24-
hour PM2.5 standards (primary and secondary) were retained at 35 pg/mS, as was the annual secondary standard of 15 pg/mS. The

existing 24-hour PM 10 standards (primary and secondary) of 150 |,Lg/m3 also were retained. The form of the annual primary and
secondary standards is the annual mean, averaged over 3 years.

To attain the 1-hour national standard, the 3-year average of the annual 98th percentile of the 1-hour daily maximum concentrations at
each site must not exceed 100 ppb. Note that the national 1-hour standard is in units of parts per billion (ppb). California standards are in
units of parts per million (ppm). To directly compare the national 1-hour standard to the California standards the units can be converted
from ppb to ppm. In this case, the national standard of 100 ppb is identical to 0.100 ppm.

On June 2, 2010, a new 1-hour SO, standard was established and the existing 24-hour and annual primary standards were revoked. To
attain the 1-hour national standard, the 3-year average of the annual 99th percentile of the 1-hour daily maximum concentrations at each
site must not exceed 75 ppb. The 1971 SO, national standards (24-hour and annual) remain in effect until one year after an area is
designated for the 2010 standard, except that in areas designated nonattainment for the 1971 standards, the 1971 standards remain in
effect until implementation plans to attain or maintain the 2010 standards are approved.

Note that the 1-hour national standard is in units of parts per billion (ppb). California standards are in units of parts per million (ppm). To
directly compare the 1-hour national standard to the California standard the units can be converted to ppm. In this case, the national
standard of 75 ppb is identical to 0.075 ppm.

The ARB has identified lead and vinyl chloride as 'toxic air contaminants' with no threshold level of exposure for adverse health effects
determined. These actions allow for the implementation of control measures at levels below the ambient concentrations specified for
these pollutants.

The national standard for lead was revised on October 15, 2008 to a rolling 3-month average. The 1978 lead standard (1.5 ug/m3 asa
quarterly average) remains in effect until one year after an area is designated for the 2008 standard, except that in areas designated
nonattainment for the 1978 standard, the 1978 standard remains in effect until implementation plans to attain or maintain the 2008
standard are approved.

In 1989, the ARB converted both the general statewide 10-mile visibility standard and the Lake Tahoe 30-mile visibility standard to
instrumental equivalents, which are "extinction of 0.23 per kilometer" and "extinction of 0.07 per kilometer" for the statewide and Lake
Tahoe Air Basin standards, respectively.

Air Quality Planning

In the Air Basin, the agencies designated to develop the regional Air Quality Management Plan (AQMP)
are the SCAQMD and the Southern California Association of Governments. The 2016 AQMP is a regional
blueprint for achieving air quality standards and healthful air, and it represents a comprehensive analysis
of emissions, meteorology, atmospheric chemistry, regional growth projections, and the impact of existing
control measures. According to the AQMP, the principal contributor to air quality challenges in the Air
Basin is mobile source emissions.

Primary Pollutants

Primary pollutants are those that are emitted in their already unhealthful form. CO is an example of such a
pollutant, which can have effects at a very localized level, near an individual source of emissions or a
collection of sources, such as a crowded intersection or parking lot. Many particulates, especially fugitive
dust emissions, are also primary pollutants. Because of the non-attainment status of the South Coast Air
Basin for PM-10, SCAQMD Rule 403 requires construction projects to implement an aggressive dust
control program.

Secondary Pollutants

Secondary pollutants are those that transform over time from more benign components directly emitted
from a source(s) to a more unhealthful contaminant. Os is an example of a secondary pollutant, which is
created through chemical reactions involving primary precursors reactive organic gases (ROG), nitrogen
oxide (Nox), and sunlight.

Emissions Forecasts

The SCAQMD emissions forecast® for O3 precursors (ROG and Nox) and for CO and PM are shown in
Table 4, South Coast Air Basin Emissions Forecasts (emissions in tons/day). Substantial reductions in
emissions of ROG, Nox and CO are forecast to continue throughout the next several decades. Emissions of
PM-10 and PM-2.5 are forecast to slightly increase unless new particulate control programs are
implemented.

5.0 AIR QUALITY IMPACTS

Significance Criteria

State CEQA Guidelines

Air quality impacts of a project are considered significant if they cause clean air standards to be violated
where they are currently met, or if they substantially contribute to an existing violation of standards.
Substantial emissions of air contaminants for which there is no safe exposure, or nuisance emissions such
as dust or odors, that are generated by a project, would also be considered significant impacts.

As set forth in Appendix G, Environmental Checklist, of the State CEQA Guidelines, a project could have
a potentially significant impact if it would:

a. Conflict with or obstruct implementation of the applicable air quality plan;

b. Result in a cumulatively considerable net increase of any criteria pollutant for which the project
region is non-attainment under an applicable federal or state ambient air quality standard,;

c. Expose sensitive receptors to substantial pollutant concentrations; and/or

d. Result in other emissions such as those leading to odors adversely affecting a substantial number
of people.

