GE0-1 MM: All earthwork including excavation, 
backfill and preparation of the primary foundation 
and/or slab bearing soil should be performed in 
accordance with the geotechnical recommendations 
presented in the Sladden report and potions of the 
local regulations or requirements as applicable. 

Table 2 Summary of Recommendations 

Remedial Grading 

Over-excavation & re-compaction within the building 
envelope and extending laterally 5 feet beyond the 
building limits and to a minimum of 4 feet below the 
existing grade or 4 feet below the bottom of the 
footings, whichever is deeper. 

Native/Import Engineered Fill 

Place in thin lifts not exceeding 6 inches in a loose 
condition, at near optimum moisture content and 
compact to a minimum of 90 percent relative 
compaction. 

Asphalt Concrete Sections 

Compact the top 12 inches to at least 95 percent 
compaction at near optimum moisture content. 

All earthwork should be performed under the 
observation and testing of a qualified soil engineer. 
This includes the following: 
• The Project is required by law to comply with the 

California Building Standards Code which 
addresses construction standards including 
those related to geologic and soil conditions. 

• As a standard condition of Project approval, the 
Project will be required to comply with the site-
specific recommendations contained in the 
geotechnical investigation prepared for the 
Project site. The recommendations cover 
grading, soil removal, and recompaction 
activities; building foundation , floor slab, retaining 
wall, and paving design; shoring of excavations 
and trenches, and related topics. 
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GE0-2 MM. In addition to GEO- MM 1 (above), the Project 
project will be required to comply with standard Geologist 
grading conditions. Also, prior to placement of fill, Riverside 
existing undocumented fill, soil, colluviums, and County TLMA 
loose fan deposits should be overexcavated to firm, (Building and 
moist, fan materials or un-weathered bedrock. Safety 
Oversized material should be placed in Division) 
conformance with the Uniform Building Code. 

Mitigation Monitoring: 

GEO MM-A: The design and construction of the 
Project will be in monitored by the Riverside County 
TLMA (Building and Safety Division). 

GEOL MM B: The grading and placement of fill 
during construction of the Project will be in monitored 
by the Riverside County TLMA (Building and Safety 
Division).

1 O. Identification of the permanent repository to 
receive any recovered fossil material. The 
County of Riverside must be consulted on the 
repository/museum to receive the fossil material 
and a written agreement between the property 
owner/developer and the repository must be in 
place prior to site grading.

12. Procedures for reporting of findings. 
13. Identification and acknowledgement of the 

developer for the content of the PRIMP as well 
as acceptance of financial responsibility for 
monitoring, reporting and curation fees. 

All reports shall be signed by the project 
paleontologist and all other professionals 
responsible for the report's content (e.g., 
Professional Geologist), as appropriate. Two wet­
signed original copies of the report(s) shall be 
submitted to the office of the County Geologist 
along with a copy of this condition and the grading 
plan for appropriate case processing and tracking. 
These documents should not be submitted to the 
project Planner, the Plan Check staff, the Land Use 
Counter or any other County office. In addition, the 
applicant shall submit proof of hiring (i.e. copy of 
executed contract, retainer agreement, etc.) a 
project paleontologist for the in-grading 
implementation of the PRIMP. 

Monitoring: 

PALEO MM-A: Monitoring, if necessary, will be in 
accordance with the approved PRIMP.

TCR-1 MM Tribal Cultural Resource Monitor(s) for Project 
this Project will be employed for any ground Applicant, 
disturbing activities (including archaeological testing Project 
and surveys). Should buried cultural deposits be Contractor 
encountered, the Monitor may request that 
construction halt and the Monitor shall notify a 
Qualified Archaeologist (Secretary of the Interior's 
Standards and Guidelines) to investigate and, if 
necessary, prepare a mitigation plan for submission 
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to the requesting Tribal Historic Preservation Office 
(if requested), and other consulting tribal 
preservation offices requesting same. 

Mitigation Monitoring: 

TCR MM-A: At the completion of grading, 
excavation and ground disturbing activities on the 
site a Phase IV Monitoring Report shall be 
submitted to the Riverside County TLMA (Building 
and Safety Division). documenting monitoring 
activities conducted by the project Archaeologist 
and Native Tribal Monitors within 60 days of 
completion of grading. This report shall document 
the impacts to the known resources on the property; 
describe how each mitigation measure was fulfilled ; 
document the type of cultural resources recovered 
and the disposition of such resources; provide 
evidence of the required cultural sensitivity training 
for the construction staff held during the required 
pre-grade meeting; and, in a confidential appendix, 
include the daily/weekly monitoring notes from the 
archaeologist. All reports produced will be 
submitted to the consulting tribes and Eastern 
Information Center and interested tribes. 
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