SCAQMD Emissions Thresholds

While conformity with adopted plans, forecasts and programs relative to population, housing, employment
and land use designations could indicate conformance with the current AQMP, this evaluation provides a
project-specific analysis of the proposed project to determine significance based on consistency with
SCAQMD Air Quality Significance thresholds. As the amount of a secondary pollutant that may result
from a project cannot be quantified by direct measurement of its emissions from a source, the SCAQMD
has designated significant emissions levels of precursor components as surrogates for evaluating whether a
project’s emissions could result in significant regional air quality impacts associated with secondary
pollutants. Projects with daily emissions that exceed any of the following emission thresholds shown in
Table 5, SCAQMD CEQA Daily Emissions Thresholds, (pounds/day) are recommended by the
SCAQMD to be considered significant impacts under CEQA.

Existing Land Use Emissions

The project site is currently vacant. Therefore, there are no emissions associated with the existing land use.

Sensitive Receptors

Air quality impacts are analyzed relative to those persons with the greatest sensitivity to air pollution
exposure. Such persons are called “sensitive receptors.” Sensitive receptors include the elderly, young
children, the acutely and chronically ill (e.g., those with cardio-respiratory disease, including asthma), and
persons engaged in strenuous work or exercise. For the project, the nearest sensitive uses for air quality
effects would be the adjacent residences, because they may be occupied for extended periods, and residents
may be outdoors when exposure is highest.

Construction Activity Impacts

Dust is typically the primary concern during the construction of projects that would involve land clearing
and grading. Because such emissions are not amenable to collection and discharge through a controlled
source, they are called “fugitive emissions.” Emission rates vary as a function of many parameters
(including soil silt, soil moisture, wind speed, area disturbed, number of vehicles, and depth of disturbance
or excavation).

The California Emissions Estimator Model (CalEEMod) is a Statewide land use emissions computer model
designed to provide a uniform platform for government agencies, land use planners, and environmental
professionals to quantify potential criteria pollutant emissions associated with both construction and
operations from a variety of land use projects. The model quantifies direct emissions from construction and
operation activities (including vehicle use), as well as indirect emissions, such as from energy use, solid
waste disposal, vegetation planting and/or removal, and water use. The model was developed for the
California Air Pollution Officers Association in collaboration with the California Air Districts.

The proposed project’s estimated construction emissions were modeled using CalEEMod Version 2020.4.0
to identify maximum daily emissions for each pollutant during project construction. The output reports
from CalEEMod are included as Appendix A to this report. Construction emissions were modeled based
on lot acreage, volume of soil exported, and the proposed building’s square footage, number of units, and
number of parking spaces. The CalEEMod model provides a construction timeline of under one year, which
is faster than actual construction is anticipated to take. This provides a conservative estimate of emissions
for analysis purposes as extending the duration of construction would result in a reduction of the estimated
maximum daily emissions, as activities would occur over a longer time period. A conceptual construction
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equipment fleet list and approximate duration of each construction phase on which this analysis was
conducted is shown in Table 6, Conceptual Construction Equipment Fleet.

All construction grading projects in the City of Los Angeles must comply with the requirements of
SCAQMD Rule 403, Fugitive Dust, which requires the implementation of Best Available Control Measures
for all fugitive dust sources. SCAQMD Rule 403, Control Measure 08-2 states that during earth moving
activities, projects are required to “Re-apply water as necessary to maintain soils in a damp condition and
to ensure that visible emissions do not exceed 100 feet in any direction.” Therefore, pursuant to SCAQMD
Rule 403, the project would be required to implement adequate watering of exposed surfaces during
grading.

As seen in Table 7, peak daily construction activity emissions of criteria air pollutants are estimated to be
far below the SCAQMD thresholds of significance. Therefore, construction period air quality impacts of
the project would be less than significant.

1925 MONTROSE STREET MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL PROJECT
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Localized Significance Thresholds Analysis

The SCAQMD has developed analysis parameters to evaluate ambient air quality on a local level in addition
to the more regional emissions-based thresholds of significance. These analysis elements are called
Localized Significance Thresholds (LSTs). LSTs were developed in response to the SCAQMD Governing
Board’s Environmental Justice Enhancement Initiative 1-4, and the LST methodology was provisionally
adopted in October 2003 and formally approved by SCAQMD’s Mobile Source Committee in February
2005. LSTs are only applicable to the following criteria pollutants: NOx, CO, PM-10, and PM-2.5. LSTs
represent the maximum emissions from a project that are not expected to cause or contribute to an
exceedance of the most stringent applicable Federal or State ambient air quality standard, and they are
developed based on the ambient concentrations of that pollutant for each source receptor area and distance
to the nearest sensitive receptor.

Use of an LST analysis for a project is optional. For the proposed project, the primary source of possible
LST impact would be construction activity, based on the maximum onsite daily emissions estimated by
CalEEMod. LSTs are applicable for a sensitive receptor where it is possible that an individual could remain
for 24 hours, such as a residence, hospital, or convalescent facility.

SCAQMD’s LST screening tables provide thresholds for 25, 50, 100, 200 and 500-meter source-receptor
distances. Existing multi-family residences are located within 25 meters of the project boundary. Pursuant
to SCAQMD LST Methodology for projects with boundaries located closer than 25 meters to the nearest
receptor, LST screening levels for a 25-meter source-receptor distance were considered for this project.’
LST pollutant screening level concentration data is currently published for 1, 2 and 5-acre sites.® For this
project, thresholds for a 1-acre site were used. This evaluation is based on estimated onsite daily
construction emissions for the phase and year representing the highest daily emissions. Daily averages
would be lower than the reported maximum amounts.

Table 8, Local Significance Thresholds (LST) and Peak Daily Onsite Emissions (pounds/day) shows
the relevant thresholds and the estimated peak daily onsite emissions during the construction phases that
would generate the highest level of onsite emissions for each pollutant evaluated for LST impacts.” As
previously described, the project would be required to implement adequate watering of exposed surfaces
during grading to reduce dust emissions to comply with SCAQMD Rule 403, Fugitive Dust.

Offsite construction emissions, such as export hauling, are not evaluated for local significance at receptors adjacent to the site.
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As seen in Table 8, the peak onsite emissions during construction would not exceed the applicable
SCAQMD LSTs, and as such, potential LST impacts would be less than significant.

Operational Impacts

During operations, the proposed land uses would result in air quality emissions of criteria pollutants from
area sources, energy sources, and mobile sources. The SCAQMD thresholds for air quality impacts from
operations are shown above in Table 5. Operations of the proposed development would not exceed
SCAQMD significance thresholds for criteria pollutants as shown in Table 9, Maximum Daily Operations
Emissions (pounds/day).

As seen below in Table 9, the proposed project’s total operational daily emissions would be far below
SCAQMD thresholds. Therefore, operational impacts of the project would be less than significant.

As seen in Table 9, the proposed project’s total operational daily emissions would be far below SCAQMD
thresholds. Therefore, operational impacts of the project would be less than significant.

Toxic Air Contaminants

Exhaust particulates emitted from diesel powered equipment contain carcinogenic compounds, or toxic air
contaminants (TACs). As residential projects do not generate a substantial quantity of diesel truck trips
during operations, measurable diesel TAC emissions from the proposed project would occur for only a brief
period during construction activities that would require the onsite use of heavy-duty equipment. The toxicity
of diesel exhaust is evaluated relative to a 24-hour per day, 365-day per year, 70-year lifetime exposure.
The SCAQMD does not generally require the analysis of construction-related diesel emissions relative to
health risk, due to the short period for which the majority of diesel exhaust would occur. Health risk analyses
are typically assessed over a nine-, 30-, or 70-year timeframe, rather than for a relatively brief construction
period, due to the lack of health risk associated with such a brief exposure. As such, potential impacts of
the proposed project due to TAC emissions would be less than significant.
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Odor Impacts

As stated above, a significant impact may occur if a project would create objectionable odors affecting a
substantial number of people. However, objectionable odors are typically associated with manufacturing,
industrial, or sewage treatment processes, while the proposed project involves a multi-family residential
development. Nevertheless, the SCAQMD’s rules for odor compliance are mandated under the California
Health and Safety Code, Section 41700, and they are also addressed in SCAQMD Rule 402. This rule on
Public Nuisance states: “A person shall not discharge from any source whatsoever such quantities of air
contaminants or other material which cause injury, detriment, nuisance, or annoyance to any considerable
number of persons or to the public, or which endanger the comfort, repose, health, or safety of any such
persons or the public, or which cause, or have a natural tendency to cause, injury or damage to business or
property. The provisions of this rule shall not apply to odors emanating from agricultural operations
necessary for the growing of crops or the raising of fowl or animals.” During construction, trash receptacles
would be provided and covered and properly maintained in order to control odors, as required by law. The
project would be connected to municipal waste treatment utility infrastructure, and does not propose any
onsite wastewater treatment facilities. During operations, separate trash and recycling bins would be
required and provided, which would be emptied regularly for disposal. Therefore, the potential for the
project to generate odors adversely affecting a substantial number of people during construction and
operation would be less than significant.
